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Vicar’'s Reflections

Dear friends in Christ,

Greetings to you all in the name of the One who is to come
again, Jesus Christ our Lord!

As you know, the Church has entered into another season of
Lent. During these days we should dedicate ourselves totally
and participate in the life experiences of Jesus. Our meditations
during the Lenten period should enable us to understand the
limitations and possibilities in our lives. Lent is a time of remorse,
repentance and renewal. Our Lord Jesus, at the beginning of
His public ministry, used the weapon of abstinence to defeat
Satan. He not only fasted, but taught the people to fast, and
rebuked the wrong kind of fasting. The spiritual experience of
Lent sustains the repentance and renewal of God’s people.This
Is the experience of the forgiveness of sins, and the realization
of God’s grace. There are references to fasting and abstinence
in the both the Old and the New Testaments. The people of Israel,
in their journey through life, periodically observed fasting and
abstinence (Jonah 3:5-7, Leviticus 16:29, 23:26). The practice
of fasting helped the people who had wandered away from God
to return to God. They were able to attain a transformation of
the heart and a new way of life through fasting. To obtain God’s
blessings the prophets and the people fasted (Exodus 34:28,
Deuteronomy 9:9). We see that Moses fasted for forty days on
Mt. Sinai. In Micah 6:8 we read “....and what does the Lord require
of you but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly
with your God?”

The CSI Church gives importance to meditation on the Word of
God and to prayer, especially during this time. Without giving
too much importance to rituals, we should give prominence to
the Holy Bible, and we should be able to lead a life that is centred
on the Word of God. In the midst of our busy lives it is essential
that with calm minds we lift up our thoughts to God.
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We observe certain restrictions in food during the Lenten season.
We should be always willing to give up foods that may affect our
lives and health. But more precisely, we should be able to forgo
the yearning and craving for food at least during the Lenten
period, and try to meditate on what our Lord has taught us. May
our renunciation of certain foods during Lent be a means to
provide some nourishment to those without any food. | pray that
during this period of Lent we will become aware that the Christian
life is a life of responsibility, and that we must exercise restraint
and self-control in our lives.Let us avoid excessive consumption
of food as well as wastage of food. Let us remember to submit
ourselves to a life of purity. May the transformation that is wrought
in our lives by the crucified Christ help us become channels so
that others are also transformed.

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Cross — A New Vision of the Messianic Age

The Cross of Jesus is the centre point of mankind’'s existence on
earth. From the moment the first man and woman sinned (Cp. Gen.
3), itwas preplanned by God that Jesus would die on the cross. From
that time on people looked in faith to what God promised he would do
on the cross to save them. Today we look back and, by believing
what Jesus has done on the cross for us, receive forgiveness and new
life.

“The Cross is the sign of the Christian faith, of the Christian Church, of
the revelation of God in Jesus Christ. .... He who understands the
Cross aright ... understands the Bible, he understands Jesus Christ.”
(Emil Brunner — The Mediator)

Cross was an ancient instrument of execution; it seems to have
originated with the Persians, from whom it passed to the Greeks and
Romans. Among the latter it was widely employed for its deterrent
value, especially against rebellious slaves and seditious provincials.
Because of the protracted suffering and the extreme ignominy of this
manner of execution, it was viewed by the Romans as the supreme
penalty, the “most wretched of deaths”, and generally reserved for the
lowest classes and the most heinous of crimes. Pilate, the Roman
Procurator, sentenced Jesus to death reserved for high treason. He
was flogged (Mark 15:19) and led away to be crucified. The crucifixion
took place outside the city near a thoroughfare (Mark 15:29). Death
came rather quickly, after only six hours. Joseph of Arimathea, a
secret disciple, buried Him with special permission of Pilate (Mark
15:43-46).

As a physical object, Jesus’ cross is, of course, mentioned in all four
gospels (Mat. 27: 31-32; Mk. 15:20-21; Lk. 23: 23-24; Jn. 19:17-18),
and also at Phil. 2:8; Heb. 12:2. To the orthodox Jew it was inevitably
a stumbling block or scandal (Gal. 5:11), for the Christians declared
that Israel’s long-hoped-for Messiah had indeed come, only to be thus
ignominiously executed at Roman hands. To the Gentile pagans,
likewise, such a proposition was foolishness. As Paul acknowledged,
it could not be understood by worldly wisdom (1 Cor. 1:17-18). So it
became the occasion for persecuting the followers of Christ (Gal. 6:12).
Christ’s death on the cross brought salvation (Col. 2:14; cf. Eph. 2:16),
and hence was the basis for Christian hope (Col. 1:20). Therefore it
was, for Paul, the only ground on which he might boast (Gal. 6:14).
Thus the cross, with all its offensiveness, became the supreme symbol
of the new faith that marks the Messianic Age.

Christ Crucified Is God’s Power and Wisdom (Cp. 1 Cor. 1:18)
“For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are
perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God"—
Paul’s description of the CROSS OF THE MESSIANIC AGE!
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In order to emphasize further that we cannot eliminate “The Cross of
Christ” from any area of our thinking or living, we shall look through
Paul’s letter to the Galatians. The letter contains several striking
affirmations about the death of Jesus, each of which illumines a different
facet of the cross. When we put them together, we have an amazingly
comprehensive grasp of the pervasive influence of the cross.

First, the cross is the means of our justification — Christ has rescued
us from the present evil age (1:4) and redeemed us from the curse of
the law (3:13) so that we may stand boldly before God as his sons
and daughters, declared righteous and indwelt by his Spirit.
Secondly, the cross is the ground of our sanctification — We have
been crucified with Christ (2:20). We have crucified our fallen nature
(5:24). And the world has been crucified to us, as we have been to the
world (6:14). So the cross means more than the crucifixion of Jesus;
it includes our crucifixion, the crucifixion our flesh and the world.

Thirdly, the cross is the subject of our witness — We are to portray
Christ crucified (3:1) before people’s eyes so that they may see and
believe; we preach the cross of Christ (the merit of Christ) as the only
means of salvation (5:11; 6:12).

Fourthly, the cross is the object of our boasting (6:14). Paul's whole
world was in orbit round the cross. It meant more to him than anything
else. Our perspective should be the same.

“I bear on my body the marks of Jesus” (Gal. 6:17), Paul wrote - the
wounds and scars he had received in proclaiming Christ crucified, the
stigmata which branded him as Christ’s authentic slave.

The stigmata of Jesus, in the spirit if not in the body, remain a mark of
authentication for every Christian disciple, and especially every Christian
witness.

Campbell Morgan expressed it well: “It is the crucified man that can
preach the cross. Said Thomas ‘except | shall see in his hands the
print of the nails.... | will not believe’. Dr. Parker of London said that
what Thomas said of Christ, the world is saying about the church.
And the world is saying to every preacher: Unless | see in your hands
the print of the nails, | will not believe. Itistrue. Itisthe man ....who
has died with Christ, ...that can preach the cross of Christ.”

Let our hope and prayer during this Lent & Passiontide be:

“So I'll cherish the old rugged cross,

Till my trophies at last | lay down;

| will cling to the old rugged cross,

And exchange it someday for a crown.” (“The Old Rugged Cross” by
George Bernard)
