USE A LARGE BASKET
Dearly beloved in Christ,

“Your reward depends on what you say and what you do. You

will get what you deserve.” Proverbs 12:14.

A group of labourers had been hired by a North Indian farmer to

bring in his grain harvest. All through the day, each man carried

one basketful after another on his head to the barn and emptied

it into the bins.

As the sun was setting and the labourers made their way in with

the last of the grain, each one was met at the barn door by the

farmer, who said “Don’t empty this basket. It is your pay for the

day.”

Some of the labourers went happily home with their full baskets.

Some others were not so happy. The happy ones had used large

baskets all day. The unhappy ones had used small baskets.

The observation that we get out of life what we put into it may be

a time-worn platitude, but it is nevertheless true. Our reward at

the end of life’s day will be in proportion to the service we have

rendered willingly and whole-heartedly to God and to our fellow

beings. If we serve grudgingly and of necessity, it is an indication

that we are using a small basket, and our reward will be

correspondingly small. Indeed, we shall be in danger of losing

the reward entirely.

But if we serve generously and heartily as unto the Lord, we are

certainly using a large basket. Then, at the end of the day, we

shall find that our reward will be of “good measure, pressed down,

and shaken together, and running over.”

As we quietly contemplate our “baskets” what size do we see,

large or small? If we find that we are using the largest ones we

can manage, well and good. If we see that they are on the small

side, that is unfortunate. But the day is not yet over; it is still

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BIBLICAL RELIGION

Christianity has a gospel of salvation from sin, and flowing from that is
a practical calling to help and serve other people. Yes, Christianity
calls people to turn from sin and respond to Jesus Christ in saving
faith. But if they have done that, it then calls them to serve others
also.

Before the coming of Jesus Christ, there were no hospitals in the
world. If somebody got sick at home, there would have been family
members to take care of them. There were doctors, but there were no
hospitals. Nobody established institutions to take care of those who
were ill, certainly not those who were poor and unable to pay for their
treatment. But where Christianity came, the light of medicine followed
and hospitals were founded everywhere.

Before Jesus Christ came, there were no orphanages in the world.
People did not care for children who had no parents. Letting orphans
die was considered the best thing. Even worse, good Greek and Roman
families would expose their own children to perish from the elements
if they thought they had enough children. That is the way the people
of those days treated children. If by some means some rejected child
should manage to grow up to a reasonable age, even then nobody
would take the child in. Generally, such children fell into male or female
prostitution.

There were no leprosariums in the world before the coming of Jesus
Christ. Everyone feared leprosy and fled at a leper’s approach. There
was no compassion or humanitarian care for those who were suffering
as a result of this disease.

There were no disaster relief organisations in the world before the
coming of Jesus Christ. You never in all of ancient literature read, for
example, of the community in Rome getting together to take up an
offering to send to the starving poor in Egypt. Yet at even this early
stage, when the Christians were for the most part quite poor
themselves, you find the Apostle Paul going around the Greek

communities collecting money to send to the poor in Jerusalem

because there had been a famine there. Christians felt a tie to one

another and to other men and women because of a common humanity.
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There were not even any great schools in the ancient world. There
was education of course. But there was nothing like common education.
There was no concern for those who did not have means. Christians
brought that concern. It is Christians who have gone into the cities of
the world and have hunted out the poor, the young, the sick, the
uneducated and have brought them into schools to train them and
give them skills that enabled them to be something other than destiny
would seem to have chosen for them.

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To the Sunday School Children and Parents
Fierce argument and solution

The scene was atop a beautiful mountain overlooking a vast expanse
of land, the land overflowing with milk and honey, the promised land of
God. There on the ground lay still, a holy man who, under the directions
of the Lord, had almost single handedly delivered and guided a
multitude of people from cruel slavery and captivity in Egypt. These
were the chosen people of God, the descendents of Abraham, kept in
waiting for the fulfilment of the promise. This man Moses was far from
ordinary, being the only prophet who had face to face communication
with God. As strong as ever at the age of one hundred and twenty,
with clear eye sight, he was denied permission to enter the Promised
Land, but was only allowed to see the territories far into the horizon,
for reasons explained to him by God. Trying to take advantage of the
situation was Satan, the master of all rebellion, who once wanted to
rise above God and was expelled from heaven forever.

This short lesson is based on a collection of thoughts that cropped up
in my mind during and after a memorial area prayer meeting led by our
Vicar. The subject of the inspiring message by the Vicar was the
special song of Moses, included as Psalm 90, meaningfully abundant
but too deep to fully fathom. The focus of my discourse is not about
the Psalm, but a special event following the death of Moses, something
which has no parallels in the rest of the Bible. I request the young
readers to refer to Deuteronomy 32:45-52, 34:1-8 and the letter of
Jude, verse 9. You may also seek your parent’s help.

