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LIFT UP JESUS
“And I, if I be lifted up, I will draw all men unto Me” (John 12:32)

The central message of the Bible is Jesus Christ and His

redemptive work. The Old Testament prophets point to the coming

Messiah. Gospel writers speak of His life, death, resurrection and

ascension. They also give an account of their life with Him.

But there are times when Jesus speaks of Himself. His words

are scattered in the WORD, like precious gems. Here is one such

statement: “If I be lifted up, I will draw all men unto Me.” He utters

these words when the Greeks came desiring to see Him. Moved in

Spirit, Jesus sees the cross ahead. But, beyond the agonising death,

He is seeing far into the future.

Three deep truths are hidden in the statement.

1. If I be lifted up, 2. I will draw all men

3. Unto Myself

1. IF I BE LIFTED UP
Lifting means “giving the place of high honour”. It denotes

praising, appreciating, thinking and talking highly of someone. Though

literally ‘lifting’ means to give prominence and importance, Jesus here

is referring to the cross: the cross where He was lifted up, where

Heaven and earth met, where righteousness and mercy embraced,

where sinners meet their Saviour. The cross is the central point and

the central message of living. Jesus is demanding us to lift up the

message of the cross, to make it the focus of our attention. Yet it’s

not the cross alone, but the ONE who was hung on the cross. Is He

lifted up in our hearts, does He take priority in our thinking, is He the

supreme force behind our every action, and the central theme of our

message? God the Father has highly exalted and bestowed on Him

“the Name that is above every name” (Phil 2:9). If we are captured by

the love displayed on the cross, then we would say with Thomas

wholeheartedly “My Lord and my God.”

2. I WILL DRAW ALL MEN
The appeal of the cross is that it pulls people towards it. The

“drawing” is done by Jesus. When we lift Him, He attracts and draws
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people closer to Him. Only Jesus can create this response in human

hearts. The Name of Jesus is like a magnet attracting and pulling

people towards Him.The Holy Spirit does the deeper work in human

lives, convicting men of sin, righteousness and judgement. Let us

remember that anyone who works for Him is only a tool in His Hands.

It’s not only that He draws, He draws everyone. He died on the cross

for the whole humanity and therefore none is outside His field of

attention and force of attraction. Beyond all barriers of time, nationality,

age and culture, Jesus is drawing people to Himself and winning their

hearts.

3. UNTO MYSELF (I DRAW)
When the Israelites were brought out of Egypt, they crossed

the Red Sea, and came to Mt. Sinai. Then the LORD says to them, “I

brought you to Myself” (Ex 19:4). Jesus gave His life to make us His

own. His greatest mission is to make us reconcile with God, to have

us as His own. His love for us is our strong binding stay. Everything

that concerns me is a concern for Him. Before leaving His disciples,

He assured them, “I will come again and will take you to Myself” (Jn.

14:3). The promise to the last church in Rev 3:21 is “He who conquers,

I will grant Him to sit with Me.”

Our lives’ experiences - joys and sorrows - are used to draw us

closer to Him. Our family, friends, church & organisations are for our

making. But Jesus must be SUPREME. I am His and one day I am

ever to be with the Lord.

How blessed to know, ‘I am not a thing of wild chance, but a

chosen and precious child of His care’.  The words of Jesus spoken

years back come to us in this hi-tech generation with greater force.

“IF I BE LIFTED UP” - Jesus says; “LIFT HIM UP” – the Spirit says;

“YES, I WIL” – Let us say.

Church Wardens
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LAITY: THE PRIESTS OF THE SPIRITUAL TEMPLE
The first Sunday in August is celebrated as Laity Sunday as

per the Almanac. It is an occasion to ponder over the role and
importance of the laity in the Church. Some of us might be of the view
that, when there are presbyters and church workers, what is the need
for the laity to have any role in Christian service? We need to know
that all of us who follow Jesus Christ are a spiritual temple built for the
habitation of God through the Spirit. This spiritual temple is built upon
the foundation of the apostles and prophets with Jesus Christ himself
being the chief corner stone (Eph 2:19- 22). We who have been
redeemed by his blood “are a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people
belonging to God” (1Pet 2:9). Priesthood is, therefore, our birthright
as believers. The Bible beckons us to come to the Lord, the living
stone. The Bible also tells us, “Come as living stones, and let
yourselves be used in building the spiritual temple, where you will
serve as holy priests to offer spiritual and acceptable sacrifices to
God through Jesus Christ (1 Pet 2: 4,5). Every believer is a priest of
this spiritual temple which is the body of Christ. So, what can laity do
as priests of the spiritual temple?

The chief character of priesthood is being holy. Leviticus and
other parts of the Old Testament, while telling us about the descent,
the dress, the qualification and the office of Hebrew priesthood brings
out that the one overarching quality of a priest is “holiness unto the
Lord”. The New Testament tells us that “holiness” is holiness of spirit
and life. Again, the chief privilege of a priest is access to God. Having
understood the character and privilege of priesthood, let us discuss
the duties of laity as priests of the spiritual temple. These are mainly
two:-

� The sacrificer.

�· The intercessor.

1. The Sacrificer. We need to make some preparations to offer
the spiritual sacrifices. We have to recognize Jesus as the Living

Stone and long and come to him as newborn babies, thirsty for the

spiritual milk. We need to shape ourselves also into living stones

through contact with Jesus. We have to get ourselves built into the

spiritual temple through Jesus Christ the builder. Then we can be holy

priests and can offer a threefold sacrifice. This sacrifice includes:-
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(a) Sacrifice of our bodies.  St Paul urges us (Rom 12:1) to offer
our bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God,
which is our spiritual service of worship. Whatever we do with
our bodies should be done as an act of worship to God.

(b) Sacrifice of Praise and Thanks to God .  We should offer the
sacrifice of praise to God continually and give thanks to his
holy name both when we are alone and in group worship. This
should be manifest through our faith in Jesus.  Without faith it
is impossible to please God.

(c) Sacrifice of our acts of love. We should offer acts of love like
giving and sharing our belongings with needy fellow Christians.
We should be generous to host even strangers.  We should
share all the good things we have with those who teach us the
Christian message and the word of God.  “Do not forget to do
good and to help one another, for these are the sacrifices that
please God” (Heb 13:16).

2. The Intercessor.  Besides offering acceptable sacrifices to
God, the other priestly service of the laity is intercessory prayer.  St
Paul exhorts us in I Tim 2:1-3 that supplications, prayers, intercessions
or requests and thanksgivings be offered to God for all people; for
rulers and others who are in authority that we may live a quiet and
peaceful life with all reverence to God.  This is good and it pleases
God our Saviour.

What we can discern from the foregoing is that the holiness of
the spiritual temple is based on our participation in the glorious life of
Jesus Christ.  It is by coming by faith to Christ the Living Stone that
we become part of the spiritual temple.  As priests of the spiritual
temple we can offer spiritual sacrifice through our bodies, our praise
and thanks, and through our acts of love of giving and sharing.  Our
intercessory prayer will be for all people so that God the Father will
enlighten us to know how rich are the wonderful blessings he promises
his people and how very great is his power at work in us who believe
(Eph 1:18-19).  The laity as priests of the spiritual temple will thus be
able to help the Church spiritually and materially. As we prepare for
the Bicentenary celebrations, the laity through sacrifice and
intercession will also be able to rebuild the spiritual temple which can
accommodate even more people.
