ABUNDANT LIFE
Dearly beloved in Christ,

“And of his fullness have all we received” (John 1:16)
The word “Fullness” and words that end in “fullness” predominantly
are good words. But it is a fact that there are some negative words
also that belong to this group, such as harmfulness, hatefulness,
deceitfulness, etc. There are so many more beautiful ones such as
faithfulness, joyfulness, fruitfulness, gratefulness, and so on and so
forth. The word “fullness” communicates a sense of totality, abundance,
or overflow.

The term fullness finds its full significance and meaning in Christ.
While writing to the Colossian church, St. Paul says, “for it was in him
that the divine fullness willed to settle without limit” (1:19) He is the
overflowing fountainhead of love and righteousness. He is the source
of life, the rise of all power, the wellspring of grace, the beginning and
ending of all wisdom, of truth and joy. “And of his fullness have all we
received.”

Enormous thoughts may come to our minds when we interpret the
word “Fullness”. One of them is a sense of well being that comes
when hunger is satisfied. One of the Beatitudes promises “blessed
are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness, for they shall
be filled” (Mt 5:6)

God’s provision is wonderful, whether it is physical or spiritual need.
Regarding the feeding of the five thousand at the Galilean seashore,
the evangelist records, “they did all eat and were filled”.

When a person is in real need of physical food, he may get irritated
and short tempered. But after a sumptuous meal his quick temper
may vanish and he becomes cheerful. This is true with spiritual food
also. Often the contentious, unfriendly, irritable person, when filled
with Christ, loses his petulance and manifests joyfulness, gratefulness,
faithfulness and other characteristics that reveal that he has partaken
of the “fullness” which all who go to God receive. Let us behold his
glory and go to him to receive life in its fullness.

Church Wardens
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AWAKE & STRENGTHEN
Rev 3:1-6//Isaiah 35:3-10// Psalm 12// Mark 13:28-37

Years ago, Charles Wesley sang-”O that in me the sacred fire, Might
now begin to glow, Burn up the dross of base desire, and make
mountains flow”.

When we look to nature’s two greatest forces, its fire & wind, these
were wedded on the Day of Pentecost. Just as the wind & fire that
blessed the ‘upper room’ company were irresistible, uncontrollable,
unpredictable- Then their fire started missionary fires, quenched the
violence of fires, lit martyr fires & started revival fires. But as we see
the book of Revelation 3:1-8, the Apostle John writes to the well known
Sardis church of that day laid in the part of Asia Minor- a wealthy
church with all its brilliance & radiance but dead in the sight of the
Spirit of God. God calls it dead, as the world proclaims it alive.

How could the Sardis Church, groomed in the midst of hostility, blessed
by the fire of gospel planting become dead? Could that Holy fire be
quenched? Could it be that God no longer broods in the sanctuary?

The people have become lean, lazy, luxury loving, loveless & lacking.
This would be the day of restricted & relegated Holy Ghost as they
cried Joel 2 to be fulfilled; “Pour out Thy Spirit upon all flesh” yet add
the unspoken caution, ‘but don’t let our daughters prophesy or young
men see visions’. Their works were hollow and empty. Their prayers
were not filled up with holy desires & their alm-deeds were not filled
up with true charity. Sabbaths were not filled up with devotion of the
soul to God & there were no inward affections suitable to outward acts
and expressions.

To this church of Sardis, God proclaims judgment, coming
unexpectedly as a thief (Rev 3:3). Mark 13:28 talks about the seasonal
signs of judgment but not of the exact space in future as Jesus said
“But concerning that day or that hour, no one knows, not even the
angels in heaven, nor the  Son, but only the Father” (Mark 13:32).
Such a visit from Christ would be to their loss; stripping them of their
remaining enjoyments and mercies, not by fraud, but in justice, and
righteousness, taking the forfeiture they all made of Him. God gives
them the warning of upcoming judgment to be ready, not as foolish
virgins, but to remain spotless, to arise from slumber, to be on guard
about the matters of faith & eternity. Mark 13 ends with this solemn
warning: “Therefore stay awake”.
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How many of us today hear the lavish sermons of Sunday morning,
treading week after week, bored to sit longer, yet unmoved by the call
to repent & renew themselves? Through Christ, God offers us the
Grace to be reconciled to Him (Colossians 1:20), to re build the fallen
relationship (Romans 5:11) & to remain faithful to the Spirit of truth &
righteousness which He alone grants us freely (2 Timothy 1:7). Then
we become the faithful bride of Christ, whom the Word of God calls as
remnant in Sardis Church. They are baptized by Holy fire to see the
glory of Christ surpassing the darkest corners as they go out with the
great commission (Mathew 25:19).

As the Church of Christ, planted in the heart of city, surrounded by the
plurality of religious faith, where do we stand today? How are we training
our younger generations? How important is the Living Word in our
walks of life? Are we living a life of prayer? We have 200 years of
Mission heritage & today, we are dead as many other denominations-
our schools have less participations, our hospitals are being closed
down; where are the servants of Christ baptized by their obedience to
God? When we see the book of Acts, we see God brooding in the
sanctuary & revival was breaking in the society. We need that second
touch of God, to be carried from the pleasures to praise, to invest from
temporal to eternal & to build our lives on the truths of the Gospel.

As  branches of the vine, we are called to be separated from the world
& to show the love of Gospel as its talked about in Isaiah 35:3 –
”Support the faint hearted & make firm the feeble knees”. Psalm 12
cries of the vanishing of the godly ones, yet it ends with the promise
that it’s the Lord who sustains them here for His work.

The letter to Sardis ends with a promise of names of the faithful in the
book of Lamb (Malachi 3:16). On that day the weeds will be separated,
the redeemed will be called to the Highway of Holiness (Isaiah 35:8) &
the pathway shall be laid for the blessed peacemakers. The Judgment
day is fully righteous as the martyrs of faith, the followers of our blessed
lord will sing - Praising Him – Alleluia- Glory to the Lamb who is slain.

So arise Church of Christ, awaken from sleep- Christ is gathering His
saints for the final day. As Dr Hatch cried,

 “Breathe on me, Breath of God,
Till I am wholly Thine,
Until this earthly part of me
Glows with Thy fire divine”
