Greetings to you all in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ!

By the grace of God, we enter into a new month, and | praise God for
all His manifold blessings showered upon us during the last one month.

We observe Sunday, October 5" as “Youth Sunday”. | praise God for
all the young people of our Parish. The youth should be able to use
their talents for the building up of the Kingdom of God. While living in
the midst of various faiths and cultures, they should be able to
demonstrate their faith and dependence in God.

PARISH BI-CENTENARY PROJECTS

Dear Parishioners,
The Christ Church Committee has decided to take up construction of
two Parish Bi-centennial Projects for which the foundation stones were
laid by the Diocesan Bishop on 6! November 2012. The projects are:
1) Mission House in Immanuel CSI Church compound, Muttathara
and 2) Common Vault of 500 cells in the Muttathara Cemetery. We
already have Rs.5.0 lakhs as Fixed Deposit for the former project, and
Rs.2.6 lakhs as Parish Bi-centenary RD / FD. We may require an
additional Rs.8.0 lakhs for completion of the above projects.
We also purpose to construct a home of about 450 sq. ft. for our
Gardener Mr. Roy Daniel, as his present dwelling place is in a
dilapidated condition. The plan for the same has been submitted for
obtaining building permit. Members of the Congregation have already
contributed Rs.1.63 lakhs towards this project, under our City Mission
(Swanthanam) Project.
We request the patronage and co-operation of the entire Congregation
for completing the above projects.

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SPIRITUALITY OF YOUTH
IN CONTEMPORARY WORLD

Young people today are facing the issue of drawing the lines
between what is actually right & what they think is right. The choices
we take is the result of our knowledge that we make up from our life
circle, most probably the opinions & concerns of our relations & our
friends. Often in the matters of spiritual truths we tend to move with
this world that has never shown an interest in the matter of soul.

What has started from the Garden of Eden has never stopped
with us till day, i.e. to define what is good & evil in our sight. We define
morality without bringing God into picture & hence we hunger for what
is right & spiritualists are brilliant in capturing our ignorance, our debates
& our hunger for well being, bringing us to the closet of false spirituality.

Modern day Christian spirituality among the youthful faces is
filling up their dreams with the promise of God, yet forgetting the true
purposes of being a Christian. We run to increase our efficiency in
work, conducting more social programs to ‘face book’ completely devoid
of devotion & love for Christ. The tragedy of this late hour is that we
have more spiritual minded youths that has never come face to face
with the living Christ, never had an experience with God yet professing
in the name of being a Christian.

Religion does define spirituality. It's nothing more than a brave
search of truth of existence. For Buddhism its referred to as tranquil
abiding, for Hinduism it's the soul that is on its cosmic journey of 8.4
million manifestations (an earthly life cycle of 96.4 million years), for
Islam its developing a good character by engaging a constant practice
of prayer, meditation, remembrance of God and other activities, as
these actions change the heart and thereby bring one closer to God.
What then is the Christian view of spirituality? Is it an adventure, a
way of looking at life we have been given & asking us the questions of
meaning, morality & existence? Or is there more to finding answers?

Christian spirituality involves a choice that we make to know &
to grow in our daily relationship with the Lord, by submitting to the
ministry of the Holy Spirit. This means that, as believers, we make a
choice to keep our communication with the Spirit clear through

confession (1 John 1:9). Apostle Paul tells believers to be filled with
the Spirit (Eph 5:18). How then is the walk of a man filled with the
Spirit of God, is to be seen from the life of Joseph. When we trace
through his life, Joseph has faced all problems name it- his brothers
hated him, sold into slavery, taken into captivity, beset with hunger,
was alone, was sick, tempted to make the moment but never ever
wavered from his call of being holy, being righteous. As we gaze through
Gen 41:37-43, we see Joseph being exalted to second in command of
Pharaoh, yet giving glory to God that he worship.

In Mathew 19:16-22 we see the rich young ruler, well known
with the law of God, having an encounter with Christ. Yet in marvelous
conversation, Jesus here opens him. Before he could be clean & ready
for Him to control, the self seeking, self glory, self interest, self piety,
self righteousness & what so ever self must die, when Jesus tells him
to sell out his possessions that now is his treasure. The irony is that
the young man walked away from the riches of eternal life.

In Acts 9:3-9, we see right there that day Saul’s philosophy of
life met with Life himself. Paul had a blinding vision of the Lord, above
the brightness of noon day. It was not an experiment but an experience,
terrorizing but transforming. This fire eating religious zealot met the
fire baptizing Lord. Though in his own sight, a rigid law keeping Pharisee
(Phil 3:4-6), Paul soon began to declare himself as chief of sinners in
the sight of God. And this empire builder for Christ with his colossal
intellect & wonderful pedigree accepted his Lord in identification; ‘It's
no longer | who live but Christ who lives in me’ (Gal 2:20). What made
this man to long, to be an ambassador of suffering (2 Cor 11:16-29)?
From the sickening depth of depravity he is now asserting to the height
of spirituality. Precious exchanged life!!

These two men, the rich young ruler & Paul had an encounter
with God, one that walked away in distress but other being transformed
for eternal glory. Ah, the aftermath of this encounter must help us to
walk in faith, growing in the knowledge of Spirit & truth. As its written
in Psalm 111:10 -the fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, one
must be student of Word of God, also to be in a fellowship of learning.
That points us to the second important point of Christian spirituality-
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Growth. There is no standing still with our relationship to Christ, either
we grow & mature in wisdom or we walk away with lifeless faith.

Often our needs & our priorities blind us to see the earthly
things above the heavenly treasures & we become dwarf child of Grace,
ignorant of what is true & holy & just. When life sorrows & sufferings,
trials & temptations, riches & emptiness confronts us wave after wave,
we think of as disciples wavering on a stormy boat yelling at God.

Joseph was with God, & no wonder in his testament of book of
Joseph he writes-‘ | have seen in my life envy & death, yet | went not
astray, but preserved in the truth of the Lord; my brothers hated me,
but the Lord loved me; they let me down in a pit but the Most High
brought me up again; sold into slavery & the Lord made me free; | was
taken into captivity & His strong hand succored me; | was alone &
God comforted me; | was sick & the Lord visited me; | was in prison &
my God showed favor to me; in bonds He released me; bitterly spoken
by Egyptians & He delivered me; for the Lord doth not forsake them
that fear Him, neither in darkness nor in bonds, nor in tribulations, nor
in necessities. Joseph had all the problems of life thrown at him, yet
he remained true; being a man of God.

We all have a choice to make out of our constant encounter
with Christ, either to walk away as the rich young ruler or to count all
as loss for the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus our Lord. Are
we seeing ourselves surrendering to that Love of Christ to know Him &
the power of His resurrection to share in His sufferings becoming more
like Him in His death that by any means possible we may attain the
resurrection from the dead??(Phil 3:10).
