UNENDING SEARCH

“Jesus said to her, “Woman why are you weeping? Whom are you
seeking?” Supposing Him to be the gardener she said to Him, “Sir, if
you have carried Him away, tell me where you have laid Him, and | will
take Him away” (Jn.20:15)

Dear friends in Christ,

At the dawn of the first day of the week, when it was yet dark, Mary
Magdalene went to see the sepulcher of Jesus. Seeing that the
tombstone was removed from the grave and that Jesus was missing,
Mary was greatly disappointed. She hurried away to tell Peter and the
other disciples.

After listening to Mary, Peter along with John came to the sepulcher.
They too found the tomb empty. They returned to their home, but
Mary lingered at the tomb. She stayed there weeping for the Lord.
She did not stop her search either. She made another attempt to look
into the tomb. This time she was surprised to witness two seated
angels robed in dazzling white. The angels asked her, “Why are you
weeping?” She said she was looking for Jesus.

Objects are lost because “people look where they are not, instead of
where they are” said Henry L Miller. Mary was looking into the tomb,
awrong place for a resurrected Savior. Her anxiety and sorrow made
her burst into tears.

Jesus said, “Because | live, you will live also” (John 14:19b, NKJV).
This is the message of resurrection. As we celebrate this greatest
event in history, let us meditate over the glory of the risen Lord, as
also the power of His resurrection on the believers.

Jesus is Lord: The atoning sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the cross and
His glorious resurrection are integral to the Christian faith and living.
God was well pleased with Jesus, His beloved Son, who accomplished
God’s salvation plan for mankind. Jesus was obedient unto death
and therefore God raised Him from the dead and highly exalted Him
and gave Him the name which is above every name. (Philippians 2:8,9).
All authority in heaven and earth has been given to Jesus.

St. John had the vision of the triumphant Lord Jesus at the island of
Patmos: “l am He who lives, and was dead, and behold, | am alive
forevermore. Amen”. (Revelation 1:18a). The empty tomb signifies the
victory of Jesus over death and hell, whereby corruptible was turned
to incorruption and mortal to immortality. Resurrection gives us the
hope and assurance that suffering and death are not the end; they are
only a prelude to eternal, abundant life. God is sovereign over everything.
God turns negatives into positive outcomes, ultimately destroying
everything evil.

Resurrection firmly establishes the eternal truth that Jesus is Lord
and His kingdom is the everlasting kingdom. The eternal power and
authority of the risen Lord Jesus are beautifully embodied in Almighty
Father’s proclamation to Jesus the Son: “Your throne, O God, is forever
and ever” (Hebrews 1: 8a).

Between His resurrection and ascension Jesus appeared to His
disciples and his close followers on ten occasions to strengthen them
and to make them believe in Him as Lord. As we celebrate the risen
Lord let us endeavor to know Him and the power of His resurrection.

Promise of the Holy Spirit: Before His ascension into heaven, Jesus
commanded His disciples to wait for the promise of the baptism with
the Holy Spirit. On the Day of Pentecost, there was the outpouring of
the Holy Spirit on the people assembled in Jerusalem and thus began
the history of revival movement.
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The Great Commission of the Lord: After resurrection, Jesus gave
the Great Commission to His followers to “make disciples of all the
nations” which paved way for the rapid growth of the Spirit led and
Spirit filled universal Church.

The effect of resurrection power on the Disciples: Having seen
the risen Christ, the disciples of Jesus, who were diffident and timid at
the time of crucifixion, became bold and confident of the faith and
were willing to suffer and die for Him. The disciples, who seemed to
be ordinary and unskilled, were boldly speaking the word of God. With
great power the Apostles gave witness to the resurrection of the Lord
Jesus. (Acts 4:31,33).

New life in Christ: The gift of salvation under the new covenant is
available to us, by faith. “If you confess with your mouth the Lord
Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the
dead, you will be saved” (Romans 10: 9). The crucifixion, burial and
resurrection of Jesus have set us free from the bondage of sin. Our
sinful nature has been crucified with Christ and through His
resurrection, new life has been imparted to us which we must live, in
Christ, to the glory of God (Romans. 6:4).

The risen Lord has transformed the lives of millions world over. We too
can live victoriously on this earth through the power of the risen Lord
and the indwelling Holy Spirit.

Our resurrection and transformation of our bodies: Because Jesus
lives, we can face tomorrow. His victory over death has opened up
eternity for the believers. Blessed are all those who die in the Lord. “I
am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in Me, though he
may die, he shall live” (John 11:25).

What a joy it is to know that upon our resurrection, Jesus will transform
our I;::wly bodies so that it may be like His glorious body! (Philippians
3:21).

A personal encounter with the risen Lord is necessary for
spiritual growth. When the risen Lord appeared to St. Thomas, his
unbelief turned into adoration and then came that great statement of
faith, fully acknowledging the risen Christ: “My Lord and my God!” An
encounter with Lord Jesus transformed Saul to St. Paul, the Apostle
extraordinary. Are we open to a personal encounter with the risen
Lord?

May the Holy Spirit enable us to witness the risen Lord and to zealously
proclaim His gospel to a dying world. Lord, Thy kingdom come.

