He asks Timothy to bring a
cloak with him, which would shield him from the gnawing chill, and to
bring the books, and especially the parchments.

The parchments, made of animal skins, may have been copies of
parts of the Old Testament. The “books” were probably scrolls made
of papyrus. Clearly, Paul did not plan to write another weighty
theological letter like the Book of Romans. Nor was he about to prepare
more sermons. He needed those books to warm his heart and to keep
his mind alert.

Francis Bacon had said:
“‘Reading maketh a full man,

Writing an exact man,
And conference a ready man.”

We can fill ourselves with knowledge and wisdom by reading good
books. The thirst for amassing more knowledge is a true sign of a
refined mind. Knowledge and wisdom influence the mind and the entire
personality, which in turn, lead to soundness and sublimeness.

We need to cultivate good reading habits. A good book is a good
friend. The Bible, of course, is number one. May God help us to use
good book friends to encourage our heart and stimulate our mind.

Ecology Forum I

Visit to Jawaharlal Nehru Tropical Botanical Garden and
Research Institute (JNTBGRI) at Palode on 29 April 2016

Located in a natural forest land right in the lap of the Western Ghats
at Palode, 36 km from our Church on the Aryankavu route, JNTBGRI
is spread over 300 acres of land, and is reckoned as the biggest
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conservatory garden in Asia, with over 50,000 accessions belonging
to about 5,000 species of plants. It is a Govt. of India and Govt. of
Kerala owned institution.

A group of 44 members of our Church spent almost a full day in the
lush green campus and visited all important sites: a vast Bamboo
garden, an arboretum with over 3500 trees, Palmetum with over 150
species of palm trees, a Ficus Garden with over 75 species, a Cacti
and Succulent Garden with about 350 species, a Fernery with over
220 species (largest in the country) Brometiads with plants living on
tree tops (40 species), orchards with 110 lesser known fruit trees /
plants, microfungi and lichens with around 850 species, orchids and
anthurium gardens, herbal and medicinal gardens with ltty Achuthan
Vaidyan’s Garden, besides herbarium, carnivorous plants gallery,
commercial tissue culture unit, etc.

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GOD’S NURTURING CREATION

The Creation

The Scriptures begin with God’s universal activity of creation (Genesis),
and the Scriptures end with the culmination of creation (Revelation).
The Book of Genesis beautifully narrates the creation of the sky with
its sun, moon and stars, and of the earth with its land and water,
plants and living organisms. In each stage of creation, God saw that it
was good. God was immensely satisfied with His creation. Finally, on
the sixth day, God said, “Let us make man in our image, in our likeness,
and let them rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air, over
the livestock, over all the earth, and over all the creatures that move
along the ground”. Genesis 1:28 says, “God blessed them and said to

them, ‘Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it™.

The Plant and Animal World

The true co-existence God wishes is that those beings which would
share the land for their living realise that the blessings of the right to
life and the right to space are for all creatures. Thus a bond and
relationship has been established among all living creatures, in
particular, among animals and human beings.

God created a beautiful, breathtaking and magnificent world, with flowing
rivers, swaying trees, singing birds, scampering animals, and
mountains with abundance of forest life and fresh breezes. Similarly,
water bodies and oceans, which cover three fourths of the earth, are
the qift of God to mankind. Terms like ‘water’, ‘spring’ and ‘fountain’
are used extensively in the Bible. Water is the resource for rich water
based plants and living organisms which are essential for mankind.

Under the sky, the plant life, whether used for food, medicine, clothing,
or commercial purposes, has been created for the benefit of animals
and mankind. Whatever we need is there in nature. All that is required
is that we locate what we need. Above all, as mentioned earlier, what
God wishes is the co-existence of ‘LIFE’ in the universe.

The World Scenario Today

The Bible identifies human sin as the cause of disturbance in the
harmonious relationship between mankind and the world of nature.
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The first such natural calamity (excluding the disturbance caused by
the sin of Adam and Eve) recorded in the Bible is the great flood in the
time of Noah, which totally changed the existence that characterized
the relationship between God, mankind and the world of nature of that
time.

The root cause of the present devastating scenario, however, is the
explosion in population, and the desperate struggle of humans for
existence, with the result that we are now on the verge of an ecological
crisis that makes our life quite perilous. The commandment of God to
subdue the earth has been disastrously misinterpreted or totally
forgotten. The pollution of air and water, deforestation, the ravaging of
mineral rich mountains and valleys, serious depletion of water
resources, including ground water resources, accumulation of non
degradable waste, unscrupulous ways of using natural resources,
degradation of soil wealth, etc. has led to a situation where we observe
changes in the behaviour of the seasons, and the breakout of unheard
of new diseases and epidemics. The depletion of the ozone layer due
to the emission of huge quantities of toxic gas and carbon dioxide
into the atmosphere has led to global warming.

The industrial nations, representing two per cent of the world population,
account for nearly ninety per cent of the annual GHG emissions. The
retaliation of nature to the above is witnessed through tsunami, repeated
earthquakes in different parts of the world, unprecedented rains and
floods, and steep increase in mercury levels, resulting in unbearably
high temperatures in the atmosphere.

Dr. James Hanson, Director of the NASA Institute of Space Studies
warned the world that “we are near a tipping point, a point of no return,
beyond which the built in momentum and feedback will carry us to
levels of climate change with staggering consequences for humanity
........ The warming of 2-3°C can raise the sea level steeply resulting
in the submerging of vast areas of human population”

The Responsibility of the Church

The Scriptures give clear directions on the use, care and sharing of
natural resources (Levi: 19) and speak forcefully against wanton
destruction of trees and killing of birds (Deut: 22).
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God created man and woman in His image and gave them dominion
over everything else in the universe. This dominion is a stewardship
under God, and mankind is responsible to God for its care, for “the
earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof” (Psalm 24:1)

The Church, as the body of Christ has a few responsibilities in the
present ecological crisis: as an agent, as a replicable model, and as
aguide.
1. The Church as an Agent (Healing and Reconciling) - The
steps required here are: studying the local ecological situation
and identifying the positive and negative factors.

2. The Church as a Replicable Model has to evolve
sustainable models in evolving peace and harmony between
humans and between humans and other creations, recognising
nature as an integral part of creation. Projects on cleanliness,
waste management, beautification, etc. will be evolved in the
process. Awareness creation and build up of programmes are
also part of this process.

3. The Church as a Guide to the Community to which it
belongs, rises to the graduation level by evolving ideal eco-
friendly large sustainable projects for the community as a
whole.

Let us resolve to tend God’s garden to restore it to its former glory. Let
us begin to use all natural resources with love, respect and care: the
true way of nurturing nature.
