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GUIDELINES FOR PAYING MONTHLY SUBSCRIPTIONS

Monthly Subscriptions may be paid by any of the following methods:

1. Through the Sexton or Peon, as is being done so far.
2. At the Church Counter, specially intended for collecting monthly

subscriptions, in front of the Church.
3. Directly at the Church Office.
4. The amount may be put in a cover, with full details such as the

names, ID Nos., amounts and periods for which the
subscriptions are made, and the addresses of the members,
and the cover may be dropped in the offertory bag during the
Church services. In such cases, the receipts can be collected
on the next Sunday from the Church counter.

Monthly Subscriptions, as well as all other contributions and
dues should be made only through one of the above methods, and
receipts should be obtained.

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Greetings to you in the precious name of our Lord, Jesus Christ.

The month of August begins with Laity Sunday. The Laity Fellowship
is one of the youngest organizations in the Diocese.

The history of the Church over the past
two thousand years is full of examples of men and women of God who
have found the joy of doing His will greater than their many sufferings.
Joy is one of the fruits of the Spirit.

Joy wants to do the will of God. Peace is the confidence that, in doing
His will God’s sovereign hand us there working out His purposes. Our
Lord bequeathed both His joy and His Peace to His disciples. “Peace
I leave with you; my peace I give to you.” Jn. 14:27. Our Lord said
these words as He faced the cross. He not only rejoiced to do what
the Father wanted Him to do, He also had the confidence or peace
that all would work out right. The same was to be true of His disciples.
When He left, the Holy Spirit would come (Jn. 14:26) to guard God’s
purposes in His people, and to be enabling them in whatever
circumstances they might be called to pass through. God’s people
would never have any reason to worry. The way ahead might not be
easy, but the glorious end would always be sure.

This is the difference between the peace of God and the peace that
the world offers. In the world, peace is merely absence of trouble. The
peace of God is peace in the midst of trouble, a peace unshakable
which the world cannot take away.

Let us thank God for His peace and joy.

PARTAKING IN THE LORD’S TABLE
May I invite the kind attention of all our families regarding certain
concerns in the partaking of the Sacrament of Holy Communion
(which was instituted by our Lord), as given in I Corinthians 11:27-
29: “Therefore, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the
Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of sinning against the
body and blood of the Lord. A man ought to examine himself
before he eats of the bread and drinks of the cup. For anyone
who eats and drinks without recognizing the body of the Lord
eats and drinks judgment on himself.” (NIV)
Of late, instances are on the increase in receiving the Sacrament,
presumably without the required self examination and preparation.
The practice of some members (and non-members) of reaching
the Church just in time to receive the Holy Eucharist, and leaving
immediately thereafter, should receive serious introspection by
the Congregation. Heads of families are requested to advise all
communicants to be present from the beginning of the Holy
Eucharist service, participate in the Confession prayers, and follow
the statutes laid down for administration of the Lord’s Supper
with due reverence, as commanded, and practised by our
forefathers over the years. Special care needs to be taken
not to send those who have left our faith to the Lord’s Table.

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GOD AND PEOPLE OF ALL FAITHS

INTRODUCTION : The word religion is sometimes used
interchangeably with “Faith” or a ‘belief system’. Faith is the living
reception of any system of religious belief. Faith is belief in the Truth
of revealed religion especially in the religion one considers to be true.
Faith is also personal to an individual and includes confidence and
trust in God.  Religion is organised faith, i.e. A group of people professing
the same faith or similar faith. Religion is belief in or an awakened
sense of a higher unseen controlling power or powers and includes
rites of worship. Religion differs from private belief in that it has a
public aspect.
For a world population of 7.4 billion, it is estimated that there are
roughly 4,200 religions in the world. However the major five religions
are: Christianity with 2.2 billion followers (32%), Islam with 1.6 billion
followers (23%), Hinduism with 1.0 billion followers (15%), Buddhism
with 535 million followers (8%) and Judaism with 14 million followers
(0.2%). These five religions account for almost 86% of all people.
However it can be argued that broadly there are two religions in the
world: ‘the religion initiated by God’; and ‘the religion initiated by man’.
In the former, throughout human history God revealed Himself and His
plans for His creation progressively, in order to unite the hearts and
elevate the souls of men and to bring about a state and condition of
spirituality to uplift the human spirit. It was also to free the human
mind from blind imitation and slavish devotion to false creeds and
man-made dogmas. On the contrary, the religion of man is filled with
contradictions and confusion, infighting and chaos, dividing people
into innumerable warring and independent sects.
From ancient times down to the present, there exists among various
large groups & sections of people a certain perception of the existence
of a Supreme Being who presides over and controls the course of
events and matters of human history.
FIVE MAJOR RELIGIONS:
In this article we will consider these five religions in some detail reflecting
on their core beliefs, practices and cultural aspects, in order to perceive
if there exists any commonalities among these religions.
Christianity: The text is the New Testament in the Holy Bible based
on the life and teachings of Jesus Christ. Adherence is to the Holy

