The
choir sang, “Give thanks to the Lord, for his steadfast love endures
forever.” (2 Chro.20:21). When the music started, Israel’s enemies
became confused and destroyed each other. As the prophet Jahaziel
had predicted, Israel did not need to fight at all. Whether we are facing
a battle, or feeling trapped, we can glorify God in our hearts. Truly, “for
great is the Lord, and greatly to be praised”. (Ps.96:4). While Paul
and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God in jail, suddenly
there was an earthquake, the foundations of the prison were shaken,
all the doors were opened and everyone’s chains were unfastened.
(Acts 16:25). Songs are powerful. Somebody said, “A song is equal to
two prayers.”

Music has the power to life our spirits by reminding us of God’s
faithfulness in the past. When we are discouraged, we can sing songs
and hymns that raise our eyes from the challenging circumstances
we face to see the power and presence of the Lord. We are reminded
that He is our strength, our song and our salvation. Surely, music has
the power to motivate, encourage and inspire people.
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As we are celebrating a Choir Sunday, may God Bless our Choir to be
renewed and with a sense of responsibility to continue in God’s ministry
of singing praises and glorifying Lord in Spirit and truth.

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BIBLICAL UNDERSTANDING OF PEACE AND
CONFLICT RESOLUTION

The world has many ways to resolve conflicts but invariably, they leave
God out. God tells us that His ways are not our ways (lsaiah 55:8).
His ways for resolving conflicts is not to give us easy techniques to
achieve outward peace. Rather, He is concerned with our hearts, and
our relationship with Him. When our ways please Him, we have a
foundation for resolving conflicts with others (Proverbs 16:7).

In James 4:1 He asks, what is the source of quarrels and conflicts
among you? He goes on to show that the source is selfishness. To
resolve conflicts, repent of your sinful selfishness and humble yourself
before God.

1. Toresolve conflicts, judge your selfish motives (James 4:1)

2. Toresolve conflicts, turn from all spiritual adultery and humbly
entreat God’s grace (4: 4-6)

3. Toresolve conflicts, submit to God, resist evil, and repent of
all sin (4:7-10)

4. Toresolve conflicts, stop judging others and submit to God’s
Word (4: 11-12)

5. Toresolve conflicts, submit to God (4: 7,8,10)

We can sum up three of James’s commands under this one head:
submit to God unconditionally (4:7) draw near to God (4:8) and humble
yourself before God (4:10)

1. Submit to God

The word “submit,” means to put yourself in rank under “someone”,
implying an hierarchy of authority. It is used of the obligation to submit
to government authority (Romans 13:1, | Peter 2:13), to the elders of
the Church (I Peter 5:5), of mutual submission of husband and wife to
one another in marriage (Ephesians 5:21,22), and of slaves to the
master (| Peter 2:18)

God is the ultimate authority in the universe, and it should be obvious
to everyone that it is most unwise to rebel against His authority. He is
opposed to the proud (James 4:6) and “submit yourselves therefore to
God” (James 4:7)
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2. Submit unconditionally to God’s Way of Salvation

God’s way of salvation is totally opposed to man’s way. God’s way
allows no one to boast before Him. He declares that we all have sinned
and deserve His judgement. Further, because of our sin and pride, we
are not willing to come to Him for salvation. God offers His salvation
as a free gift, received by faith alone, apart from any human works or
goodness (Ephesians 2:1-9). To be saved, one must unconditionally
submit to God’s way of salvation.

3. Submit unconditionally to God’s Person

Nobody has problems with God’s great love, but many have problems
with His hatred of all sin and His absolute justice that demands all
unrepentant sinners to be punished for eternity in hell. To avoid this
we all must submit to the part of God’s person.

4. Submit unconditionally to God’s Word

Thomas Jefferson, who was not a believer, took scissors and literally
cut out the parts of the Bible that he did not like. We don't literally cut
out parts but just ignore them, or don’t work at understanding and
submitting to those parts.

In Spurgeon’s day, there were many liberal critics attacking the
truthfulness and authority of the Bible. He said, “The only real argument
against the Bible is an unholy life”.

5. Draw near to God

James says, “Draw near to God and He will draw near to you” (4:8).
Jesus said, “No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me
draws him (John 6:44). God always makes the first move towards us.
If He did not, we would all perish in our sins (John 8:34, Romans 3:10-
12). You cannot be close to God at the same time that you are angry
and bitter towards someone else.

