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Vicar's Reflections

Beloved  in Christ,
New Year greetings to everyone of you in the precious name

of our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ.
Once again we entered into a New Year. The new year, 2018

is declared as an year of Discipleship.In Christianity, the term disciple
primarily refers to the students of Jesus and is found in the Gospels
and Acts. What is disciple? A disciple of Jesus is a worshipper, a
servant and a witness.

1. Disciple means Worshipper.
Most fundamentally, to follow Jesus means to worship him

exclusively. This is at the heart of Jesus ministry on earth. Jesus said
to the Samaritan woman, ‘........ true worshippers - those who worship
Him in spirit and truth.” Jn. 4: 23,24. If we follow Jesus we must
worship him. To follow Jesus, to be his disciples means mainly to
worship him in the joy at the heart. Making disciples of Jesus means
gathering his worshippers.

2. Disciple means Servant
John shows another picture of Jesus and this time he is kneeling

before his disciples to wash their feet. Jn.13:5 When Jesus approached
Peter, Peter objected him to do so. Jesus said to him, “ If I do not
wash you, you have no share with me".Jn.13:8. Jesus is a servant. He
came to earth not to be srved, but to serve and to give his life as the
rescue for sinners.". Mk.10:45. Jesus said to his disciple,"you call me
Teacher and Lord....so if I am your Teacher and Lord have washed
your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. Jn.13:14,15.
Just after he washed the Twelve’s feet, Jesus gave a new command-
ment to them that ‘ you love one another, just as I have loved you.”
Jn.13:34, Infact, it is this love that disciples have for one another that
identifies us as disciples of Jesus to a watching world. To be a disciple of
Jesus means to serve like him and making servants who love one another.
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3. Disciple means Witness
Jesus said to his disciples, ‘ As the father has sent me, so I

send you,’ Jn. 20:21. This means that Jesus’ disciples are on a mission.
In the broadest sense, that they are missionaries, that they are
envisioned and empowered to step into this world as his witnesses.
Acts. 1:8. Jesus was sent for a purpose to reveal God and redeem the
world from the bondage of sin. We too as his disciples filled by his
spirit are sent for a purpose, to tell his good news. To be a disciple of
Jesus means to point people to him. It means to tell the world, The
story of Jesus and his love so that others would know Him and wor-
ship Him. In other words, that we gladly seek more worshippers,
servants and missionaries.

Let us make a New Year resolution to take active part in
telling the good news to the world.

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God’s Act of Continuing Grace
The word ‘grace’, means favour or kindness shown without

regard to the worth or merit of the one who receives it and inspite of
what that person deserves. Grace is one of the key attributes of
God.

Exod. 34:6 says, “ The Lord God is merciful and gracious,
long suffering and abounding in goodness and truth", Therefore grace
is almost always associated with mercy, love, compassion and
patience. The context of this statement is very important, God had
delivered Israel from the bondage of Egypt miraculously. At the Red
Sea, Pharaoh and his mighty army tried to capture them and bring
them back to Egypt. But, when the horses of Pharaoh with his
chariots....went into the sea, the Lord brought back the waters of
the sea upon them; but the Israelites walked through the sea on dry
grounds.” (Exod.15:19). God led them through the desert, provided
manna for food and water from the rock. But at Mt. Sinai when
they saw that Moses delayed to come down from the mountain,
they compelled Aaron to make gods for them, who shall go before
them" (Ex.32:1). God then warned Moses, saying that Israel “ have
acted perverseley and have been quick to turn from the way
I commanded them". But when Moses interceded for them, God
forgave them and demonstrated that He will continue to be merciful
and gracious to them.

The history of Israel as recorded with Old Testament is full of
incidents when the Israelites, though they were protected and very
well taken care of  delivering during  their sojourn through the wil-
derness for 40 years, were disobedient to God and even re-
jected Him. But God in His wonderful kindness, continued to guide,
bless and support them in their wars and in other problems, and got
them finally well-settled in the Promised Land under the leadership
of Joshua. Again and again, we see the chosen people becoming
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unfaithful to God, but God in His ever- abiding grace forgave them
and restored them to His wonderful fellowship.

Although the grace of God is always free and undeserved, it
must not be taken for granted That is what the history of Israel
teaches us. Grace is only enjoyed within the covenant relationship
with God and the gift is received by men and women through
repentance and faith (Amos. 5:14; Mth.1:9).

The Grace of God was supremely revealed and given in the
Person and work of Jesus Christ. Jesus was and is the very
embodiment of the grace of God. St. John testifies in Jn.1:14:

“And the word became flesh and lived among us, and we have
seen His glory, the glory of a Father’s only Son full of grace and
truth.” Following his testimony, the Gospel writer goes on to record
the testimony of John the Baptist, the forerunner before the
Messiah:

“This was he of whom I said......From His fullness we have all
received grace upon grace". ‘Grace upon grace’ is interpreted as
grace instead of grace; i.e, when the grace granted to us is used
faithfully, another grace is given in its place. That means in the
onward journey of a Christian, he/ she is always supported by the
grace of God. That should further remind us that a believer should
constantly rely upon the grace received and also be zealous to use
continuosly the grace that is granted, only such people can acknowledge
with humility and confidence with St. Paul the Apostle, that, “But by
grace of God, I am what I am and his grace toward me has not been
in vain”.(1 Cor.15:10).

God’s grace is immeasurable!
His mercy inexhaustible!
His peace inexpressible!
