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Vicar's Reflections

Beloved  in Christ,
Greetings to you all in the precious name of our Lord and

'Saviour, Jesus Christ.
Once again we are approaching a Lenten season. Lent is a

solemn observance in the christian churches that begins on Ash
Wednesday and ends before Easter Sunday. The purpose of lent is
the preparation of the believer through prayer, repentance of sins,
alms giving and self-denial. Its institutional purpose is heightened in
the annual commemoration of Holy Week, marking the death, burial
and resurrection of Jesus.

In Lent, many christians commit to fasting as well as giving
up certain luxuries in order to 'replicate' the sacrifice of Jesus Christ's
journey into the desert for forty days. Many christians also add a
lenten spiritual discipline such as reading a daily devotion; or praying
through a lenten calender, to draw themselves near to God. Throughout
Christendom, some believers mark the season with the abstention
from the consumption of meat, fish, milk, etc. Repentance is one of
the major themes during the season. Prophet Jeremiah admonishes
the people of God to mourn for the disaster fallen upon them. The
Lord says, send for the mourners ! Quick! Begin your crying. Let
the tears flow from her eyes... Teach your daughters to wail and
your neighbours too for death has crept in through your windows
into your homes. Jer 9:17-21. The wages of sin is death and it is
because of their enormous sins, the Israelites were defeated and
punished by God. The people of God really repent of their sins so
that God in His mercy may forgive their sin. Real repentence and
coming closer to God are the pre-requisites for deliverance.

St. Paul in his final admonition to the Galatian church,
emphasizes the importance of clinging to the cross rather than
depending upon ones own work, to receive grace and pardon. To
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Paul neither circumcision nor uncircumcision is anything; but a new
creation is everything. The Lenten season reminds us once again
that the cross of Christ alone can save us from all our shortcomings
and sins. The understanding of cross and its implications should lead
us to the foot of the cross and cast all our burdens there.

While foretelling about his crucifixion and resurrection, Jesus
reminds his disciples that without the cross, there is no crown. True
discipleship involves 'via Dolorosa'. He says, "if any want to
become my followers, let them deny themselves and take up their
cross and follow me. Mt. 16:24. Self discipline and repentance leads
us to the cross. He invites us to look at Him, love Him and follow
Him. The beginning of the Lent calls us for  a turning back to God.
A contrite heart is the need of the hour.

May God help us to have an introspection during these days
of penitance.

Organisations Corner
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Church Staff  Pay Revision and Retirement
In terms of the recommendations of the Pay Revision Panel

appointed by the Church Committee, the pay and allowances of our
regular staff are revised with effect from 01.04.2017.The panel also
recommended fixing the retirement age of the staff at 67 years on
the lines of clergy and church workers’  retirement age of the Church
of South India.  Expert opinions were obtained from different sources,
including those of the Madhya Kerala Diocese regarding the matter.
The above recommendation was deliberated in a meeting of the Church
Committee and it was resolved to accept the same. Accordingly, Mr.
A Samuel (Joy),  Sexton, completed the retirement age of 67 years
on 10.10.2016. However, the church Committee resolved that :

1)  the wage revision may be effected in his case also on
01.04.2017 along with other employees.

2) Mr. Samuel may be allowed to retire on 31.03.2018, ignoring
the period between 10.10.2016 and   31.03.2018

3) Mr. Samuel’s service, if he so wishes, may be allowed to
continue further on a contract basis subject to review by the Church
Committee, annually.

4) The present Committee permits Mr. Samuel to continue
on contract till the end of 31.03.2019.

5) During the extended period  i.e  the period on contract,
Mr. Samuel will continue to draw the salary as on 31.03.2018 with
full benefits but without increment .

6) Arrears of revised salary from 01.04.2017 till date will be
paid immediately and his gratuity will be worked out and paid to him
in April 2018.
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The Pay Revision Panel consisted of Mr. P K Mathew, Mr.
Eipe Kuruvilla and Mr. William Mani. The Pay Revision Report was
submitted to the Church Committee 15 days ahead of the scheduled
date of submission.

The Church Committee places on record its appreciation and
thanks to the panel members for their in depth analysis and a well
prepared report.

Heavenly Blessings - Study Tour of Ecology Forum to
Mundakayam, Thekkady, Theni, Bodimet, Munnar and

Marayoor
This is not a travalogue; my attempt is to highlight  quickly

the heavenly blessings received throughout the 4 days of  journey
from 29th January to 1st February 2018.

