The Church of South India
The formation of the Church of South India is one of

the wonders ever happened in the History of Christianity. In
19th century there were numerous missionary societies
working in India. They understood that the divisions or
denominationalism among them could be a negative impact
for their missionary work among the people of other faiths.
Meanwhile, the need for united action and closer co-operation
felt in several quarters.

In india the organic church union was started by the
turn of 20th century. In 1901 a federal union took place
between two presbyterian missions in South India. Similarly,
in 1904 a federal union of congregational churches also
took place. But an organic church union of two different
denominations happened in 1908; the South India United
Church (SIUC), a union of all the presbyterian churches and
congregational churches in South India. In 1919, an informal
meeting of a group of Indian clergy,  Anglican and SIUC,
met in a conference at Tranquebar. Prominent among them
were Bishop V.S. Azariah, Anglican Bishop of Dornakal
Diocese, who convened the meetings, Rev. V. Santiago
SIUC, Rev. H.A. Popely and Rev.G. Sherwood Eddy both
congregationalists. They proposed the basic terms of union
in the following four points:
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1. The Holy Scriptures of the old and new Testaments
as containing all things neccessary for salvation.

2. The Apostle’s creed and Nicene Creed
3. The two sacraments ordained by Christ himself-

Baptism and the Lord’s Supper.
4. The historic episcopate locally adapted.

These are the four points defined by the Lambeth
conference of Anglican bishops in 1888, commonly called
the Lambeth Quadrilateral and after the Tranquebar meeting
it is known as "Tranquebar Manifesto'.

After the Tranquebar meeting a Joint committee was
set up and began its work in 1920. The Wesleyan methodits
joined it from 1925 onwards. In the joint committee meeting
held at Bangalore in 1929, an agreement was reached
among the three negotiating churches, that all their ministers
should become by the act of the union, ministers of the Word
and Sacrament in the united church. The scheme of union
was drawn up and it created wider impact even on people
living out side India. After 28 years of negotiations and per-
severance of many through fervent prayers and waiting upon
God, the vision of Tranquebar was transformed into reality.
By the providence of God, three great churches in South
India with historical tradition of their own, united into one
body by bringing their respective heritage unimpaired for
common good. Each member church brought its own
distinctive contribution into the spiritual treasury of the
Church of South India.

The fulfillment of the negotiations started at
Tranquebar in 1919 was on 27th September 1947 when
the Church of South India was inaugurated. St. George’s
Cathedral Madras was the venue of the inauguration. After
the prayer of thanks giving, while the congregation standing,
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the presiding Bishop the Rt. Rev.C.K. Jacob, Bishop in
Travancore and Cochin Diocese made the solemn declaration
of union in the following words:

'Dearly beloved brothers, in obedience to the Lord
Jesus Christ, the Head of the Church, who on the right of
his passion prayed that His disciples might be one: and by
authority of the governing bodies of the uniting churches,
whose resolutions have been read in your hearing and laid
in prayer before Almighty God; I do hereby declare that
these three churches namely - The Madras, Travancore and
Cochin, Tinnevelly and Dornakal Dioceses of the Church of
India, Burma and Ceylon; The Madras, Madura, Malabar,
Jaffna, Kannada, Telugu and Travancore Church Councils
of the SIUC and the Methodist Church in South India,
comprising the Madras, Trichinopoly, Hyderabad and
Mysore districts are become one; Church of South India and
that those Bishops, presbyters, deacons and probationers
who have assented to the basis of union and accepted the
constitution of the CSI and whose names are laid upon this
Holy Table, are Bishops, presbyters, and deacons of this Church.
In the name of the Father, Son and of the Holy Spirit, Amen

Then the whole congregation joined in singing the
Te Deum - the song of the church. The service came to a
close with the Holy Eucharist. R.D. Paul remarks,"It was a
deeply moving experience to share in the communion with
those from whom we had been separated for so long and
to realise that we were now members of one Church''. Thus
the CSI was inaugurated.

As we celebrate the 71st Anniversary of this great
church, let us praise God for the historic and remarkable
event of an Indian church in an Indian ruled country.

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Christian Response to Poverty

Poverty is the resultant of missing essentials for livelihood like food,

shelter, clean water, medicines etc and thereby the material and social

deprivation and lack of freedom for growth.

As per economists we live in the richest time of human history as we

have eradicated poverty at much faster rate. Global poverty rates

have halved since 1990 and are paced for further reduction. India’s

microFinance initiative during the last thirty years with the Self Help

Groups, Joint Liability Groups and Micro Enterprises have provided

livelihood opportunities to the poor and has been recognised as the

largest poverty eradication programme of the world.

