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Vicar's Reflections
Beloved in Christ,

Greetings to you all in the precious name of our Lord
and Saviour, Jesus Christ.

On the second week of February we used to contemplate on
our Lord's healing ministry and its implication for us. The people of
Israel knew of God as their healer - "for I am the Lord who heals you".
Ex. 15:26; Ps.103:3,4; Jer.30:17. God intervened into the sickness of
His people, visited them with healing in His wings, sent His Word and
healed the people Mal. 4:2. Isaiah declares that with His stripes we
are healed. Is. 53:4,5

In Jn.9:1-7, we see the case of healing of a man born blind. It
was a Jewish belief that blindness at birth was a sure punishment for
sin. So the disciples ask Jesus about it, but Jesus reveals that this
sickness was to demonstarte what God can do and of the compulsion
on him, 'to do the works of him who sent him'. It is clear then that God
wants all to have wholeness and total well-being. The method of heal-
ing of Jesus using spittle and sending him to the pool of Siloam makes
us wonder why Jesus did this, when he could have healed with just a
command. Perhaps he used this to increase the faith of the blind man.
Jesus could cure the man born blind but not the stubborn blindness of
the pharisees because they did not realise their need for an inner heal-
ing.

Sometimes healing is delayed. Sometimes even denied as in
the case of Paul but he got something better-God's grace, the power of
God in his weakness. 2 Cori. 12:9,10. Whether healed instantly or late
or not at all, we know that God is our Healer. 'Jehovah Rapha' is a
special name of God as healer and is used 65 times in the Old Testa-
ment in the context of spiritual or physical healing. In the old Testa-
ment, God revealed himself to people, aspect by aspect as needed
but in Jesus we have the full revelation, who went about healing and
preaching.

Today  Jesus has commanded us to carry on his ministry of
healing. May our Jehovah Rapha heal us and help us that we may be
a healing touch to people around.

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Worship – Praising the Lord in Spirit and Truth

THE FOURTH COMMANDMENT reads, ‘Remember the Sabbath day and
keep it holy. For six days you shall labour and do all work. But the seventh
day is a Sabbath to the LORD your God.’ The Sabbath day is meant for
man to rest and worship the LORD.  Jews observe Saturday as the
Sabbath day while Christians observe Sunday as the day.Why do we
attend church on Sundays? If we take a survey of church goers why they
go to a particular church we will receive a variety of responses. Some go
to meet friends, some go to enjoy good music, some go because the
pastor’s messages are friendly and never critical, some go because it is
the family tradition and some go simply for the entertainment value. The
only reason and the right reason we come to church is to worship the
LORD our God in the company of fellow believers.
How are we to worship? God is Spirit and his worshippers must worship
in the Spirit and in truth1. God has shone his light in our hearts so that we
could know him2. Without having this knowledge of God which he alone
can impart to us we would not be able to truly worship him. John declares
“No one has ever seen God, but God the One and Only, who is at the
Father’s side, has made him known”3. What do we know of God? Moses
and Miriam sang4 after the deliverance of Israelites from the Egyptians
“Who among the gods is like you, O LORD? Who is like you—majestic in
holiness,awesome in glory,working wonders?” Apostle Paul writing to
the Christians in Rome says, “Since the creation of the world God’s
invisible qualities—his eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly
seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are
without excuse”5.By faith we understand that the universe was formed at
God’s command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was
visible.6 Modern science accepts the fact our universe came out of nothing!
Our God is indeed awesome! No wonder David was moved exclaim “What
is man that you are mindful of him,the son of man that you care for him?”7

We need to have clear understanding of who God is and develop the right
attitude, if we are to enter in the presence of God to worship Him. Prophet
Isaiah had a vision8 of the LORD seated on his throne. He saw the Lord
seated on a throne, high and exalted, and the train of his robe filled the
temple in heaven. Above him were seraphs, each with six wings: With two
wings they covered their faces, with two they covered their feet, and with
two they were flying.  And they were calling to one another:”Holy, holy, holy
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is the LORD Almighty;the whole earth is full of his glory.”At the sound of
their voices the doorposts and thresholds shook and the temple was
filled with smoke.”Woe to me!” Isaiah cried. “I am ruined! For I am a man
of unclean lips, and I live among a people of unclean lips, and my eyes
have seen the King, the LORD Almighty.” Do we get a picture of our
awesome God recorded in the scripture? How can we then casually walk
into the church on Sunday morning without mentally preparing ourselves
in advance?
How are we to worship? King David says, “Ascribe to the LORD the glory
due his name;bring an offering and come into his courts.Worship the
LORD in the splendour of his holiness; tremble before him.”9 Apostle
Peter reminds us who we are. We are a chosen people, a royal priesthood,
a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that we may declare the praises
of him who called us out of darkness into his wonderful light.10

Having said all this we also realize, we have brothers and sisters who
plod into the church on Sunday morning wearied by the burdens of this
life.  King David has written many worship and praise Psalms. God called
David,a man after his own heart. Even this David had seasons of great
distress. It is very educating for us to read Psalm 13.  The Psalm has just
six verses. Four times in the first two verses, David who felt forgotten,
forsaken and defeated – laments”How long?”But very soon in verses five
and six, David expresses his trust in the unfailing love of God and gives
praise to God. Psalms that include lament like this one, implicitly give us
permission to worshipfully come to the Lord with questions of our own.
After all what better person than God is there for us to talk to, during our
times of stress and strain. In due time,like David,we too would be singing
praises to the Lord. Let us also recall Hannah who in deep anguish
prayed to the Lord weeping bitterly. In due time Hannah’s prayer was
answered and she was enabled to pray “My heart rejoices in the LORD
...there is no Rock like our God”11

Finally, while closing this brief note,my desire for us is to remember to be
joyful always; to pray continually; to give thanks in all circumstances, for
this is God’s will for us in Christ Jesus.12
