It is not our
duty to find the cause of sickness, but to help them. Jesus taught this, help
the people who are in need. Gal. 6:10 says “Therefore as we have opportunity,
let us do good to all” Jesus like a physician, spat on the ground prepared an
ointment from the mud and appiled to his eyes. He did this with his own
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hands though the patient was a begger. This is a loving touch. Jesus said to
the blind man- Go, wash in the Pool of Siloam. With obedience the blind man
went and washed his eyes and came seeing. He was healed, he became
whole. That is the work of Christ.

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Compassionate Love and Healing

Our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ was full of
compassion and love as He moved about healing people during
His earthly life. Healing as performed by Jesus was both
physical and spiritual - physical healing was paving way for
making the sick and infirm persons whole human beings,
restoring the very image of God in them. How willingly He
answered the prayers of the sick and the suffering and healed
them! By His stripes we are healed. Hallelujah!

Church as the body of Christ has to be a healing and
caring community. The mission of the Church and its members
is to follow the Great Commission of Jesus - to preach the
Good News and to heal. Healing is an essential ingredient of
the Christian mission, liberating people from the bondages of
this fallen world. Various healing ministries of the churches
are intended to show the love of God to the poor and needy.
The unconditional love (Agape) of Jesus towards us demands
that we also extend that love to the people around us in need.
In this regard, we should earnestly pray for the touch of Jesus
in us, to demonstrate selfless, compassionate love to others.
God alone can lead us to someone in genuine need or any
other such God honoring activities. Compassion means
someone’s pain becoming ours. Extension of His kingdom on
earth becomes effective with the full and wholesome
involvement of believers. Thus, healing ministry of the Church
and its believers are entirely different from what the secular
world or other faiths have to offer in this regard.

The Word of God exhorts us believers to practice
compassionate love in our daily lives. ‘He has showed you, O
man, what is good. And what does the LORD require of you?
To act justly and to love mercy and to walk humbly with your
God.’ (Micah 6:8). ‘Religion that God our Father accepts as
pure and faultless is this: to look after orphans and widows in
their distress and to keep oneself from being polluted by the
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world’ (James 1: 27).
We live in a world of sickness and suffering. Sickness

causes worry, fear, loss of confidence, loss of self-esteem and
many other mental disorders. People are longing for a healing
touch and care. A kind gesture, a comforting word and the like
will all bring comfort to others. Medicines can cure the patients
only to a limited extent. There is a view that some of the
approaches of modern-day medical cure are dehumanizing.
While the medical professionals have to rise up to the standards
of Jesus - the great physician, there is enough scope for
widening the outreach programs of the churches. In a fast-
changing world where the old joint family concept is fast
disintegrating and technological revolution has made everything
mechanical, we can be the agents of God’s love, extending
the right hand of fellowship. Lending a helping hand to the
sick, the orphans, widows, the homeless, the elderly and the
lonely are all invaluable in the sight of God.

Prophet Isaiah foretold the coming of the tender-hearted
Messiah, to comfort His people. ‘A bruised reed He will not
break, and a smoldering wick He will not snuff out.’ (Isaiah
42:3). We have to be merciful to others as our savior. ‘For I
desire mercy, not sacrifice’ (Hosea 6:6). We should be imitators
of God and thus show God’s love to our fellow beings. Thus,
loving our neighbor as ourselves will enable us to honor God’s
great command. Let us abide in Him to bear the fruit of kindness
to others.

Mother Theresa who pioneered the Missionaries of
Charity movement once said that she saw the face of Jesus in
the sick and infirm people whom she served. Her humble prayer
is really moving: ‘Make us worthy, Lord, to serve our fellow
men throughout the world, who live and die in poverty and
hunger. Give them, through our hands, this day their daily bread;
and by our understanding love, give peace and joy’.

We have to carry out the healing mission in the footsteps
of Jesus. God’s redeeming love compels us to be passionate

in compassionate love and healing so that we receive God’s
commendation: ‘For I was hungry and you gave me something
to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was
a stranger and you invited me in, I needed clothes and you
clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison
and you came to visit me…. Whatever you did for one of the
least of these brothers of Mine, you did for Me (Matthew 25:35 - 40).

In the gospel of Mark 7: 31-37, the healing of a deaf
and mute person by Jesus is vividly portrayed by the gospel
writer. A deaf and mute person was brought to Jesus by some
people who begged Jesus to put His hand on him. Looking up
to heaven, Jesus sighed. He groaned, apparently sensing the
sin and the resulting sickness in a fallen world. Jesus heals
the deaf and dumb person with great compassion and an
endearing comforting touch - He took him aside from the
multitude, and put His fingers in his ears, and He spat and
touched his tongue - this warm approach was meant to put the
mute and deaf person at ease and to encourage him, in addition
to honoring his faith and that of the people who brought him.
How far are we able to console and comfort suffering people
with openness and without being judgmental and without having
any sort of inhibitions? This is a great example for the medical
personnel to follow: the great compassion of our Lord, His
treating the sick person holistically, with sympathy and care.

The very heart and nature of God, who is the God of
mercies and the Father of all comfort, are clearly visible in the
compassion of Jesus (Matthew 14:14; 20:34; Mark 1:40,41;
5:19, etc.). Jesus touching the lepers and healing them is an
ultimate model for everyone. It shows how much He valued
human beings, whoever they were. Every human being is
precious in the sight of God, who is made in His own image
and redeemed by the blood of Jesus. We are honoring God
when we treat our fellow human beings with compassion.
In divine healing, an absolute faith in God’s healing power is
essential. Impediments to healing include lack of faith. God
answers earnest prayers for healing. James tells us that Elijah
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was a man with a nature like ours and he prayed earnestly
with miraculous results. The first thing we should do when we
fall sick is to seek the Lord in prayer in real faith. ‘Is anyone of
you sick? He should call the elders of the church to pray over
him and the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person
well’ (James 5: 14-15). Corporate prayers for the sick are great
sources of divine power and comfort where there will be definite
answers from God Almighty. James also teaches us that
confession of sin is necessary for healing. (James 5:16) It is
always encouraging to hear testimonies from people of God
who have recovered from sickness, about God answering their
earnest prayers. It so happens that sometimes, the sickness
remains unhealed which is for God’s glory. We should pray
that God will open the eyes of the afflicted in such times to
experience God’s grace and the comforting presence of the
Holy Spirit. These are God-given opportunities to build up
people with compassionate care.
The public ministry manifesto proclaimed by our Lord at
Nazareth should form the action plan for churches. ‘To preach
gospel to the poor; to heal the broken hearted, proclaim liberty
to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at
liberty those who are oppressed; To proclaim the acceptable
year of the LORD (Luke 4: 18-19). Nazareth Manifesto should
kindle LORD’s compassion in us prompting us to share the
Good News to the lost millions ‘who cannot tell their right hand
from their left’. Have we at any time missed opportunities for
sharing the Good News?
2020 is the year of service. Just as the Son of Man did not
come to be served, but to serve., let us involve ourselves in
sacrificial service to serve others. May our prayer be: ‘Lord
grant that I may seek to comfort than to be comforted, to
understand than to be understood; to love than to be loved’.
May the Church be empowered by the Holy Spirit to accomplish
the healing mission with LORD’s compassion and His love.
