Vicar’s Reflections

Beloved in Christ,

Lenten greetings to you all in the precious name of our Lord
and Saviour, Jesus Christ.

Christians around the world will mark the beginning of Lent by
observing Ash Wednesday. In these forty days leading up to Easter, believers
devote special attention to the disciplines of repentance, self-examination
and self-denial. The ashes which many traditions daub on the forehead
symbolize our inner penitence and also remind us of our mortality as we
read in the words that God spoke to Adam Genesis 3:19, words, which are
often read during lent: you are dust, and to dust you shall return.

Ash Wednesday inaugurates not simply the 40 days preceding
Easter but the whole 90 - day paschal cycle, which extends beyond Easter
seven weeks until Pentecost. The lectionary cycle grew backward and forward
from the central celebration of Easter. Hence we are reminded of the one
mystery - the death of Jesus, his resurrection and the gift of the Holy

Spirit.

What the Roman Catholic theologian Karl Rahner said is of
pertinence: When on Ash Wednesday we hear the words, Remember, you
are dust, we are also told that we are brothers and sisters of the incarnate
Lord. In these words we are told everything that we are: nothingness that is
filled with eternity; death that teems with life; futility that redeems; dust that is
God's life forever."

Lent is also a time of celebration of interconnectedness. “Remember
that you are dust and to dust you shall return," is said to each and every one
of us. In this connection one may try to understand the sign of the cross. We
all know that it is at Baptism we receive the sign of the cross on our foreheads,
and are "marked as Christ's own forever." We are signed with a corporate
identity as children of God, brothers and sisters of Christ, citizens of the
household of faith and the Kingdom of God.
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Lent is a time when we as Christians are reminded that our spirituality
is not simply an individual way to feel good is our private relationship with
God, but a call to confront evil in whatever from it appears, within ourselves,
in our communities, in our culture, and in our world. It is a call to return to
God, through practices of prayer, fasting and alms giving. It is a call to look
upon the human condition, and sees it as God sees it.

May God help us to begin this lent with our response to the call to
follow in His footsteps.

May God bless us all.

