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Imagine a dog asking its pup, “What is your aim in life?” Or, a
cat asking a kitten, or, a cow asking its calf. The question of purpose
is one that only humans grapple with. Not for us the life of a vegetable
or the life of a brute.

A purposeless life is not merely useless, but unhappy, because
a happy life is a life that is fulfilled, has a sense of satisfaction. However,
happiness itself cannot be the purpose, because if we make the pursuit
of happiness our goal, we will only be pursuing happy circumstances.

In the Beatitudes, our Lord clearly indicates that the disciple’s
happiness is the outcome of having a deeper personality than those
in the world. Though the disciple is poor in spirit, penitent, gentle,
hungry for righteousness, merciful, pure, peaceful, persecuted (Matt.
5:3-12) his/her happiness is not dependent on the circumstances of
life. The inward state of the Christian determines the reactions. The
Christian doesn’t merely survive persecution, but is in fact happy
because of it – happy to be identified with the Lord (1 Pet. 4:12-16).

Immediately after the beatitude on persecution, Jesus talked
of the disciple’s witnessing role in society in two metaphors – salt and
light.

Salt and light were used in every home (even homes of the
poor) and were indispensable to all. Our Lord said, “You are the
salt...You are the light...” (Matt. 5:13-16). In Greek, the wording is
emphatic: “You and you alone are the salt...the light”

Salt of the Earth

BEING PURPOSEFUL IN LIFE
Matt. 5:13-16
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Jesus did not spell out the functions of the disciple as salt.
We have to rely on implications. The main functions of salt are
preservation and preventing food from rotting. Thus, the first role of
the Christian in society is a negative one: arresting decay.

The Reformer Martin Luther said, “Salt has to bite. Although
they criticize us as biters, we know that this is how it has to be and
that Christ has commanded the salt to be…If you want to preach the
Gospel and help people, you must be sharp and rub salt into their
wounds, showing the reverse side and denouncing what is not right.…”

Helmut Thielicke, who served as a pastor in Nazi Germany
said, “[To look at some Christians] one would think that their ambition
is to be the honeypot of the world. They sweeten and sugar the
bitterness of life with an all too easy conception of a loving God…But
Jesus, of course, did not say, ‘You are the honey of the world.’ He
said, ‘You are the salt of the earth.’ Salt bites, and the unadulterated
message of the judgement and grace of God has always been a biting
thing.”

Christians cannot follow Jesus and yet affirm the present state
of things. The rottenness of the world is a fact of life. Our world is
contrary to godliness (1 Jn. 2:15-16). It needs salting and lighting,
because without salt and light society will never get spiritually better
in spite of all the scientific and technological progress.

A second function of salt is seasoning or adding flavour to
what is insipid (Mk. 9:50). North African theologian Tertullian (ca.
160–220) imagined pagans looking at Christians and saying, “Look
.how they love one another (for they themselves [pagans] hate one
another); and how they are ready to die for each other (for they
themselves are readier to kill each other).”

The salt metaphor denies isolationism. Salt has to permeate/
be in touch with whatever it is to salt. Jesus described disciples as
“in” but not “of” the world (Jn. 17:14-18).
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Salt must be salty. The chemical properties of salt do not change.
Hence, salt is always salt. In those days, there were no refineries.
People would collect the white powder found around the Dead Sea,
imagining it was salt, only to discover that it had none of the properties
of salt. It was good for nothing except to be thrown out to add to the
dust on pathways. As commentator R.V.G. Tasker put it, “[if the Lord’s
followers are] called to be a moral disinfectant in a world where moral
standards are low, instantly changing, or non-existent...they can
discharge this function only if they themselves retain their virtue.

In summary, what Jesus said: a Lack of saltiness = a Loss of
character and that would result in a Loss of usefulness, and without
usefulness we would suffer Loss of place in the Kingdom.

The Only Light

Siddhartha Gautama was called the Buddha, meaning the
Enlightened One, or one who received light. Jesus, on the other hand,
claimed that He Himself is the Light (Jn. 8:12; 9:5; 12:46). What is
amazing is that Jesus gave His followers the same status and title
(Matt. 5:14). When Christians claim to be the light of the world, it is
not because they suffer from delusions of grandeur. They simply take
to heart what Jesus said about the position and role of Christians in
the world.

To claim to be the light of the world is to imply that the rest
are in darkness. If that is regarded as being bigoted, the bigoted ness
is derived from Jesus.

Is the world in darkness? Historians and statesmen agree with Jesus:

Arnold Toynbee: Of the twenty-two civilizations that have appeared
in history, nineteen of them collapsed because of moral decay

Winston Churchill: the busy hands of the scientists are already
fumbling with the keys of all the chambers hitherto forbidden to
mankind. Without an equal growth of Mercy, Pity, Peace and Love,
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Science herself may destroy all that makes human life majestic and
tolerable.

Martin Luther King: in spite of these spectacular strides in science
and technology, and still unlimited ones to come, something basic is
missing. There is a sort of poverty of the spirit which stands in glaring
contrast to our scientific and technological abundance. The richer we
have become materially, the poorer we have become morally and
spiritually. We have learned to fly the air like birds and swim the sea
like fish, but we have not learned the simple art of living together as
brothers.

What makes Christians the light of the dark world? Firstly,
because they themselves are in the light – the light of Jesus (Jn. 3:
19-21). Those who put their faith in Jesus, come into His light and are
people who love the light. They don’t love darkness and the evil that
is done under cover of darkness. They have put on the armour of light
by being clothed with Jesus (Rom. 13:12, 14; see Isa. 60:1-3).

Jesus insisted that light cannot and must not be hidden. He
talked of a city on a hill. The Church is the city built on the hill of
Calvary. Though Calvary is a very small hill, in human experience
there is no higher peak than Calvary. The whole world looks to see if
Christians measure up to their Lord. For instance, they expect Christian
schools, colleges and hospitals to be different and have a much higher
standard than others.

The light that Jesus has imparted to us is not to be put under
a basket.

Dietrich Bonhoeffer, who was martyred by the Nazis said,
“Flight into the invisible is a denial of the call. A community of Jesus
which seeks to hide itself has ceased to follow him.”

Can Christians claim to be filled with the Light of the world,
yet never emit a single ray of that light?
