Beloved in Lord, my greetings to you all.  It's a pleasure talking to
you through November issue of Tidings. We have reached the brink of 2023.

It gives us great pleasure that our Sunday School came out
on top in the Diocesan Sunday School Competitions held in September with the
highest number of points. I Congratulate each and every participants.  Still to be
held is the District Youth Art Festival.  All our youth should participate in it. We
should develop our creative powers. Through that, we should be able to reveal
God to the society. Similarly, the Women's fellowship Kala Mela is also
approaching. Participate enthusiastically. Rehearsals for the Christmas Carol
Service are also underway. Members should act in a systematic and orderly
manner according to the instructions given. Then only it will be blessed. Our
Harvest Festival is scheduled for December 4th. Prior to that, the thanksgiving
cover offering that we do will be done on three Sundays. Details will be
communicated. We have a lot of work to do. Family Vault is the one work which
is in progress. The parsonage for the Assistant Vicar is a project decided by the
general body meeting.  We should be able to collect to some extent the finances
for that too through the Harvest Festival. Everyone should cooperate according
to their ability. Getting good money through the stalls is also welcome. Above
all, act prayerfully and with an open mind. May God give you 30s, 60s, 100s as
a reward for your giving. May God bless and empower you to come together
and work with one mind and one purpose.

For the last three issues we have been thinking about the history of the
Reformation. Let us conclude that with this issue discussing its historical
background. The first thing to remember today as a continuation of the previous
issue is New Popular Consensus.

It was during the Reformation that it was argued that the people had
the authority and right to read, study and interpret the scriptures and taught that
the scriptures would become more intelligible when they were translated into
the vernacular. Bible translation broke the priestly monopoly over the Bible and
democratized the Bible. The Bible was changed from a closed book to an open
book. The reformers reinterpreted traditional narrative principles through
systematic biblical study. This led to the rejection of rituals and artificially
constructed creeds and the placing of the Bible at the centre of church life.
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It was during this period that efforts were made to translate the liturgy
into the local language. By organizing worship services in local languages, it
was possible to overcome the linguistic distance that existed between the laity
and the priests. Another idea put forward by the Reformers was the universality
of the priesthood. Luther speaks of the universality of the priesthood as follows.

"Let everyone therefore who knows himself to be a Christian, be assured
of this, that we all are equally Priests, that is to say, We have the same Power in
respect to the word and sacraments. However, no one may make use of this
Power except by the Consent of the community or by the call of a Superior. For
what is common Property of all, no individual may arrogate to himself, unless he
is called . And therefore the Sacrament of ordination if it is anything at all is
nothing else than a certain rite where by one is called to the ministry of the
Church. "
This idea has been instrumental in shaping lay Vedic scholars in later times.
 New Method of Teaching:

The church was entering into an experience of renewal and
transformation by challenging the status quo through the sciences. The faith
lessons promoted by the Reformation heroes had increased influence. In short,
some efforts were made during the Reformation to move the church, which was
centered on power, on a democratic and people-centered path, which was an
important turning point in the history of the church.
Reformation Today:

Reformation processes should not only be directed as a corrective
action within the church. Alternatively,  reformation should be seen as a driver to
bring the values of God's kingdom such as justice, fairness and equality under
discussion, within the church and in the general society. The church is formed
as a pro-life movement. Therefore, a social environment that nurtures life should
be created. This is possible only when the church becomes seekers of God's
kingdom.

We are celebrating the 500th anniversary of the reformation.
Reformation was not just a package of benefits. Therefore, the weaknesses
and limitations of reformation  should be analyzed historically.

These activities have been able to lead the church and the society to
renewal and newness. May I close this  with the call that much more may be
subject to re-reading.
