Beloved in the Lord, Greetings to all. Greetings of the new month too.

This is a time when the Christian church is directly facing challenges in
many states in India. Manipur and some states in North India are examples
of this. Whatever it may be, the goal of the church is complete
evangelization. The Lord did not establish an organized church. The
church was formed after the resurrection of the Lord.

Kuriakon or Church means 'belonging to God'. We know that the
word ecclesia means a called-out group. It means to blow the trumpet
and bring it together. A community called together to proclaim the king's
decree. The church is a community of those who have heard the call.
The church is called and set apart by God, and the church is God's gift. It
is the community where God dwells and fulfills God's purpose. Christ is
the guide. The Church is guided by the Word of God, not by religious
leaders and the Constitution. Let it be a question before us whether the
church exists today as a community of believers in Christ.

It is good to remember two things.
1. God is the Lord of the church.
2. The church must stand before God.

The Church Fathers have given many definitions. "Where there
is a bishop there is a church" by Ignatius Loyola.

"Where the sacrament is celebrated and the faith is professed,
there is the church", Saint Augustine. The church is a pilgrimage
community. Not just a crowd. A crowd of people traveling on the same
path with the same goal. The goal should be to grow as envisaged by
Christ. The church is the bride. Christ is the bridegroom and the church is
the bride. Love is the foundation of the relationship and the dream of the
bride and groom. The bride waits for the groom. The temple is the place

where God resides.
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The church is the building built by Christ as the cornerstone. The
temple is for worship. It has a special purpose. Worship is about exalting
God. If the opposite happens, it will offend God. Our words and actions
are to be carefully managed. Otherwise, the church will become an object
of reproach in society. God's purpose for us is very important. Therefore,
we as a church community should be able to work with divine knowledge.
As | mentioned last month, let me repeat about the election that is going
to happen. It would be preferable to find the required number of members
by consensus without holding an election by ballot. Election through ballot
will only help to create quarrels and feuds. There should be those who
are most suitable for the church and who are recognized among the
people and who have the mind and ability to lead spiritual affairs. This is
something that the parishioners should do with prayer. The general body
meeting and election will be arranged on the last Sunday of July or the
first Sunday of August as soon as the Bishop gives permission.

Parents should attend church worship after dropping their children
for Sunday school. Young children should be encouraged to live connected
with the church. Whether it is a boy or a girl who is getting married, at
least on the previous Sunday, he/she should take part in the holy
communion. Women members of the parish should participate in women's
fellowship meetings and related matters. It is good to remember that
time and position are the gift of God.

Psalm- 24

Rev. Bino Jacob

The Twenty-Fourth Psalm looks forward to a glorious event
which occurs at the end of some great distress. The whole Psalm
can also be understood as a processional liturgy in which v.1-2
becomes the procession’s song of praise. Most commentators
connect this psalm with David’s bringing of the Ark of the Covenant
into Jerusalem (2 Sam. 6; 1 Chron. 15:1-16:3), though this cannot
be proved. If this were true, then the “ancient doors” (Ps. 24:7)
refer to the old fortress that then received the ark, the symbol of
the Lord’s presence, or perhaps the psalm speaks of some other
return to Jerusalem after a victory in battle.

The psalm presents a three-fold perspective on God'’s rule
of earth:

(i) Earth as God'’s theater (v.1-2): Of all the heavenly bodies
created by God, the earth is what God has chosen to be God’s
own special sphere of activity. Earth becomes the theater of God
where God demonstrated God’s love in what Dorothy Sayers called
“the greatest drama ever staged”. God chose a people and a land,
and sent own Son to live, to minister, to die, and to be raised from
the dead, so that the lost might be saved. The earth is God’s, and
everything on it and in it is God’s, and all the people on the earth
are God's. All the earth is God’s and we are guests on God’s
theater as stewards to enjoy and to employ. This stewardship is
the basis for the way we treat planet Earth and protect the treasures
God has shared with us. Hence, we are expected to be stewards
who enjoy God’s goodness in creation.

