Beloved in the Lord, Greetings to all parishioners...

I think everyone celebrated Onam, the cultural festival of Kerala.
It is clear that this is what people want, when they remember a time
based on justice where there was no lies, fraud, injustice or violence. But
today whether through social media or newspapers, we constantly see
and hear violence, brutality and murder. Atime when people are afraid to
live.

The systemic nature of violence.

Systemic violence is different from what we usually think, while
using the word violence. When we say that someone has been attacked
or that a country has attacked another country, there is an overt expression
of violence in it. The aggressor acts in such a way that he is directly
subjected to violence. But systemic violence is not like this. A process is
being created where humans are constantly subjected to violence in their
daily lives through the unique functioning of a structure. This kind of
violence is not visible at all.

For example, the discrimination created by a caste system, the
social miseries caused to the individuals belonging to it, the resulting
social miseries and the psychological miseries are also numerous. It is
the transgression produced by the natural functioning of that structure.
Those at the top of the caste structure do not perceive it as violence. We
can see many forms of systemic violence at the social, economic and
cultural levels today. Understanding them in turn helps to understand the
complex dimensions of violence.

1. Power structure and violence.

The role of power structures in producing violence is crucial. It
can be said that the roots of violence are based on the methods of exercise
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of power. What is power? Power can be used in the sense of strength.
Power can be said to be the human ability to transform any situation.
Power has another meaning. Itis the capacity and strength to accumulate
material and transform it into something of social value. A highly educated
person uses education as a social asset. An educated person can do
some things that an uneducated person cannot achieve. This ability is
his power.

Thus the concept of power comes in two ways. Power always
shifts from the top to bottom. It is constantly producing the structural
features it needs to function. Therefore, power still has an institutionalized
dimension. Itis deployed in various institutions, from the state at the top
to the family at the bottom. This system of power distribution places
humans in a superior-subordinate system (hierarchical order) within each
structure. Those who live below it are exposed to all kinds of violence.
Structure determines who will be attacked. For example, gender is
precisely defined in the structure created by gender hegemonic
subordination relations. There is a position of power and powerlessness.
It is very clear who will be subjected to violence. It is something that the
structure itself has determined. His victims are determined by the features
of the structure.

Women are the ultimate victims of violence in a patriarchal
system. This is a matter decided by the system. To view violence as
personal and not to see the hierarchical patterns of power that a class
dominates over an individual is to miss reality.

2. Structures that produce violence.
A. Global economic structure.

Human history is a different economic history. Each structure
has a unique working principle. It is this principle that determines and
shapes the general character of the people living in each structure. In
other words, what determines and shapes the surface life of a society is
the economic rationality followed by that society. That is why capitalist
society was different from tribal society. The economic rationality of the
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tribal society and the capitalist mode are different. The economic rationality
of the capitalist structure of being rich alone is not visible in tribal society.
Tribal society functioned on mutuality where property was held in common.
Today's global economic order, which began with mercantile trade and
grew through industrial capitalism to financial capitalism, is highly
exploitative. This structure also has an innate ability to skillfully exploit
production in a very systematic and scientific manner.

The ultimate goal of this structure is profit. Markets and trade
are not truly free or honest. This will push many into poverty. Making the
minority rich. This class difference is the trinity of this structure. (Continued
in next issue).

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PROCLAMATION THROUGH

SONGS AND THROUGH LIFE
K K. Koshy (ID:K-019)

Proclamation of the Word of God through Songs and
through Life is a vast subject which should be treated separately
but we can think them as one subject for our meditation.

St.Paul in his Epistle Rom: 14-21 explains that Jesus the
Saviour should be proclaimed to the Jews and Gentiles alike so
that everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.
This raises the unavoidable and critical question for the need to
carry or proclaim the Gospel to those who never heard this
possibility of salvation.

Paul provides an excellent example how this can be
achieved through his dedicated missionary life. Acts: 16:25-40.
Here the incident when Paul and Silas were praying and singing
hymns to God and the miracles happened. They most probably
sang without skill or finesse but must have prayed sincerely
thanking God for their imprisonment so that they can share the
Gospel with other prisoners. This prayer must have touched the
heart of the keeper of the prison and echoed through the streets
of Heaven resulting in the King of Kings rewarding both Paul and
Silas with the crown of glory.

The most thrilling experience known to a witnessing
Christian is to win another to Jesus Christ. When Christians and
the Church thirst for saving lost souls, there is hope for the World.

One of the first questions raised in recorded history was
"Am | my brother's keeper” (Gen. 4:09). In other words Do | have
moral obligation toward others?

God answers this throuih the following verses (it is not
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possible to quote the verses here, please read) Ezck 22:30, Ezck
34:6, God cannot find a man to be his brother's keeper or intercede
on his behalf. Please recall how Abraham and Moses interceded.
However God proclaims the reward for such an interceding person.
Is: 58: 10, "And if you spend yourselves in behalf of the hungry,
and satisfy the needs of the oppressed, then your light will rise in
the darkness, and your light will become like the noon day".
Intercession is the way that leads to the winning of the souls. No
Christian can grow without it. Jesus interceded for each of us. Let
us pray that the Lord of Harvest to send out labourers into His
harvest. (Matt 9:38)

A Witnessing Christian can proclaim the Word of God in two ways,
one through life and another through Word. The place of Songs in
our proclamation effort is one of utmost importance as the songs
consist of the same Word of God with additional melody (tune).
But what is important is songs are living truths that reverberates
through the minds of the hearer. Singing and meditating on these
songs have a purifying effect on our mind that it has become an
integral unavoidable aspect of the worshipping, witnessing
Christian. The church choirs have multiple roles in the worship as
they have to provide leadership in selecting and singing the songs,
ensure that the congregation participates in the singing service,
and always be aware that they as the choir members are witnessing
Christians themselves to others. In short the Ministry of songs and
service in the church is conducted for the glory of God so that
souls are won.

In conclusion a witnessing church winning soul to the Glory of
God either through proclamation of songs and living or both is our
sacred duty and endeavour. May God enable us for His task.
