Greetings to all in the name of the risen and living Jesus Christ.

     One more holy week and Easter are over. God has given us the
opportunity to be witnesses of Christ's resurrection this year as well.
Through the resurrection, God the Father confirmed the existence of life
against the tyrannical attitude of the authorities. Resurrection is victory
over the fear of death. The resurrection is an opportunity to show the
world that God's power is the power that stands against the world's
authoritarian system. Therefore, we should be able to free ourselves
from the fear of death and become heirs of eternal life.

    Last financial year ended on March 31st. We have entered into a new
financial year. Let us work with a new perspective, a new sense of purpose
and a new sense of direction. Changes are happening very fast. But we
must remember that God is immutable and divine precepts are
unchangeable.

Here is a continuation of the thoughts from the last issue.

Violent trends in education.
    Although free and compulsory primary education is promised to all
children, we have not been able to achieve the said goal even after so
many years of India's independence. No government has ever made a
sincere attempt to do so. Education is reserved for the wealthy by
undercutting the budget and encouraging parallel education on the
grounds that education is not productive. Different syllabuses are used
right through the primary education stage. The government's sanctioning
of education, which moulds a variety of citizens, is itself violent.

The very purpose of education becomes violent.
     The objectives of education were to enable the individual to live, to
become cultured, to become a responsible citizen and to become a good
social being. The New Education rejects all this. Today's goal of education
is to create people who have the ability to compete in the market and
come first. Those who come second are said to be inept people. Humans
are mere commodities in the marketplace. They are trained as an export
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product. The Human Resource Development Department itself has been
formed for this purpose. How can social consciousness grow in students
who practice to come first by robbing the opportunity and rights of others?

     An education that fosters hostility and rejects social relationships makes
a child machine-like. Children are made tense by parents who advocate a
greedy culture that trains their children before they are born for a desirable
job in a rich country, money-grabing educational agencies who see education
as a commodity, and teachers who are destined to slave for them for a
meagre salary. Children's personality development, aptitude, character
formation or social relationships are not considered here. This brutality
towards the new generation is not out of ignorance, but because they are
unwilling to give it up because of their greed for profit.

The violence of private capital
     When service became a commodity, education became more
expensive. From the start, anyone with wealth could enter the arena and
roam as they pleased. Such schools have gained importance like star
hotels. No limit for capitation fee collected or for tuition fee charged.
While the rich and the learned rely on such institutions, the starving man
follows suit, mistaking it as our only way.

      From the old concept of education being a government liability,
education has come to be defined as something meant only for the
wealthy. Education is the only way for the downtrodden and the poor to
come into the mainstream of society. That way is closed. This can be
understood if we look at the advancement of the underprivileged in India
over the past long years through reservation and eligibility criteria.

Injustice of teachers and staff.
Incidents of injustice to students often occur from the side of the

staff including the teachers working in the field of education. There are
teachers who do not perform the minimum program of imparting
knowledge and guidance to the students in curricular and extra curricular
matters. Inaccuracy of internal assessment, vindictiveness, nepotism,
lax teaching, lack of focus on personality development and character
formation, many teachers are guilty of negligence. Inadequacies in the
examination system, delays and inaccuracies in evaluation, the staff are
more lax than the teachers. Due to this, there is a delay in further studies
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and getting a job. If violence in this field is stopped, the teacher-student
relationship will be stronger and firm

Campus politics turns violent.
Students often resort to violence as a result of the pressure of

political parties. One's reaction as a citizen to the small and big events
happening in the country is inevitable. But the organized power of students
on campus as advocates of different political parties often turns violent.
Merciless treatment of those who do not support their ideology, organized
attacks on the freedom of others, destruction of public property, frequent
boycotts, attacks on opposing political factions, organized accusations
against innocent people, these are all blatant acts of violence in this
field. Its latest victim is Siddharth, a veterinary college student. A handful
of students engage in such activities as a shortcut to reach positions of
power.

Political leaders play a crucial role in inculcating hatred and enmity
among students. Hundreds of martyrs have been created in colleges by
each party. They implement the decision of the party's superiors. Students
are systematically used by politicians as an organized force that can be
used quickly. This has led to the formation of public opinion against student
politics and the depoliticization of campuses. College unions, which are
supposed to inculcate social consciousness in students, have become
devoid of any vision or commitment. Students do not understand violence,
corruption, terrorism and communalism as issues to be rejected.

