As I get to know each of you more, I'm excited to see the incredible things
God has in store for the Christ Church.

Let me draw your attention to the epistle of Colossians. In his epistle to
the Colossians, Paul speaks to a group of believers who were dealing with
difficulties and false doctrine. Paul moves from theological teachings to
helpful advice on leading a Christian life in Chapter 3. He addresses
spouses, husbands, kids, and servants among other segments of the
church. Although the ideas in verses 23 and 24 are aimed at servants,
they are relevant to all believers. Paul's main request is that we work with
all of our hearts. It reads, "Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart..."
Let me share with you some of the main points of Paul's ideas

01. Christ should be our ultimate devotion

This directive applies to every deed, every assignment, and every position
we occupy in our ministry. Working "with all your heart" refers to giving
our work overall, along with passion and devotion. Paul advises us to
adopt the mindset of converting menial duties into significant deeds of
service.

Paul commands us to labour for the Lord rather than for earthly masters.
According to him, the text reads, "as working for the Lord, not for human
masters. "Paul believes that Christ should be our ultimate devotion rather
than earthly powers.

It necessitates a change from pursuing approval from people to pursuing
approval from God. By acknowledging Christ as our real master, we give
our labour greater value.

Paul keeps on saying that, in all we do, let us serve Christ: "You are
serving the Lord Christ. "No matter how minor or unimportant a work may
seem, it always presents a chance to serve Christ.
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When we work for Him, our labour becomes an act of adoration. Take part
in endeavours that encourage and uplift others.

By volunteering and taking part in endeavours that encourage and uplift
others, you will be living examples of Christ's love. Recall that Christ is
our real master, and everything of our labour, no matter how mundane, is
an homage to Him.

02. Maintain an everlasting perspective

Paul promises an eternal recompense: "...since you know that you will
receive an inheritance from the Lord as a reward." Paul advises us to keep
an everlasting perspective, meaning that we will be rewarded beyond
recognition on earth.

What is meant by "inheritance" is the blessings and eternal life that
believers are promised. This promise gives us the strength to endure and
stay obedient to God because we know that our efforts are worthwhile in
the hereafter.

03. Approach Ministry with quality and integrity

C.S. Lewis opines that "Integrity is doing the right thing, even when no
one is watching." Paul gives us the following advice on how to behave
honourably at work: approach your work with quality, integrity, and a heart
that is devoted to God.

Every aspect of our lives must be viewed as a field of service where we
can reflect the love and virtues of Christ.

We must serve our family patiently and lovingly in our house, knowing
that by doing so, we are serving Christ.

Make sure that our behaviour at home reflects the same commitment and
passion that you have at work. As Khalil Gibran said," Work is love made
visible."

04. Participate in the deeds of compassion and service

Let us use our special abilities and gifts to support the ministry and
community. Serving in a variety of ways is a way for us to honour God and
strengthen the church of Christ.
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Paul tells us to participate in deeds of compassion and service in our
community as part of our community activity, seeing these as chances to
share the gospel. Muhammad Ali once said, "Service to others is the rent
you pay for your room here on earth.". let us imbibe the spirit of this
opinion.

May these viewpoints change the way we approach our everyday mission
and ministry and motivate us to serve our Saviour with all of our hearts-
passion, dedication, and love.

As someone said, "God does not call the qualified, He qualifies the called".
I am not qualified but God can qualify me, I believe.

Let us serve as a source of consolation and light for others in our immediate
vicinity. May the Holy Spirit lead us, may the teachings of the Gospel
serve as our foundation, and may our shared goal of serving God and one
another bring us together as we proceed.

Day 1. The Journey Begins

destination was Valparai, Tamil Nadu, with a scenic detour to the magnifi-
cent Athirappilly waterfalls.

We set off in high spirits, making our stop for breakfast at Thomson
Restaurant in Thiruvalla. Energised and refreshed, we proceeded via M C
Road, savouring the changing landscapes along the way. By noon, we
reached Annapoorna Hotel in Mannur, located 10kms from Moovattupuzha,
where we enjoyed a delicious lunch.

En route to Athirappilly waterfalls

Our excitement grew as we neared Athirapilly waterfalls arriving
at 2.45 pm. Our expectations were dimmed a bit, because of the shortage
of water, and we spent a delightful hour soaking in the natural beauty and
capturing memories with our cameras on the banks of Chalakudy River.
After a refreshing tea and snacks break we resumed our journey.

Into the Forest and Up the Cliffs

The drive to Valparai was an adventure in itself, traversing 60 kms
through dense forests, mountain cliffs and sharp curves. Sightings of pea-
cocks, monkeys, bisons etc., was a thrilling experience to all. As the sun
began to set, the landscape transformed, offering breathtaking views of
lush green tea and coffee estates. We finally arrived at Valparai at 7.15
pm and checked into the Saravana Grand Hotel, our home for the next
two nights.

Day 2. Exploring Valparai

The next morning after a hearty breakfast we visited the Valparai
Velankanni Church. The church, set against the backdrop of verdant hills
with its astonishing views of the pristine green tea plantations was a serene
spot, perfect for group photos. Our next stop was a nearby tea factory,
where we were fascinated by the process of tea production and packaging.
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We also had the opportunity to see the ‘layams’, the humble
residences of the tea pluckers within the estates. Tea plucking in itself is
an art of the female workers.

In the afternoon, we set out for Nallamudi View Point, hoping to
catch panoramic views. However, heavy rain altered our plans and we
instead diverted to the picturesque Sholayar dam where we spent some
time appreciating the surrounding scenic beauty of the catchment area
and took some beautiful pictures. The evening was reserved for comraderies
and fun. After supper, we gathered on the rooftop of Saravana Hotel for an
entertainment programme, showcasing the talents and humour of our group
members and adding a joyful end to our explorations.

Day 3. Scenic Return Journey

On 25th of April, after an early breakfast we embarked on our
return journey. Manoeuvring through 40 hairpin curves and steep moun-
tain passes we reached Aliyar Dam. The half hour spent there was re-
freshing, as we took in the serene views and cool breeze.

Our route from there took us through Annamalai, Govindapuram,
Kollamkode, and Nenmara, before stopping for lunch at Vadakkamcherry
near Palakkad. The next final leg of our journey saw us traversing the
highway, passing through the Kuthiran Tunnel, Annamalai, Perumbavoor
and Muvattupuzha.

We had an early dinner at ‘Ente Amma ‘Restaurant near Matha
Hospital in Kottayam, savouring the local flavours one last time before
heading back to Trivandrum arriving at 11.15 pm, tired but happy. Mr. John
Kurien’s occasional description of the flora and fauna of the Western Ghats
was very informative in understanding the unique ecosystem.

Throughout the trip we were grateful for God’s grace and blessings that
kept us safe. Special mention goes to our bus driver, whose expertise and
patience were invaluable in navigating the extremely challenging terrain.
Our journey was a harmonious blend of nature’s splendour, spiritual en-
richment and joyful fellowship. This trip will remain a cherished memory
for all of us!
