Greetings to you in the name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ..

According to Corrie Ten Boom, "Faith sees the invisible, believes
the unbelievable, and receives the impossible." The memories of those
who listened to Corrie Ten Boom's ideals burn brightest in our hearts
throughout July. July holds several notable dates, such as the World Day
for International Justice, which makes it a noteworthy month for Christians
and socially minded individuals. Though there are many, we may reflect
deeply on the lives of two remarkable individuals in July: Nelson Mandela
and Malala Yusuf. We are expected to join the ranks of those who uphold
the values of justice, courage, resistance, and an unshakable dedication
to justice. Their lives demonstrate how God's demand for justice is at
work. Their endeavours align with certain biblical personalities, that is
why we remember them. "He has shown you what is good, to be kind and
to walk humbly before your God," is the word of the prophet Micah that we
read. Their behaviour is undoubtedly in line with the prophet's recommended
manner of living. Let me use certain biblical characters to discuss some
of Mandela's and Malala's traits.

01. Bravery in the face of challenges of the community

Nelson Mandela once said, "The brave man is not one who does
not feel fear, but rather one who conquers that fear." These words never
cease to inspire others. Malala's bravery in defying the Taliban's threat to
deny Pakistani girls the right to education is similar to Esther's willingness
to sacrifice her life to save her people. “Go, gather together all the Jews
that are present in Shushan, and fast ye for me, and neither eat nor drink
three days, night or day: I also and my maidens will fast likewise; and so
will I go in unto the king, which is not according to the law: and if I perish,
I perish. (Esther 4:16). It bestows tremendous power. Malala's defence
and Esther's life serve as a reminder that God gives us the courage to
fight for justice even in the face of adversity.

Malala's support of girls' education serves as a reminder of how
crucial it is to stand up for those who are marginalised and at risk. Her
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actions are in line with Jesus' teachings, who cherished and welcomed
children. "Let the little children come to me; do not hinder them; for such
is the kingdom of heaven," said Jesus in Matthew 19:14. Malala may not
be familiar with the Bible, but it is reasonable to assume that she is
motivated by the same biblical viewpoint. The narrative of Malala inspires
us to make sure that every kid has access to education and the chance
to realise their full potential.

02. Dedication to Justice amid challenges:

Mandela's deeds demonstrate that he was motivated by the
concept put out by Martin Luther King Jr. Nelson Mandela's unrelenting
dedication to justice is demonstrated by his battle against apartheid in
South Africa and his 27 years in jail. Mandela's path is reminiscent of
Moses's tenacity in leading the Israelites out of Egyptian slavery. "Come
therefore; I will send you to Pharaoh to bring my people Israelites out of
Egypt," declares in Exodus 3:10. The biblical command to love our
neighbours as ourselves is reflected in Mandela's commitment to eradicating
racial injustice and fostering peace.

In light of Malala's and Nelson Mandela's life, we may accept the
challenge to walk humbly before our God, act justly, show mercy, and
fight for justice. Their lives serve as moving examples of what is possible
when we follow our religion with bravery and dedication to justice Let us
pray to God to grant us the fortitude to defend the moral high ground, the
tenacity to seek justice, and the grace to make amends and find common
ground.

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Genesis 2: 15 ‘The Lord God took the man and put him in
the Garden of Eden to work it and take care of it.’

Stewardship was instituted by God soon after creation. God
wanted us to care for all creation on God’s behalf and thereby
realize that the act of caring enriches our lives. Stewardship can
be defined as the conducting, supervising or managing of some-
thing (Merriam Webster). The Greek Dictionary defines steward-
ship or Oikonomos as one who has the authority and responsibil-
ity for something- one who is in charge of, responsible for, admin-
istrator, manager. A Steward’s position can be compared to that of
a house manager – a position that demands trust, responsibility
and faithfulness.

