‘Vicar’'s Reflections

October is a significant month for all protestants because
itis when Martin Luther started the groundwork for the Reformation
of the unquestioned catholic church. Reformation is a dynamic
process. To State in another way, reformation is a process that
ought to persist in all aspects of Christian existence. Ecclesia
reformata, semper reformanda is the idea behind the process of
reformation.

"The Church reformed, always reforming" is what the Latin
expression "Ecclesia reformata, semper reformanda” implies. It
conveys the profound message that the church is not a fixed
establishment; rather, it is the dynamic, breathing body of Christ
that the gospel has moulded throughout the ages. As a church,
we are defined not only by the historical reformation but also by
the ongoing work of the Holy Spirit.

1. REFORMATION SHOULD BE ROOTED IN THE GRACE OF GOD

The Reformation tells us that grace should be restored
rather than merely the dogma being changed. Martin Luther
expresses this by saying, “I felt myself to be reborn and to have
gone through open doors into paradise,” The church was reminded
throughout the Reformation that salvation is to be obtained only
via faith, in grace, and Christ alone." For by grace you have been
saved through faith," writes Paul in his epistolary epistle to the
Ephesians. According to Ephesians 2:8, "And this is not your own
doing; it is the gift of God." The foundation of our identity as a
reformed church is this grace, which comes from Christ's finished
work on the cross.
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2. REFORMATION SHOULD BE ROOTED IN THE WORK OF THE
HOLY SPIRIT.

Even if we have a "reformed" view of God's grace, our
church has to be constantly being sculpted and moulded by the
Holy Spirit to remain reforming. To put it another way, we ought to
let God's Word constantly refresh and alter us.

John Calvin reminds us “We must make progress every
day of our lives.”. The exhortation found in Romans 12:2 is to "be
transformed by the renewing of your mind, not by conforming to
the pattern of this world." We are urged to reject worldly conformity
and pursue regeneration under the Spirit's direction as we change.

3. REFORMATION SHOULD BE ROOTED IN THE MISSION

One of the primary objectives of a reforming church is to
carry out its mission in the world. Our calling is not limited to
personal spiritual rejuvenation; it also includes spreading the gospel
to every corner of the globe to illuminate the darkness. "The church
is the church only when it exists for others,"” says Dietrich
Bonhoeffer. Our reformation is a tool to share Christ's love with a
damaged world, not an end in and of itself. We should get better at
serving, loving, and sharing the good news of hope with others
around us as the gospel continues to mould us. Matthew 28:19—
20 emphasises this, “Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son
and the Holy Spirit,” A reforming church's mission still revolves
around this appeal.

Thus, let's dedicate ourselves to the continuous process
of rejuvenation. The church is to hold on to Christ's grace while
keeping an open mind to the transformative work of the Spirit.
Reformation is a tool to share Christ's love with a damaged world,
not an end in and of itself.
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As we conclude our reflection on the theme "Ecclesia
reformata, semper reformanda”-let us remember the reformation
of the church is never complete. As Martin Luther once said, “This
life is not righteousness, but growth in righteousness, not health,
but healing, not being, but becoming.” Each generation is tasked
with examining its faithfulness to the gospel and Christ the Saviour.
In this constant journey of renewal, we must hold fast to the core
of our faith. Let us go forward with the conviction that while we are
grounded in the reformed truths of our faith, we are also open to
the continual work of the Spirit in shaping and refining us.

Greétings toyou allin the matchless name of our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ.

The first Sunday in the month of October is celebrated as
Youth Sunday, and as such the topic for this year's Youth Sunday
is Redeemed by Christ, Redirected by The Spirit. That being said,
| would like to share a few thoughts with respect to the topic and
its reading portions.

In Jeremiah 31: 31 — 34, we see God wanting to make a
new covenant with the people of Israel. Not like the covenant He
made with their ancestors (they always forgot to keep God’s Cov-
enant). On reading this | was reminded of sacraments of Baptism
and Confirmation. During Baptism our parents and Godparents
take vows to raise us with Christian principles and to guide us into
accepting Jesus Christ as our Lord and Saviour. Then as we come
of age, we take up these vows ourselves during Confirmation.
Now most of us (including myself) do not realise the real depth of
the situation. We take up confirmation because our parents and
ministers of the church tell us it is important and must be done.
We realise it is important but fail to recognise why. At this stage
we can draw parallelisms to the blind obedience of the Israelites.

They were given laws to follow and they did so without
much thought. The following generation either didn't know or for-

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got why they were following such laws hence leading them to break
God’s Covenant with them. God says “I will put my law in their
minds and write on their hearts. | will be their God and they will be
my people” (This is in reference to the new covenant he is mak-
ing). This should represent the situation when we as Christians
truly accept Jesus Christ as our Lord and Saviour. This can hap-
pen to people at any moment in their life and at that moment we
make a new covenant with God. God says “For | will forgive their
wickedness and will remember their sins no more”. We are granted
a clean slate and if we truly have conviction, we will allow the Holy
Spirit to guide us or direct us in the path of righteousness. We all
should analyse our lives and find out if we are following Jesus out
of blind obedience and tradition or are we following out of true con-
viction?

