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‘Vicar’'s Reflections

Greetings to you in the name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ,

We stand at the threshold of Advent, a sacred season of
anticipation and transformation. This season extends hope to
those dwelling in darkness and calls for renewal and deeper
transformation for those who claim to walk in the light.

Advent marks a sacred season of celebrating the arrival of
the Good News-Jesus Christ-and waiting with hopeful expectation.
Dietrich Bonhoeffer profoundly observed, "The celebration of Advent
is possible only to those who are troubled in soul, who know
themselves to be poor and imperfect, and who look forward to
something greater to come." This statement reminds us that Advent
calls for humility, self-awareness and a longing for divine intervention.
It is a time when the Good News breathes joy, peace, hope, and
love into a weary world, echoing the eternal promises of God.

01. Advent is Hope: The Light in the Darkness

Isaiah’s prophecy declares, "For to us a child is born, to us
a son is given, and the government will be on his shoulders" (Isaiah
9:6). Advent, much like humanity’s wait for the Messiah during God’s
silence, begins in the shadows, compelling us to trust in the
approaching light. Jurgen Moltmann, in Theology of Hope, asserts,
“Hope is not just a feeling but the foundation of Christian faith. It
looks forward to what is promised in Christ.” This hope is not
passive but an active anticipation rooted in God’s faithfulness. In
times of uncertainty and despair, Advent challenges us: are we
ready to place our faith in God’s promises, trusting in the light even
while still in the dark?
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02. Advent is Peace: Reconciliation Through Christ

Jesus promised, "Peace | leave with you; my peace | give
you" (John 14:27). The birth of Christ was a galactic proclamation
of peace—peace between God and humanity and peace within
the human soul. Karl Barth reflects in Church Dogmatics, “The
Gospel is not a neutral message but a proclamation of peace to
the soul.” Advent invites us to live out this Gospel message by
being peacemakers in a fractured world. Emmanuel, “God with
us,” calls us to embody His peace by seeking reconciliation and
fostering unity. How can we allow Christ’s peace to transform our
relationships and communities?

03. Advent is Joy: A Deep and profound abiding in Christ

“Rejoice in the Lord always. | will say it again: Rejoice!”
writes Paul in Philippians 4:4. Advent joy is not a fleeting emotion
tied to circumstances but a profound assurance found in the
presence of Christ. Henri Nouwen aptly reminds us, “Joy does
not simply happen to us. We have to choose joy and keep choosing
it every day.” The Advent season invites us to rejoice in the salvation
freely given to all and to radiate that joy to others. What does it
mean to live as witnesses of the Gospel's joy in a world often
marked by sorrow?

04. Advent is Love: The Incarnation of Divine Grace

God's relentless and sacrificial love is at the heart of Advent.
"For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son"
(John 3:16). The incarnation is the ultimate expression of this divine
love, as God stepped into humanity to redeem it. In Simply Christian,
Wright writes, “The story of Jesus is the story of God's relentless
love pursuing humanity.” Advent is an invitation to mirror this love
through acts of kindness and service, reflecting the character of
Christ. How might we embody God'’s love for marginalized, lonely
or needy people during this sacred season?
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Advent is more than a season of waiting; it is a
transformative journey of hope, peace, joy, and love. As we prepare
to celebrate Christ’s coming, may we open our hearts to His light,
allow His peace to reconcile us, rejoice in His presence, and reflect
His boundless love to the world.

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Jesus’ Birth Confronts False Prosperity
and Suffering Theologies

As the Advent and Christmas seasons approach, Chris-
tians around the world turn their hearts and minds towards the
profound mystery of Jesus Christ's birth - His incarnation as the
King of Kings. This is a season of awe, anticipation, and intro-
spection as believers contemplate the significance of God enter-
ing the world in human form. Yet, this sacred period also high-
lights certain theological interpretations that often distort the true
nature and purpose of Jesus’ coming. Two pervasive misconcep-
tions - prosperity theology and the glorification of suffering - mis-
represent the essence of Jesus’ message and the life He mod-
elled.

