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‘ V i c a r ’ s  R e f l e c t i o n s

Greetings to you all in the name of our Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ,

Lent is a sanctified time for introspection, confession, and
rejuvenation. It is the time when Christians travel to the cross in
search of atonement via introspection, fasting, and charitable
deeds. “Apart from the cross, there is no other ladder by which we
may get to heaven." says St. Rose of Lima, patron saint of
embroidery, gardening and cultivation of blooming flowers!
Therefore, it is crucial to embody the spirit of the cross throughout
Lent.

Isaiah 58:1–14 calls us to an actual relationship with God
that goes beyond rituals and offers, a strong theological basis for
comprehending the true meaning of this season. Let's examine in
more detail what the prophet Isiah has to say about this. prophet
Isiah discusses certain dos and don'ts that we should adhere to
throughout Lent.

01. Disregard outward demonstrations of piety

"Cry aloud; do not hold back; lift up your voice like a trumpet;
declare to my people their transgression," is Isaiah's admonition
at the beginning of the book (Isaiah 58:1). The tone of the text
expresses God's worry for a people who disregard justice and
righteousness in favour of outward demonstrations of piety. Lent,
a time of repentance, which serves as a reminder that fasting is
pointless if it is not accompanied by a changed heart. By asking, "Is
this the fast that I choose, a day for a person to humble himself?,"
Isaiah criticises shallow religious rituals. Is it to lay ashes and
sackcloth beneath him and bow his head like a reed (Isaiah 58:5).
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This rhetorical question highlights the propensity to limit
worship to ceremonial practices rather than sincere
demonstrations of compassion and service

02. Disregard egocentric spirituality.

“Is not this the fast that I choose: to lose the bonds of
wickedness, to undo the straps of the yoke, to let the oppressed
go free, and to break every yoke?” Isaiah says that true fasting is
about living in justice and kindness rather than merely avoiding
eating. (Isaiah 58:6).

This pushes us to adopt social justice deeds and transcend
egocentric spirituality. We are urged to consider our relationships
with others as well as with God throughout Lent. In Isaiah 58:7, the
prophet urges us to clothe the naked, provide refuge for the
destitute, and share bread with the hungry. In Matthew 25:35–40,
Jesus Himself reaffirms this lesson by identifying with the least
among us and declaring, "As you did it to one of the least of these
my brothers, you did it to me."

03. Do not disregard the redeeming aspect of Lent

"Then shall your light break forth like the dawn, and your
healing shall spring up speedily," is God's promise of rejuvenation
and restoration for those who practise authentic fasting (Isaiah
58:8). This passage encapsulates the redeeming aspect of Lent
when sincere repentance results in spiritual healing.

True worship is about happily aligning our hearts with God's
desire, as the verse continues with a call to preserve the Sabbath
and rejoice in the Lord (Isaiah 58:13–14). Redemption is about
transforming communities and countries by righteousness, not
only about individual salvation.
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04. Do not disregard the opportunity to help disenfranchised

Lent is a time to help the enfranchised. In a way, it should
be the ultimate goal of Lent. Being "enfranchised" in a spiritual
sense means being freed, empowered, or granted full access to
God's love and kingdom. It represents a person's complete
membership in the body of believers, their deliverance from sin,
and their salvation via Christ. To put it briefly, being redeemed,
adopted, and given complete authority to live by God's grace is
what it means to be spiritually enfranchised. Lenten season is a
time to welcome those without a franchise in any area of life.

The message of Isaiah forces us to see Lent as a chance
to actively engage in God's work rather than only as a period of
personal devotion. As the apostle James reminds us, "To visit
orphans and widows in their affliction is the religion that is pure
and undefiled before God the Father" (James 1:27). Our deeds for
the weak and disenfranchised must reflect the redemption we seek
throughout Lent.

In conclusion, Isaiah 58 sheds light on Lent, a time of
redemption that challenges us to live a life characterised by justice,
kindness, and righteousness rather than merely ceremonial
adherence. May we sincerely turn our hearts towards God and reflect
the compassion and love of Christ as we fast, pray, and donate. In
this manner, we shall truly experience the genuine redemption that
God promises, and our light will shine like the morning.

"Do you want your prayer to fly towards God?" said St.
Augustine. Give it two wings: almsgiving and fasting. As we respond
to the prophetic invitation to genuine faith, may this Lenten season
be one of change, bringing us nearer to God and one another.

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Almost all Hymns started as a ‘poem’ and the melody was
added to them subsequently. And the Hymn ‘How Great Thou Art’
is no exception.

