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“Vicar’s BReflections ’

Greetings to you in the name of our lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ.

“The beginning of knowledge
is the discovery of something we do not understand,” says Frank
Herbert. This quote sets the tone for curiosity, openness, and the
journey of discovery that defines true learning. This will be a great
way to inspire students at the start of their academic year. We find
the root of this idea in Proverbs 1:7, "The fear of the Lord is the
beginning of knowledge; fools despise wisdom and instruction." It
reflects the biblical inkling that true knowledge begins with a humble
reverence, acknowledging that we don’t know everything and must
seek wisdom beyond ourselves.

Melodies of Faith

BLESSED ASSURANCE
-FANNY JANE CROSBY
The hymn titled “Blessed Assurance” is a
powerful declaration of faith in God. Written
by the prolific hymn writer Fanny J Crosby in
1873, it has become a cherished song among
believers worldwide. The lyrics of this hymn
beautifully express the love and assurance
found in Jesus, our Saviour.

It has touched the hearts of millions of Chris-
tians worldwide, inspiring singers, evange-
lists, and theologians alike. The enduring

popularity and significance of “Blessed Assurance” are a testa-
ment to Fanny Crosby’s profound spiritual legacy. In her hymns,
Fanny Crosby skilfully incorporated words from the Bible, trans-
forming them in unique and meaningful ways to convey deep spiri-
tual truths.

Fanny J Crosby (1820-1915) born on March 24, 1820, in
Southeast, Putnam County, New York City, was the only child of
her parents Mr John and Mercy Crosby. Tragically, Fanny’s father
passed away six months after her birth. Thereafter Fanny’s mother
Mercy who was working as a maid had to support the family from
her limited means. Under these circumstances Fanny was raised
by her devoted Christian maternal grandmother.
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When Fanny was two months old she developed inflam-
mation in her eyes. Since their family physician was unavailable
at the time, a stranger who claimed to be a medical professional
treated her. This doctor applied poultices made of a concocted
paste of bran, herbs etc. to her eyes, in an attempt to eliminate the
infection. Although the infection was successfully cleared, the poul-
tices left behind white scars that caused damage to her vision.

Fanny’s family then consulted Dr Valentine Mott, a re-
nowned surgeon in New York who after evaluating the situation
said that there was nothing he could do to restore her sight. As a
result, Fanny could only recognise the presence or absence of
light but could not see physical objects.

She was fortunate to have a grandmother who devoted
much of her time to reading the Bible and sharing selected poetry
and literature with Fanny. Her grandmother also played a signifi-
cant role in her Christian upbringing and education. As a result,
Fanny developed an impressive ability to memorize lengthy pas-
sages from both the Old and New Testaments by actively listening
to her grandmother. Fanny held her family’s values of morality,
integrity, loyalty, and devotion to duty in high regard, which were
deeply instilled in her by her grandmother.

Croshby enrolled at the New York Institution for the
Blind (NYIB) in 1835, just before her 15™ birthday. She remained
there for eight years as a student, and a further two years as a
graduate pupil, during which time she learned to play the piano,
organ, harp, and guitar, and became a good soprano singer.

In late1850, after being troubled by a dream, it is under-
stood that Crosby went to revival meetings at a Methodist Church
in New York, where she sought peace with God. In November 1850
while seeking God alone at the altar during the consecration of a
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congregational hymn, it is said that Crosby felt ‘flooded with celes-
tial light.” This led to a real transformation in her life.

The story behind the hymn Blessed Assurance originated, when
Phoebe Knapp a musical composer and friend of Fanny’s came
to visit her in her apartment in 1873. Phoebe played on the piano
a unique melody which she had composed. She turned to Fanny
and asked her “what does that say to you” ... Fanny replied “Blessed
Assurance Jesus is mine, Oh, what a foretaste of glory divine”. It
is said that the pair worked on the song for a few hours with Fanny
writing three stanzas and the refrain.

‘Assurance’ means to be certain and confident, free from
doubt and Blessed Assurance ..... ‘means real faith’. Stanza 1 of
the hymn highlights the taste of what lies ahead .... ‘Oh, what a
foretaste of glory divine’. The gift of salvation and a life of faith in
Jesus is a glimpse of the glory that is to come in heaven. In the
book of Revelation 21:23 states ...... The city had no need of the
sun or of the moon to shine in it, for the glory of God illuminated it.
The Lamb is its light’. (NKJV)

Stanza 2 reveals ultimate joy in surrendering to the will of
God...... ‘Perfect submission, perfect delight, visions of rapture
burst on my sight’. When we submit everything to Christ and sur-
render our hearts to Him, we find true joy and perfect delight. Know-
ing the perfect love and forgiveness of Jesus gives us complete
peace.

Stanza 3 ... ‘Perfect submission, all is at rest, | in my sav-
iour am happy and blest’. This indicates that we can have lasting
peace by simply trusting in Jesus who knows what is best for us
and guides us with love and wisdom throughout our lives.

