Greetings to you all in the name of our lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ,

The 147" anniversary of the founding of the Travancore-
Cochin Anglican Diocese in 1879 is being commemorated this
year by the CSI Diocese of Madhya Kerala. It is more than just a
historical event; this anniversary invites contemplation of a
significant ecclesiastical change-a bold move towards inclusive
Christianity in Kerala, grounded in the radical decisions made at
the Synod of Mavelikkara in 1836 and the spiritual heritage of the
Church Missionary Society (CMS). Beneath the historical
formalities of this significant ecclesiastical event lurks a potent
and much disregarded reality: the establishment of this Diocese
was a daring theological and social commitment to accept newly
converts into the Church of Christ, not just a structural choice.

01 The Spirit of the CMS Missionaries: A Gospel Beyond
Boundaries

Early in the 19" century, the CMS came to Kerala to revive
the old Malankara Syrian Church in the spirit of the Reformation
and the simplicity of the gospel, not to start a new denomination.
The missionaries, who included individuals like Thomas Norton,
Joseph Fenn, Henry Baker Sr., and Benjamin Bailey, placed a
strong emphasis on education, social upliftment-particularly among
the disadvantaged castes-personal salvation, and reading the Bible
in the vernacular.

Unprecedented at the time, they founded schools for
females and Dalits, brought printing presses, and translated the
Bible into Malayalam. Their goal was a social and moral revolution
driven by the gospel of Jesus Christ, not just a theological one.

02. The Synod of Mavelikkara (1836): A Turning Point of
Ecclesiastical Destiny

The Malankara Syrian Church called the Synod of
Mavelikkara in 1836 with the initial goal of addressing internal issues.
But behind the surface was a crucial problem: how to react to the
CMS missionaries' increasing influence. The conservative Syrian
leadership viewed the missionaries' support of vernacular worship,
teachings of salvation by grace, and baptism of new converts,
including Dalits, as extreme.

The synod formally rejected the CMS missionaries' planned
reforms and vowed to stick to the old traditions. In the end, this
pronouncement caused a split between the traditionalists of the
Syrian Church and the reformation-leaning faction backed by the
CMS. However, the problem was ecclesiological rather than just
theological: to what extent could a caste-based church accept a
casteless gospel?

Thus, the 1836 Synod of Mavelikkara constituted a defining
split. Under the sponsorship of the Travancore government, the
Syrian Church called the Synod of Mavelikkara in 1836, supposedly
to maintain theological unity. Beneath that exterior, however, was
a more urgent conflict: should the Malankara Church's existence
be shaped by the CMS's goal of a casteless Church?

The Synod proclaimed its commitment to the "faith of the
Holy Fathers" and established a separation from the CMS's
Protestant influences. However, the fundamental problem was
social and ecclesiological rather than merely theological. Although
CMS welcomed and baptised converts, the mainstream Syrian
churches were not completely accepting them.A native Christian
elder present at the time is reported to have said:“How can we eat
the Lord’s Table with those who were once slaves?”To which a
CMS missionary replied:
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“They are no longer slaves, but brothers in Christ.”Thus, a split
between a Church that aimed to uphold caste distinctions and a
movement that maintained the Gospel had to destroy them was
formally established by the Synod's decision.

The issue of belonging was central to the rift between the
Syrian Church and the CMS. The CMS started baptising
marginalised and former slaves who had accepted the gospel
because of their strong evangelical beliefs. Despite its historical
marginalisation by colonial and ecclesial forces, the Syrian Church
struggled to completely integrate these new converts into
ecclesiastical communion because of its caste awareness.

The social and theological conventions of Travancore and
Cochin were questioned by the CMS's stress on equality in Christ
(Galatians 3:28). The missionaries believed that untouchability and
the gospel could not coexist. Their groups, churches, and schools
turned into spiritual and physical havens for the new converts.

Therefore, the 1836 separation and the subsequent creation
of the Travancore-Cochin Anglican Diocese, a distinct
ecclesiastical entity, in 1879 were more than just organisational
changes. Building a church that could accommodate everyone
who came to Christ, regardless of birth, caste, or social standing,
was a significant ecclesiastical reorientation

03. The Formation of the Diocese in 1879: A New Ecclesial
Vision

The Travancore-Cochin Anglican Diocese was formally
created on July 25", 1879, under the Church of England's
episcopal jurisdiction. In the end, this diocese would become the
mother church of the Kerala Diocese of CSI Madhya Kerala.
It provided institutional space to thousands of believers who had
been shut out of the old structures, particularly those from the
marginalised community.
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The diocese inherited the CMS's social vision—salvation for all,
churches for all, and schools for all—as well as its spiritual fervour.
Its establishment was a daring declaration that the Indian church
ought to represent the dignity of all of God's children and the
inclusion of the gospel.

