Greetings to you in the name of our lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ,

Every Indian heart pulses with pride on August 15th as we
commemorate India's hard-won Independence Day, a day that
serves as a reminder of the many sacrifices made in pursuit of
the country's freedom and sovereignity. Beyond the political conflict,
however, is a more profound spiritual reality: pursuing freedom is
a sacred task, and freedom is a gift from God.

The Indian freedom movement was profoundly moral and
spiritual, though it was a political revolution. Many Christian leaders
and missionaries actively participated in India's struggle for
independence, finding great support in Christ's message of
freedom, justice, and dignity for all.

Mahatma Gandhi was supported by Christian freedom
fighters, like as C.F. Andrews, who was frequently referred to as
"Christ's faithful friend to India". While sharing his reason for
involvement in the freedom struggle, he said, “The call of Christ is
the call to serve the oppressed. You cannot claim to follow Christ
and ignore the cry of the suffering masses". A generation of Indian
Christians was inspired by this Christ-centred desire to align their
spiritual beliefs with the country's awakening.

Many Indian Christians saw the struggle for independence
as a manifestation of their belief in the liberating power of Christ,
not just a political activity. These Christians, who were rooted in
the gospel message of justice, compassion, and human dignity,
did not perceive any conflict between their love for their country
and their devotion to Christ.  Together with national freedom fighters,
Christian leaders such as Rev. C.F. Andrews and Bishop V.S.
Azariah, as well as several lesser-known Indian believers, stood
up against injustice, supported the underprivileged, and lived out
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the gospel through social action.  “In the Shadow of the
Mahatma: Bishop Azariah and the Travails of Christianity in British
India,” written by Susan Billington Harper,  narrates bishop Azariah's
involvement freedom fight

They held that a genuine mission was about carrying out
Jesus' teachings by opposing injustice, supporting the oppressed,
and standing up for what is right, not merely about preaching from
pulpits. Their lives echo the words of Isaiah 61:1: “He has sent me
to proclaim freedom for the captives and release from darkness
for the prisoners.”  Isaiah continues, "The Lord has anointed me to
bring good news to the poor, and the Spirit of the Sovereign Lord is
upon me." He has sent me to bind up the heartbroken, to declare
the prisoners' liberation and save them from the darkness.

So, we honour them as missionaries of justice as well as
freedom warriors, proclaiming liberation from social and spiritual
bonds in addition to colonial shackles. As we commemorate India's
Independence Day, we recall not just the political freedom of our
country but also the more profound, spiritual appeal for justice,
dignity, and freeIn essence, the gospel is a mission of liberation,
not just for the soul but also for the individual, the community, and
the entire world. The theme " mission: From Everywhere to
Everywhere" serves as a reminder that mission is a divine calling
that transcends all boundaries and is based in justice and
compassion rather than being a Western export.
01. The Gospel as Liberation:  Initiative and involvement of
C.F. Andrews

The Gospel's care for the underprivileged struck a strong
chord with the Indian liberation struggle. Jesus declared the
prisoners' liberation at the start of His ministry. Similar to this, many
Indian Christians and Christian missionaries saw India's
independence struggle as a component of God's righteous mission
rather than as something apart from their Christian vocation. C.F.
Andrews, a close friend of Mahatma Gandhi, once said: “The cross
of Christ is not only the means of individual salvation; it is the power
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of God for social transformation. “Andrews was a living sermon,
not simply a sermon. He joined with Indian leaders calling for
freedom with dignity, spoke out against racial discrimination, and
indentured labour. His life demonstrated the gospel's ability to
liberate both the country and the person.
02. The Gospel as Liberation:  Initiative and involvement of
the Bishop. V.S. Azariah

Many Indian Christians opposed the British Empire and
supported the fight for independence. They were forced to oppose
all types of bondage, whether it be political or spiritual, by Christ's
mission. Bishop Azariah is a notable personality in that series.
Bishop Azariah was an Indian evangelist and the first Indian bishop
in the Anglican Communion, serving as the first bishop of the CSI
Diocese of Dornakal. A pioneer of Christian ecumenism in India, Azariah
had a complex relationship with Mahatma Gandhi, who at least once
referred to him as postcolonial India's "Enemy Number One."

Rev. V.S. Azariah believed in an indigenous church and
said, “The Christian Church in India must be truly Indian, truly
Christian, and truly free. Bishop was instrumental in tying the
Christian ministry to the Indian liberation movement. Azariah was
not a political activist, but he was adamant that the Gospel of Christ
called for everyone, even colonial Indians, to have justice, dignity,
and the right to self-determination. Since he felt that spiritual
freedom had to go hand in hand with social and national liberation,
he dedicated his life to helping the oppressed.

