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“Vicar’s Reflections ’

Greetings to you in the name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ,

As we celebrate choir Sunday this month, let's examine
one of the most profound schools of faith: the school of music.
Singing has long been a part of the Church. Music has served as
both worship and instruction, praise and proclamation, from the
time of the Israelites. “Martin Luther once said: 'Next to the Word
of God, the noble art of music is the greatest treasure in the world.”
Luther believed that hymns are catechisms in melody, rather than
decorations for worship. People, irrespective of age, can receive
the Word of God through the singing of hymns. Let me tell you
from my experience that the people's theological classroom was
and is singing.

01. Hymn Singing from the perspective of faith

Singing allows us to view reality from a spiritual perspective,
rather than merely reciting words.

for example, when we sing “A Mighty Fortress is Our God
we proclaim that God's grace is our protection in every storm,
rather than depicting walls of stone.

Singing "Amazing Grace" allows us to realise how grace
enlightens our souls and transforms fear into hope.

It does mean that the eyes of faith are sharpened by
singing. Hymns teach us to be resilient, to hope for resurrection,
and to rise beyond despair.

02. Hymn Singing from the perspective of Spiritual Instruction

The Reformation recognised that education was important
for the soul as much as the mind. Hymns imparted profound
doctrine. That is why one Jesuit priest who was authorised to check
the flow of Catholics into Protestantism opined, “the hymns of Luther
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killed more souls than his sermons”. Scripture was taught by them,
Psalms and biblical stories were frequently paraphrased in hymns,
which helped people remember the Word. As Karl Barth once
observed, “Theology is done best when it is sung, Luther and the
Reformation proved. A singing choir has a major role to play.

(a) The choir takes on a catechist role.

A catechist is a person who imparts religious teachings.
The choir in the Church is a living catechism, not just a collection
of singers. Every harmony is a declaration, and every anthem is a
lesson. Martin Luther opines that, “Music is the art of the prophets
and the gift of God,". It makes people happy and chases the devil
away. St Augustine said, "He who sings prays twice." The choir
strengthens the Church's teaching authority and doubles its prayer.
Their voices are more than just works of art; they are melodic
catechesis.

(b) The choir creates lifetime disciples.

It is more than just participation when the Choir raises its
voice. it is testimony. The audible expression of religion is a
congregation singing with conviction. Dietrich Bonhoeffer reminds
us: “It is the voice of the Church that is heard in singing together.
It is not you that sings, it is the Church that is singing, and you, as
a member of the Church, may share in its song. By learning hymns
by heart, youngsters are being prepared for lifetime discipleship”.
Even illiterate people can learn from hymns. It frequently reaches
the lips unbidden during difficult circumstances, bringing theology
to a deeper level than any discourse.

Dietrich Bonhoeffer stated: "The Church sings; it is singing
that keeps the Church young." Every song sung out loud proclaims
that Christ is Lord before heaven and earth. It becomes a public
declaration when a group of people sings, "The Church's one
foundation is Jesus Christ her Lord”. As a result, the congregation
itself serves as the great testimony, using heartfelt music to preach
without using words.
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(c) Children who memorise hymns undergo formation of
discipleship.

The missionary and hymnwriter Cecil Frances Alexander
knew this when she wrote hymns for children like “All Things Bright
and Beautiful”. Songs are seldom forgotten by children, but lectures
may be. One of the most remarkable aspects of Jade Goody's burial,
which took place at St. John the Baptist Church in Buckhurst Hill,
was the inclusion of the children's hymn "All Things Bright and
Beautiful. Jade Goody was a British reality TV star. It is said that
she herself, during her fight with cancer, selected the hymn for her
funeral. Her two young kids, Bobby Jack Brazier ( 2003) and Freddie
Brazier (2004), found solace in the hymn's opening line, "All things
bright and beautiful, all creatures great and small,” which also served
as a reminder that God, the creator of beauty, takes His children
into eternal care. This hymn was selected because it captures the
purity, simplicity, and thankfulness for life that many people
connected to Jade in her final days, particularly when she confronted
death with a youthful sense of optimism and faith.

By ingraining theology into memory even before reason
fully develops, hymns serve as the foundation for discipleship.
Cecil Frances Alexander wanted to use music to teach kids about
creation theology in a way that they could sing for the rest of their
lives. History says that, as a means of promoting Christian
education, he even supported children's choirs.

