It is important to remember
that your service, faith, and testimony are already influencing the
present and future.

Our world is shattered by division and bloodshed. The tragic
murder of Charlie Kirk, who was shot and killed while giving a
speech at Utah Valley University, serves as a reminder of how
brittle leadership and influence can be-the dangers posed by
anyone who stands up for what they believe are starkly illustrated
by his death.

However, this tragedy is a call to live with greater resolve-
to serve humanity honestly and love God-rather than a cause to
dread for Christian youngsters.

| personally dislike all of Charlie Kirk’s policies because
the progressive community has widely criticised Charlie Kirk for
his exclusionary and polarising views on several issues, including
race, religion, education, free speech, immigration, and gun rights.
His views on immigration, racial problems, and LGBTQ+ rights in
particular have been viewed as offensive, disrespectful, or
contemptuous of marginalised groups. Even still, Kirk showed
incredible courage in standing up for his beliefs despite the uproar,
speaking out against the grain in a society where opposing
viewpoints are sometimes viewed with animosity. Even if one
disagrees with his views, it is impossible to dispute his bravery in
speaking up and aggressively advancing his beliefs. This example
encourages all of us, especially the younger generation, to have
the conviction and bravery to stick by our convictions anytime we
have a cause that is worth supporting.The texts of Isaiah and
James serve as a reminder that genuine love for God must be
expressed in deeds rather than being concealed in words or
ceremonies.

01. Have a living faith and love God: Isaiah criticises worship that
is not sincere. Rituals like fasting were meaningless as long as
injustice and oppression persisted. God declares:“Is not this the
fast that | choose: to loose the bonds of wickedness... to share
your bread with the hungry... to cover the naked?” (Isaiah 58:6-
7)Furthermore, James echoes: Loving God entails more than just
lip devotion; it entails active and evident faith.“Faith by itself, if it
does not have works, is dead.” (James 2:17)As James Lincoln
Collier put it: “Faith has to do with things which are not seen, and
hope with things which are not at hand.”Our hidden devotion to
God becomes tangible when it manifests as kindness, justice, and
moral behaviour.

02. Act Compassionately to Serve Humanity: Serving others is
the result of true worship. According to Isaiah, when we provide
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for the homeless, the downtrodden, and the hungry,“your light shall
rise in the darkness, and your ruins shall be rebuilt” (Isaiah 58:10-
12). This implies that service is necessary for young people and
serves as evidence of our religion. As Mother Teresa reminded
us:“Not all of us can do great things. However, we can do small
things with great love.”God’s love is revealed through us when we
consistently perform acts of compassion, such as feeding a
neighbour, watching over a kid, or visiting the lonely. The sole
need for service is faithfulness; grandeur is not necessary.

Youths should love God and serve others. Allow your
religion to be alive rather than lifeless. Allow your love for God to
shine through in modest deeds of kindness and brave advocacy
for justice. Even in a violent and hateful society, let your light shine.
Jesus declared: “If you love one another, then everyone will know
that you are my disciples.” (John 13:35). May our generation-young
people who serve others, adore God, and practise a faith that
genuinely works—be marked by this love.

03. Step Bravely Into a Broken World: Charlie Kirk’s assassination
serves as a reminder that conviction and influence are
dangerous(once again, affirm my difference of opinion in his ideas
and ideals). However, as young Christians, we are required to
walk bravely rather than to flee in terror. Paul said, “I can do all
things through Christ who strengthens me.” (Philippians 4:13).
Dietrich Bonhoeffer reminds us: “We must be ready to allow
ourselves to be interrupted by God.” People in need are frequently
the source of the disruptions. Accepting them means accepting
our calling. Micah 6:8 sums it up perfectly: “Do justice, love mercy,
and walk humbly with your God.”

This is the brave route-one that is based on faith,
manifested in service, and upheld by optimism. Having trust in
God’s power to work on our behalf naturally makes us optimistic.
Regardless of the challenges we face, we have faith that God will
accomplish His plan for our lives. The biblical tale of David and
Goliath serves as a concise illustration. Instead of depending on
his own strength or the giant’s stature, David put all of his faith in
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God’s might, despite his youth and inexperience. Confident that
God would deliver him, he bravely moved forward with a stone
and a basic sling. His faith demonstrated that optimism stems from
trust rather than circumstance, as it transformed fear into bravery
and uncertainty into triumph. For today’s youngsters, this
demonstrates that God'’s strength can guide our actions when we
encounter difficulties in our personal lives, communities, or schools.
We may act with optimism and vigour when we believe in Him
because we know that He is in control of the outcome. Let us
foster optimism by having faith that never wavers and trusting God
to achieve our goal.

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LOVE GOD AND SERVE HUMANITY

The call of God to his
children is not just to believe
in Him, but to live for Him in
a way that transforms the
world. Loving God is never
only about prayers, songs,
or rituals-it is about show-
ing His love to others
through compassion, justice, and service. As youth, we have en-
ergy, creativity, and strength. God wants us to use these gifts not
just for ourselves, but to bless others.

