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“Vicar’s Reflections ’

Greetings to all in the name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ,

Sunday School is the lifeblood of the church’s mission and
is more than just a curriculum for kids. In order for generations to
become strong in the Lord, it is where the seeds of faith are sown,
tended to, and watered. Sunday School’s mission is to serve as
well as to teach. Dwight L. Moody once said, “If | could relive my
life, | would devote my entire ministry to reaching children for God.”It
is the Sunday School’s solemn obligation and duty to serve God
by serving His children. At the heart of Sunday School is service
to God. Jesus said in Matthew 19:14: “Let the little children come
to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of heaven belongs
to such as these.”

Serving in Sunday School is not a secondary ministry; it is
a frontline service in the Kingdom. C. H. Spurgeon reminds us,
“A child of five, if properly instructed, can as truly believe and be
regenerated as an adult.” When we teach children, we are serving
God by shaping the eternal souls of the next generation. Sunday
School teachers, leaders, and students are vital to the life of the
church. Paul writes in 1 Corinthians 12:7: “Now to each one the
manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good.”To
strengthen the body of Christ, each Sunday School teacher uses
their spiritual talent. As John Wesley said, “Catch on fire with
enthusiasm and people will come for miles to watch you burn”.
The entire church is enriched when educators serve with passion
and faithfulness.

The classroom is not where Sunday School ends. The
beliefs and instructions spread across communities, schools, and
households. Jesus makes his goal explicit in Matthew 28:19-20.
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“Therefore, go and make disciples of all nations, instructing them
to follow all of my commands.”By moulding children and young
people with the Word, Sunday School turns into a force for mission.
As William Barclay once noted, “There are two great days in a
person’s life: the day we are born and the day we discover
why.”Young people learn that serving the world and living for God
is their “why” through Sunday school. “

Jesus is the best illustration of service. “For even the Son
of Man did not come to be served, but to serve and give His life as
a ransom for many,” Jesus says in Mark 10:45.Since Christ was a
servant, it is our duty as Sunday School students to emulate Him.
Robert Raikes, the founder of Sunday Schools, once wrote, “The
world marches forward on the feet of little children”. We are
supporting Christ’'s ministry and the church’s future by helping
children. Sunday school is God’s job, not a kid’'s game. Being
“called to serve” means that one has been given a heavenly duty.

01. To serve God, teach His word: Teaching the Bible is
Sunday School’s primary and most important mission. “All Scripture
is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting,
and training in righteousness, so that the servant of God may be
thoroughly equipped for every good work,” the Bible states in 2
Timothy 3:16 17. The goal of teaching Scripture is to change
people’s lives, not only to impart knowledge. Every activity, song,
and lecture should lead kids and teens to Christ. When we
authentically teach the Bible, we are serving God Himself, not just
fulfilling a church obligation. In John 21:15, Jesus said, “Feed my
lambs.” This holy order is obeyed by teaching the young. As D. L.
Moody said, “The Bible was not given for our information but for
our transformation.” By teaching God’s Word, we serve Him by
raising transformed lives for His glory.

02. Make an Investment in the Church’s Future: Children
are the church now, not simply the “future church.” However, the

church of tomorrow will be shaped by the way we train them
now.“Train up a child in the way he should go; even when he is old
he will not depart from it,” as Proverbs 22:6 informs us. Every
prayer spoken, every story told, and every Bible passage
committed to memory is an investment that will pay off in years to
come. Teachers in Sunday schools are spiritual investors. Their
service yields lives that become pastors, leaders, missionaries,
devoted members, and godly parents, rather than financial gains.
As Nelson Mandela wisely said, “Education is the most powerful
weapon which you can use to change the world.” Christian
education, in particular, is the most powerful way to prepare the
church for generations to come.

03. Serve the world and make disciples for Christ: “Go
therefore and make disciples of all nations... teaching them to obey
everything | have commanded you,” is how Jesus stated the Great
Commission in Matthew 28:19-20. Making disciples of Christ is
the goal of Sunday School, not only creating morally upright kids.
A disciple is both a follower and a learner. Children who attend
Sunday school are better equipped to follow Jesus in their
friendships, homes, schools, and eventually in their careers.

