Greetings and Blessings to each of you in this sacred
Advent season, in the name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ,
who comes to bring light, peace, and renewal,

Advent is a time of holy anticipation and hopeful
expectation. It commemorates the start of the Christian year and
exhorts us to get ready for the arrival of Christ, both His majestic
return at the end of time and His lowly birth in Bethlehem. Advent
serves as a reminder that we exist between the world as it is and
the world as God intended it to be, between promise and fulfilment.
Watching, repenting, hoping, and welcoming the light that emerges
from our darkness are all part of this moment. As bishop Dr Sam
Mathew once said in a carol service, “Advent begins in the
shadows, but it ends in the rising of the Sun.”Advent is a holy
upheaval rather than a calm season. It awakens us, opens our
eyes, and alerts us to the impending return of God to human history.
Karl Barth opines that, “In Advent, we celebrate the coming of the
God who breaks the silence”

01. Advent offers Hope for a Broken World.

“In the midst of winter, I found there was within me an
invincible summer.”  Says Albert Camus. Advent reminds us that
the world is broken, but God is still at work.. Where despair grows
wild, God plants the seeds of hope through every season of Advent.
So Advent does not begin with carols; it begins with a warning:
“Stay awake!” Matthew 24:42 says, “Therefore keep watch,
because you do not know the day your Lord will come.”When the
world pushes us to shut down out of exhaustion or fear, it is a call
to keep our eyes open.

Our world is wounded by the screams of the weak, shattered by
political upheavals, and scarred by conflict. Advent, however, dares
to declare that darkness does not have the last say. Even when
the country was falling into terror, the prophet Isaiah thundered,
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“A great light has come!” (Isaiah 9:2). St.Augustine says
that,“Everything is in flux, until God says ‘Be still.’ Refusing to give
in to hopelessness is what Advent is all about. It is the intense
belief that God continues to act, intervene, and open the night
with unanticipated splendour.

02. Advent invites us  to make room for God’s holy work within us

 “God does not force His way in; He waits to be welcomed.”
Says  St. Augustine. So  “We must empty ourselves of all that fills
us, so that we may be filled with what we are empty of”, he
continues. That creates a fire that equips us to respond to the
harsh realities of life. That is why, instead of whispering, John the
Baptist shouts, “Prepare the way of the Lord!” (Mark 1:3), shaking
the desert with his cry. Advent preparation is not just about emotions
- it is a deep, transforming work, like a surgical process. God wants
room in our souls, not just in our schedules. He exhorts us to
demolish the idols we have secretly constructed in our hearts. He
exhorts us to give up behaviours that cloud our spiritual perspective.
For God’s Word to speak powerfully and His gentle voice to guide
us, He calls us to clear our minds.

Soren Kierkegaard says, “God comes to the empty; the
filled, the busy, and the self-satisfied receive nothing.” The spiritual
bravery to declare, “Lord, enter my life,” is what it means to prepare
for Advent. Rearrange what needs to be altered. Heal what needs
to be healed. When silence becomes too comfortable, we often
stay quiet even when we should speak. It may feel easier or safer,
but staying silent too long can make us ignore the truth, avoid
responsibility, or allow wrong things to continue. Advent reminds
us that this is the moment to break that silence. This season calls
us to speak truth with courage, to stand for what is right, and to let
God’s light be heard through our words.

03. Advent Invites Us to Bring Light Into Every Dark Place

There is an old saying, “It is better to light a candle than to
curse the darkness.” It is a timeless reminder that Advent calls us
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to respond to darkness with action. Martin Luther King Jr. says,”
darkness cannot drive out darkness; only light can do that.”

It is a perfect Advent reminder that Christ’s light alone
transforms the world. Advent is about Christ illuminating through
us, not just about his coming to us. In Matthew 5:14, Jesus asserts,
“You are the light of the world.”. We need to remember this during
Advent and take it seriously. That is a commissioning, not a
recommendation. To be light is to speak peace in a society hooked
on anger and to protect the weak when the political establishment
fails them. When lies become popular, stand for the truth. Be kind
instead of cynical, and live in a way that shines God’s holiness
and pushes back the darkness, because, as St. Teresa of ävila
says, “Christ has no body now but yours… yours are the eyes
through which He looks with compassion on this world.” The world
must wonder, “What light is this that shines in us?” because of
how fearlessly they live. God tells all exhausted souls during Advent
that “the night is not eternal.” Dawn is fast approaching.

Thus, let us be awakened to three potent realities in this
season: God is still writing history, so keep an eye out with fervent
hope. Christ is seeking a throne in our hearts; therefore, prepare
our inner world. The world is waiting to see God through us;
therefore, carry the light. I pray that this Advent may kindle in us a
holy fire that will not go out until Christ’s light illuminates every
shadow.

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An Advent Reflection

“In the beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with God, and the Word was God.” (John 1:1)

Advent is a season of waiting - a time not just to count the
days to Christmas, but to prepare our hearts for Christ’s coming.
It is often called a “little Lent,” because it invites us to pause, re-
flect, and renew our walk with God.

