Although freedom is frequently mentioned in political slogans, it
is increasingly perceived as a precarious and disputed reality in
modern-day India. Many Christian denominations and mission
intiatives endure uncertainty, surveillance, and covert or overt
animosity in a societal environment formed by religious
majoritarianism.Religious majoritarianism is a political and social
ideology in which the values, beliefs, and interests of the majority
religious group predominate in society. This frequently results in
the marginalisation, discrimination, or suppression of minority
religions and their adherents, influencing laws, culture, and
power structures to favour the majority community. It frames the
religious identity of the majority as essential to the national
identity, prioritising the will of the majority, sometimes at the
expense of minority rights.

Faith is sometimes misinterpreted, and public displays of
Christian conviction can sometimes encounter resistance.
Beyond constitutional protections, the biblical concept of
freedom necessitates further consideration in such a setting.
Scripture reveals a paradoxical truth: freedom is life lived under
Christ's yoke, not the absence of all restraint. In contrast to the
yokes of force, fear, and exclusion, Christ's yoke fosters hope
and restores dignity.

This freedom empowers Christians to live bravely in society
rather than removing them from it. The Church in India is urged to
rediscover and embody this liberating discipleship as we
consider the upcoming year.

"True freedom is not found in casting off all bonds, but in
being bound to the One who gives life." Says Sgren
Kierkegaard.For Indian Christians, freedom is a real fight rather
than just a political concept in an environment increasingly
defined by religious majoritarianism. The biblical vision serves as
a reminder that choosing the appropriate yoke rather than
removing all of them is what constitutes true freedom. Christ's
yoke releases life, dignity, and hope, in contrast to the yokes
imposed by fear, force, or exclusion.

"To belong to Christ is to be set free for life with others," says
Karl Barth. All persons are drawn into a life-giving connection
with God via the yoke of Christ, which liberates through
belonging rather than exclusion.

“Zanny Jane Crosby (1820 —

1915) is well known as a prolific
hymn writer who wrote over 8,500
hymns, despite being blind from a
very young age. Twenty of these
hymns are found in the Christ |
Church Hymnal. Itis often said that
Fanny Jane Crosby set the
standard for gospel hymns. The
music compositions for the lyrics of
her hymns were set by some of the |
most prominent gospel composers
of the day including William B Bradbury, William H Doane,
Robert Lowry and Ira D Sankey.

Due to her own physical condition Fanny had great
empathy for people with disabilities and focused much on
humanitarian causes. This gave her an impetus to visit
prisons frequently and is said that she has taken up their
causes even at the United States Government
Congressional hearings. ~

It was a very unique experience in the spring of
1868, during a visit to a prison in Manhattan in New York
that prompted Fanny to write the Hymn titled ‘Pass me not
O Gentle Saviour’. She had taught the gospel to the
prisoners stressing on the importance of repentance. It was
while she was leaving the prison one day during closing

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time, that a prisoner expressed loudly “Good Lord, do not
pass me by”.

This pleading call of the prisoner stuck in her mind
and she decided to write the hymn titled “Pass me not O

" the musical score for this hymn. He was a man who
composed over 2,000 church hymns.

How often
do we, like him, believe that cutting corners, compro
mising truth, or advancing ourselves at others’ expense .

The Flourishing Life of Trust

Against Doeg's uprooting, David offers a
contrasting image: "But | am like a green olive tree in the
house of God; | trust in the mercy of God forever and
ever." The olive tree, deep-rooted, fruit-bearing, enduring
through generations, thrives not by its own strength but |
by where it is planted. David's security comes not from
what he possesses but from whose presence he .
