Greetings to you in the name of our Lord and saviour jesus
christ,

Although the chains of addiction are invisible, their influence
is mighty. We live in a world where the chains that addictions and
the drugs that cause them create in us are gradually robbing us of
our true freedom. Addiction is not just a moral failing; it is a spiritual,
emotional, and social bondage that affects individuals, families,
and communities of faith. The Holy Scripture describe God as a
liberator, a power that breaks the yoke and sets captives free.
That is why, from the royal palaces of Babylon to our own homes
today, God's people are constantly challenged to choose
faithfulness and holiness over conformity.

Addiction thrives where identity is confused, purpose is
weakened, and hope is tarnished. However, Scripture reminds us
that freedom is experienced not by human willpower but by
surrendering to God's transforming grace. The church is called
not to condemn those bound by the chains of addiction, but to
walk with them toward healing, restoration, and wholeness. May
God enable us to take up the divine call to "break the chains"—to
find true freedom that comes through faith in Christ, discipline,
and a disciplined life.

Let us begin with a powerful account of Daniel's struggle
against alcohol in Babylon, a culture where it was not only
consumed but also celebrated. M. M.Thampi, a senior church
worker in CSI Diocese of Madhya kerala, said once, "Daniel had a
change of residence, a change of name, and a change of diet, yet
he never lost his integrity. In a culture steeped in wine, he chose
abstinence". Daniel's bold confession resonates across
generations: "I will not defile myself." The essence of the phrase
"I will not defile myself" was not arrogance, but a clarity of character
rooted in the belief that holiness is important even when no one is
watching. John Stott once said, "The Christian's freedom is not
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freedom to sin, but freedom not to sin." We must assume that
Daniel understood that true freedom begins with saying 'NO' to
things that enslave the conscience.

01.Ten-Day Challenge: Discipline as the Doorway to true
freedom.

Daniel's words are remarkable. In the shadow of temptation,
royal threats, conflict, and the fear of death, he proposes a ten-
day challenge. This challenge was not a rebellion, not a sermon,
but an invitation to a test of discipline. It is the answer to those
who hide their drunkenness to relieve fatigue and forget their
sorrow. For ten days, he abstains from the king's food and wine,
believing that God will honour his obedience. Therefore, this
response should open the eyes of those who are slaves to
addictions. The Bible tells us that at the end of the ten days, they
appeared healthier, wiser, and stronger. It teaches us that addiction
can be overcome not only by willpower, but also by spiritual
discipline rooted in faith.

It is noteworthy that R. C. Sproul speaks of this struggle:
"Sin is not simply a weakness; it is a power that enslaves." Daniel
did not allow the sinful power of addiction to take root in him.
Daniel's challenge reminds us that even a small act of obedience
can dismantle long-standing chains. Therefore, an anti-addiction
attitude is not a lack of dignity in society; it is a restoration of the
dignity that God has given us.

02. Breaking Cultural Chains: Faith That Resists Worldly
Traditions

In Babylon, drinking was a social norm, a necessity for
maintaining social status. However, Daniel dared to break the
tradition of the "drinking world" without fear or the threats that came
with it. His stance teaches us that God's people are not called to
join in the defence of social evils, but to stand apart. Charles
Spurgeon once said: "A man may be surrounded by sin, yet not
surrender to it if the fear of God reigns in his heart." Daniel's life
convinces us that it is possible to live a life of holiness even in
times of crisis. Daniel's story reminds us that true faith can give us
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the courage to resist cultural pressures that weaken our devotion
to God. When he went to Babylon, he faced a powerful culture
that sought to create a new identity within him by eroding his values
and loyalty. However, Daniel resolved in his heart not to defile
himself, choosing obedience over acceptance (Daniel 1:8). His
resistance was not a demonstrative response but a quiet conviction
rooted in trust in God. By honouring God over worldly traditions,
Daniel discovered that loyalty and holiness bring inner freedom
even in strange environments. In a world where movement is often
normalised, Daniel reminds us that holiness is a personal, daily
decision. Breaking cultural chains begins when believers choose
faithfulness to God over conformity to the world.

03. From Bondage to Mission: Grace for the 'Energetic Sinner'

In Mark 5:1-21, we find a man possessed by a demon-
isolated, violent, and rejected by society. His chains could not
restrain him. However, Scripture says: "When he saw Jesus from
a distance, he ran and knelt before him." This encounter teaches
the church a crucial truth: addicted people are not just sinners;
they are "energetic sinners." When Christ redeems, the same
energy that fuels addiction becomes a powerful force for the
kingdom of God. John Stott beautifully affirms, "We should not
think of conversion as a mere turning away from sin, but a turning
toward God for a new life."