Moses was fore-chosen by God for a very important mission and hence
he became the focus of attention by everybody around right from his
birth. The King of Egypt had ordered all newborns of the Hebrew women
to be thrown and killed in the Nile, out of sheer jealousy, seeing the
fast multiplication of the race. Baby Moses, so sweet looking, was
hidden by his parents in a watertight basket and floated beneath tall
grass in the Nile. The king’s daughter found it, felt sorry for the lovely
baby and brought him up at the palace. Having grown up, his sense of
solidarity with fellow Hebrews put him into uncomfortable situations,
including the murder of an Egyptian, that forced him to escape to the
land of Midian on hearing that the King wanted to execute him. Due to
his acts of courage and kindness, he was offered a girl in marriage by
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a stranger named Jethro in the foreign land. And there, while tending
his Father-in-law’s sheep, God called him from the burning bush and
entrusted him with the greatest challenge any man has ever been
asked to do. Repeated appeals for exempting him from this mission
made God angry and He had to order Moses to take charge. During
the long years of journey through the wilderness, he had to face strong
opposition not only from fellow Israelites, but also from his own family
members. Peace tried to evade him even after death.

There on the mountain top where Moses died, the Devil was engaged
in a fierce argument with the Archangel Michael, over the claim to the
body of Moses. Of course the Devil knew that the spirit had gone to be
with the Lord, but he wanted the body to be in his possession. This
incident is briefly mentioned in verse 9 of the letter of Jude. This single
chapter letter is unique, making some special references not found
elsewhere in the Bible. In verse 14, we read about the prophecy of
Enoch, regarding the coming of the Lord with saints to punish the
guilty. In short, the letter warns against false teachers who claim to
be believers.

How did Jude get the special revelation of the events at the time of the
death of Moses? Why did he choose to make it a focal point in his
letter? This was an admonition to the people of God to handle a
situation in which they found themselves helpless. The way the
Archangel handled the challenge is quite surprising. Instead of using
abusing or insulting language, he said to the Devil, “The Lord rebuke
you.” Words must be used with caution even to the Devil. The tongue
of the Archangel which forever sings praise to the Holiest could not be
defiled by showering insults at the Devil. The apostle James in his
letter, chapter 3, verse 10, warns us against blessing and curse
emanating from the same mouth. There is also an old saying which
tells us that words are like wild horses, which once let loose never
come back. The special abilities and talents that God has bestowed
upon us must be used as a blessing to others and not to condemn,
curse, ridicule or hurt them.

Coming back to Pisgah, the mountain top, we read in Deuteronomy

34:6 that The Lord buried the body of Moses in a valley in Moab, but to

this day no one knows the exact place of his burial. The disputed

remains of Moses were moved by God from the mountain top to the

valley and hidden forever. The Creator alone can hide what he has
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created. Thus the great problem was solved. Had Michael tried to

solve the problem with his own abilities, it might have ended up in

another great disaster for the community. If someone had known the

burial place, it would have become one more centre of pilgrimage!

What did the Devil want to do with the body of Moses? The Lord had

blessed Moses with good physique, in spite of the long years of hard

journey through the desert and the distressing mental tension in dealing

with the rebellious people. Still being robust at the time of death, did

the Devil want to preserve and idolize it and thus continue misleading

the people of God? These are my speculations. Let me be pardoned if

I am wrong. In the second book of Kings, chapter 18, we read about

how the bronze snake that Moses had made for a short term healing

mission as directed by God, which later became an object of worship

called Nehushtan, until several years later when King Hezekiah boldly

smashed it into pieces. Even today we find preserved bodies of saints

before which prayers and offerings are made by people that have

departed far from Jesus, who only is “The Way, The Truth and The

Life”. Let us be very clear and specific regarding our faith in the light of

the Bible that Jesus has NOT appointed any saints in living body or

spirit to mediate for us, but that we can all pray to our Saviour fervently

for our personal needs and that of others. This is the meaning of our

intercessory prayers. In the Gospel according to Matthew, Chapter 6,

verse 6, Jesus teaches us to pray behind closed doors to the unseen

Heavenly Father who knows our hearts and answers our prayers. But

we find several men with ‘power’, who pray for others after demanding

money, and also try to exorcize evil spirits out of ‘possessed’ people,

and may end up with great harm to themselves and the victim. Such

extremely irresolvable matters must be submitted to God with fasting

prayers by the family members and other supporting believers.

The next time we are confronted by an uncertain situation with no way

out in sight, let us pause for a moment, lift up our eyes, remain still as

the Psalmist has said and wait for the divine intervention and solution

by God.