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INTERVIEW WITH REV. DR. JACOB VERGHIS ON
THE OCCASION OF HIS 90™ BIRTHDAY

(Interviewed for TIDINGS by Mr. Renju Philip)

Dr. Jacob Verghis, B.Sc., B.D., M.Th., M.A., PhD, who hails from
the Waliaveetil Family of Mallappaly, is very familiar to all of us and
does not need much of an introduction. He is settled in Trivandrum
after having served as Principal,
KUTS for a period of 15 years.
After retirement in 1991 he has
been a part of our Church, and is
involved in all the activities of
Christ Church. God has
showered blessings upon him
and he has completed his 90"
year. The Tidings Editorial Board
is happy to share the interview we had with Achen.

What are the reasons that prompted you to submit your life to this Ministry?
My father was a Presbyter of the Church, and so the circumstances
in which | was brought up had an influence on me. We were involved in
Church activities right from childhood. Later my life experiences as a
teenager led me to Christ and | decided to dedicate my life to Christian
work. One notable incident which led me to a deeper commitment
was an SCM ecumenical prayer meeting which | attended while | was
studying for BSc Mathematics at St. Berchmans College at
Changanacherry. | also had the privilege of attending the Diocesan
Youth Convention, which was conducted under the leadership of the
Late Rev. A.C. Oommen.

My first step in ministry work was in the CSSM, which | joined after
obtaining my degree in 1946. Rev A.C. Oommen brought me to CSSM
as he was leaving for higher theological studies, and | worked there for
six years. In 1947 | became the Hon. Secretary of the Diocesan
Youth Fellowship. Till 1952, | worked as Youth Secretary, travelling to
various churches for both the CSSM and for organising Youth Fellowship
groups. In 1948 the Youth Fellowship started publishing the Yuva
Lokam periodical and | was its first editor.

These were the initial events that groomed me for the ministry.
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Can you explain the impact of theological education on your life and ministry?

The impact of theological education leads to a process called
Theological Formation which happens in the life of most students.
They also receive an overview of how the Church operates in India.

In 1952 | went to Bishop’s College, Calcutta to study for the three
year B.D. course. There | learned to be more disciplined, observe
periods of silence, and got myself acquainted with a worship centred
life.

In 1957 | went to Serampore to do my two-year M Th course in New
Testament.

In 1966 | joined the University of Chicago for doing the MA - PhD
programme. | had to learn five languages: German, French, Hebrew,
Greek and Aramaic. | went on to complete my PhD in Biblical Studies.

Apart from your work under the purview of the Diocese, what are your other
ministry activities?
I have published two books:

e  Christian Baptism (1993)

e AnIntroduction to New Testament Greek Grammar (2000)

My conviction is that Theological education has a practical aspect.
As Principal of KUTS, after much prayer, | started a programme of
social work for the Seminary. We adopted a community at Kochu
Thoppu near Shangumugham. We conducted a host of programmes
for the community, like free Clinical Support with the help of Dr Thomas
Mathai (one of our members), maintenance of a Reading Room and
an Angan Wadi for children, and training in cane work, under the
supervision of a professionally trained Social Worker appointed by the
Seminary.

As a result of this ministry, many social evils like drunkenness and
other vices were eradicated from that community.

| started a programme for distance education in theological studies
under the Serampore University, and close to 300 students at a time
enrolled for the course. This has been a great help for many students
from different denominations to study under the University of
Serampore.
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What is your view of Christ Church and what is your vision about Christ
Church?

| used to visit Christ Church from 1946 when | became the Secretary
of the Diocesan Youth Fellowship. Over the years, Christ Church grew
in membership and financial strength. The good news is that, now for
the past few years, it has focused on mission activities within the city.
But as a parish in the middle of this city, we have a greater responsibility
to reach out to the community around us. Through the City Mission
we have the right vision and now as a Church we need to go forward
with our mission work.

What is the role of the family in the ministry?

My marriage helped me greatly in my ministry, especially Kochamma’s
support and prayers. | believe that the progress in my studies and
ministry were greatly helped by her fervent prayers. During my tenure
in the Seminary | used to work from 5:30 AM with the morning Chapel
Service to 8:30 PM, and Kochamma gave me all support, and so |
was able to dedicate my time and effort to take KUTS forward to the
next level of excellence. We were blessed with two sons, Sudhir George
Verghis and Suresh Mathew Verghis.

What are the memorable moments in your life?

All the events mentioned were memorable moments but some others
are the following:

e Life at Bishop’s College, Calcutta

¢ Resolving the Melukavu Church construction issues in 1957.

e Bringing some people who had left the parish in Mundakkayam
back to the parish, and retrieving some of the lost land of the
Mundakayam Church

¢ Organising the Community Outreach by KUTS

e Starting Federated Faculty for post graduate courses in 1980 in
cooperation with the Marthoma Seminary and the Orthodox
Seminary, Kottayam.

¢ Re-editing of the Malayalam Bible at the request of the Bible Society,
Kerala Auxiliary, with the cooperation of a 20-member Ecumenical
Committee comprising of members from all the churches in Kerala
from 1998 to 2004
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Have you seen any changes in the faith and administration activities of the

Church? Do you perceive any
changes in future?

| don’t see any changes to the
belief in the core aspects of faith,
but one thing which Christ
Church should continue to focus
on is strengthening the Lay
leadership. From the time of Rev.
T.M. John we started including
lay people in Intercessory Prayer
and this was an initiative led by
me. Secondly, the reading of
lessons used to be done only by
the Church Wardens. Changes
were brought in and now there
is more lay participation in the
reading of lessons. My belief is
that we should always look
forward to more lay participation.

What would you like to do further
and what are your final thoughts
for us?

| wanted to write a book but was
unable to as | was involved in the
Bible translation work from
1998-2004. If God permits, |