Trinity: God the Father + God the Son + God the Holy Spirit. The
belief is that all have sinned and are thereby separated from God and
that Salvation is attained only through ‘faith’ in the passion, death and
resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. Christians also believe in the
Second Coming of Jesus Christ to proclaim His final judgement on
the world. The main practices are regular prayer and church worship,
and Baptism, Confirmation, Holy Communion and Bible Study.
Islam: The text is the Qur’an and Islam was founded in 622 CE (Year
1 of the Islamic calendar).  Adherence is to One God (Allah in Arabic).
The belief is that human beings must submit to the will of God to gain
paradise after death. The Five pillars of the religion are: Faith, Prayer,
Almsgiving (Zakkath), Pilgrimage to Mecca and Fasting. The practices
include attending the Mosque regularly for prayers, fasting during the
Ramadhan period, complete abstinence from alcohol, pork meat and
pork products.
Hinduism: The texts include the Vedas, the Upanishads, the Puranas,
the Bhagavad Gita and the Ramayana. It is considered as one of the
oldest religions in the world. Adherence is to One Supreme Reality
(Brahman) manifested in and through many gods and goddesses.
The belief is that humans are in bondage due to ignorance and illusion
and the purpose in life is to gain release from rebirth or for at least a
better rebirth, depending on how the person lived  his/her previous life.
They also believe that their position in the present life was determined
by their actions in the previous life (Karma). The main practices are
worship (puja), Yoga, meditation, pilgrimage to holy cities and living
according to one’s dharma, i.e. the eternal law of the cosmos, inherent
in the very nature of things.
Buddhism: Buddhism is based on the teachings of Siddharta Gautama
(the Buddha) who lived in 520 BC in North East India.  The texts are
Tripitaka (Pali Canon) and the Mahayana sutras like the Lotus sutra.
The belief is that nothing is permanent in this life and that life is a
journey. Death is returning to the earth and that the passing years are
like dust. The practices are meditation, mantras, devotion to deities
and mandalas.
Judaism:  The religion of the Hebrews was founded in 1300 BC and
the text is the Hebrew Bible (The Pentateuch). The belief is that there
is One God (Yahweh) and that one must obey God’s Commandments
fully and faithfully and live ethically. Focus is more on this life than the
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next. Also that these beliefs vary from afterlife to no afterlife. The
practices are circumcision at birth, worship in synagogues on
Saturdays (Sabbath), faithful observance of all Jewish religious festivals
and abstinence from pork and other non-kosher food. Throughout the
ages, Judaism has clung to a number of religious principles and
practices, the most important of which is the belief in a single,
omniscient, omnipotent, benevolent, transcendent God, who created
the universe and continues to govern it.However they are still awaiting
the arrival of the Messiah.

COMMON TO ALL RELIGIONS: One common apparent concept
running through all these faiths is the concept of loving one another
and doing good to others, and also, victory of good over evil.

All religions serve to help human beings make contact with this spiritual
Reality (whom we identify as God) and thereby to lead better lives in
the process. All religions also share some of the same moral
commandments, to speak the truth etc. as historically conceptualized
by Confucius the ancient Chinese philosopher, who taught “Do unto
others as you would want others to do unto you”.

Mahatma Gandhi once said: “The soul of religion is one, but it is
encased in a multitude of forms.”
The Golden Thread that runs through all the major religions appears to
be focused mainly on the 2nd Commandment given by Jesus Christ
viz. “You shall love your neighbour as yourself.” (Matthew 22:36-40).
However the core of Judaism and Christianity focuses on the first
and primary commandment i.e. Love the Lord your God with all your
heart, mind, soul and strength i.e. (with one’s whole being), followed
by the 2nd commandment stated above.
Judaism states “What is hateful to you, DO NOT to your fellow man.
That is the law: all the rest is commentary.” (Talmud, Shabbat 31a).
The religion of Islam has similar teachings: “Not one of you is a believer
until he desires for another that which he desires for himself.”
(Muhammad, 40 Hadith of an-Nawawi 13)
Hinduism also has similar teachings in their texts viz. (Mahabharata
5:1517) states “This is the sum of duty: do naught unto others that
which would cause pain if done unto you.”
Buddhism states “Hurt not others with that which pains yourself or in
ways that you yourself would find hurtful. One should seek for others
the happiness one desires for one’s self” (Udana-Varqa, 5:18)