6. Humble yourself before God (James 4:10)

Pride is at the heart of all disobedience to God and of almost all
national conflicts. If God opposes the proud, he gives grace to the
humble (James 4:6). The theme of God’s humbling the proud, but
exalting the humble, runs through the Scriptures (1 Samuel 2:4-8, Job
42:6, 10, Matthew 22:12). The key to Biblical humility is the phrase,
“In the presence of the Lord” (James 4:10). Angels cover their faces
(Isaiah 6:2). Job 42:6 says, “| retract and | repent in dust and ashes”.
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7. To resolve conflict, resist Evil (James 4:7)

The Greek word “diabolos” means “to throw against”. It is the word for
slanderer. In Hebrew it is “adversary”. The Devil is an evil fallen angel
who stands against God and His people, and is always ready to accuse
or slander them (Zachariah 3:1,2).

8. To resolve conflict, repent of all sin (James 4:8,9)

The Old Testament proclaims: Cleanse your hands, you sinners, and
purify your hearts, you humble minded. Be miserable and mourn and
weep, let your laughter be turned into mourning and joy to gloom”. He
is talking about thorough, heartfelt repentance. Psalm 34:18 promises
“the Lord is near to the broken hearted and saves those who are crushed
in spirit”.

Conclusion

Don'’t sit passively and wait for resolutions in a conflict to happen
spontaneously. James gives nine active commands: Submit to God,
resist evil, draw near to God, cleanse your hand and heart, be
miserable! Mourn and weep, let your laughter be turned into mourning
and your joy into gloom, and finally, humble yourself. God’s way to
resolve conflicts is to submit to Him, resist evil and repent of all sin.

Dear Parishioners

We record this “Note of Thanks” to all the members of our congregation
with utmost humility for the opportunity bestowed on us for serving
the various needs and activities of our Church during the period of the
last Church Committee (2014-17) and also for electing us even earlier
to assist our Vicars in providing leadership to the Church Committees
for more than a decade in the service of our Parish.

During the past decade The Mission, Social Service and Developmental
activities of our Church were given an additional impetus:

The twelve Area Prayer Groups were reactivated. The City Mission
Project, with six specific initiatives, including the opening up of
collaborative mission activities with the Indian Evangelical Mission
among the non-Keralites residing in the City, emanated from our
Sesquicentennial commitment, and continues now with support to
two new mission fields in Telengana. We have provided timely
assistance to sister parishes in the Diocese for construction and
renovation of Mission Houses and Parsonages, especially in Adoor
district. Special care was taken to review and support the Youth,
Sunday School and Choir initiatives. Our Outstations have been
nurtured with managerial and developmental assistance, and they
are now able to support themselves financially for their routine needs.

Our Church could uninterruptedly continue all our Social flagship
projects like the “Food for the Needy”, “Santhwanam”, Medical Aid,
Marriage Help, Education Help, Prison Ministry and the new Cancer
Care Project, to help the deserving and needy.

Our members were encouraged to participate in these and other
projects of our Church Organizations through our monthly Newsletter
TIDINGS.

The Sesquicentennial Celebrations stimulated our vision for the
developmental activities of the Church and resulted in concerted, and
ultimately successful, efforts to obtain Pattayam (Title Deed) for the
Church compound.

With the financial resources given by the members of the Congregation,
our Church building was fully refurbished. All our dilapidated buildings
including the Common Vault, the Old Age Home, and Zion Hall were
renovated, besides securing a second Parsonage in the Fern Hill Bethel
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Compound for our Assistant Vicar. A major renovation work was done
in our Vicar’s Parsonage, and interlock tiles were laid in the Church
compound. The decade-old toilet block was modernised and the long
cherished plan of an office space in the Church compound was realised
at the fag end of this Committee’s term, before handing over the
responsibility to the newly elected Church Committee.

We have sincerely toiled to timely meet the various needs of the
congregation and also cooperated actively with the programmes and
projects of our Diocese including the Bicentenary Celebrations and all
Mission activities. We had a very cordial relationship with all the Vicars,
and with the members of the various Church Committees. The Revival
and Intercessory Prayer Meetings have been the main source of
strength to the Church Committee, along with the continuous prayers
of the congregation, and the providence of God.

While the major responsibility for preserving and protecting our heritage,