When there was blessings of the God Almighty throughout
the journey, only very important and conspicuous are highlighted here.
1. Rev C.Y Thomas Achen suddenly decided to join the trip with
Kochamma at the last moment and this was the first blessing we
received.
2. During the period of 4 days of the trip we travelled 847 kms of
which, around 400 kms through the hairpin roads of mountains and
hills of the highranges of Iddukki, Bodimet and Munnar. There was
not a single incident of failure of the bus or the driver. I saw quite
large number of ladies in particular, were in tense mood sitting closed
their eyes. Yes, we touched His presence with us and with the car-
rier.
3.We ate lunch and dinner(leave aside tea and snacks) in eight hotels,
ofcourse, of good standards. Few were reserved in advance and oth-
ers not.Despite the fact, we were received by them as if they were
waiting for us and all could sit together without waiting for a minute in
all hotels without exeption. What a wonderful care of the Heavens!!
4.We had Holy Communion Service in CSI Christ Church Munnar,
the only church in the world built after construction of cemetery(This
beautiful small church was built in 1910 by Europeans) Being Munnar
is International tourist destination, often the church was booked for
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worship services by tourists. The asst. Vicar said sorry we could not
find a slot for you. The time what we wanted was booked by a group
of CSI priests, their families and Bishop of Karnataka. When we
were sitting in the church office the previous might, a message came
telling that their services timing is shifted to the evening and we had a
wonderful H.E. in the morning at 7.30, as we wished. What you call
for this: I believe it is Heaven’s intervention.
5.The Organisers were worried over the budget as there were last
minute cancellations of 5 people for different reasons. It was in one
way a blessing in disguse as the passengers had moving space and
relax sittings. However we the organisers were tensed over the ex-
penditure but that was kept with ourselves. Of the collection of Rs.2.25
lakhs we had a balance of Rs.7000 at the end of the journey with the
only bill remaining to be settled was of transport opeator. An advance
amount of Rs 40000 was already paid and balance expected was
between 10-15 thousand rupees. Do you want to know what was the
bill: it was Rs.7856/- .Of the total amount of Rs2.25 lakhs the excess
expenditure was only Rs.856/-.
6.The team reached back at Christ Church safely at 11.00 pm before
the sechuldeded time and similar was the timings in all destinations.
7.Few of our fellow passengers had vomiting and similar other in-
conveniences on the third and fourth days. However that remained
under control and they received attention of Doctors practicing Bio-
medicine at Adimali. All of them became alright with one night com-
fortable sleep after reaching their homes.

I am sure that our fellow passengers travelled with us will
read these lines with tears in eyes of thanks giving to the Almighty God.

Then we were
also able to see that we need to keep ourselves holy to keep this
relationship. Today we are going see in detail, on the closing verse
we looked last month – John 3:16 “For God so loved the world that
He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should
not perish but have everlasting life.” lets see what this verse is about

�God has only one Son, begotten of him. Here the ‘only begotten’
doesn’t mean Son evolved from God, but in Greek, its referred to
‘monogenes’ which means unique, one-of-a-kind.
�Gods Sacrificial Love towards us in giving up His only begotten
Son for our sake.
�Through this Son’s sacrifice, we are promised with an everlasting
life. But it comes with a clause - it’s for those who have faith in the
SonTo have faith in this Son we need to understand � Who Jesus is
to me and and Why I must have faith in Him?

   Who is Jesus?We see in many occasions voice of God from
clouds, proclaiming Jesus as the Son of God (Matthew 3:17; 17:5).
We also see the greatest proclamation by Angels to down casted
shepherds, which has been propagating through the centuries as
Voice of Christmas. (Luke 2:11) “For there is born to you this day
in the city of David a Saviour, who is Christ the Lord”. Two things
are seen in the above verse;
�A Saviour to cleanse me from my sins, so that I can have a
relationship with God. But why do I need a Saviour to cleanse me?
for that we need to understand the gravity of SIN and its
consequences . Billy Graham once beautifully said, “A sin is any
thought or action that falls short of God’s will. God is perfect,
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and anything we do that falls short of His perfection is sin.”
God who is just can’t allow a single sin go unpunished. So either we
have to pay for our own sins or receive the Saviour who can take
away our sin and make us blameless.
 �Lord- In the olden times to call one as Lord is same as submitting
ourselves before that person.  And to call Christ as the Lord demands
an explanation.

          Must I call Jesus as Lord? or Why should I have faith
in Christ? Jesus lived in this world among us, fulfilling God’s will
alone, by which He led a blameless life. So, by submitting to Jesus,
He is able to guide us to lead a life journey to seek God’s will, so
that we will be worthy of God’s relationship. Now before thinking
of why I must have Him as my Lord, let’s ask ourselves that, is there
anyone worthier to be called Lord, than the Son, Jesus Christ, who
gave up His life and glory, so that we could have living relationship
with our maker?Before moving forward in making the choice let’s
hear a story of boy. “James lived in a village which has a river
flowing nearby. He was so lazy that, whenever someone gave
him a job, he used to find excuses. One day there came a
merchant who asked the villagers to help him find his treasure
which he lost in his voyage through the river. And he told them
he will reward them if they helped him. Now as usual on hearing
about job our lazy James ran away from the scene, meanwhile
the merchant explained the villagers that his treasure was
precious stones. As James was wandering through the river bank
his gaze suddenly fall on the colourful stones. In his curiosity he
took stones in his hand and began to throw them one by one to
river and see how far they go. When he was about to throw
away the last stone the merchant saw what he was doing and
stopped him and asked him why he was throwing away precious
stones? Then James realized, what he has done in his foolishness
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and he apologized for his ignorance. But merchant, who couldn’t
bear his loss  beat him.”  Many times, when we go through this
story we see the foolish lazy James, but in truth it is our story. We,
who is like James have seen Jesus, the precious stone. But by giving
him up, for our desires and dreams which is nothing compared to
Jesus; we have become fools. So, lets become wise and active and
pray to God to reveal His Son and to help us accept Him as our
Lord and Saviour, so that we too can stay before the almighty God
in righteousness.  Now to walk with our Lord we need to
understand him completely. Jesus said in John 14:6 “I am the
way, the truth, and the life.” Now to know more on these
characteristics of Jesus, we will have to wait till next month
that will be the 3rd part