Even with these monumental strides people around the world lack

the essential necessities of clean water, food and shelter in most of

the third world countries. Recent studies indicate that 840 million

people worldwide are chronically  undernourished and everyday

26000 young children die due to poverty.

God created us in his own likeness and image. God created us equally

and not the same; instead we are unequally gifted with different

strengths which creates some measure of inequality. Therefore we

have to help the vulnerable by providing the resources that God has

bestowed on us, following the teachings of the gospel. Beyond

monetary help to the poor, the example of our Lord’s loving and

caring for the poor may be adopted as the motto in “Christian

response to poverty”.

The biblical perspective includes helping the poor to nurture their

God given gifts and opportunities to better their circumstances as

given in Luke.10.25-37, “to love your neighbour as yourself”.

In this context let me reflect my personal experience while working

for our Diocese. As a Convener assigned to complete the Social

Projects during the Bicentenary celebration of our Diocese (2012-

2016), in which 9 projects were identified let me describe the
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Parish Get - Together and CSI Day 2018
Our Annual Parish Get-together and CSI Day are scheduled

to be held on Sunday 23rd September from 4.00 pm in the
Centenary Hall. Sports events for children will start at 4.00 pm
followed by stage programmes by Church Organisations.

In between, a brief presentation of the History of the Church
of South India will be presented by our Vicar Rev. C Y Thomas.

Tea and Dinner will be served for Rs.50/- coupons.
Please come and enjoy an evening of fun and fellowship.

outcome of the Project “Home for the Homeless”, in which we

planned to construct 200 houses covering our homeless members

in 12 districts and 400 churches of the Diocese. As large numbers

of applications were received, a team visited each and every site

fulfilling the requirements for assistance. To our surprise, we noticed

that most of the applicants had dilapidated dwelling places where

the roof is covered by plastic sheets. All the 200 houses that we

identified and constructed during the four year period were for

families that lived in such pathetic conditions. The Diocese could

spend only Rs.2lakh per house admeasuring about 400Sq.Ft.

Likewise the recent flood havoc in the low-lying areas of Kuttanad

region brought severe damage and destruction to the dwelling places

of our members and many Pastorates, who rose to help the victims,

could identify several members who lost everything.

Christian response to poverty should emanate from within for a true

disciple who should be gladly willing to share a part of his possession

for his” neighbour” as per our Lord’s exhortation.

The person who is in dire need is our true neighbour and hence

most of our Projects planned by our churches and organizations to

lessen the suffering of our fellow being may be viewed as “not
collection of money by the Churches, but as opportunities for the

willing persons to participate in the great mission narrated in Mathew

25:40” Truly I say to you, as you did it to one of the least of

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TRIBUTE TO MY COUSIN LATE MR C THOMAS IAS (Retd)
When I remember Mr C Thomas who passed away on

7th August 2018, my memories go back to my childhood days
at Mavelikara, which is my place of birth. My grandfather, Rev
M T Chacko, served as the vicar of Christ Church Mavelikara
and our house was also the ancestral home of
Achenkunjuchayan (as we fondly called him). During every
mid-summer vacation he, along with his beloved wife
Kunjumolkochamma, would bring us in his car to Trivandrum
and take us to popular locations such as the Zoo, Museum,
Shanghumugham beach etc. In those days it was something
to be boasted of among my classmates and friends. It was
solely out of his love and affection towards our family that
he did all these, even when he was holding key positions in
civil service.

Achenkunjuchayan was a man of honesty, high integrity,
and loved a simple and well disciplined life. In fact we
attribute his longevity to his discipline in life. A man of few
words, I have never seen him angry or emotional. Though I
have made an earnest effort to acquire his quality of being
quick to hear and slow to talk, I have to admit that I found it
difficult.

He was very regular in church services on Sundays.
Even when he was away on official duties, he was very
particular to attend the Sunday service in some nearby
church as he didn’t want to miss the worship service. In his
later days, when he was unable to attend the church, he
would have me narrate all the happenings in the church and
also gather information from the Tidings which I would supply
to him unfailingly.

God blessed him with long life to enable him to study
the Bible in depth with its commentaries. He was very fond
of the Beatitudes (Mathew 5:3-10) which he recited to his
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relatives during their visits. He knew most of the psalms by
heart and also innumerable Bible verses and hymns.