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“And it came to pass…”
Context of title: Events preceding the birth of Jesus; place: Judea, a
province of ancient Rome; period: between 6 & 4 B.C.
“And it came to pass in those days that there went out a decree from
Caesar Augustus that all the world should be taxed…” (Luke 2:1-2;
King James Version). Other translations of the scripture use the word
‘census’ instead of tax (New International Version); ‘enrolled’
(Revised Standard Version); ‘registered’ (International Standard
Version). All of these refer to the same event that all people in Roman
provinces had to get their names registered in their hometown. “All
the world” refers to the mighty Roman Empire from the middle and
West Asia to Europe.
Augustus Caesar (6 B.C. -14 A.D.) and the Roman Empire
When the dictator Julius Caesar was murdered by his enemies, there
followed a period of anarchy during which Julius’ adopted son
Augustus captured power. The vast Roman provinces, long contested
by consuls and generals, were transformed from a Republic to
Empire. While he ruled for forty years from 27 B.C. to 14 A.D., he
combined military might, built institutions, reformed laws, expanded
territories, instituted a system of census, trade and taxation, earned
wealth, expanded the network of roads (“All roads lead to Rome”),
promoted art and culture, built architectural marvels etc. He gave
hope to the people of Rome and instilled in them a measure of almost
spiritual civic pride.
Roman citizenship, census and taxes
The full Roman citizenship was a symbol of National pride. ‘Civis
Romanus Sum’ (I am a Roman Citizen) was an expression which
revealed an individual’s special status, rights and privileges granted
in return for heavy commitment of his duties. The term citizenship
had definitions based on one’s gender, parentage and social status.
Full citizenship was only for males. Women, though regarded as
citizens, could not hold office or vote. A legitimate child born of citizen
parents could acquire citizenship at birth. Apostle Paul, exercised
his privileges as a Roman citizen by appealing to Caesar for fair trial
in his case (Acts 25).
In return for the citizen’s rights, they were obliged to contribute to
military expenditure in proportion to their wealth. By law, they had to
register in the census so that the state could calculate the social
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class they belonged to, based on their wealth. Roman census was
the most developed in the ancient world and it played a crucial role
in the administration of the Roman Empire. It provided a register of
citizens and their property from which their duties and privileges
could be listed.
What may go wrong with a census?
While census provides a useful way of obtaining statistical information
about a population, and plays an important role in the planning and
progress of a nation as we have seen above, such information can
sometimes lead to abuses, political or otherwise. This is made
possible by the linking of individual’s identities to anonymous census
data. Sensitive information like religion, caste and place of birth may
be subject to great misuse by putting certain ethnic and racial groups
against each other.
When Adolf Hitler came to power as the Head of the Nazi party and
Chancellor of Germany in 1933, he blamed Germany’s minority
population of 500,000 Jews (less than 1%) for all of the country’s
dismal economic conditions and the perils of the lost first World War.
But identifying German Jews was not easy since many had married
Germans belonging to other religions. Edwin Black, the author of
‘IBM and the Holocaust’ records that the technology company IBM
of USA entered into a pact with the Nazis. They hired thousands of
enumerators for taking door to door census data and centralized
the information using the punched cards of the first-generation
computers. The data included information on each citizen’s mother
tongue, their religion, nationality, profession and city of residence.
“At the rate of 24,000 cards per hour, the Nazis could, in a short
time, identify and locate the Jews in Berlin who were doctors. They
then extended the search to other regions. Once the Nazis had this
data, they had all they needed to proceed with the persecution of
Germany’s Jewish population through exclusion, confiscation,
isolating them to Ghettos, deportation and ultimately extermination”.
Later, during the Second World War, this policy of extermination
was extended by Nazis to other occupied territories, resulting in the
mass annihilation of a few million Jews.
Census and the Bible
Censuses are reported both in the Old and New Testaments of The
Bible. The Lord gives instructions to Moses before the first census
(Numbers 1:1-3), soon after the Exodus of Israelites from Egypt;
and the second one (Numbers 26:1-4), while the people were
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preparing to enter the Promised Land. The aim was to count Jewish
men, 20 years and older who could serve in the army. Earlier in the
book of Exodus, The Lord had given clear instructions to Moses:
“When you take a census of the Israelites to count them, each one
must pay The Lord, a ransom for his life at the time he is counted.
Then no plague will come on them when you count them…” (Exodus
30: 12-15). This warning seems to have been forgotten by King David
when he commissioned his military leader Joab to conduct a census
of the tribes of Israel from Dan to Beersheba. This was against the
will of God (2 Samuel 24; 1 Chronicles 21). David got a number of
men fit for military service. But the punishment for his sin was a
plague, lasting for three days, which killed 70,000 men.
Other censuses recorded in the Bible were conducted during the
time of Solomon (2 Chronicles 2: 17-18) and Nehemiah (Ezra 2).
The census ordered by Augustus forced Joseph with Mary to travel
nearly 100 kilometers from Nazareth to Bethlehem for enrolling. And
the news of Jesus’ birth from the wise men and subsequent missing
information about the location of Jesus, made the power-crazy King
Herod of Judea very angry. He ordered a massacre of male infants
two years older and below (Mathew 2:16-17), thereby killing many.
Screams of mourning filled the skies in and around Bethlehem.
We may conclude that censuses conducted against the will of God
may end in disaster. If the motive is to bring glory to God, the result
would be fine. When God created life and found beauty in varieties,
he never intended a discrimination based on colour, caste, nationality,
language and religion, but revealed to his servant John in the island
of Patmos, the final union of redeemed souls (Revelation 7:9-11).
Also, Paul says in Romans 2:11 that there is no partiality with God.
Right now, as we are all aware, our country is passing through a
very hard and perilous time, which may or may not lead to a grave
national crisis. I do not want to elaborate. But if my article has caused
you to think or rethink on the matter, let us all stand up, put our
hearts together and pray fervently for our country, the world’s best
Sovereign Socialist Secular Democratic Republic, that, IT
WOULD NOT COME TO PASS.