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(i) An Audience with the King (v.3-6): The Levites carrying the
ark had to be ceremonially clean, and God’s people must be clean
if they wish to worship the King and please God. “Clean hands”
speak of righteous conduct (Isa. 1:15-16, 18) and a “pure heart”
of godly character and motives (Matt. 5:8), and a right attitude
and will. Only those who do not worship an idol can be true
worshipers, and can walk by faith in integrity. Thus, “vanity” refers
to the worship of idols (“worthless things”) and “swearing
deceitfully” to all kinds of deception, especially false witness in
court. They do not subscribe to falsehood in any form and do not
pervert justice by testifying to what is not true. Their reward is
salvation and righteousness from God. To “seek God'’s face” means
to have an audience with the King (Gen. 44:23; Ex. 10:28; 2 Sam.
14:24, 28, 32), and this 2 is now possible through the work of
Christ on the cross (Heb. 10:1-25). Here, we are expected to be
worshippers who experience God’s grace and redemption.

(iif) Hail, Hail, the King of Glory! (v.7-10): God is called “the
King of glory”, five times in this text. Verses 7-10 form a liturgy
with the psalmist offering an exhortation in v.7 and then its
explanation in v.8. This is a poetic way of displaying the superiority
of the one entering. The repetition in v.9 and v.10 stresses the
point. One can visualize a procession of triumphant Israelites
carrying the ark which is the symbol of the Lord’s presence, and
going up to the sanctuary to praise God. Here, God expects us to
be God’s people who celebrate God'’s glory in conquest.

Prayer: God, the ruler of all earth and our hearts, abide in us and
help us to embrace, enjoy and care for all your creation. Give us
clean hands and pure hearts so that we, with pure intention, live
up to the standard that you have set for us. Amen. Q

Kuruvilla Chandy (ID- KO48)

" A picture is worth a thousand words." In 2 Corinthians, Paul gives us a
series of word-pictures to tell us what Christians are to be. They are significant to
understanding how we present ourselves to the watching world, or function in a
hostile environment.

Captives in Christ's Triumphal Procession(2:14, NLT).

The imagery is from the way the returning Roman victor would ride into
Rome with all the spoils of war and defeated soldiers in his train.

Our Lord went to war against the Devil to liberate those whom the Devil
had taken captive (1 Jn. 3:8). "Having disarmed the powers and authorities, He
made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross" (Col. 2:15).

Jesus did win that war and is the returning Victor leading in a triumphal
procession those whom He liberated. We are on display as His trophies. In other
words, Christians are the proof that Jesus did win the war against Satan.

We ought to be offering proof of the victory of Jesus. As Friedrich Nietzsche
famously and rightly said, "I might believe in the Redeemer if his followers looked
more redeemed.”

Aroma of Christ (2 Cor. 2:15-16).

In the Law God gave Israel, there are about 40 references to offering
God sacrifices that will please Him with their sweet smell (Ex. 29:18). There should
not be the smell of rottenness when we come to stand in the presence of God.

Our having the aroma of Christ is not only an offering to God. It has an
effect on those who are in our vicinity. In the Old Testament we have the story of
blind Isaac imagining that the son he smelt was his favourite. He could not see
Jacob, but because Jacob was wearing Esau's clothes, Isaac mistook him for
Esau. People in our generation cannot see Jesus. But can they smell Jesus because
we are dressed up in His righteousness (Rom. 13:14)?

Letter from Christ (2 Cor. 3:2-3).

Once, the Law of God was written on stone tablets. Today, the Word of
God is printed on pages of paper. The Word remains something that most people

think is irrelevant.
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While | was in college, a group organized mass distribution of gospel
tracts at the college gate. Students would take one glance at what was given to
them and throw the tracts away. That day the campus was littered everywhere. |
didn't hear of anyone coming to Christ through that effort.

In contrast, Paul said that people who came to Christ were his tracts that
told people about Christ. While | was a student, | read the following poem:

I am my neighbour's Bible/ He reads me when we meet/ Today he reads
me in my home-Tomorrow, in the street/ He may a relative or friend be/ Or slight
acquaintance be/ He may not even know my name/ Yet he is reading me.

Four men wrote the gospels. They are named "the Gospel according to
Matthew/Mark/Luke/John". What people need is a gospel according to you (and
me). We need to be a "living letter” from Christ to people whom our Lord wants to
reach.

Mirrors of the Lord's glory (2 Cor. 3:18)

We use mirrors to see reflections of our faces. Mirrors will reflectimages
of whatever is before them. Christians are the Lord's mirrors.

Clearly, Christians will be able to reflect the glory of the Lord only if they
are facing Him. If they are facing something else, then it is whatever they face that
will be reflected in their lives. If we look on the world with covetousness, then it is
the world that will dazzle our eyes and people will know that we have a hankering
for the world and its goodies.