Not only some bishops and presbyters, but also the CSI Church
itself, have had many scandals because of wanting to increase this
retirement age. The matter even reached the Supreme Court. The sanctity
of the Church was tarnished. Things like this are likely to increase. It is
because of this, I am sticking to my policy that I want to retire at the age
of sixty-five, when I can still serve for two more years. I believe that God
who has brought me this far will continue to do so. We will always be
grateful for the love and respect shown to us by all of you. My successor
Rev. Alex P. Oommen is an accomplished priest. Make sure to give him
all your support and love to go forward. Everyone should strive to live a
Christian family life with a good testimony. Don't let the challenges of the
times drown out your testimony. We will be leaving the very next day
after the general body meeting of our congregation. I am very thankful to
Rev. Sam Mathew Roy and Rev. Bino Jacob who worked with me here.
There were two committees during this period. Thanks to everyone. Our
love and gratitude goes out to all the organizations and area prayer group
conveners. If you remember us and have time, pray for us too. Farewell
with love.

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The resurrection experience
The early dawn of the week was about to break. The atmosphere in the

town was hushed and tense. Only a conservative and fanatic few were jubilant.
They thought that, by the crucifixion of the man, who mobilized people against their
belief and traditions, his revival movement was done away with. Their eyes were
shut to the great, single-most eternal victory over death which the crucified man
had won on the cross by declaring "It is finished".

During those wee hours, two women, brimming with love for their saviour,
and with the same longing, boldly ventured towards the garden tomb. Their sole
aim was to anoint the body of their dear one who was brutally tortured and crucified
two days ago. The only concern of the Marys was the help they needed to roll away
the huge tombstone.  An amazing surprise awaited them there.

When they witnessed the open and empty tomb and were terrified, the
angel of God told them, "He is risen". But the Lord, however, did not want to disappoint
the poor women who could not believe outright what they saw or heard.   It is
written that when they saw Jesus, who suddenly appeared before them, they were
filled with exceeding joy. (Mat. 28:8). The one whose body they had come to anoint
with specially made perfumes was himself anointing them with the fullness of eternal
life!

The great commission
Now, the women were commissioned by Jesus to 'Go and Tell' the others

the great news. They did as they were told, but those who heard it were reluctant to
believe them. Jesus did not dismiss the doubting and fearful disciples but appeared
to them several times in many places and entrusted them with His great mission.
The disciples were commissioned to go and tell the people in all places and nations
about the good news of the Kingdom of God and baptize and make disciples. (Mat.
28:19-20). The new believers were also part of this great commission to continue
this work through the generations and prepare for the great and final gathering
before the throne of God. (Rev.7:9). Jesus defeated death once and for all, and so,
all who believe in him by repenting of their sins are saved from eternal damnation
and will share the heavenly kingdom with Him. To carry this out, the disciples had to
wait for the anointing of the Holy Spirit, of which the Lord had promised them. (Acts
1:4-5).  All followers of Jesus are called to feel the spiritual burden for the lost souls
of this world and bring them to the great kingdom of God.

Commissioned with the Power of
the Saviour's Resurrection
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Agents of the Great Commission
The Apostles waited for the anointing by the Holy Spirit just as Jesus had

told them. When all the believers were gathered together in one house on the day of
Pentecost, suddenly they heard the blowing sound of strong wind and saw tongues
of fire which spread out and touched each person there. They were all filled with the
Holy Spirit and began to talk in other languages as the spirit enabled them. When
many Jews from different countries living in Jerusalem heard the noise, a great
crowd gathered there, each one of them heard the believers speaking in his own
language and were amazed. They made fun of the believers and said that they must
be intoxicated. Then Peter and the other Apostles got up and addressed the crowd
in a loud voice, quoting from the words of the prophet Joel about the day of the
Lord. "...afterward, I will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters
will prophesy, your old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions. ...
I will show wonders in the heavens and on the earth, blood and fire and billows of
smoke. The sun will be turned to darkness and the moon to blood before the coming
of the great and dreadful day of the Lord. And everyone who calls on the name of
the Lord will be saved" (Joel 2:28-32). Peter continued with the prophecy of King
David, "Seeing what was to come, he spoke of the resurrection of the Messiah, that
he was not abandoned to the realm of the dead, nor did his body see decay. God
has raised this Jesus to life, and we are all witnesses of it. Exalted to the right hand
of God, he has received from the Father the promised Holy Spirit and has poured out
what you now see and hear." (Acts 2:31-33).