In Exodus chapters 35,36, we read of Bezalel and Oholiab
– two skilled craftsmen who used their wisdom, ability and skill to
construct and furnish the Tabernacle just as the Lord had com-
manded. There was no manipulation, adjustment or compromise
in their work so much so that the glory of the Sanctuary revealed
their transparency as good stewards. In fact, in Exod. 36:5 we find
them telling Moses – the people have given more than enough –
and Moses commands them to stop bringing more gifts. Their
accountability was clearly evident.

God created man superior to all other created beings and
put him in charge of all His creation. Thus we become responsible
and accountable for the earth and all its resources. A quick scan
makes us stewards of our home, family, our education, work place,

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church, society, our surroundings, state, country – emphatically
ensuring God’s ownership of all the resources and our trusteeship.
We become stewards not by choice but by God’s plan. As respon-
sible individuals, we are bound to use our time, treasure and talents
in discharging our duties  according to God’s manual – The Bible.

Are we responsible stewards? Can we find an ‘ozone hole’
in all our assessments? Beginning with the primary area of our
living – our own home, our educational institutions, our work places
– how often have we compromised our ethics and values in the
scheme that, ‘everyone does it or says so’ and I follow suit – in the
form of capitation, bribes, unaccounted finances or a leak in our
testing system? Do I have a choice in these circumstances or
can I circumvent them? Look at the sanctity of our Churches,
places of Worship and her associated establishments and orga-
nizations - can we stand in His presence with a clear conscience?
People seeking solace and peace moving from one church to an-
other as though the Omnipresent Father, His eternally loving Son,
Jesus Christ and the ever abiding Holy Spirit can be found only in
the new community, Divorce cases on the rise, mismanagement,
favouritism, elections held in a political style are results of a lack of
transparency and accountability in Stewardship.

Glad to mention that for a depleting and sick earth, our
Ecology Forum under the aegis of Christ  Church Trivandrum, is
making a laudable effort in reducing the carbon footprint and shar-
ing the message with others as well.

The less said about our state and country, the better it might
be. Under the banner of a Democratic Socialist Republic, the rich
get richer and justice is meted out according to the power and
clout of a citizen. Small attempts for the hungry, the homeless and
the destitute carried out in small quarters becomes inconspicu-
ous in the magnitude of the larger task that needs involvement
and attention.
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A total commitment to God and sincere dedication to fulfil His plans
in and through our lives can increase our transparency as stew-
ards. Giving God the undeniable first place in our lives is the only
gateway to setting our priorities in life right. An accountability to our
earthly superiors subject to our final accountability to our Judge
and Redeemer can be a constant reminder to improve our trans-
parency of stewardship.

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Psalm 33 is an anthem of worship for the Lord, who cre-
ated everything and is in charge of everything for God’s own pur-
poses, and has designated a people to be God’s own for the ben-
efit of the entire world. The concepts of the psalm are derived
from the creation narrative found in Genesis 1 and the call of Abram
found in Genesis 12. The psalm’s opening phrases, “shout for joy”
and “righteous,” are reminiscent of 32:11, which may be the rea-
son for why the psalm is included here. However, this does not
suggest that the two are closely related thematically. The flow of
thought within the psalm moves from the call to praise God, to
three reasons for praise, to a closing filled with glad and peaceful
hope.

1. Call to Sing Praise (v.1–3)

The opening line of the psalm, which instructs the assem-
bly to “shout for joy... give thanks... make melody... sing... play
skillfully,” establishes the theme of this psalm by equipping the
faithful to celebrate aspects of the Lord’s character. Stringed in-
struments (“lyre” and “harp of ten strings”) and “loud shouts” ac-
company this exuberant song of community praise. In verse 1, the
adjectives “righteous” and “upright” refer to God’s entire people,
those who have accepted God’s covenant and unwavering love.
In other places, these terms focus especially on the faithful, those
who have embraced from their hearts the grace that God offers in
the covenant. The psalm also emphasizes to its singers the sig-
nificance of responding with genuine fear and hope in the Lord
(v.18). The term “new song” need not imply a freshly composed
song; instead, it may mean singing this song as a response to a
fresh experience of God’s gracious working for God’s people.