In Galatians 5: 13 - 26, Paul mainly talks about how a per-
son belonging to Christ cannot fall for the “passions of the flesh”.
This is where most of us, especially the Youth, falter. In today's
world there are idols everywhere that distract us from following
Jesus. Whether it be sports, social media, movies or even poli-
tics. If not consumed in moderation it will ignite in us, thoughts that
destroy our peace of mind, the peace which Jesus gives us. How
many of us let current news ruin our mood. It can be our favourite
sports team losing, a scandal among movie stars, politicians lead-
ing the nation to destruction, natural disasters or even war among
nations. All these things cause anger, sadness, hatred and frus-
tration. Lingering thoughts of those events ruin our mood for days
if not weeks. Then there are the thoughts of lust and sexual immo-
rality which is widespread in this day and age, if not normalised by
modern society. All these negative thoughts are problematic and
Paul goes on to say in verse 21 “Those who live like this will not
inherit the kingdom of God”.

TIDINGS
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Everyone has their own issues; it's part of being human.
But continuing in those wrongs is unbecoming of a Christian. Paul
tells us in verse 24 and 25 that “Those who belong to Christ Jesus
have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires and if we live
by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit”. Let us ask the Spirit
to help us overcome our weaknesses and to encourage others to
do the same as well.

In John 3: 1-8, we see Jesus telling Nicodemus “No one
can see the kingdom of God unless they are born again”. Being
born again in my opinion incorporates all of the above. It starts
with us accepting Jesus Christ into our hearts and believing that
he offers us redemption for our sins. In doing so we allow the Spirit
to redirect our lives, no longer do we bear fruits of sin but fruits of
the Spirit. When we take the decision to be born again, the differ-
ence in our lives will often bring with it ridicule of those who don’t
understand and persecutions because of our stand. Which is ex-
pected as it is written in 2nd Timothy 3: 12 “In fact, everyone who
wants to live a Godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted”.

Are we all willing to be ridiculed and persecuted for the
sake of Jesus?

In the USA there is a common statement that was used in
the early 2000’s among preachers “Jesus, take the wheel”. Its lit-
eral meaning is the person driving the vehicle will be driving no
longer and he is asking Jesus Christ to take over. This my fellow
believer is what | believe we all should do when we are uncertain
or fearful in any situation. We do our part and we let Jesus take
over. He will lead us through the uncertain and dangerous roads,
yet bring us safely where we need to be, not where we want to go
but where we need to be.

Are we willing to let Jesus take the wheel?

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PSALM - 36
Rev. Bino Jacob

David is recognized as "the servant of the Lord" in writing
the psalm. David worshipped God and accepted personal respon-
sibility for obeying God and serving God, which allowed him to
address the bewildering issue of evil in the world.

Corruption of the Human Heart (v. 1-4)

Normally, an oracle in Scripture is a definite statement from
the Lord; but, in this case, the oracle is being spoken by sin, deep
within the sinner's heart. Sin flatters and deceives us, deceptively
assuring us that our disobedience will go unpunished, as in Gen-
esis 3. The world teaches us to "listen to your heart," but it forgets
that "the heart is perverse and devious above all else—who can
understand it?", as Jeremiah 17:9 puts it.

Naturally, the sinner's arrogance and overconfidence have
disastrous results, beginning with a lack of fear of God (v. 1). This
is a word that symbolizes dread of God and His judgment, not the
profound regard for God that all believers ought to cherish. This
verse, along with other Old Testament passages that highlight the
depravity of the human nature, is used by Paul in Romans 3:8.
We are blind to our own sins and the damage they can do to us,
and we don't truly see ourselves as the Lord does. Instead of hat-
ing or rejecting sin (v. 2), this type of person finds joy in committing
it (v. 4).

Character of God's Heart (v. 5-9)

David made a wise decision when he turned his attention
from the sinners to the splendours of the Lord. Understanding the
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character of God is crucial to living a balanced Christian life. "Mercy"
(v. 5, 7, 10) is rendered both "love" and "lovingkindness" in differ-
ent translations. Some versions refer to it as "steadfast love"

or "covenant love."

The Holy of Holies in the Lord's sanctuary is most likely the
"refuge” mentioned in verse 7, as verse 8 alludes to God's house.
Better defence than the armies of this world is provided by God's
"shadow"! When David looks into God's house, he sees all of God's
people feasting on an abundance of food and water. The word
pleasures (delights) in verse 8 comes from the same Hebrew root
as "Eden" in Genesis 2 and 3, and it means "delight." Man sinned
and was cast out of Eden, but through faith in Christ, we have
access into God's presence and can delight in God’s blessings.
The river in verse 8 reminds us of the rivers in Eden. Life and light
go together (v. 9), and the Lord is the source of both. The wicked
feed on flattery (v. 2), but the righteous feed on the Lord's rich
blessings.

Confidence of the Believer's Heart (vv. 10-12)

What an honor it is to be the children of God! We are walk-
ing boldly in God's light, feasting gladly at His table, drinking abun-
dantly from His river, and resting well beneath His wings! David
prayed that the Lord would continue to bless the people (v. 10) and
that God would one day judge the wicked (v. 11-12). By faith, David
looked ahead and saw the enemies of the Lord completely de-
feated, and on this confidence, he continued to serve the Lord.