Prosperity theology, frequently known as the ‘health and
wealth gospel’, has become a prominent force within modern Chris-
tianity. This ideology fundamentally distorts the Gospel, redirect-
ing its focus from spiritual transformation to materialistic acquisi-
tion. At its core, prosperity theology promotes a self-centred inter-
pretation of faith, prioritising personal empowerment, financial gain,
and worldly success as divine entitlements. This skewed perspec-
tive undermines the essence of Jesus’ teachings, which
emphasise service to others, love for one’s neighbours, and the
pursuit of God’s kingdom over material wealth.
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The consequences of this theology are far-reaching. Vul-
nerable individuals are often exploited, persuaded to relinquish lim-
ited resources in exchange for promises of prosperity that rarely
materialise. This exploitation perpetuates economic inequality, re-
inforcing systems of oppression that the message of Jesus sought
to dismantle. Furthermore, prosperity theology frequently assigns
blame to individuals for their misfortunes, suggesting a lack of faith
as the root cause. This narrative of victim-blaming contradicts
Jesus’ teachings on compassion and neglects the complex socio-
economic factors contributing to hardship.

In stark contrast to the self-serving narrative of prosperity
theology, Jesus’ teachings and actions embody a communal vi-
sion of abundance. As He declared, “I have come that they may
have life, and have it to the full” (John 10:10). His statement con-
veys a vision of prosperity not for an elite few but for all, a mes-
sage that resonates deeply during the Advent and Christmas sea-
sons. In celebrating His birth, we are reminded that Jesus did not
come to endorse self-centred pursuits of wealth but to bring heal-
ing, hope, and wholeness to all, particularly to the marginalised.
Jesus’ approach challenges the notion that wealth and comfort
signify divine favour. Instead, He prioritised the well-being of oth-
ers, actively opposing systems of privilege that enriched a select
few at the expense of many.

The narrative of Jesus’ birth itself testifies to this radical
idea. Born in humble surroundings, His entrance into the world
defied the expectations of wealth and power commonly associ-
ated with kingship. Through His incarnation, Jesus demonstrated
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that true prosperity is found not in material abundance but in a
flourishing of community, compassion, and justice. He taught that
the kingdom of God belongs to those who serve, love, and give
generously. His teachings on generosity, humility, and justice stand
as a counter-narrative to prosperity theology’s self-focused prom-
ises, reminding us during Advent and Christmas to embrace a
vision of abundance that blesses others.

Alongside its critique of prosperity theology, the Advent
narrative also opposes distorted teachings that glorify suffering as
inherently redemptive or as a path to divine favour. While Scrip-
ture acknowledges that trials can shape character and faith, cer-
tain theologies have taken this to an extreme, positing suffering as
a prerequisite for salvation or divine approval. This misinterpreta-
tion promotes a harmful notion that suffering is a mark of spiritual
strength, even a requirement for salvation. Such views can per-
petuate exploitation and inequality, creating environments where
the vulnerable are encouraged to endure hardship without ques-
tion, reinforcing systemic injustices.

An example of this distorted theology of suffering is found
in the case of John Smyth. The “Makin Report”, which led to the
resignation of the Archbishop of Canterbury, Justin Welby, out-
lines Smyth’s exploitation of children and young people through a
warped interpretation of Scripture, promoting suffering as essen-
tial for atonement. Smyth twisted the writings of various conser-
vative theologians, including A.W. Tozer, Billy Graham, S.D. Gor-
don, and J.I. Packer, to contend that suffering was the only path to
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Christ. His “programme” required suffering as a means to absolu-
tion, embedding this narrative within vulnerable communities.

Such erroneous theology of suffering often traps the poor
in a cycle of poverty by legitimising their condition as ‘God’s will’. It
reinforces the misconception that economic hardship or social
marginalisation is a ‘noble’ cross to bear, rather than a condition
necessitating justice and change. Misguided teachings on suffer-
ing also reinforce power structures that exploit and oppress. Those
in authority may manipulate such teachings to justify unequal treat-
ment, silencing calls for reform while framing injustices as spiritu-
ally beneficial or divinely sanctioned. In this way, a false theology
of suffering enables oppressive systems to thrive, discouraging
those who suffer from challenging the structures that perpetuate
their pain.

Jesus’ birth radically challenges this distorted narrative of
suffering, as well. From the moment of His arrival, He identified
with the vulnerable, the oppressed, and the marginalised. His life
and ministry were marked by profound compassion for those suf-
fering unjustly, emphasising solidarity with the oppressed rather
than romanticising their suffering. Jesus’ teachings reveal a God
who does not take pleasure in human pain but calls for justice,
mercy, and liberation. His healing ministry, care for the impover-
ished, and advocacy for the outcast show that suffering rooted in
unjust structures is not to be passively endured. Rather, His life
compels us to challenge and dismantle systems that inflict suffer-
ing on others.