This famous hymn ‘How great Thou art’ also originated as
a poem, written by the Swedish pastor Carl Boberg in 1885, and
was set to the tune of an old folk song. It was first sung as a hymn
in a church in the Swedish province of Vaarmland in 1888; and
was initially translated from Swedish to German and later on in
1927, to Russian as well.

Carl Gustav Boberg born on 16th August 1859, was the
son of a carpenter. He was strongly influenced by the religious
revival movement in Europe at that time. Hence, he left his job as
a sailor and took a course in theology from 1879 to 1882 from a
theological institution. Thereafter he became a lay preacher for
the Monsteras Mission Association from 1882 to 1889.  He was
not only a Swedish poet and preacher, but also a government offi-
cial and a member of the Swedish parliament. He published more
than 60 poems, hymns and gospel songs.

The inspiration for the Hymn ‘How Great Thou Art’ initially
written in Swedish and titled ‘O Store Gud’ (O Great God), came to
Carl Gustav Boberg in 1885, while walking home one evening,
listening to church bells, near Kronoback, Monsteras Bay, south
western Sweden.

All of a sudden, he was caught in a severe storm and Boberg
took temporary shelter from the heavy rains that were accompa-

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nied by loud thunder and flashes of lightening. The storm soon
subsided and there prevailed a sense of peace and calm all around.
This incident caught Boberg’s attention. When he reached home,
he opened the window of his room and saw the placid Bay of
Monsteras like a mirror in front of him, and further away he could
hear the singing of birds and the church bells tolling in the quiet
evening.

Boberg was amazed at the display of nature’s power and fury one
moment -- soon followed by the calm and stillness after the storm.
This incident made Boberg compose a poem ‘O Store Gud’ (O Great
God) which revealed the magnificence of God’s creation.

Boberg’s experience of the thunderstorm followed by the calm are
captured in the first and second verses of the hymn as given below:

"O Lord my God, when I in awesome wonder,
Consider all the works Thy hands have made,
I see the stars; I hear the mighty thunder,
Thy power throughout the universe displayed”
When thru the woods, and forest glades I wander
And hear the birds sing sweetly in the trees,
When I look down from lofty mountain grandeur
And hear the brook and feel the gentle breeze”

According to some accounts Boberg may have also had in
his mind verses 3 and 4 of Psalm 8, when he wrote the lyrics of
the hymn:

Psalm 8 Verses 3 and 4 reads … “When I consider your
heavens, the work of your hands, the moon and the stars, which
you have set in place …… what is mankind that you are mindful of
them, human beings that you care for them”. These very words
highlight how awestruck Boberg was of the amazing splendour of
God’s creation.
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The translation from Russian to English of the original two
verses of the hymn was done by Stuart Keene Hine (1899 – 1989),
an English missionary and preacher, who worked in the Ukraine
area of Russia in the 1920s and 1930s. He also created the melody
and tune for the Hymn.

Subsequently two more verses were added to the hymn
by Hine. One day during his missionary work in Eastern Europe,
in a small isolated village, Hine and his wife heard a Russian
woman reading from St John’s Gospel about the crucifixion of
Jesus, to a house full of guests. She emphasised how unbeliev-
able it was that Christ died for their sins and she praised Him for
His love and mercy. They were also singing Boberg's poem.

As he listened, Hine realised that the original lyrics of the
hymn was only concerned with the revelation of God through cre-
ation. This kept him thinking and it prompted him to add the third
verse as under:

“And when I think that God, His son not sparing
Sent Him to die, I scarce can take it in
That on the cross, my burden gladly bearing
He bled and died to take my sin away”

The fourth verse was added by Hine much later after the
Second World War, in 1948. The idea for this verse came when
he was back in England and visited a camp of the Polish exiled
community in Britian. It is reported that the testimony of one of the
Polish refugees about the second coming of Jesus, gave Hine the
inspiration to write the fourth verse:

“When Christ shall come with shout of acclamation
And take me home, what joy shall fill my heart !
Then shall I bow in humble adoration,
And there proclaim: My God how great Thou art !”
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The hymn was popularised by George Beverly Shea, a
Canadian singer and Cliff Burrows a music director, from Wales,
during the famous Billy Graham Crusades. When asked why he
used the song so many times during his Crusades, Billy Graham
said “It glorifies God. It turns every Christian’s eyes toward God
rather than upon themselves. I use it as often as possible because
it is a song that honours God”. In 1959 it became the Theme song
for Billy Graham’s weekly broadcast programs, bringing the hymn
‘How Great Thou Art’ into the world’s consciousness, and now
sung in many churches throughout the world.