The refrain is a reminder that reinforces in us no matter
what circumstances we go through, it is important to be praising
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our saviour all day long. This is possible only when we have com-
plete faith in God who guides our lives ..... ‘ For to me, to live is
Christ, and to die is gain’.

It is reported that Crosby also once said, “When | get to heaven,
the first face that shall ever gladden my sight will be that of my
Saviour Jesus”.

Fanny J Crosby has written over 8000 gospel hymns .........
quite amazing (') Her condition of blindness was never a barrier to
writing the various hymns. They include hymns like ‘Pass me not,
O gentle saviour’, ‘Rescue the perishing’, “To God be the glory’,
Praise Him! Praise Him!, ‘l am Thine O God’, ‘Safe in the arms of
Jesus’ and many others.

Apart from her blindness, Fanny also had to face a tragedy
when her only daughter died in her sleep after her birth. This trag-
edy caused her husband Alexander van Alsteine, also blind, to be-
come a recluse.

Through it all, Fanny J Cosby had an amazing and full life
of 95 years. She wrote or contributed many songs which we sing
in our churches today, a hundred years after her death.

MARRIAGE

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PSALM -45
Mr. Ninan P Thomas

This psalm stands as both a love song and a Maskil, a
Hebrew term denoting contemplative instruction that demands
thoughtful reflection rather than mere emotional response. The
designation suggests layers of meaning that extend beyond sur-
face beauty to encompass wisdom and prophetic truth, weaving
together royal ceremony, moral teaching, and messianic prom-
ise. Originally composed for a royal wedding in ancient Israel, the
psalm likely commemorated the marriage of a Davidic king. Such
occasions carried profound political and spiritual weight, as Israel’s
monarchy viewed royal marriages as covenantal events with di-
vine significance, particularly when foreign royal houses were in-
volved. Yet the psalm’s language soars beyond historical circum-
stance to envision the sacred union between Christ and His Church.

The Royal Splendour of Christ (verses 1-9)

The opening verses paint a portrait of majesty that tran-
scends earthly kingship. The monarch appears clothed in beauty,
moral excellence, and divine authority, qualities that New Testa-
ment writers recognized as perfectly fulfilled in Jesus Christ. The
psalm opens with reverent wonder, celebrating the king's eloquent
speech: “grace is poured upon your lips” (v. 2). This description
mirrors Gospel accounts of Jesus’ gracious words and command-
ing teaching that left crowds amazed (Luke 4:22; John 7:46).
Though portrayed as a mighty warrior (v. 3), this king champions
truth, humility, and justice (v. 4), characteristics that define Christ’s
mission of transformation through sacrificial love rather than mili-
tary conquest. Most remarkable is the psalmist’s declaration: “Your
throne, O God, is forever and ever” (v. 6). This startling attribution
of divinity to the king finds its intended target in Hebrews 1:8, where
the author applies these words directly to Christ, affirming his di-
vinity and eternal reign. The psalm further praises the king's devo-
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tion to righteousness and opposition to evil (v. 7), traits perfectly
embodied in Jesus’ sinless character and prophetic confrontation
of injustice. While rooted in Israel’s royal tradition, the psalm’s el-
evated language points beyond any earthly monarch. The New
Testament’s use of these passages reveals the early Christian
recognition of Jesus as the ideal king- divine, righteous, and eter-
nally enthroned.

The Church’s Beauty and Calling (verses 10-17)

The psalm’s focus shifts from bridegroom to bride, pre-
senting her as a figure of radiant beauty and devoted loyalty. She
receives the striking command to “forget your people and your
father’s house” (v. 10), a call to abandon former allegiances for
complete dedication to the king. This mirrors the New Testament
vision of the Church as Christ's Bride, a called out community
(ekklesia) belongs exclusively to her divine spouse. Paul develops
this imagery in Ephesians 5:25-27, describing how Christ’s sacri-
ficial love sanctifies the Church, preparing her as a bride “without
spot or wrinkle... holy and blameless.” The psalm’s description of
the bride’s golden garments and joyful entrance into the palace
(vv. 13-15) anticipates the vision in Revelation of the marriage
supper of the Lamb, where the Bride appears “clothed in fine linen,
bright and clean,” representing the righteous deeds of the saints
(Revelation 19:7-8). The psalm concludes with promises of last-
ing legacy, the king’s heirs will inherit the earth and his name will
endure through all generations. This royal inheritance finds
fulfilment not through dynastic succession but in the Kingdom of
Heaven, established by Christ and embodied in his Church. Be-
lievers, called “a royal priesthood” (1 Peter 2:9), are adopted into
God’s family and commissioned to extend Christ’s reign through-
out the earth. The wedding imagery thus transcends its historical
origins, finding its deepest meaning in the spiritual marriage be-
tween Christ and the Church.