04. A New Ecclesiology, A New Diocese

The Travancore-Cochin Anglican Diocese was established
in 1879 as a division of the Anglican Church under the See of
Canterbury, after decades of tense relations and expansion among
the reformed churches under CMS administration. This was the
beginning of an ecclesiastical community dedicated to inclusivity,
particularly for the recently converted people, who had been
continuously excluded from the established Church institutions.
It was not a breakaway organisation looking for power.

Marginalised congregations grew rapidly in the new diocese.
Particularly in places where converted Christians had accepted
the gospel, schools, churches, and theological institutes were
established. The "zeal, humility, and sincerity" of these first-
generation believers-many of whom suffered harsh persecution
for converting from caste-based Hinduism to Christianity-are often
highlighted in inspection reports from the 1880s. Areport from CMS
missionary Henry Baker Jr., known as "the apostle of the hills", “I
have seen with my own eyes their tears as they hear of Christ's
love. These are the stones rejected by men, but chosen by God to
be the foundation of His new temple.” (Mission Reports, 1882)

05. Legacy and Challenge

As the CSI Madhya Kerala Diocese commemorates 147
years of its momentous establishment, it carries on a tradition
rooted in both controversy and kindness. A drive to more accurately
depict God's Kingdom was born out of the CMS missionaries'
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fearless stance, the agony of ecclesiastical separation in 1836,
and the dream of a casteless church.

Can the marginalised be completely a part of the Body of
Christ? was the question that led to the separation in 1836, and it
was addressed not just verbally but also institutionally, communally,
and religiously. The response was "yes," and the church's purpose
is still defined by that "yes" today.

06. A Church that Chose the Margins

Thus, the establishment of the Diocese in 1879 was more
than just an administrative decision. "That there is no such thing
as a Jew or a Greek, a slave or a free, amale or a female, because
you are all one in Christ Jesus," was the doctrinal
statement.(Galatians 3:28)

In this context, it is necessary to comprehend the rift of
1836 and the founding of the Diocese in 1879. Reluctance on the
part of the orthodox Syrian Church to completely accept the new
converts was the main cause. Merely taking partial solutions did
not satisfy the CMS and their Indian partners. They held that Christ's
all-encompassing love had to be reflected in a real church.

07. A legacy to live up to: Till Today

As the Madhya Kerala CSI Diocese marks 147 years of
this inclusive ecclesial journey, the call is still the same. Will there
still be a radical welcome in the Church? Will it uphold the pledge
to the underprivileged made at its founding?

History demonstrates that this Diocese was established
to embrace rather than to divide, not to be comfortable.

| hope that this anniversary will, not only bring back
memories but also rekindle the purpose.

GREAT IS THY FAITHFULNESS
- THOMAS OBADIAH CHISHOLM

‘Great is Thy faithfulness’ is a hymn
cherished by Christians around the world
for decades. Its powerful lyrics and inspir-
ing melody has touched countless lives.

The hymn was initially a poem, writ-
ten by Thomas Chisholm (1886 — 1960)
who got the inspiration to write it from the
Book of Lamentations 3:22 -24:

“Through the Lord’s mercies we are not consumed, be-
cause His compassions fail not. They are new every morning;
Great is Your Faithfulness®.

Thomas Chisholm wrote the poem ‘Great is Thy Faithful-
ness’in 1923, at the age of 57, as a reflection of God’s faithfulness
throughout his life, despite the many personal hardships he had to
endure in his life.

He sent the poem to his friend William Runyan, a church
organist who composed the music for the above poem and now,
we have with us the famous hymn ‘Great is Thy Faithfulness’.
Runyan was enthralled by the words of the poem and he prayed
most earnestly that his tune might carry over its message in a
worthy way.

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Greatis Thy Faithfulness is a testament to God’s unchang-
ing nature, written by a man who suffered prolonged trials in life,
yet chose to see God’s Faithfulness through it all.

Thomas Obediah Chisholm was born in a log cabin in
Franklin, Kentucky State USA in 1866. He received his education
in a small country school, and at the age 16 began teaching at the
same school.

He became a Christian at the age of 27 and with no theo-
logical education in a seminary was ordained as a priest at the
age of 36, in the Methodist church. Chisholm served as a Method-
ist minister for a year, but ill health made it impossible for him to
continue. In order to support his wife and two daughters he moved
to Vineland, New Jersey USA, where he opened an insurance
agency office.

Chisholm suffered ill health most of his adult life and there-
fore had only a small income. It is said that he once remarked
“God has given me many wonderful displays of His providential
care, and for which | am filled with astonishing gratefulness”.
Chisholm'’s positive outlook on life never shifted.

In analysing the lyrics of the hymn, what we see is the fol-
lowing: Stanza 1 reveals God’s faithfulness in His word as given in
James:1:17 “Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above,
and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no
variation or shadow of turning”. (NKJV)

Stanza 2 tells us of God'’s faithfulness revealed in and
through creation. The seasons, the sun, moon, and stars all con-
tinue on their course perfectly and in an orderly manner guided by
God'’s faithful hand.

Stanza 3 reminds us of God'’s faithfulness revealed in our
lives. ‘He pardons all our sins, fills us with His peace, assures us
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of His presence, and gives us strength, hope, and blessings to
numerous count'.