03. Freedom Beyond Boundaries: Today's Mission
Even today, the mission continues to flow from one place

to another. In addition to receiving missions, India is also a country
that sends them. Our churches need to keep in mind that the
gospel exhorts us to:
01. Declare the enslaved to be free, 02. Break the shackles of
injustice, 03. Restore damaged communities, 04. And uplift the
fallen, irrespective of nationality, caste, or religion.
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As Mahatma Gandhi once said, quoting the Sermon on the
Mount: “If only Christians lived according to the teachings of Jesus,
all of India would be Christian today. “Then, as agents of real
independence that encompasses spiritual, social, and emotional
liberty, let's live the gospel rather than only preach it.

"Real mission is when the oppressed say: 'You were with
us in our suffering,'" as Andrews so eloquently put it. The core of
Christ's mission and the Christian contribution to India's freedom
is encapsulated in this statement: a mission that prioritised service
over supremacy, unity over anarchy, and compassion above
comfort.

May we keep in mind that we are called and equipped to
provide freedom to everyone and to fight for freedom. We are asked
to be ambassadors and servants who transcend boundaries,
cultures, and biases. Like C.F. Andrews, may we be remembered
not for our power, but for our presence among the suffering. In
addition to being a political awakening, the Indian freedom struggle
was a moral revolution based on justice, truth, and unity. The true
expression of Christ's mission, as exemplified by individuals such
as Bishop V.S. Azariah and C.F. Andrews, was not found in colonial
structures but rather in standing up for freedom, walking alongside
the suffering, and speaking up for the voiceless.

May the almighty God equip us to fight for the freedom of
the broken.

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It is amazing that a person struggling
with health problems for the major part
of her life, can write a hymn that has
touched the hearts of millions of believ-
ers across the world in a profound way.
It can be said that Charlotte Elliot moved
from a state of ‘lack of faith’ to accept-
ing Jesus as her personal Saviour, and
it was this which prompted her to write
this beautiful hymn ‘Just as I am’.

This world famous hymn “Just as I Am” initially written as a poem
by Charlotte Elliot, was the result of her personal struggles and a
spiritual awakening. This hymn has become a timeless invitation
to experience the transformative love and grace of Jesus Christ.

Charlotte Elliot (18-03-1789 – 22-09-1871) was born in
Clapham, England, into a family which was deeply committed to
their Christian faith. Her father was a silk merchant. As a young
woman, Elliott’s wit and literary talents earned her a recognition
as a very good poet. Yet, despite her Christian upbringing and suc-
cess, many a time she found herself grappling with feelings of
despair and a sense of uselessness.  She was suffering from a
serious illness that was diagnosed as profound fatigue, severe

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pain and sleep abnormalities which worsened as a result of strain,
struggle and exertion.

In 1834 after being part of the social scene for a long time,
where religion was not talked about, she found herself isolated
and alone struggling with this terrible illness. With bouts of de-
pression and ill health many a time she felt as if she had nothing to
give. It was while she was struggling with her inner feelings of
complete despair, that Henry Abraham Cesar Malan a well-known
protestant preacher from Switzerland and friend of her father’s,
came to visit her. He asked her if she had peace of mind. That
was a period in her life when she was confronting many inner
struggles and a sense of utter uselessness. She resented the
preacher’s question and refused to talk about it that day.

A few days later Cesar Malan called her and apologised for
asking her such a question. He explained to her that he always
liked to speak about Jesus and only hoped that one day she would
come to know him as her Saviour, and be a worker for Christ.

Her response to this was that she wanted to clean up her
life before accepting Christ and becoming a Christian. Cesar Malan
answered her in five simple words -- "Come just as you are."

It was during this time that her brother, Rev. H. V. Elliott
who was working with St. Mary’s Hall, a respectable school in
Brighton, England decided to conduct a ‘bazaar’ to raise money
for the school. Every family member was involved in planning and
working on the event except Charlotte.

It was the night before the ‘bazaar’ and Charlotte wrestled
with nagging thoughts about her squandering her life and she also
remembered what Cesar Malan had said to her. The following morn-
ing those same thoughts returned with more intensity and it was
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then that she decided once and for all to overcome those negative
thoughts and emotions, and accept Jesus as her personal Lord
and saviour and penned this poem:

Just as I am, without one plea,
But that Thy blood was shed for me,
And that Thou bid’st me come to Thee,
O Lamb of God, I come! I come!

Perhaps the dawning of her faith can be captured in Mathew
Chap 11:28 which reads “Come to me, all you who are weary and
burdened, and I will give you rest”. (NIV)

Jesus’s invitation to follow Him is further reinforced in John
6:37 “All those the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever
comes to me I will never drive away”. (NIV)

The power of the poem “Just as I Am” lies not only in its
lyrics but also in its melody. The tune was composed by William
Batchelder Bradbury (1816-1868), a composer and publisher of
many sacred musical compositions in the 19th century. Bradbury’s
strong passion for music, nurtured by his father, who was a church
choir leader, led him to create a vast array of hymns and melodies
that continue to inspire worshippers to this day.