Bishop Sam Mathew once said,” singing from the heart is
not a diversion from theology; rather, it is theology expressed,
recalled, and embodied”. Therefore, let us treasure the Reformation
and subsequent hymns. They are living guides for the current
Church, not artefacts from the past. We are disciples of Christ as
we sing them, gaining knowledge of justice, love, and trust. May
our churches and church choirs serve as musical schools, where
every voice exalts Christ, where the Spirit teaches via melody,
and where the eyes of faith are taught.

Melodies of Faith

MELODIES OF FAITH
- ROCK OF AGES

The famous hymn ‘Rock of Ages’ is
one of the most popular Christian Hymns
and could be considered as one of the
most influential in history. It is a powerful
reminder to the Christians to maintain their
faith in the protective and healing power
of Jesus throughout their life.

‘Rock of Ages’ is considered as a

‘living and dying prayer for the holiest be-

liever”. The hymn is like a prayer that cov-

ers a complete life cycle of a person from birth to death. In fact the

lyrics of the hymn expresses faith and dependence on God’s mercy
throughout life and hope for full salvation both in life and death.

The hymn was written by Augustus Montague Toplady who
was born on 4" November 1740 in Farnham Surrey England. His
parents were Richard Toplady, a Major in the British Army and his
wife Catherine.

After his father was killed at the siege of Cartagenain 1741,
his widowed mother moved to Ireland where Augustus Toplady
had his education at the Trinity College Dublin, Ireland, where he
graduated with an MA degree.
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While at the family estate in Codymain, in Ireland, in 1755, Toplady
strayed into a barn, where a lay person named James Morris was
preaching to a handful of people. He was preaching from the text,
Ephesians 2:13, which reads ... “But now, in Christ Jesus, you
who once were far away have been brought near by the blood of
Christ.” (NIV) The words of James Morris had a great influence on
Toplady. He was captivated by the experience and began a new life
and entered Trinity College, Dublin, as a student for the ministry.

One day Toplady was walking through the countryside when
a sudden fierce storm sent him scurrying for shelter. He found it
nearby, in the ‘cleft of a great rock’ and inspired by the situation
and the surroundings, he penned those immortal lines:

" Rock of ages cleft for me
Let me hide myself in thee".

Itis possible that Toplady may have also recalled the verses
in 1 Kings 19:11-19 which reads ‘After the earthquake came afire,
but the Lord was not in the fire. And after the fire came a gentle
whisper. When Elijah heard it, he pulled his cloak over his face
and went out and stood at the mouth of the cave” (NIV).

Going through the lyrics of the hymn, it is found that the
1st verse focuses on casting ourselves on the ‘Rock’ Jesus who
has the power to save us from guilt and sin as seen below:

“Rock of Ages, cleft for me,

Let me hide myself in Thee;

Let the water and the blood,

From Thy riven side which flowed,
Be of sin the double cure,

Save me from its guilt and power”.
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The only way to conquer death and sin is through faith that
Jesus’ blood was spilled for us on the Cross.

In the 2" and 3" verses we are reminded that neither the
labour of our hands nor our tears can bring the salvation we need
which comes only from the grace of God:

“Not the labour of my hands

Can fulfil Thy law’s demands ...."
“Nothing in my hands | bring,
Simply to Thy cross | cling .. *:

Yes the Grace of God is not something we can demand or
earn, but something He gives freely to those of us who have faith
in God and reveal it throughout our lives by our life and deeds.

And finally in verse 4 as seen below, we are reminded that
our time on this earth is short and we have to have strong faith in
God to obtain salvation.

“While | draw this fleeting breath,
When mine eyes shall close in death,
When | soar to worlds unknown,

See Thee on Thy judgment throne,
Rock of Ages, cleft for me,

Let me hide myself in Thee”.

The words of the song written in 1763 have endured so
long in Christian worship because of the richness of the gospel
message that it communicates.

Regardless of where and how Augustus Toplady got his
inspiration to pen this hymn, itis a great blessing. For generations
it has remained a solid testimony to the powerful sacrifice of our
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Saviour and a great encouragement to Christians around the world.
Toplady had serious health problems in his thirties which declined
while living at his retreat near London. He could not continue his
ministry due to this. It is said that he preached his last sermon
after Easter Sunday and shortly after he succumbed to tuberculo-
sis and died on 11" August 1778, at the young age of 38.