Let us meditate on three powerful passages that tie loving
God with serving humanity: Isaiah 58:6-12, James 2:14-26, and
Matthew 25:31-46.

1. Love God by Living Out His Kind of Fast (Isaiah 58:6-12)

The people of Israel fasted and prayed, but God was not
pleased. Why? Because their religious acts did not match their
lifestyle. They were oppressing workers, fighting with each other,
and ignoring the poor. God responds:

“Is not this the kind of fasting | have chosen: to loose the
chains of injustice... to share your food with the hungry and to
provide the poor wanderer with shelter... when you see the na-
ked, to clothe them?” (Isaiah 58:6-7, NIV)

Here, God shows us that true devotion is not about out-
ward performance but about inward transformation that leads to
outward action. Loving God means reflecting His heart-a heart for
the oppressed, the hungry, the broken, and the forgotten.

And the promise is beautiful:
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“Your light will break forth like the dawn... you will be called
Repairer of Broken Walls, Restorer of Streets with Dwellings.”
(Isaiah 58:8, 12, NIV)

As believers, when we align our love for God with acts of
justice and kindness, we become a light in dark places and a source
of healing in broken communities.

2. Faith Without Deeds is Dead (James 2:14-26)
James asks a tough but important question:

“What good is it, my brothers and sisters, if someone claims
to have faith but has no deeds? Can such faith save them?” (James
2:14, NIV)

Faith is not just belief in the mind; it must overflow into
action. If we say we love God but ignore a brother or sister who is
hungry or in need, then our faith is empty.

James concludes with a striking statement:

“As the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without
deeds is dead.” (James 2:26, NIV)

This means that service is not an optional extra for Chris-
tians-it is the natural evidence of real faith. As God’s children, we
must ask ourselves: Does my faith move me to action? Am | using
my energy and gifts to bless others?

Faith that loves God but does not serve people is incom-
plete. True faith works.

3. Serving People is Serving Christ (Matthew 25:31-46)

Jesus paints a picture of the final judgment, where people
are separated like sheep and goats. The difference between them
is not their words or rituals, but their actions: feeding the hungry,
clothing the naked, visiting the sick and imprisoned, and welcom-
ing strangers.

Isaiah reminds us that when we
serve, our light breaks forth like the dawn.

* Live faith that works. James calls us to a faith that is alive
through action.

* See Christ in others. Jesus tells us that when we serve “the
least of these,” we serve Him.

The world today is filled with pain, injustice, and division.
But the children of God can be a powerful force for healing, hope,
and transformation. Let us rise to love God passionately and to
serve humanity faithfully, so that through us, others may see the
love of Christ and give glory to God.

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PSALM - 49
Rev. Dn. Ninan P Thomas

The Futility of Material Trust (Verses 1-9). The Psalm opens
with a universal summons that transcends social and economic
boundaries: "Hear this, all you peoples.” The psalmist addresses
a fundamental theological concern that pervades human experi-
ence, the apparent prosperity of the ungodly and its implications
for divine justice and providence. This wisdom psalm confronts
the age-old theodicy question: why do the wicked prosper while
the righteous often suffer? The psalmist's rhetorical question, "Why
should I fear in the days of evil?" establishes the theological frame-
work for understanding temporal prosperity within eternal perspec-
tive. The days of evil are not merely personal hardships but to
periods when moral and spiritual values appear inverted, when
material success seems to validate ungodliness. The central theo-
logical critique emerges in the psalmist's identification of idolatry:
“those who trust in their wealth and boast of the abundance of
their riches.” This represents a fundamental violation of the first
commandment, wherein created things are elevated above the
Creator. The psalmist distinguishes between possession and trust,
one may possess material goods without committing the spiritual
adultery of placing ultimate confidence in them. The theological
climax of this section appears in verses 7-8, which expose the
limitations of material wealth: "Truly, no ransom avails for one’s
life; there is no price one can give to God for it." This declaration
establishes the absolute insufficiency of human resources for ad-
dressing humanity's greatest need, the redemption from sin and
death. The Hebrew concept of redemption (ga‘al) implies the pay-
ment of a price to secure freedom, yet no material wealth can
satisfy the demands of divine justice or purchase eternal life.
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Divine Sovereignty and Eschatological Justice (Verses 10-20)