Discipleship extends beyond the church doors and does not end
there. Young disciples are sent forth to serve their communities,
be salt and light, and bear witness for Christ. As William Carey,
the father of modern missions, said: “Expect great things from
God; attempt great things for God.” Children who attend Sunday
School set out to do great things, including serving Christ in their
communities, in their careers, and even on international missions.
Let us remember the words of Mother Teresa: “Faith in action is
love, and love in action is service.”"May every Sunday School
teacher, leader, and student embrace this high calling: “Sunday
School-Called to Serve.”

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PSALM - 50

The psalmist Asaph summons us to witness an extraordi-
nary scene: God arrives at Zion not in whispers, but in fire and
storm. He comes to judge, not the nations first, but His own people.
This is the God who speaks with three great names heaped to-
gether like trumpet blasts: El, Elohim, Yahweh - Mighty One, Judge,
Covenant Keeper. The very architecture of these opening verses
teaches us that when God addresses His children, God does so
with both terrifying holiness and faithful love. We are about to dis-
cover that intimacy with God never diminishes His majesty, and
His covenant never excuses our complacency.

The Danger of Empty Religion

God's first rebuke cuts to the heart of religious performance:
"Not for your sacrifices do | rebuke you... (but) | will not accept a
bull from your house." How jarring these words must have sounded
to ears accustomed to the rhythm of ritual! The people had grown
comfortable, mistaking ceremony for communion. They brought
their offerings faithfully, yet their hearts remained far from the Giver.
God exposes the futility of ritualism with striking logic: He who
owns the cattle on a thousand hills has no need of our bulls and
goats. Our sacrifices cannot enrich the One who holds all creation
in His hand.

What God desires instead is the offering of ourselves,
thanksgiving that flows from genuine gratitude, vows that reflect
true obedience, prayers that reveal authentic dependence. "Call
upon Me in the day of trouble," He pleads. Here is the heartbeat of
relationship: not the transaction of religious duty, but the trust of a
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child crying out to a Father. We modern believers face the same
temptation, to substitute church attendance for surrender, Bible
reading for transformation, prayer lists for genuine conversation
with the living God.

The Peril of Presumption

God's second indictment strikes even deeper: "...you
thought that | was one just like yourself.” This is the subtle apos-
tasy of familiarity. The people had declared God's statutes with
their mouths while casting His words behind their backs. They
partnered with thieves, consented with adulterers, and wielded
their tongues as instruments of deceit. And through it all, they mis-
took God's patient silence for indifference or approval.

How devastating this diagnosis: we fashion God in our own
image, projecting our casual attitudes toward sin onto the Holy
One. His silence becomes permission; His patience, proof that
He doesn't really mind. But God will not remain silent forever.
"I rebuke you," He declares, "and lay the charge before you." The
very mercy that gives space for repentance becomes our con-
demnation when we abuse it.

The Path Forward

Yet this psalm ends not with doom but with invitation. "Mark
this, then, you who forget God," God urges, offering one more
opportunity to turn. To those who offer genuine praise and order
their conduct aright, God promises to show the salvation. Even
judgment becomes gift when it awakens us from spiritual slumber
and drives us back to the God who is both terrifyingly holy and
faithfully merciful-the God who begins His judgment at home
precisely because He loves His people too much to leave them
unchanged.

Melodies of Faith

MY FAITH LOOKS UP TO THEE
- RAY PALMER (12-11-1808 — 29-03-1887)

The title of this hymn is a reminder
of Mark 9:23-24 (NKJV) where mention is
made of a father who brought to Jesus
his son possessed with an evil spirit, for
healing. In verse 23 Jesus said to the fa-
ther of the son “If you can believe, all
things are possible to him who believes”.
Immediately the boy’s father cried out
“Lord, | believe; help my unbelief” as men-
tioned in verse 24. And the boy was
healed. As we go through the lyrics of this

hymn what comes to our mind is Hebrews 12:2 "Looking unto
Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith ..... " (NKJV).

Ray Palmer was born on 12th November 1808 at Little
Compton, Rhode Island, USA and is considered as one of
America’s best nineteenth century hymn writers. He was the third
son of Judge Thomas and Susannah Palmer. Although Ray Palmer
was a good student, due to his family’s financial difficulties, at the
age of thirteen he was forced to discontinue his schooling and
take up a job for two years, as a clerk at a store selling dry fruits in
Boston, Massachusetts USA.
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He became a member of the Park Street Congregational
Church in Boston and patrticipated in all activities which further
strengthened his faith, resulting in a ‘religious awakening’. Later
he went on to do higher studies in theology and graduated from
the Yale University in 1830 at the age of 22 years.