John begins his Gospel not with a manger, but with eter-
nity. He tells us that “in the beginning was the Word… and the
Word became flesh.” In that context, the Word - Logos- carried
deep meaning. In Jewish tradition, it was the powerful voice of
God. In Greek thought, it meant the wisdom and reason that or-
dered the universe.

John unites both ideas and boldly declares that the Word
is not a force but a Person- Jesus Christ, the eternal Son of God.

The Eternal entered time. Advent invites us to recover that sense
of wonder - to look beyond decorations and see the miracle of the
Incarnation. Over time, even meaningful observances can lose
their depth. Traditions are valuable when they carry truth, but harm-
ful when they hide it. Some ancient Advent practices - fasting,
simplicity, waiting in prayer - once shaped the soul. Today they
easily become mere habits.

Perhaps our fast should extend beyond food:
* A fast from waste
* A fast from unnecessary luxury
* A digital fast from noise that drowns the voice of God

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* Even a carbon fast to honour God’s creation

Advent calls us to let go of what is hollow and hold on to

what is holy. As Dietrich Bonhoeffer wrote: “The celebration of

Advent is possible only to those who are troubled in soul, who

know themselves to be poor and imperfect.

John used a word familiar to both Jews and Greeks - Logos

- to communicate the eternal truth. He took divine revelation and

expressed it in a language the world could understand. This chal-

lenges the church today. The Gospel is the same yesterday, to-

day, and forever (Hebrews 13:8), but we must present it in ways

our neighbourhood can understand.

A serious question arises: Are we sharing the good news?

Often, Advent reaches its height in a melodious carol ser-

vice within our church walls. But why not sing on the streets, in

common spaces, or among those who may never step into a sanc-

tuary?

As Paul said: “I have become all things to all people, that

by all means I might save some.” - 1 Corinthians 9:22 That is our

mission too - to speak the unchanging Gospel in fresh, relevant,

Spirit-led ways. Advent invites us to ask: How can we express the

hope of Christ to a weary,  distracted, digital generation? How can

His light shine through our words, art, and actions today?

Saint Augustine reminds us: “Christ is not valued at all unless He

is valued above all.” The message remains the same, but the wit-

ness must be living, creative, and compelling. Advent is not only

about preparing for His coming, but about welcoming Him within.

John later writes: “He came to His own, but His own did not re-
ceive Him… Yet to all who did receive Him, He gave the right to
become children of God.” - John 1:11-12
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To welcome the Word is to make room - to clear the clutter
of pride, fear, noise, and indifference - so Christ may dwell in us
richly. This is the heart of Advent: Waiting with hope, worship-
ping with wonder, and welcoming the Word.

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There are moments when the mirror of God's Word con-

fronts us with the reality we've been avoiding. For David, that mo-

ment came through the prophet Nathan's piercing words: "You

are the man." Months of silence, self-justification, and spiritual

numbness shattered in an instant. Psalm 51 emerges from that

holy collision, a king stripped of pretense, standing before God

with nothing but the desperate hope that mercy might meet him in

his ruin. This psalm is not merely David's prayer; it is the cry of

every soul awakened to the depth of its own sin and the greater

depth of God's grace.

1. The Honesty That Heals

David's plea begins with brutal honesty: "I acknowledge

my transgressions, and my sin is always before me." He offers no

excuses, blames no one else, and hides nothing. He traces his

rebellion not merely to sinful actions but to the sinful nature he

was born with, corruption running all the way down to the inward

parts. This is the starting point of all genuine restoration: calling

sin what it is. We cannot be cleansed from what we refuse to

confess. David understood that God desires "truth in the in-

ward parts," not religious performance or surface-level reform. The

Lord will not meet us in our self-justifications, but He rushes to-

ward the soul that stops running and says, "Against You, You only,

have I sinned."

2. The Cleansing Only God Can Give

David knew he could not wash himself clean. "Purge me

with hyssop," he cried, a reference to the blood of sacrifice, the

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only means by which guilt could be removed. He needed more

than moral improvement; he needed divine intervention. "Create

in me a clean heart, O God."

The word create is the same used in Genesis 1, describ-

ing what only God can do: bringing something out of nothing. David

was asking for a miracle, a new heart where the old one had grown

hard, a steadfast spirit where wavering had taken root. This is the

glorious truth of the gospel: God does not merely cover our sin;

He removes it and makes us new. What we cannot manufacture,

He freely gives.

3. The Joy That Follows Brokenness

Restoration brings more than relief, it restores joy. "Re-

store to me the joy of Your salvation," David pleads, knowing that

unconfessed sin had robbed him of gladness. But notice: he does

not pray for comfort without consequence. He values "a broken

and contrite heart," understanding that God treasures humility over

a thousand burnt offerings. True repentance crushes our pride,

yet paradoxically, it is in this brokenness that we find God's near-

ness. The sacrifices of God are not our accomplishments but our

surrender. And when we come with nothing but empty hands and

wounded hearts, we discover that, God will never despise.