"The Gerasenes became a witness to the Decapolis" (ten
cities). Similarly, if the church chooses accompaniment over
accusation for those who are addicted to alcohol, today's addict
may become tomorrow's evangelist. Anti-Drug initiatives are not
about judgment, but about saying to them with conviction and
compassion, "We are with you." R. C. Sproul reminds us again,
"Grace is not earned; it is granted to the undeserving."

Conclusion: Breaking the Chain Together

Daniel teaches us to say, "I will not defile myself." The man
from the tombs teaches us to say, "Jesus, I come to you."Charles
Spurgeon summed it up well when he said, "The chains of habit
are too light to be felt until they are too heavy to be broken—
unless Christ intervenes."
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Let us become a healing community, where chains are broken by
grace, where addictions are met with compassion, ...where freedom
in Christ is proclaimed. Breaking the chains is not an isolated
struggle-it is a call to a collective effort. May God give us the
courage, compassion, and commitment to realise it and take the
cross before us and walk.

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“The fool has said in his heart, ‘There is no God.’” With

these searing words, David diagnoses the deepest illness of the

human soul. This is not merely intellectual confusion but moral

rebellion, a refusal of the heart more than a failure of the mind.

This psalm strips away our pretensions and confronts us with an

uncomfortable truth: the denial of God, whether spoken aloud or

lived quietly, marks us as fools. Yet this same psalm also points

us toward the God who sees, who judges, and who saves.

The fool says “No God” in his heart, the seat of desire, will,

and moral commitment. This is practical atheism, a lived rejection

of God's authority over our choices and conscience. We may con-

fess God with our lips while denying Him through our lives, pursu-

ing autonomy as though we were unaccountable to our Creator.

The corruption that follows is inevitable: when God is dismissed,

moral foundations crumble. We become what we worship or fail to

worship. Our good deeds become tainted with selfish motives;

our instincts bend toward darkness. The path of least resistance

leads away from righteousness because the human heart, left to

itself, gravitates toward corruption.

God looks down from heaven, searching for any who un-

derstand, any who seek Him and finds none. This divine verdict

includes not only the outspoken atheist but also the religious per-

son who goes through motions without seeking God’s face. How

often do we engage in empty religiousness, performing rituals while

our hearts remain distant? God seeks those who pursue Him for

righteousness’ sake, not merely those who know about Him. His

gaze penetrates our self-deception and exposes the reality: we

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have all turned aside, we have together become corrupt. This uni-

versal indictment should drive us to our knees, recognizing that

apart from grace, we stand condemned alongside the fool.

Though the workers of iniquity devour God’s people “as

they eat bread,” their triumph is temporary. God promises to scat-

ter the bones of those who encamp against His chosen ones,

putting them to shame. The very enemies who knew no fear will

be gripped by terror when God rises to defend His own. This is

our hope: that the God who sees our frailty will also secure our

deliverance. When circumstances make it seem that fools pros-

per and the righteous suffer, we must remember that God’s jus-

tice, though sometimes delayed, is never abandoned.

The cry rises from our hearts as it did from David’s: “Oh,

that the salvation of Israel would come out of Zion!” We long for

God to turn our captivity, to break the chains of sin and foolish-

ness that bind us. Let us confess our own practical atheism, re-

new our trust in the God who neither slumbers nor forgets His

people, and await with joyful hope the full salvation He has

promised.

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The Hymn writer Charles Wesley is
well known to Christians around the world
as perhaps the greatest hymn-writer of all
time. He is said to have published over
4,500 hymns during his lifetime and many
more as manuscripts. Charles and his
elder brother John Wesley (who also wrote
hymns) are known as the main persons
who initiated the Methodist movement.

Their hymns are found in many church hymn books including the
Christ Church Hymnal, which has 14 hymns of Charles Wesley.

Charles Wesley was the youngest son and the18th child of
Samuel Wesley (an Anglican priest of the Epworth parish, En-
gland) and Susanna Wesley. Charles was born on 18th December
1707 and passed away on 29th March 1788 at the age of 81.
Charles is said to have inherited many qualities of his father who
was a poet and writer. He married Sarah Gwynne on 8th  April
1749 and had eight children of whom only three survived, the oth-
ers having died in infancy.