UNITY OF PURPOSE:
In the World’s first Parliament of Religions in 1893, where the focus
was ‘East meets West’, Swami Vivekananda highlighted that:
“The God worshiped by many names in the world’s religions is one
and the same.’ And God’s love for all people holds true across time,
culture, tradition, race, and creed: no one is outside of God’s love.
God’s love is not only His main trait; it is also what connects us to
everyone around us. We are all created by the same loving God, and
we are all oriented toward God as our ultimate destination”.
CONCLUSION: Do Religions Unite or Divide?
If all faiths lead to the same God, surely we would see each one of
them exerting its influence to unite mankind in peace. Do the facts
confirm that they do this? History indicates that religion, instead of
unifying mankind, is a source of division and strife, regrettably even
within Christianity.
During the days following the catastrophic attack on the World Trade
Centre Twin Towers in New York on 11th September 2001, US President
George W. Bush called for a National Day of Prayer.
He urged people of all faiths to pray for America. Interfaith religious
services were televised from the National Cathedral in Washington,
D.C. and from Yankee Stadium in New York. These services included
clerics from Judaism, Christianity, Islam, Buddhism, and Hinduism.
They offered prayers to God collectively addressed as “the Father of
Jesus Christ, the God of Abraham, the God of Muhammad.”
Yes, if a National calamity strikes and affects people of all nationalities
and faiths, it also reveals the possibility of their coming together as
mentioned above and working together with ‘a unity of purpose’ for the
common good of all people. Can peace and unity be achieved through
sincere Inter-faith meetings? This is a point for reflection and debate.

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PARENT – TEACHER MEETING
CSI Christ Church Sunday School

Held on 18/06/16 at Christ Church Centenary Hall

The meeting started at 5 pm with singing and prayer by Shri Alex
Abraham. The meeting was presided over by Rev. C. Y. Thomas. About
40 Parents and 35 Teachers attended the Meeting.
Mr. Vinod Thomas welcomed the gathering and gave an introduction.
He mentioned that the purpose of the meeting was to share the
concerns and suggestions.  He mentioned that the influence of the
Parents on the children is much more than that of the teachers. He
requested the attention of the Parents to the following:
1. Students are found to come to Sunday School without any

preparation. They don’t learn the Memory Verses or fill up the
Workbooks. Hence, set aside at least Saturday evenings for
Sunday School preparation.

2. Students do not participate in the class activities. The same attitude
is shown in competitions as well. Hence, encourage them to
participate in competitions and in all activities.

3. Parents should remind the children and check every day about
personal Bible reading and prayer.

4. Parents should encourage children to be regular at Sunday School.
Bring them on time to Sunday School.

5. Parents should find out what happens at Sunday School. Find out
who the teacher is and speak to the teacher once in a while.

6. Parents should also check and be satisfied in the way children
dress, as at times teachers are concerned at the way some children
dress.

Rev. C. Y. Thomas then addressed the gathering.  He recalled his
Sunday School experiences.   Achen explained the importance of
Sunday School in moulding the children.  His message was based on
this year’s Sunday School Theme “Be Transformed to Transform”-
Bible Verse - Romans 12:2.  He elaborated on the theme through the
following four points:
1.  Present your bodies as a living sacrifice
2. Do not be conformed to this world
3. Be transformed by renewal of the mind
4. Discern the perfect will of God

The Sunday School Secretary, Mr. K O Varughese, presented the
important programmes of Sunday School in detail as per the attached
Sunday School year plan for 2016.  The average attendance of students
in Sunday school is only 150 even though the attendance register has
260 students.  There are 36 classes with 36 Teachers and 5 supporting
staff in the Sunday School.

Parents and Teachers participated in the discussions that followed
and refreshments were served during the period.  The important points
that emerged from the discussions were as below:

1. Every parent should actively participate in the Sunday School
Activities.  Sunday School lessons should be given importance
along with academic studies.

PARENT – TEACHER MEETING
CSI Christ Church Sunday School

Held on 18/06/16 at Christ Church Centenary Hall

The meeting started at 5 pm with singing and prayer by Shri Alex
Abraham. The meeting was presided over by Rev. C. Y. Thomas. About
40 Parents and 35 Teachers attended the Meeting.

GUIDELINES FOR PAYING MONTHLY SUBSCRIPTIONS

Monthly Subscriptions may be paid by any of the following methods:

In such cases, the receipts can be collected
on the next Sunday from the Church counter.

Monthly Subscriptions, as well as all other contributions and
dues should be made only through one of the above methods, and
receipts should be obtained.