Achenkunjuchayan was a role model for our family
members. He had great love for his extended family. I was
still a young boy of twelve when my mother passed away,
and Achenkunjuchayan’s father, the late Mr M C Thomas
(who was our church warden for many years) brought us
from Mavelikara and took us under his wings so that we
could complete our studies through school and college. Like
his father, Achenkunjuchyan was also very concerned about
all our family members and his list of prayers was very long.
He spent many an hour offering prayers for friends and family
especially those who were sick and suffering.

In his last days when he was admitted in the hospital, I
used to visit him and sing his favourite hymns. Even though
he was very weak, he would try to sing along with me. The
last song that I sang for him before he was shifted to ICU
was his most favorite one:-

God will take care of you still to the end
O what a father redeemer and friend
Jesus will answer whenever you call
He will take care of you trust him for all.
My tribute will not be complete if I don’t mention the

love and care he received from his daughter Dr. Roshan
Thomas who was with him all the time catering to all his
needs and making him comfortable and happy till the very
end of his life.

Surely he has fought the good fight, finished the race
and kept the faith, earning the crown of righteousness as
our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ has promised. He has
departed from this world leaving behind a legacy to be fol-
lowed by his family and friends.

Divine Providence
How my grandmother was saved from the flood

Heavy rain commences on the night of August 14th 2018
and continues into the 15th. Grandma (85) is at home with
her maid (60+). Grandma has diabetes and arthritis.

On 15th morning water starts flooding the main road,
another aunt nearby says she's in contact with the panchayat
to arrange for a boat to transfer my grandmother to her place.

Later in the day two boys are sitting on the pillars next
to the gate since the water flow on the road is too high.
Seeing them get drenched in the rain, grandma asks them
to come sit in the verandah. Since they're soaked, she gives
them a change of clothes.The boys showing up like this is
the first miracle.

By Wednesday afternoon the water from the river en-
ters the back of the compound and rises towards the house
(around 6 feet). Water starts seeping in from the back side
of the house.

By Wednesday evening the force of the water collapses
the boundary wall in the front of the house and water gushes
into the compound and nearly reaches the front door.
Wednesday around 7pm a boat passes by the front of the
house, they flash torches and shout but the people on the
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.

speedboat don't notice and speed by. They then have some
food for dinner.

By this time grandma is on a bed to avoid the water.
The boys realise the water will keep rising so they tell
grandma they will have to move to the attic. Grandma is
paralyzed in fear and shock by now - she's stayed in this
house for 60 years and never had this happen. She says
she won't be able to climb up the step ladder to the attic
because of her arthritis. The boys take her to the steps and
one supports her by the shoulders and the other helps her
lift her feet one by one. Carrying her was not an option since
she has a heavy build.They spend the night in the attic with
just a couple of straw mats to lie on. There is no window to
the outside and if the water rises till the top they would be
trapped.

By the next morning, the water has risen to half the steps.
Grandma asks the boys to prise open some tiles so that
they can signal to people outside. Even after opening the
tile it is too high to look out of, the max they can do is to
stick a hand outside and wave and shout and hope that
someone sees them.

Now comes the second miracle - a passing boat sees
the hands out of the tiled roof and hears the shouts. They
shout back that they have seen them and will come back
with help.After some time a boat with local fire force per-
sonnel comes to the house and asks them to come out if
possible. The water is now at least 4 feet high inside the
house. The boys carry grandma down the stairs, one carry-
ing her by the feet and another carrying her by the shoul-
ders. They float her on the surface of the water, with her
head above water. The house is a mess, with chairs and
cushions and mattresses floating everywhere. They take her
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on to the boat safely.They reach the campsite which is filled
with families from the whole neighborhood. Grandma
spends the first day and night at the shelter. She was able
to change out of her drenched clothes as she had packed a
small bag the previous day. She spends that night on one
of the benches in the school.

Eventually the older people including grandma are
taken to neighbouring houses that are above water level so
that they will be more comfortable, while the younger, more
able bodied people remain at the camp. The Panchayat
member, knowing that grandma had no one to help her,
came over to the house with the first rescue boat that ar-
rived. He was the local person in the boat. And by God's
grace every person in that panchayat was rescued that day.

Unfortunately, as the phone networks were down and
we did not get any news of her rescue until around 10 am
on the 17th. That's the entire sequence of events.. Marvel-
ing at God's provision and timing in bringing the two boys
and allowing the boat to see them in time! This is one of the
many miracles that God worked out during these dreadful
days Kerala experienced.