How then do we face the Lord whom we do not see today? Significantly,
this reference to us being those who reflect the Lord's glory comes right after Paul
talked about having God's Word written on our hearts (2 Cor. 3:2-3). It is when we
take the Word of God to heart that we will begin to look like Jesus. Do you take
time and trouble to read what God has to say? Do you read the gospels to see
Jesus?

Cultivating spiritual habits is as important as having hygienic habits. Our
spiritual health and welfare require maintaining a spiritual regimen. The spiritual
disciplines we follow will show others what the Lord means to us.

When we follow what Jesus taught and did, there will be remarkable
changes that are apparent to all who observe us and like the disciples of old we
will be assessed as those who have "been with Jesus" (Acts 4:13). They will note
that we reflect the glory of the Lord Jesus.

>
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Jars of Clay with Treasure (2 Cor. 4:7).

We are jars of clay and Jesus is the treasure in the jars of our lives.

A clay jar is of no consequence. It is only clay. The treasure is what is
important. A Christian is one who stands in line with John the Baptist to proclaim,
"He must increase, | must decrease" (Jn. 3:30). Being a Christian is not about
sitting in our corner and remarking like Little Jack Horner "What a good boy am "
We don't project ourselves. We project Him. "For we do not preach ourselves, but
Jesus Christ as Lord, and ourselves as your servants for Jesus' sake" (2 Cor. 4:6).

It is the treasure that they contain that give jars of clay any significance.
By themselves, jars of clay have no significance at all.

However, no one will know that there is anything significant about such
jars of clay until they are broken to reveal the hidden treasure. Jars of clay are very
temporary. As long as they are kept on a shelf they will be well-preserved, but they
will not serve any purpose. If they are to have any purpose, jars of clay have to be
used, knowing that there are very strong chances that they will be broken sooner
or later.

This then is the bottom line: If we seek our own preservation, Jesus is
not served. If Jesus is to be served, we must be vulnerable, ready to be broken
like jars of clay.

Tent-dwellers (2 Cor. 5:1-2).

We're only a mirror, not the source of the Light. We're only jars of clay,
not the Treasure. It follows that Christians don't have a permanent place in this
life, only a temporary home. Today, we do not live in tents, but we must not think of
earth as where we must make something of our lives, build castles and hoard
treasures. This song says it well,

This world is not my home/ I'm just a passing through/ My treasures are laid up/
somewhere beyond the blue/ The angels beckon me/ from heaven's open door/
and | can't feel at home

in this world anymore.

Abraham"made his home in the promised land like a stranger in a foreign
country."He, Isaac and Jacob were "still living by faith when they died. They did
not receive the things promised; they only saw them and welcomed them from a
distance. And they admitted that they were aliens and strangers on earth. People
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who say such things show that they are looking for a country of their own. If they
had been thinking of the country they had left, they would have had opportunity to
return. Instead, they were longing for a better country-a heavenly one. Therefore
God is not ashamed to be called their God, for he has prepared a city for them"
(Heb. 11:8-10, 13-16). Will anyone today be able to see similarity between the
Father of the Faithful and modern-day Christians?

Our Lord counselled, nay, commanded, "Don't store treasures for
yourselves here on earth where moths and rust will destroy them and thieves can
break in and steal them. But store your treasures in heaven where they cannot be
destroyed by moths or rust and where thieves cannot break in and steal them.
Your heart will be where your treasure is”" (Matt. 6: 19-21, NCV).

Christ's Ambassadors(2 Cor. 5:20).

Christians are to be captives in Christ's triumphal procession, the aroma
of Christ Himself, the letter of Christ, the mirror of the Lord's glory, jars of clay
treasuring Jesus, tent-dwellers so that we can mediate Christ Jesus to our world.
We are His ambassadors. We represent Him.

An ambassador goes to a foreign land to represent his own nation there.
He is not permitted to speak his own mind or express his own views on a matter
concerning his homeland. He is to convey only what his own nation feels and
wants.

We are foreigners here in this world. This world is not our home. We are
only passing through. We are citizens of heaven (Phil.3:20). While we sojourn
here, we share the message of our Lord to the people of the places we pass
through.

Did you notice that Paul wrote of six forms of non-verbal communications,
before he wrote about having a responsibility to communicate verbally? We can't
make a rule about this, but that is significant. Ralph Waldo Emerson once said,
"What you do speaks so loudly | can't hear what you say." Put simply, actions
speak louder than words. Our verbal witnessing will be ineffective if we do not
exemplify what we proclaim.

What are Christians like? How do people see us? It's more important
than you think. Q