When the people heard the message of Peter, they were greatly troubled.
They asked the Apostles, "What shall we do brothers?" Peter replied, "Repent and
be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of
your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise is for you and
your children and for all who are far off - for all whom the Lord our God will call."
(Acts 2: 38-39). Peter continued, "Save yourselves from this corrupt
generation."(Acts 2: 40). Those who accepted his message were baptized, and
about three thousand were added to their number that day. They spent their time in
learning from the Apostles, and sharing in the fellowship meals and prayers.

The growth of the church and the community of believers
When the Apostles continued their work and believers of Jesus grew in large

numbers and communities were formed, we read that "All the believers were one in heart
and mind. No one claimed that any of their possessions was their own, but they shared
everything they had.  With great power the apostles continued to testify to the resurrection
of the Lord Jesus. And God's grace was so powerfully at work in them all that there were
no needy persons among them. For from time to time those who owned land or houses
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sold them, brought the money from the sales and put it at the apostles' feet, and it was
distributed to anyone who had need." (Acts 4:32-35). "Every day they continued to meet
together in the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad
and sincere hearts, praising God and enjoying the favour of all the people. And the Lord
added to their number daily those who were being saved."(Acts 2:46-47).

The redemptive plan of God foretold through the prophet Isaiah
The prophet Isaiah had foreseen the accomplishment of this great redemptive

plan of God when he spoke these words: "LORD, you are my God; I will exalt you and
praise your name, for in perfect faithfulness you have done wonderful things, things
planned long ago." (Isaiah 25:1). The prophet also said, "He will swallow up death
forever. The Sovereign LORD will wipe away the tears from all faces;he will remove his
people's disgrace from all the earth.The LORD has spoken. In that day they will say
'Surely this is our God; we trusted in him, and he saved us.' This is the LORD, we trusted
in him; let us rejoice and be glad in his salvation." (25:8-9).

Our duty and role in the great plan of God
How do we take part in this great redemptive plan and commission of God? It

has to start in our homes, our immediate neighbourhood, our fellowship gatherings, and
our congregation. Did we ever take it seriously that wiping the tears of the needy was an
essential part of the great commission? Have we given enough thought to Matthew 5:16;
40-42, 6:2-4, 7:21 and 7:26 from Jesus's Sermon on the Mount?

For our communities to grow stronger and in large numbers, we must believe
all that the Lord spoke through the prophets and walk in His light. Just like the apostles
who first received the great commission, we too must wait to be filled with the Holy
Spirit. Just like the two Marys, we too must be brimming with the joy of resurrection
and hurry to testify the same. We must be vigilant, watchful and soaked in prayer.
Otherwise, we will miss the presence of Jesus and fail to identify his guidance in our
lives. This is what happened to the two disciples who were on their way to Emmaus,
in the evening, on the day of the resurrection of Jesus and were talking about everything
that had happened on that day, but they failed to identify Jesus who joined them on the
way! (Luke 24:13-25). Jesus said that loving God and loving your neighbour
unconditionally is the sum of all the law and prophets. (Mat. 22:37-40). This is the
secret to building a community of love - a good spiritual community based on the
qualities of charity, compassion, empathy, tolerance, forgiveness, reconciliation,
acceptance, appreciation, gratitude, hospitality, humility, endurance during trials, being
vocal for justice -one that above all, spreads hope for this world and the eternal  life
beyond. (Special references for the theme as per the almanac:Isaiah. 25:1-9, Acts.

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Verses 1, 6, 14, and 19 demonstrate the Psalm's emphasis on
trusting and seeking refuge in the Lord despite any challenging
circumstances. Everything seemed to be working against David, with
treacherous whispering campaigns and evil conspiracies all around him
(v. 8, 13, 15, 18, 20). "Fear was on every side" (v. 13), and even his
closest friends and neighbors did not want to be seen with him.

The Psalm's references, such as "a besieged city" in verse 21,
perfectly describe what happened during Absalom's revolt (2 Samuel 15–
18). Absalom waged an underground campaign against his father over
several months, and even David's wisest advisor, Ahithophel, turned against
the king and joined Absalom. The meeting described as "they took counsel
together against me" (v. 13) is reminiscent of 2 Samuel 17. Out of this
harrowing experience, David learned some valuable lessons which could
be summarized in three statements.

1. Trust God for Strength Amidst Evil (v.1-8)
The opening three verses are taken from 71:1-3, an unnamed

psalm that was most likely composed by David. He declares his faith in
the Lord and prays for God to protect and deliver him on account of his
divine righteousness. Along with God's protection, David needed God's
direction so he would avoid the traps the enemy had set for him. "You are
my strength" was his affirmation of faith (v. 4), for his own strength had
failed (v. 10).