PSALM - 33
Rev. Bino Jacob
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Reason 1: God’s Word is Upright (v.4-9) The first reason for this
kind of praise is God’s “word” (Ps. 33:4, 6, 9). God’s word is “up-
right” (v.4), meaning that it reflects the highest intentions of God;
the Word is a component of God’s “work” that is “done in faithful-
ness”. Here, God’s word reveals God’s will – God’s love for justice
and righteousness, God’s demonstration of unwavering love (v.5),
and God’s crafting of a beautiful creation (v.6-7). For these rea-
sons, all living things on earth ought to honor the Lord, especially
the many tribes of humans (v.8-9).

Verses 6-9 echo the creation account (Genesis 1:1 - 2:3).
The psalm interprets the repeating line “and God said” in the Gen-
esis story as “the word of the Lord.” The existence of “the Spirit of
God” (Genesis 1:2) is likewise referenced in verse 6 as the “breath
of his mouth”. In Psalm 33:4-6, the Greek word logos is used to
refer to God’s “word.” This is also reflected in John 1:3, where the
Word or the logos is described as the means of creation. Psalm
33:6, thus, serves as part of the pathway from Genesis 1 to John
1. Reason 2: God’s Will Prevails (v.10-12) This chapter empha-
sizes how the same God who created the universe also governs it
for God’s own ends. Although God is the ruler of all people and
deserving of their affection, God has “selected as his heritage” a
specific people group, Israel. Israel is shown to be God’s heritage
in Deuteronomy 4:20; 9:26-29; and 32:9. The call of Abram (Gen-
esis 12:1-3) makes it abundantly evident that Israel was chosen
by God to be God’s channel for bringing the one true God to the
world. The way the psalm describes “the nations” and “the peoples”
in particular fits with a large portion of Israel’s Old Testament his-
tory. The psalm assumes that these nations and peoples have
plans and advices that are at odds with the Lord’s; maybe one of
these schemes involved conquering Israel (Ps. 33:16-17). The irony
of the biblical account, however, is that the Gentiles’ ultimate bless-
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ing – that is, their eventual coming to fear the Lord – comes from
these evil intentions being thwarted by God (v.8).

Reason 3: God’s Gaze Discerns All (v.13-19) The fact that God is
aware of all that people do, including their thoughts, is the third
reason to praise God for God’s holiness and goodness. And thus,
nothing takes God by surprise, and God can ensure success or
failure.

Verse 14 states that the Lord “watches all the inhabitants
of the earth.” However, God does more than just observe their
actions; as the one who “fashions the hearts of them all” (v.15),
God is aware of their schemes and instructions (v.10-11). This is
the reason why a warrior’s “great strength,” a king’s “great army,”
or a war horse by themselves cannot decide the outcome of a
battle. As much as the writers of the Bible value the use of appro-
priate measures to accomplish noble goals, they are useless in
the absence of divine intervention. Further, God is near to God’s
own faithful; God’s “eye . . . is on those who fear him” to care for
them as a people (v.16-17) and as individuals (v.9).

2. Hope in God (v.20-22) These reasons demonstrate why every
member of God’s people who embraces the wonder and great-
ness of God and sings this new song is increasingly able to lay his
eyes on the Lord, trusting that God’s purposes will be fulfilled on
earth for the benefit of all the faithful as well as for the mission of
his people. The phrase “heart... trust” implies that the confidence
is to be rooted deeply in the lives of the devoted, who “hope” in the
“steadfast love” of the Lord.

In conclusion, the goal of this celebration of God’s worthi-
ness of praise – which includes a list of three grounds for such
praise – is to give God’s people more assurance that God’s goals
for the world will ultimately be fully accomplished.