Jesus’ incarnation and ministry
reveal that true abundance lies in acts of generosity, uplifting the
downtrodden, and fostering a society where everyone can flourish.

This Advent, as we celebrate the birth of the Saviour, may
we take to heart His message of life and abundance that extends
beyond self-interest. Let us remember that Jesus’ teachings call
us to prioritise the welfare of others, to stand against systems that
exploit the poor, and to pursue justice for those who suffer. In do-
ing so, we not only honour the true nature of Christ but also con-
tribute to transforming our world into a reflection of the kingdom of
God—a kingdom where prosperity is shared, suffering is allevi-
ated, and love reigns supreme. As we await the coming King, may
our lives reflect the truth of His message, advancing life, justice,
and compassion and helping to create a world that mirrors the
profound beauty of God’s kingdom.

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PSALM-38
Rev. Bino Jacob

The third penitential psalm, Psalm 38, shares verses with
its predecessors, Psalms 6 and 32. Make comparisons between
6:1 and 38:1, 32:3 and 38:3, 8, 13-14, and 32:5 and 38:18. Be-
cause of his transgressions (v. 3, 4, 18), David was severely ill
and had been chastened by God. Not all affliction comes from
disobedience (John 9:1-3), but physical troubles can be a conse-
guence of sin (John 5:14). Since David acknowledged his trans-
gressions, he did not doubt the validity of his suffering (v. 18). How-
ever, David, like the prophet Habakkuk, wished for God to remem-
ber to show mercy (Hab. 3:2). One of three options must be se-
lected by God’s people when they experience the repercussions
of sin and God’s chastening hand.

We Can Focus on Ourselves and Experience
Sin’s Painfulness (v. 1-8)

David was not hesitant to write about pain, and he used
several striking imagery to show to the Lord and us, how terrible
his suffering was. Like a loving Father, the Lord first rebuked David
and then chastened him, both of which are evidences of His love
(Prov. 3:11-12; Heb. 12:1-11). We will have to feel the weight of
God’s hand if we refuse to heed what God has to say (32:4; 39:10-
11). Additionally, God was launching “arrows” at David, hurling one
ailment after another with tremendous force. The entire event be-
came too much for him to bear, and he was drowning in a sea of
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pain (v. 4). David gave a detailed account of his physical state in v.
7-10. All this happened because he had been foolish and had sinned
against the Lord (v. 5; 107:17). We are free t? disobey the Lord,
but we are not free to change the consequences.

We Can Focus on Others and Experience Sin’s Loneliness
(v. 9-14)

David felt alone and abandoned as his attention shifted to
those around him. Along with his adversaries, who wanted him
dead, the individuals who ought to have supported and consoled
him-his friends and family-stayed away. David did not anticipate
that his friends and family would turn against him, but he did an-
ticipate that his adversaries would plan against him (v. 12), boast
about his downfall (v. 16), despise him, defame him, and return
evil for the good he did them (vv. 19-20). But before we criticize
and judge those who have strayed from God just as David’s friends
and family did with him, have we been obeying Galatians 6:1-2?

David became aware that his adversaries were planning
to get him out of the way as he lamented his transgressions and
his loved ones’ disregard for him (v. 12). He listened to everything
they had to say about his devastation and ruin, but he did not re-
spond to their threats or unfounded charges. He remained silent
and entrusted the situation to the Lord.

We Can Focus on the Lord and Experience Sin’s Forgive-
ness (v. 15-22)

David began the psalm by addressing God as “Lord-Jeho-
vah”, and he repeated this address in verse 9: “Lord-Adonai-Mas-
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ter.” Both names will be used in verses 15 and 21-22. Knowing
that God could see his heart and all of his desires, he briefly re-
moved his gaze from his own afflictions and turned it to the Lord.
God knows what we want, but He also knows what we need. God
works in our hearts, as we pray, to help us better comprehend
who we are and what God wants for us. Prayer is a privilege to
treasure and a benefit to claim; it is not a mere theological con-
cept to analyze and explain.

Confident that the Lord had forgiven him, he closed his
prayer with three requests. (i) Be with me (v. 21) is answered by
Deuteronomy 4:31 and 31:6, 8, and Hebrews 13:5. (ii) Be near me
(v. 21) finds its answer in 16:8, 34:18, and James 4:8. (iii) Be for
me and help me (v. 22) leads us to 28:7, Isaiah 41:10, and Ro-
mans 8:33-39. These three requests cover just about everything!