It can thus be construed that the version of the hymn we
have today, has been jointly put together by Carl Gustav Boberg
and Stuart Hine.

Both Boberg and Hine lived to a ripe old age. Boberg passed
away at the age of 80 on 7th January 1940 in Kalmar Sweden.
Hine passed away at the age of 90 on 14th March 1989 in
Colchester, England.

The Hymn is cherished by generations of believers for its
magnificent inspiring description of God’s greatness. Its verses
also resonate deeply in our souls, leading us into moments of awe
as we contemplate the wonder of who God is and how great are
His works.

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As David’s opponents plan against him and wait for him to
die, sickness (vv. 8,10) and sin (v. 4) combine to put David in dan-
ger and anguish. These aspects appear to place this psalm dur-
ing Absalom’s revolt. Absalom exploited David’s illness to estab-
lish himself as king by preventing the king from managing the coun-
try as he desired (2 Samuel 15:1-6). The historical setting is es-
tablished if the “dear friend” in verse 9 is Ahithophel, David’s coun-
sellor. The psalm has messianic overtones because Jesus men-
tioned Judas in the upper room by quoting verse 9 (John 13:38). In
order to examine our spiritual state, this psalm poses and responds
to four questions:

Question: How Do We Treat Others? (vv. 1-4)

David was aware that if he hadn’t been merciful to others,
he had no right to ask the Lord for mercy. However, David had
complied with all of the Lord’s commands and had showed com-
passion to both the poor and many of his opponents. “Poor” de-
scribes the distressed defenceless people who relied on others
for sustenance since their lives were hard. To “consider” them
meant paying attention to their needs and helping these pathetic
people. Additionally, it meant not condemning and criticizing them,
as the disciples blamed the blind man and Job’s friends blamed
him. We have every reason to think that David was praying with
integrity because he wanted to help the underprivileged and desti-
tute in his kingdom.

David truly demonstrated his humility before the Lord in
verse 1 by referring to himself in the third person. In verses two
and three, he listed the blessings that would come to him as a
result of his repentance and request for God’s mercy (v. 4). He

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would live longer in the land and be shielded from his adversaries
by God. That alone would demonstrate to his adversaries that David
was a man who God favoured. Furthermore, God would revive
him from the grave and cure him of his illness. This would be the
Lord’s kind and merciful deed, which Jehovah tenderly bestowed
upon David despite his lack of merit. How do we have the right to
beg God for mercy if we haven’t shown mercy to others?

Question: How Do Others Treat Us? (vv. 5-9)

In addition to being ill in bed, David also had to cope with
betrayal from members of his own family and friends, such as
Ahithophel, his official advisor, who took the side of Absalom.
Bathsheba’s grandfather, Ahithophel (2 Samuel 11:3; 23:34), de-
tested David because of what he had done to her and her hus-
band Uriah. These fake friends went to see the king and made
friends with him, but they actually wanted David dead and even
planned his assassination. However, Absalom had no offspring,
thus if he were to inherit the throne, the Davidic dynasty would
come to an end (2 Samuel 18:18). In 2 Samuel 7:11–16, God as-
sured David that his descendants would rule Israel for all eternity.
This promise was eventually realized in Jesus Christ (Luke 1:31–
33). Jesus made reference to the traitor Judas in John 13:18–19
by using verse 9.

Question: How Does God Treat Us? (vv. 10-12)

Out of generosity, God gives us things we don’t deserve,
and out of mercy, God doesn’t give us what we do deserve. Know-
ing that he had sinned, David pleaded for forgiveness (v. 4). He
sought the Lord’s face and accepted his errors when confronted
with them. David wanted mercy for himself but not for his enemies,
except for his son Absalom (2 Sam. 18:5). Because his enemies
(especially Absalom) had committed treason against the Lord’s
chosen and anointed king. This was not a personal vendetta on
David’s part, but a concern for the future
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of the nation of Israel and the dynasty of David. David longed to
please God beyond everything else. He was sure that the Lord
would take  care of his opponents, heal him, and put him back on
the throne. He was even more confident that he would eventually
be with the Lord and serve in His sacred courts in heaven for all
eternity.

Question: How Do We Treat God? (v. 13)

The verse serves as a reminder that the Lord’s everlasting
honor and praise must be the primary focus of our lives. All other
demands in the Disciple’s Prayer are subordinated to the first one,
“Hallowed be thy name” (Matt. 6:9).