The refrain after each verse reinforces Chisholm’s con-
tinuing and unwavering faith in God:

Great is Thy faithfulness

Great is Thy faithfulness

Morning by morning new mercies | see

All' I have needed Thy hand hath provided

Great is Thy faithfulness, Lord, unto me

George Beverly Shea (1909-2013), the famous Canadian-
born singer of the Billy Graham Crusades, introduced this hymn
to those attending the evangelistic meetings in Great Britain in 1954.
Itimmediately became a favourite and the hymn'’s popularity spread
to the USA and other countries.

Great is Thy Faithfulness is a hymn cherished by Chris-
tians around the world for decades. It will always remain a time-
less gem revealing God'’s steadfast love for His creation.

Whatever challenges, trials or disappointments we might
face in the course of our life, this hymn will always be a reminder
that God’s promises are true, that He never changes, that His com-
passion never fail, and that His steadfast faithfulness to us in Christ
is more than enough for our day to day life.

“Beloved, | pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health,
just as your soul prospers..” (3 John 1:2).

A great example of sacrificial giving is the poor widow put-
ting two mites into the treasury, heartily acknowledged by Jesus.
The widow gave out of her poverty all the livelihood that she had, in
contrast with those who put in offerings for God out of their abun-
dance.
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“It is more blessed to give than to receive” (Acts 20:35).
God is nobody’s debtor. There are umpteen verses which affirm
that the more you give to God, the more you receive from Him.
Jesus Christ said, “Give, and it will be given to you: good mea-
sure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be put
into your bosom. For with the same measure that you use, it will
be measured back to you”. (Luke 6:38)

A need coming up elsewhere is an opportunity for us to
help others. A missionary has said ‘Giving to God enables Him to
give back to you in a thousand ways and will usher you into a new
dimension of Christian living”.

God loves a cheerful giver. Let us abound and excel in the
grace of giving for the glory of God. We must leave our comfort
zones and tirelessly endeavour for the extension of the Kingdom
of God.

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PSALM -46
Mr. Ninan P Thomas

Psalm 46 has long served as a source of comfort in times
of crisis. The psalm unfolds in three distinct layers-personal, na-
tional, and international, revealing how God operates both on the
micro and macro levels. It affirms that God is not confined to a
specific place or people, but actively intervenes in situations rang-
ing from personal turmoil to global chaos. Key themes explored in
this psalm include God's immanence, God's sovereignty, and the
peace that comes through trusting in God. During the Reforma-
tion, Martin Luther found deep inspiration in Psalm 46, leading him
to compose the enduring hymn, "A Mighty Fortress Is Our God."
Each of the psalm’s three sections concludes with the word Selah,
inviting readers and listeners to pause and reflect both on God's
pervasive presence in their own lives and on God's enduring rule
over the world.

Confidence in God During the Crisis (verses 1-3)

Psalmist declares unwavering trust in God amid life’'s
chaos. Unlike many laments, it begins not with crisis, but with con-
fidence that God is our refuge, strength, and ever-present help.
George Campbell Morgan, a well-known British preacher said, “the
secret of the confidence is the consciousness of the nearness of
God.” This isn’t theoretical; it's proven. Even if the earth shakes or
mountains fall, the psalmist remains unshaken because God is
near. Fear flees when we realize that God alone is our sure foun-
dation, not circumstances, people, or power. This faith is not na-
ive but reasoned, finding peace not in calm surroundings but in
God’s unchanging presence. In every storm, we pause (Selah) to
remember: God is greater than all that shakes us.
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God’s Presence Among God’s People (verses 4-7)

In verses 4-7 Psalmist offers a vivid contrast to chaos:
amid turmoil, God’s people are gladdened by God'’s peaceful, life-
giving presence, pictured as a river flowing through the city of God.
The city is a place watched over by vigilant guardians, symboliz-
ing the omnipresent and invincible presence of God. Though
Jerusalem lacked a real river, this vision symbolizes God’s con-
stant provision, peace, and protection. The city stands firm not
because of walls or water but because God is in her midst. God’s
presence secures her, even as nations rage and kingdoms fall. At
the voice of God, the earth melts. Yet people of God need not fear,
for “The LORD of hosts is with us.” The Lord is both the sovereign
commander of all and the gracious God of Jacob, faithful, near,
and our unshakable refuge.

God’s Sovereignty Over the Nations

Verses 8-11 shifts our focus to God’s unmatched power
and glory. We are invited to behold God’s mighty works and how
God brings desolation to the wicked and peace to God’s people.
God shatters weapons, silences conflict, and reigns supreme. In
the midst of global unrest, God commands, “Be still, and know
that | am God.” This is not gentle comfort but a firm rebuke: stop
striving, surrender, and recognize God’s rule over all. God’s hame
will be exalted among every nation. Yet this exalted God is also
with us, our unshakable refuge. As kingdoms fall and wars rage,
we rest in the truth: The LORD of hosts is with us.