It is to be noted that each stanza of the Hymn builds on
one’s faith till it culminates in the last all-encompassing stanza:

Just as I am, of that free love
The breadth, length, depth, and height to prove,
Here for a season, then above,
O Lamb of God, I come!

The hymn “Just as I Am” was already well-known before
the 20th century and it was sung in churches in many countries
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around the world. However it was through the ministry of the fa-
mous evangelist Billy Graham, that the hymn reached new heights
of influence. Graham adopted the song using it at the end of the
‘Billy Graham Crusades’ as his signature hymn, calling people from
all walks of life, to come to Christ.

The strength of Charlotte Elliot’s faith was such that she
wrote about 150 hymns and many poems focusing on solace and
hope. The well-known American historian of Hymns, Kenneth W
Osbeck is quoted to have said “The Hymn ‘Just as I am’ has touched
more hearts and influenced more people for Christ than any other
song ever written”.

To sum up, it is through God’s pardon, promises and free
love mentioned throughout the hymn that everyone can freely come
to Jesus. The lyrics of the hymn  speak directly to the heart of the
listener, acknowledging the doubts, fears, and conflicts that often
accompany the journey of faith. At the same time, the hymn re-
minds us that we can come to Jesus just as we are, without any
plea or pretence, and find rest in His love.

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Psalm 47 stands as a triumphant hymn exalting the uni-

versal reign of God as King. While it may have been originally com-

posed to commemorate a significant military victory, perhaps un-

der the leadership of a king like Jehoshaphat, as recorded in 2

Chronicles 20:15-23. The psalm prophetically anticipates the as-

cension and enthronement of the Messiah, celebrating not only a

temporal deliverance but the cosmic sovereignty of God over all

nations. As Old Testament scholar Willem VanGemeren notes, in

later Jewish tradition, Psalm 47 was incorporated into New Year

liturgies, affirming its enduring significance as a declaration of di-

vine kingship and hope for a renewed future.

God's Kingship and Victorious Reign (Verses 1-5)

The psalm opens with a call to worship that breaks through

the boundaries of culture and language: "Oh, clap your hands, all

you peoples! Shout to God with the voice of triumph!" This is no

gentle whisper or polite applause, but the thunderous acclaim due

to a conquering King. The clapping of hands serves as a universal

language of celebration, when words fail across different tongues,

the symbolic language of joy-filled hands speaks to every heart.

Unlike the territorial gods of ancient nations (Baal, Molech, and

Ashtoreth) whose imagined authority was limited to regions and

peoples, our God reigns supreme over every corner of creation.

God's kingship is not ceremonial but active, not local but univer-

sal, not temporary but eternal. The psalmist prophetically declares

that God "will subdue the peoples under us," not as a call to earthly

conquest, but as a vision of Messianic hope fulfilled in Jesus Christ,

PSALM - 47
Mr. Ninan P. Thomas
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who through His death and resurrection triumphed over sin, death,

and Satan. While the psalmist looked forward in faith, we now look

back on Christ's finished victory. Most tenderly, the psalmist af-

firms, "He will choose our inheritance for us," a reminder that our

risen King, in perfect wisdom and love, has chosen every aspect

of our spiritual journey. We need not strive or fear; whether we are

hidden in obscurity or facing giants, we can rest in the sovereign

goodness of the One who loves us.

Exalting God Among the Nations (Verses 6-9)

The second movement of the psalm builds to a crescendo

of universal worship: "God has gone up with a shout, the LORD

with the sound of a trumpet." This victorious ascension points di-

rectly to Christ's return to heaven after completing His work of

salvation. The empty tomb declared His triumph, and the ascen-

sion established His throne. He could only ascend in glory be-

cause He first descended in humility to fight for His people. Four

times we are commanded, "Sing praises!", a call to lively, whole-

hearted worship. The Hebrew conveys an energetic, joyful expres-

sion that flows from hearts overwhelmed by grace. This is not

shallow excitement but a deep, earnest response of thanksgiving.

Yet the psalm also instructs us to "sing praises with understand-

ing," reminding us that true worship engages both heart and mind.

We are to reflect on the meaning of what we sing and respond

with reverence and awareness of God's greatness. The psalm

closes with a breathtaking vision of the nations gathered as one

people before God. "The princes of the people have gathered to-

gether, the people of the God of Abraham." This reveals the fulfill-

ment of God's covenant promise to Abraham, that through his seed

all nations would be blessed. Gentile rulers and peoples are now

included by faith in Christ.