Toplady will be remembered for the numerous (133) hymns
that he penned. The story goes that ‘Daniel Draper, an English
Methodist, spent thirty years planting churches and schools in Aus-
tralia, then took a year’s furlough in England. When the time came
to return to Australia, he boarded the steamship for London. A
gale hit the ship in the Bay of Biscay, and Draper spent his last
hours evangelizing to the 250 passengers. In the end, only three
passengers were rescued, and one of them reported Draper’s last
words: “Those of you who are not converted, now is the time; not
a minute to be lost.” As the ship slipped beneath the sea on Janu-
ary 11, 1866, the passengers were singing Augusts Toplady’s fa-
mous hymn “Rock of Ages” in their final moments.’

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PSALM - 48

[ Mr. Ninan P Thomas j

This Psalm stands as a triumphant hymn celebrating God's
sovereign presence in Zion, the holy city that serves as the earthly
dwelling place of the divine King. This "song of Zion" proclaims
not merely Jerusalem's geographical significance, but its spiritual
centrality as the place where heaven touches earth. The psalm
weaves together themes of divine protection, cosmic kingship, and
covenant faithfulness, presenting Zion as both historical reality

and eschatological hope, a foreshadowing of the "heavenly Jerusa-
lem" (Hebrews 12:22) where God's reign will be fully manifest.

God's Greatness and Protection in Zion (Verses 1-8)

The psalm opens by establishing Zion's unique status as
"the city of our God" and "the city of the great King" (vv. 1-2). This
language draws from Ancient West Asian royal ideology, where
kings established their capitals as centres of divine blessing and
cosmic order. Yet here, the true King is Yahweh himself, who has
chosen Zion as his earthly throne room. The phrase "beautiful in
elevation, the joy of all the earth" (v. 2) employs language reminis-
cent of ancient creation myths, suggesting that Zion functions as
a new Eden from where divine order radiates outward to bless the
world. The theological significance deepens when we consider
that God is "known in her palaces as a refuge" (v. 3). Unlike an-
cient deities who were confined to temples, Yahweh's presence
permeates every aspect of the city's life, from sacred spaces to
royal courts. This comprehensive divine presence transforms Zion
into an impregnable fortress, not through military might but through
divine protection. The dramatic scene of verses 4-7 illustrates this
supernatural security. When earthly kings assemble against Zion,
their military confidence dissolves upon seeing the city. The imag-
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ery of ships shattered by an east wind (v. 7) evokes God's mas-
tery over both terrestrial and maritime realms, a powerful meta-
phor in a landlocked city like Jerusalem. This divine intervention
recalls the Exodus tradition where God's presence brought confu-
sion and terror upon Israel's enemies, establishing a pattern of
protection that extends throughout salvation history.

God's Steadfast Love and Enduring Guidance (Verses 9-14)

The tone shifts from celebrating past victories to cultivat-
ing ongoing worship and future hope. The phrase "we have thought
on your steadfast love, O God, in the midst of your temple" (v. 9)
positions liturgical remembrance at the heart of faith. The Hebrew
word chesed (steadfast love) encompasses God's covenant loy-
alty and unwavering commitment to God’s people despite their
failures. This remembrance occurs "in the midst of your temple,"
suggesting that corporate worship serves as the primary context
for encountering and celebrating God's faithfulness. Verses 12-
13 issue a remarkable call to "walk about Zion" and "tell the tow-
ers," encouraging detailed observation of the city's fortifications.
Practically, it builds confidence in God's protection; theologically,
it transforms physical architecture into visible testimony of invis-
ible grace. The towers and bulwarks become sacramental signs
pointing beyond themselves to divine protection. The repetition of
"forever" (olam) in verse 14 emphasizes not merely temporal du-
ration but qualitative permanence. God's guidance extends "even
to death” or "beyond death," suggesting that divine faithfulness
transcends mortality itself, which fulfills in Christ's resurrection and
the promise of eternal life. This eternal perspective transforms the
psalm from mere nationalism into universal hope. Jerusalem’s fall
to Babylon and Rome could not erase its true meaning: fulfilled in
Christ’s Incarnation and perfected in the new creation, where "the
dwelling place of God is with man" (Revelation 21:3).