The psalm's second movement reveals the temporal na-
ture of earthly prosperity and the certainty of divine judgment. The
observation that "fool and dolt perish together and leave their
wealth to others" underscores the universal reality of mortality that
transcends socioeconomic status. Death serves as the great equal-
izer, rendering all earthly accumulations meaningless. The psalmist
exposes the tragic irony of those who seek immortality through
material monuments and nomenclature: ‘Their inner thought is
that their houses will last forever.’ This represents humanity's des-
perate attempt to achieve transcendence through immanent
means, a fundamental theological error that fails to recognize the
Creator-creature distinction. The contrasting destinies of the righ-
teous and wicked are starkly presented: while the ungodly are like
sheep laid in the grave where death shall feed on them (v. 14), the
psalmist declares with profound theological confidence, "But God
will ransom my soul from the power of Sheol, for he will receive
me." This represents one of the Hebrew Scripture's clearest
affirmations of personal resurrection hope and divine grace. The
divine initiative stands in sharp contrast to human inability to se-
cure redemption through material means. The psalm concludes
with eschatological wisdom: earthly prosperity provides no advan-
tage in eternity. Those who trust in riches experience their ulti-
mate good in this temporal realm, while the righteous anticipate
eternal blessing. This theological principle undergirds the entire
Christian understanding of temporal suffering and eternal reward,
affirming God's ultimate justice and the futility of placing confi-
dence in transient earthly security.

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TAKE MY LIFE AND LET IT BE

- Frances Ridley Havergal

Frances Ridley Havergal (1836-
1879) has provided us with one of the
most important hymns of Christian com-
mitment and faith in God. Known as the
"consecration poet,” Frances had strong
faith in our Lord and consecrated her life
to Christ and to those in whom she
realised had spiritual need.

Frances Ridley Havergal was born
on 14" December 1836 in Astley, Worce
stershire, England. Her parents were Rev.
William Henry Havergal a Church of England clergyman and Jane
Head.

Itis acknowledged that Frances’s spiritual journey began early
in her life. She used to memorise passages from the Bible at the age
of four and started writing simple poetry verses by the age of seven.

Though always ready to accept the Grace of God, Frances
frequently wrestled with her faith, often doubting her worthiness
before Christ and living in fear of the judgement to come. How-
ever at the age of 14, she experienced a profound ‘spiritual awak-
ening’ of the assurance of God’s salvation and forgiveness, thereby

ﬂiving her inner peace.
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Frances had an academic frame of mind and learned sev-
eral modern languages including Hebrew and Greek. She was
also a singer and an accomplished pianist and could play compo-
sitions of famous composers like Handel, Beethoven and
Mendelsohn.

The story of the hymn “Take My Life and let it be” gives a
good idea of the kind of passion Frances had in ministering to
others about our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. She once re-
counted the story of what prompted her to write the lyrics for the
hymn in 1874, as under:

“I went for a little visit to a family in Arely, Cheshire, En-
gland for five days. There were ten persons in the house, some
unconverted though long prayed for, some converted but not prac-
tising Christians”. She goes on to mention that while in the house,
she prayed “Lord, give me all in this house! And He did just
that. Before | left the house everyone received a blessing from
above. And on the last night of my visit | was too happy to sleep,
and passed most of the night in praise and renewal of my own
consecration, and these little couplets formed themselves and
chimed in my heart one after another, till they finished with - Ever,
ONLY, ALL for Thee!”

Going through the lyrics of the Hymn, we observe that each
stanza begins with Frances offering her life to God and praising
Him. It is to be noted that through each stanza she presents every
part of herself as an offering of her life to the Lord, culminating in
the last stanza where Frances focuses on full dedication of her
life to our Lord.

While the melody is often attributed to Mozart, it is now
believed to have been composed around 1791 by Wenzel Muller,
an Austrian composer and conductor of an orchestra.

Stanza One reflects the text of Romans 12:1 which states “There-
fore, | urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to
offer your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God-
this is your true and proper worship”. (NIV) The stanza as quoted
below reveals Frances ceaselessly praising God and consecrat-
ing her life to Him for His purpose. What a marvellous thought!

‘Take my life, and let it be
Consecrated, Lord, to Thee;

Take my moments and my days,
Let them flow in ceaseless praise’.

In Stanza Two she is offering ‘her hands and feet’ to be
used in the manner the Lord wanted her to use them.

Stanza Three reveals her offering her gift of ‘singing’ with
full focus on communicating the messages of God to one and all.

In Stanza four, Frances offers her ‘total wealth and intel-
lect’ for whatever purpose God may want to use it. The idea of
offering one’s silver and gold has a reference to Luke 16:10-12
which states “Whoever can be trusted with very little can also be
trusted with much, and whoever is dishonest with very little will
also be dishonest with much. So if you have not been trustworthy
in handling worldly wealth, who will trust you with true riches? And
if you have not been trustworthy with someone else’s property,
who will give you property of your own?”(NIV)

Stanza five reveals Frances offering her ‘will’ and ‘rational
thinking’ and aligning it with that of the Lord.

The last Stanza is very unique as quoted below, where
Frances offers her whole ‘mortal self’ to the Lord:

Each time we sing this hymn, the lyrics evoke a strong
feeling of hope and faith in the plan that God has for the indi-
vidual.

Frances Havergal remained single her whole short life of
43 years. She had indifferent health most of her life and died of
gastrointestinal rupture. Like the Apostle Paul and other single
men and women of God, through the ages, Frances R Havergal
evidently used her singleness as an opportunity to devote her time
and talents to the service of God and His people.