It is to be noted that Ray Palmer went through a period of
loneliness and depression after his graduation. It was during these
challenging times in his life, that he met Ann Maria Waud and they
got married after a couple of years. They had ten children, of whom
only son Charles Ray Palmer and two daughters survived him.

One evening while studying theological topics he came
across a German poem about a sinner kneeling at the foot of the
cross and praying. Palmer decided to translate this poem into
English. It is reported that the text of the German poem motivated
Palmer in 1830 to write the lyrics of the famous hymn- ‘My faith
looks up to Thee'. It was written as a prayer for greater faith after
his graduation and it was not intended to be published.

Two years later, Palmer went to Boston and ran into Lowell
Mason a famous composer and organist at the Park Street Con-
gregational Church. At that time Mason was publishing a hymnbook
and asked Palmer to contribute a hymn to it. Palmer took out his
little notebook and showed Mason the verses of the poem that he
had written in 1830. It is said that Mason jotted down the words of
the poem and composed the tune ‘Olivet’ for the poem that Palmer
had written. This resulted in the hymn titled “My faith looks up to
Thee’, which is widely sung in churches around the world.

Lowell Mason was so excited about the hymn that when
he saw Ray Palmer a couple of days later, he said, "Mr Palmer,
you may live many years and do many good things, but | think you
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will be best known to posterity as the author of ‘My Faith Looks Up
To Thee”. However Palmer did not live to see this prediction be-
come true.

Palmer went on to become a minister serving in churches
in Bath, State of Maine USA from 1835 to 1850, and in Albany,
New York State from 1850 to 1865. He continued to write Chris-
tian poems and was also the corresponding secretary for the Ameri-
can Congregational Union.

In the 1% stanza Palmer focuses on Jesus as the sacrificial
Lamb of Calvary and as our saviour. As mentioned in many books
of the Old Testament, the sacrificial lamb was used as a symbol to
cleanse an individual and restore his/her relationship with God.
Hebrews 12:1-2 points to the fact that we look up to Jesus who is
the founder and perfector of our faith.

In the 2" stanza, Palmer focuses on our Saviour’s ‘Grace’
which is sufficient to give us strength to overcome the obstacles
and difficulties in life. This is substantiated in Acts 20:32 “So now,
brethren, | commend you to God and to the word of His grace,
which is able to build you up and give you an inheritance among
all those who are sanctified” (NKJV)

In the following stanza, the focus is on Jesus being our
guide through all life’s challenges. It ends with a plea that ‘I may
never stray from Him’ :

While life’s dark maze | tread,
And griefs around me spread,
Be Thou my guide;

Bid darkness turn to day,
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Wipe sorrow’s tears away,
Nor let me ever stray
From Thee aside

In Stanza 4, Palmer says that life is like a transient dream
which will end someday. He removes all our fears and distrust
and through complete faith and trust in Jesus, He will lead us to
heaven above.

This hymn has been translated into many languages and
has influenced many people to have a stronger and steadfast faith
in Jesus.

In his later life Ray Palmer suffered from severe apoplexy
(internal bleeding and strokes). In 1878 he retired from his many
theological activities to settle down in Newark, New Jersey USA,
where he died on Mar. 29, 1887.

Lowell Mason was right about Palmer. He is best known
today as the author of this beautiful hymn.

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GOD CALLING, WILL YOU ANSWER?

God can choose anyone to serve him. When a person re-
sponds to God’s calling with faith, the guidance of the Holy Spirit
enables them to reflect the love of Christ Jesus through service
that comprises good works and acts of compassion. Good works
emerge from the alignment of the believer with God’s Word, rooted
in obedience and love towards God, expressed as a blessing to
others. Encouraging one another, helping those in need, forgiving
and responding with kindness to those who have hurt us are all
part of the good works we do from faith. From good works flow
acts of compassion, which encompass visiting the sick and eld-
erly, caring for the poor, the orphaned, and the widowed, feeding
the hungry, comforting and praying for those in pain or impris-
oned.