Conclusion

Psalmist reminds us that the path to restoration begins

with honest confession, continues through God's miraculous

cleansing, and culminates in renewed joy. The God who confronts

our sin is the same God who cleanses it completely, never de-

spising the broken heart that turns to Him in faith.
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The Scottish minister Rev George
Matheson was a theologian, preacher, and
a prolific writer.

Though Matheson was blind by the
age of 18, it did not deter him from pursu-
ing his theological studies.  He graduated
in 1866 from the University of Glasgow
with Honours in Theology at the age of 19.

Shortly after this, he began pastoral ministry as an assistant and
later as the pastor at the church in Inellan, Argyllshire, Scotland in
1868. Subsequently he was awarded the Doctor of Divinity de-
gree by the University of Edinburgh in 1879.

He could achieve all this due to the tremendous support
given by his sister. She learned Greek and Hebrew to help
Matheson with his academic work and also in his pastoral duties.
She was in fact his main caregiver.

Two unfortunate experiences in life seem to have had a
severe effect on him as a person. Matheson was engaged to get

married, but as his blindness progressed, his fiancée broke off

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the engagement, leaving him in deep sorrow. He remained as a

bachelor for the rest of his life.

A few years later his sister with whom he had a close bond,

got married and moved on. It is said that this hymn was written on

the evening of Matheson’s sister’s marriage, when he was alone

in his room suffering severe anguish, as all the family members

had also gone for the wedding.

After suffering these setbacks, Matheson decided to fully

focus on his pastoral ministry and regularly preached to over 1500

people every week.

He gives us a background of what prompted him to write ‘O love

that will not let me go’ - one of the most loved hymns that we sing

today. It is reported that George Matheson composed the hymn

on 6th June 1882, while he was going through severe depression.

Matheson said “Something happened to me, which was

known only to me, and which caused me the most severe mental

suffering. The hymn was the fruit of that suffering. It was the quick-

est piece of work I ever did in my life…… written in five minutes!

I had the impression rather of having it dictated to me by some

inward voice than of working it out by myself”. Albert L Peace a

well-known Scottish organist of the day composed the tune titled

‘St. Margret’ for the hymn, at the request of the Scottish Hymnal

Committee.

When we study the hymn, we find that each of the four

stanzas begins with an important word - ‘Love’, ‘Light’, ‘Joy’, ‘Cross’.

These words immediately bring an image of Jesus into our minds

since He is the embodiment of these words.

The central theme of the hymn is based on Biblical refer-
ences – Romans 8:38-39 which reads ‘For I am persuaded, that
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neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers,
nor things present, nor things to come, [39] nor height, nor depth,
nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love
of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord’ (NKJV).

The first stanza reveals God’s enduring love for us in all
matters. The message is clear - rather than trying to endure hu-
man struggles every day, find peace and comfort in God’s eternal
love.

Matheson explains that this ‘Love’ is greater than anything
human. Our only response is to give back to God the life we owe
Him. Our God given life, is like a little stream feeding into the greater
ocean of His life and love.

The second stanza symbolises our own limited understand-
ing and the need to surrender to the guiding ‘flickering torch’ ...
The ‘Divine Light’ allowing one’s life to become brighter and more
beautiful in His presence. Our lives are a faint, flickering torch
ignited by God’s love.

Matheson refers to God’s love in terms of ‘Joy’ that pur-
sues us through our pain, as per the third stanza. Joy is the rain-
bow that we trace through rainclouds, serving as a promise as
mentioned in Genesis 9:13 ‘I set My rainbow in the cloud, and it
shall be a sign of the covenant between Me and the earth’ and in
verse 16 … The rainbow shall be in the cloud, and I will look on it
to remember the everlasting covenant between God and every
living creature ….’ (NKJV)  Further in Psalm 30:5 it says ‘For His
anger is but for a moment, His favour is for life; weeping may
endure for a night, but joy comes in the morning’ (NKJV).

The last stanza as quoted below, is focused on the ‘Cross’.
O Cross that liftest up my head,
I dare not ask to fly from thee;
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I lay in dust life’s glory dead,
And from the ground there blossoms red
Life that shall endless be.

Here Matheson says surrendering to God’s love, never
straying from Him and looking upon the crucified Christ is most
vital for salvation. He uses a metaphor where he says that through
Christ’s suffering on the cross “red blossoms” are formed that lead
to the birth of a new endless life.

Singing hymns about the Lord helps lift our eyes to be-
yond what we perceive with our eyes to the greater gifts of this life
and our hope in Him. The famous American hymn writer Fanny
Crosby affectionately refers to this hymn is her favourite.   Crosby
and Matheson had something unique in common - they were both
completely blind. Rev George Matheson died of apoplexy (stroke)
at Avenell House, North Berwick Scotland on Aug 28,1906, at the
age of 64. He is buried in the Victorian Cemetery in Glasgow in
the same grave as his parents.