He was initially educated at home by his mother and there-
after he had his education at Christ Church College of Oxford

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University and obtained a BA and an MA Degree. While at the
Oxford University, Charles Wesley translated many Greek and Latin
classics into English verse.

In 1735 Charles Wesley and his elder brother John Wesley
were commissioned by the Church of England as missionaries to
Georgia State in the United States. Their efforts in Georgia were
not well received by the native population and the two brothers
were quite disappointed and returned to England. This bitter ex-
perience severely affected Charles Wesley’s health and wellbeing.

During the spring of 1938, Charles was recuperating from
depression at the home of John Bray a close friend. One day quite
unexpectedly, John Bray’s sister who was a strong believer in
Christ, said to Charles   “In the name of Jesus of Nazareth, arise,
and believe, and thou shalt be healed of all thy infirmities!” She
was apparently urged to articulate this proclamation because of a
dream she had had the night before.

This pronouncement was so overwhelming that Charles
started reading the Psalms. Psalm 40:3 which reads - ‘He has put
a new song in my mouth - Praise to our God, Many will see it and
fear, and will trust in the Lord’, (NIV) had a strong impact on Charles
and it is reported that he wrote in his journal, “I have found myself
at peace with God, and rejoice in the hope of my loving Christ”,
revealing his new found faith in Jesus.

Moving on, it is reported that Charles Wesley was moti-
vated to write the hymn "And can It be that I should gain …."
following his personal evangelical conversion on Pentecost Sun-
day 21-05-1838. This can be considered as the effect of the strong
message from John Bray’s sister as referred to above.

He celebrated his spiritual rebirth and newfound deep faith
and personal salvation through Jesus Christ, by writing the lyrics
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of this famous hymn in 1788, shortly after his conversion. It may
be presumed that the words of the lyrics reveal Charles’s grati-
tude to Christ for this shift from self-reliance to faith in God.

The melody for the hymn was by Thomas Campbell (1777-
1844) which is the most commonly used tune today.

The first verse of the hymn begins with a motivating ques-
tion: “And can it be that I should gain an interest in the Saviour’s
blood?” This reveals the mind-set of a sinner’s need for a deep
faith in Jesus, for salvation. The verse further reveals more ques-
tions thereby showing the author's ‘astonishment’ and ‘humble
gratitude’ at the idea that he, a sinner who caused Christ's pain,
could benefit from Jesus' sacrifice.  The primary focus is on such
an ‘amazing love’ that is beyond human comprehension as shown
by Jesus and the profound mystery that He would die for a sinner
like him.

The second verse expresses adoration and wonder at the
incomprehensible mystery of God's love and mercy shown in the
sacrifice of Jesus Christ. This has reference to Philippians 2:6-8  -
“6 Who, being in very nature, God, did not consider equality with
God as something to be used to his own advantage;7 rather, he
made himself nothing by taking the very nature of a servant, being
made in human likeness. 8 And being found in appearance as a
man, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to death - even
death on a cross. (NIV)

The third verse focuses on the astonishing humility and
infinite grace of Christ in and through the Incarnation and Atone-
ment, and the deeply personal experience of receiving that mercy.

Charles captures the whole idea of Jesus having ‘emptied himself
of all but love’ in this verse, and describes the extent of God's love
and the resulting salvation through a reference to Philippians 2:7-
8 , -- ‘7  rather, he made himself nothing by taking the very nature of
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a servant, being made in human likeness 8 And being found in
appearance as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient
unto death, even the death of the cross.’ (NIV)

The fourth verse describes his personal experience of liberation
from the power of sin and the darkness of spiritual
imprisonment which Charles received through the intervention of
God's grace. He uses the powerful metaphor of a prisoner being
freed from a dark dungeon, to illustrate the experience of per-
sonal conversion and salvation. This is a reminder of the experi-
ence of Paul and Silas in Acts 16:26 ‘26 suddenly there was such
a violent earthquake that the foundations of the prison were
shaken. At once all the prison doors flew open, and everyone’s
chains came loose’.(NIV). The line “I rose, went forth, and fol-
lowed Thee" signifies the conscious decision by Charles to leave
his old life of sin and to follow Jesus Christ.

The fifth and final verse is a pronouncement of a believer's
newfound faith and salvation in and through Christ, emphasizing
freedom from condemnation and the assurance of eternal life.

The belief that our Saviour Jesus Christ loved us so greatly
that He died to liberate us, has made this hymn by Charles Wesley
a valuable contribution to Church music.    Exploring the depths of
Divine Love is verbalised in each verse of the Hymn.