His prayer of commitment in verse 5 was quoted by Jesus from
the cross (Luke 23:46) and also by Stephen in Acts 7:59. David understood
that he was safe in God's hands even though the enemy had him targeted
in verses 8–15. His adversaries were idolaters who put their faith in "lying
vanities, worthless idols" rather than in the living God. David was happy
because, in God's kindness, he had been saved from numerous dangerous
situations and now knew he could rely on God once again.

PSALM - 31
Rev. Bino Jacob
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2. Ask God for Mercy Amidst Pain (v.9-18)
After praying, "You are my strength" (v. 4), David changed his words

to, "You are my God" (v. 14), and he begged for the much-needed mercy (v.
16). David was sighing, his physical strength waning, his very bones
deteriorating, and he was filled with anguish. He must have looked within
and found sins, for that is why he confessed it to the Lord. The way he was
being treated by others added to his mental and bodily suffering (vv. 11–
13). He started to resemble both a forgotten dead man and a worthless
broken piece of pottery. It did not take long for "the strife of tongues" (v. 20)
to poison the nation and prepare the way for Absalom to take over.

During David's reign, the dissolution of the government and the
king's banishment caused widespread terror among the people, resulting
in the spread of many false information around the nation. How does
David respond to this ambiguity? "You hold the reins of my times" (v. 15
NIV). He had committed himself into God's hands (v. 5), and now he
committed his circumstances into God's hands. Instead of the king being
ashamed, his enemies felt ashamed when the Lord exposed their
wickedness and defeated them.

3. Give God the Glory Amidst Victory (v.19-24)
David did indeed found favour of the Lord, and even though the

Lord chastised him severely, he did not forsake him. David was as safe
as if he had sheltered in the Holy of Holies during the tragic revolt because
God had kept him out of harm's way. Regarding the enemy's schemes
and the falsehoods they propagated against the king, the Lord also dealt
with them and made the truth known to the people. David only needed
God's immense mercy and wonderful lovingkindness to get through the
storm and to lead his people.

David addressed the people after the terrible struggle of the revolt
ended (v. 23–24) and thanked God for saving him. Although David had
already written in verses 1, 6, 14, and 19 about his faith in the Lord, he
now exhorts his people to love the Lord and place their hope in him. If we
will place our trust in the Lord, God will provide us with the bravery and
fortitude that we require to overcome life's challenges. Let us make sure
God receives all the praise.

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The distinguishing factor that makes Christ Church distinct in the
Capital City of Trivandrum is its rich heritage. With Hundred and Sixty Five
Years, it is the oldest among all protestant churches in Trivandrum. The
earliest tomb in Christ Church Cemetery dates back to 1814 and the
interment was entered in to the Registry of the Church in Quilon. By 1823
an embryonic congregation was in existence here. The Maharajah of
Travancore granted the land for extending the cemetery, that was in 1883
and the land was given free of tax. The church building was constructed
in 1859 (consecrated on 15.11. 1859) with a cost of Rs.5234/- and half of
the cost was granted by the Govt. of For t St. George. The Dewan of
Travancore made arrangements for the timber required from Alleppey. From
the beginning, the Church was an Anglican maintained Civil Church included
in the second schedule to the Indian Church Act 1927. As part of the
winding of the ecclesiastical affairs, the church was shifted from the
schedule and later on vested in the Indian Church Trustees on 15-02-1941
and to the Church of South India Trust Association with effect from 04-10-
1983.

The church building originally constructed was a pretty little Gothic
style building with a nave, a tower, two small transepts, a baptistery and
a vestry for clergy.

Mr. Laurie W. Baker, an outstanding architect executed the extension
of the building both sides, at a cost of Rs.55000/- and dedicated it by the
Rt. Rev. Dr. M. M. John Bishop on 06-12-1970, in the presence of three
other Bishops.

Few Prestigious Articles in the Church with high heritage value are:

1. The imported stained glass window behind the Altar donated by a
European worshipper (Mrs. H B Gregg) in 1889. Even after 134 long
years, the original colour is not faded. It is inscribed in it" I am the
Good Shepherd"

2. The beautifully carved teakwood screen dividing the nave with

3. The reading desk of the lectern which can be rotated is made of
teakwood in the form of an eagle, donated by Mr. WTA Cosby in 1895.