Matthew 25:31-46 records the words of Jesus, who por-
trays himself as a King who judges the sheep and the goats. King
Jesus asks believers to give an account of their acts of compas-
sion towards humankind. Every act has an outcome. Both the kinds
of believers, the ones who cared for the needy and the ones who
did not, are caught unawares. The focus of our service towards
God and towards mankind must be led by the Holy Spirit, so that
God’s purposes are fulfilled in our life in an intentional manner. It
is all about how we respond to the calling of God daily, to serve
Him and all humanity to continue His purpose.

Answering God’s Call: Sadhu Sundar Singh

In the darkest hour of his life, missionary Sadhu Sundar
Singh (1889-1929), responded positively to the call of God into a
life of service. Dejected by the loss of his mother as a teenager,
Sadhu Sundar Singh’s heart and mind were full of rage and des-
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peration to find answers. One night, his deepest yearning led him
to experience the presence of Christ Jesus in his room. This sealed
his faith in God.

In the early 20" century, with no access to the flood of
information that fills today’s digital age, the Holy Spirit directed
Sadhu Sundar Singh to walk thousands of miles to serve many
people in India and abroad. His act of service earned him the
epithet, “the apostle with the bleeding feet.” Sadhu Sundar Singh
became the answer to the lost and for those searching for Truth.
Using the road as his permanent home, he lit the path for human-
ity towards the Lord. The Lord who called Sadhu Sundar Singh to
reach thousands with limited resources available then, is still call-
ing all Christians today, regardless of their circumstances, abili-
ties, education, career or family. What would be our response?

Receiving God’s Call with Readiness

Cultivating a heart that is close to God is a primary charac-
teristic of someone who serves. If our faith is alive and active, it
will flow into action, into choices that display God’s love in daily
life. The challenge before all Christian believers is how we choose
to spend our time and energy. We must introspect whether we are
aloof believers who merely go about the motions of life, fulfilling
all duties and responsibilities at home, schools and universities,
companies and businesses, or if we use every opportunity God
gives to create a synergy of faith, compassion, love, care and
prayer into active service. As infants become children, and teens
turn to adults, the challenge for all generations is being rooted in
Christ while faithfully serving the communities they belong to.

Clear Connection Between God and Humanity

The symbolism of human responsibility of man and our
connection with God have been viewed in a similar manner from
secular and Christian perspectives. For instance, Leonardo da
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Vinci's drawing of the Vitruvian Man is a reflection of harmony of
the world and the divine. Often, the imagery of the cross is repre-
sented as the vertical relationship of man with God and that of
man with other fellow beings. It is a challenge for Christians to
stop being complacent and actively respond to God in faith. Con-
fessing complacency requires the intervention of the Holy Spirit
through a daily renewal of the mind. It is when we are attuned to
the will of God that we can organise our life keeping the call of
God at the centre, like the boy Samuel. 1 Samuel 3:1 says that
the Word of the Lord was rare at the time Eli was ministering yet,
as God'’s chosen prophet, Eli knew the nature of God's divine call.
Samuel did not personally experience the Lord though he faith-
fully served under the mentorship of Eli. One can identify this situ-
ation in a tangential comparison with complacency; contentment
with one’s present condition without any indication of changing
anything in the future.

Samuel initially thought Eli was calling him but it was God
who sought Samuel’s attention. Though the Lord’s message was
harsh, Samuel faithfully declared the truth he heard. Samuel was
so favoured that God “let none of Samuel’s words fall to the ground”
(1 Samuel 3:19) and this represents a clear case of change of the
self and the personal responsibility of each believer.

The change seen in Samuel is from the unknown to the
known through the revelation by the Word of the Lord. If one wishes
to serve society, there needs to be a dedication to serve the Lord
with a heart of commitment and submission. If one is unable to
know where to serve or how to understand the needs of others,
writer Paul David Tripp offers a solution in his book, Instruments
in the Redeemer’s Hands, which is the exposition of Scripture to
read the lives and the needs of others we engage with everyday.
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God'’s Call for Everyone

It is clear that there are fruits of our faith, a change that
flowers within us as a change in attitude and trust, while planting
the seeds of prayer, help, hope and the gospel message into the
hearts of those who are ready to receive the Word of God and
believe in Christ Jesus. The fruit of our faith can be oriented to-
wards service to bless others, flowing from the abundance of the
blessing of God. We need only be prepared and willing to respond
to God’s call.