4. The carved teak wood pulpit erected around 1900.

5. The brass altar railing donated by Mr. C.A. Matcher in 1904

6. The teakwood screen fixed to the wall on both sides of stained glass
window in the Altar erected in 1915.

7. a. There are two Church Bells The conventional bronze bell hanging at
the first floor of Bell tower was made in PW workshop in 1874 b. The
church has a unique Tubular Bell in the Second floor. (donated by Mr.
FJRV Hunt, High Court Judge.) The four piece tubular chime consists
of four metal tubes of different length fixed in a wooden frame. Tuned
in E flat, it chimes when the hammer falls on it. The bell dates ante1915.

8. The Church in the name of Jesus Christ is guarded by His Apostles
and Disciples on all over the windows by their symbols.

There are 14 symbols; four of them represent the writers of the 4
Gospels: Mathew represented by the figure of an Angel, Mark by a Lion,
Luke by a Bull and John by an Eagle.

Simon Peter: Mathew chapter 16.19 it is writen....... "And I will
give unto you the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven"..

Hence Peter is depicted by the symbol of a Key and also he has
the symbol of an inverted cross reminding his crucifixion up side down.

Peter's brother Andrew was crucified on an X shaped cross. Hence
depicted by a X shaped cross.

Bartholomew is reputed for his missionary zeal involving him in
sea going journeys and so his symbol is a ship in full sail. Judas Iscariot
was not always seen with other eleven Apostles but he was in charge of
money. Hence the symbol depicted by a money bag.

9. The church had a hearse imported from UK and was in use until late
1960s. It was housed at public library campus, retrieved from there,
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refurbished and re-instated in a museum in the church campus by Mr.
Alex Andrew Jacob to the cherished memory of his parents, Mrs.and
Mr.Andrew Jacob, Green Field, Kesavadasapuram.

10. The Central Aisle(pathway) of the Church leadingfrom the entrance to
the Altar made of rose and teakwood was laid some time near 1900.
During the year 2023, the Aisle was re-constructed totally with rose wood
and teakwood pieces;a marvellous work undertaken by expert carpenters
under direct supervision of church warden Mr. Korah Abraham assisted
by church staff. The hard work and pains taken by them for it is well
appreciated.

Cemetery

a. We have 248 tombs of European families who were members during
19th and 20th centuries. They included missionaries, army officers,
govt.servants, judges, self employed and business people. Further,
we have another around 1200 tombs of which included people of high
reputation in different capacities. There is no place for new tombs.

b. The Common Vault Area have in all 195 vaults and almost all are
occupied.

c. Considering the need for the next century, a new family vault block with
187 vaults was constructed by the church committee 2020-23. Mr.George
Koshie, Koppara and Mr.Korah Abraham are specially remembered here
for the pains they have taken in the construction of it.

The Campus:

a. The lush green canopy cover of the campus, available from around110
trees of which about 25 to 30 are very rare species gives the Campus
a serene and cool atmosphere. The trees are numbered with QR code.
The surrounding of the Church is well decorated by plants in pots;
ecology related slogan boards are displayed; drinking water in pots
are provided for birds. There are devices available for rain water
conservation and waste management.

b. Govt. of Kerala, Dept. of Tourism identified Church as one among few
institutions of Archaeological importance in the heritage zone. The
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Church building is highlighted by illumi nations from 6.30 pm to11.45pm
every night. It is free of charges for us for next three years.

C. The energy uses of Church and Centenary Hall are met thru solar
panels installed on the roof of the common vault. All these are also
reasons for the coveted Green Parish Award (under five star category)
awarded to the Church in 2024 by the Madhya Kerala Diocese.

Last but not the least:

Christ Church has rich heritage spread over three centuries and it
is situated in a place surrounded by the tombs of luminaries who sacrificed
their lives in various capacities to the betterment of the church and society.

If, therefore, the Church is powerful, you and I should be proud of
to say Christ Church is our Church.

Dictionary meanings in relation to Church :

1. Altar : A table in the most sacred part of a Church

2. Aisle : A Passage between two rows of seats in a hall

3. Bapitistery : A place where baptism in a Church is performed

4. Chancel : The space around the altar of a Church used by the Clergy and the Choir.

5. Lectern : A reading desk in a Church from which normally the lessons
are red at daily prayer

6. Nave : The main part of a Church between the side aisles.
The nave extends from the main entrance to the transepts.

7. Pulpit : A platform in a Church from which the minister preaches.

8. Reredos : A Screen or a decorated part of the wall behind the altar

9. Transept : The shorter part of a cross shaped Church

10. Vestry : A room, part of a Church, where vestments and often
the sacred vessels, altar equipments and parish records are kept.
