Greetings to you in the name our lord and saviour jesus christ,

In the context of the holy season of Lent, the CSI Diocese
of Madhya Kerala is commemorating Women's Sunday this month.
Lent is not only a term that is used in sermons. Self-examination,
repentance, sacrifice, and a renewed commitment to God are all
part of this disciplined path. The Cross in front of us poses the
question, "What needs to be restored in us?" What have you got
to give up?

During Lent, Women's Sunday holds great significance.
The Church honours people who silently bear the burdens of
sacrifice in day-to-day life while reflecting on Christ's suffering and
redeeming work. Through prayer, fasting, service, fortitude, and
patience, the women of our diocese have embodied the spirit of
Lent, sometimes without even calling it that.

The dedicated ministries of women across the diocese,
including evangelism, Sunday School, choir, prayer groups,
mission outreach, care for the poor, and support for families, are
much appreciated. | am especially grateful to God for the devoted
and productive work of the women of CSI Christ Church, whose
commitment, guidance, empathy, and spiritual discipline sustain
the congregation's vitality. Women have silently kept many
structures together, which is why they still exist today and work
actively.

The Shunammite woman is portrayed in 2 Kings 8:1-6 as
a brave participant in God's restorative effort rather than as a
passive figure.

Let's consider three facts.

01. Restoration Begins with Spiritual Discernment and
Obedience
When famine strikes, the Shunammite lady follows Elisha's
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advice and departs from her homeland. Making this choice was
not simple. It requires humility, faith, and a willingness to let go of
security.

This is what Lent really means: obedience at a cost.

For the sake of lasting preservation, she momentarily gave
up. Responding to God even when the way is unclear is the first
step towards true repair.

Women provide an example of this obedience across the Madhya
Kerala CSI Diocese. They maintain spiritual life in households,
fast for the Church's mission, pray for children and clergy, and get
up early for prayer. Because a lady chose obedience over comfort,
many families still have strong religious roots. As Oswald Chambers
said, "The remarkable thing about fearing God is that when you
fear God, you fear nothing else."Spiritual restoration in the Church
and society begins when women discern God's voice and act
faithfully.

02. Restoration Requires Courageous Engagement

When the lady returns after seven years, her land is
occupied. She does not retreat into quiet. She goes straight to the
king. This was tremendous bravery in that cultural environment.

Lent encourages us to engage in moral activity and
introspection. Christ appeared before worldly authorities in truth
rather than revolt.

We learn from the Shunammite woman that voice is
necessary for rehabilitation.

Our diocese's women have bravely contributed to the
development of the Church and society by spearheading charity
endeavours, helping widows, advancing children's education, and
upholding moral and spiritual principles.

Following the diocesan guidelines, Women in CSI Christ
Church frequently occupy pivotal positions, settling disputes,
guiding new converts, bolstering ministries, and subtly upholding
the faith in families and workplaces. As Eleanor Roosevelt wisely
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observed:"No one can make you feel inferior without your
consent."This woman refused to accept defeat as inevitable. God
set up a fortunate time for her to claim what was rightfully hers.
Her testimony was being repeated to the king at the very moment
she spoke.

God creates conditions for healing when women take a
brave position.

03. Restoration Reflects God's Faithfulness, Not Human Power

The king gives orders:"Restore everything she owned."This
is a complete restoration, which includes the land's output while
she was gone, not just partial recompense. The ultimate goal of
Lentis resurrection. It serves as a reminder that giving up is never
a waste in God's hands. This widow had built Elisha a modest
chamber as a gesture of kindness years before. Her kindness
brought her many blessings in return. In God's economy, fidelity is
never forgotten. Similar to this, the unseen sacrifices made by
women-the tears shed, the prayers muttered, the service
performed-are seeds of healing. We can see these qualities in
our mothers and sisters. As Elisabeth Elliot wrote:"The will of God
is not something you add to your life. It is a course you
choose."Women who choose God's will become instruments
through whom He restores homes, congregations, and
communities

We need to believe that the ministry of restoration is not
only theoretical. Every day, it is lived out . We learn from the
Shunammite woman that the foundation for healing is laid by
obedience, so also, What God has promised is safe when one
has courage.. May the Church never stop praising, empowering,
and affirming the women God uses for His healing mission.
Because loyal women's quiet strength is frequently the means by
which God restores His people.

The one and only Parambikulam wildlife

Our Country have 58 designated

Tiger Reserves governed by the guide-

lines from National Tiger Reserve Con-

servation Authority (NTCA), Govt. of

India under Wild Life Protection Act

1972. India holds 75 percent (about

5000 wild tigers) of the global wild ti-

ger population. Kerala have two Tiger Reserves-(TR) Periyar
Tiger Reserve in Thekkady and Parambikulam. Parambikulam is
categorised as one of the 10 top well managed Reserves in India.
Before its formation as TR on 19-02-2010, it was a wild life sanc-
tuary from the year 1973. Incidentally the oldest National Park
and Tiger Reserve in the Country is Jim Corbett National Park
(1936) in Nainital District of Uttarakhand state with 1319 sq. kms
as its Command Area. The Parambikulam wildlife covers an area
of 644 sq. kms bordering north Nenmara Forest Division (FD),
south Vazhachal FD, west Chalakudy FD and east Anamalai FD.
The Anamalai and Parambikulam as part of Western Ghats is de-
clared as world heritage zone and is one of the world’s 34 top
biodiversity hotspots. It is endowed with the bounty of nature in
terms of remarkable habitat richness and species diversity.Wild
mammals seen are Bengal Tiger (38 nos.) Indian elephants, In-
dian leopards, Indian Gaur, Nilgiri tahr Wild boar, sambar, sloth
bear, bonnet macaque etc etc..... Parambikulam have 3 Dams;
Parambikulam,Thoonakadavu and Perivaripallam. The
Parambikulam is an embankment dam and is ranked No. 1 in In-
dia and top 10 embankment dams in the word. The average depth
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of itis 145 feet. The total catchment of three dams covers an area
of about 145 sq. kms. The water is used for drinking, hydroelectric
power generation as well as for irrigation of 1.77 lakhs of land spread
over Coimbatore, Tirupur, Udumalpet etc connected through a con-
tour canal from Sarkarapathy to Aliyar dam near Pollachi.

Parambikulam is stand- alone sanctuary for following features.

1.

The entire environment of Parambikulam which includes air
and water is near 100 per cent pure.

There are no commercial activities anywhere in sanctuary.

Tribals numbering around 1300 is the only human popula-
tion in the entire sanctuary. The tribals are Kadar, Malasar,
Mudavar and Mala-malasar settled in six Colonics. The tribals
are educated, trained and engaged as Forest Dept officials
and guides; senior officials, police and medical officials are
only non-tribals.

There are no major agricultural activities not even banana,
plantain or coconut trees.

Other than tribals, no one else is permitted to settle down in
the wildlife sanctuary.

Vehicle population is confined to belonging to officials and
tourists that too only 4 wheelers. Two-wheeler vehicles are
strictly out of the roads. No engine boats are allowed in the
water bodies for fear of pollution of water. Only bamboo raft
is used for tribals, officials and tourists.

There are teak plantation covering an area of around 110 sq.
kms.; the average age of a tree being 60-65 years. In terms
of NTCA guide lines, however, cutting of even teak is not
permitted. The world famous 465 years old Kannimara teak
is protected here. The sanctuary is immensely wealth for rare
trees like rose wood, bamboo, mahogany etc. But they can-
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not be touched. The trees when become old will fall down
and enjoined with soil.

Major part of income from tourists is deployed for welfare
activities of tribals who are under protection of the Govt. of
Kerala by the Comprehensive Tribal Development Project
(CTDP)

Eco tourism is only allowed and the corridor available is only
through one-way i.e., Pollachi-Anamalai Town -Sethumadai
and Top slip with distance of 40kms. The routes from
Vazhachal (65kms.) Nenmara (78kms) are closed for public.

Our experiences

1.

We travelled by Amrutha Express left at 8.30 pm from Trivandrum
and reached Pollachi at 5.45 am. Transport was by M/s
Saraswathy Travels (bus and car) from Pollachi to Parambikulam
40 kms distance; polite and well-behaved drivers.

Entry fees at Anamalai and Parambikulam check post were paid.
Stay inside the forest at dam site IBs (2 nos.) was adequate

Food prepared by tribal family (care takers) was clean good
and homely.

The Guide with us all three days was a tribal educated up to
plus 2 was polite but strict. No outings were allowed without
him (to our safety)

The best experience was the pure and 100 percent pollution
free oxygen all through our stay of 3 days and that definitely
rejuvenated our body system.

Hardly anybody move on roads except few officials and ve-
hicles.

Wild growth of bamboos, plenty and were full blooms. No
body touch them expect taking away of Mula-ari available
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10.

for purchase Rs.500 for ¥z kg. frankincense, wild honey and
similar small forest produces were also available for sale.

We did not find any garbage, waste including plastic any-
where- hats off to the civic sense of the local people; also
such things harmful to animals are strictly not allowed.

The tribals are trained to love and care the environment and
wild animals. Mr. Murugan (tribal-qualified Eng. Graduate)
who took classes for us at their Auditorium explained beauti-
fully the flora and fauna of Parambikulam. He said that to his
memory there is no even once, an instance of wild animal
attack on human as they have enough in the forests and the
tribals love and care them. What a wonderful co-existence.
There is advice to tourists not to feed animals as they may
forget their own natural feed.

All three days we could see large number of peacocks, deer,
black monkeys common monkeys moving around unconcern
of our presence.

We could not see even mosquitoes, flies or stray dogs in our
stay there. Parambikulam is unique and distinctly different
from other similar Tiger Reserves in the Country.

We salute the officials managing the Parambikulam Sanctu-

ary to its virginity. There is a signboard at the exit point saying
Goodbye. Along with, the following board says:

“Please don't leave anything here, except your footsteps. Also,

please don't take away anything from here, except memories”

David knew the sting of betrayal from unexpected quar-
ters. The Ziphites, his own countrymen, men of his own tribe, had
turned him over to King Saul's murderous pursuit (1 Samuel. 26).
Hunted in the wilderness, unsafe even among those who should
have sheltered him, David penned Psalm 54 as a cry from the
depths: “Save me, O God, by Your name.” This is no casual prayer;
it is the plea of a man who has nowhere else to turn. Yet remark-
ably, it is also a prayer saturated with confidence. When human
allies collapse and friends become strangers, David does not ques-
tion God's goodness, he appeals to it. He anchors his hope not in
his own righteousness or strength, but in the revealed character
of the covenant-keeping God whose very name is salvation.

First, David teaches us that God’s name is our refuge when
all other refuges fail. To pray “by Your name” is to stake everything
on who God has revealed Himself to be faithful, merciful, just, and
mighty. David knew that the fullness of God’s manifested charac-
ter was sufficient for one desperate man’s need. When enemies
multiply and allies vanish, the believer’s security rests not in cir-
cumstances but in the unchanging nature of God. His name is not
merely a title; it is the embodiment of His covenant promises, His
proven faithfulness across generations. In our moments of deep-
est vulnerability, we too can cry out by His name, confident that
He who has revealed Himself as Savior will not abandon those
who call upon Him.

Second, David recognizes that opposition to God’s ser-
vant is ultimately opposition to God Himself. The Ziphites “have
not set God before them.” Their betrayal of David was not merely
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a political calculation but it was a rejection of God’s anointed and
therefore a rejection of God’s purposes. This is a sobering re-
minder that hostility toward God’s people often stems from a deeper
hostility toward God Himself. Yet this reality becomes the very
ground of our confidence in prayer. When we suffer for righteous-
ness’ sake, we can appeal to God’s honor and His truth, knowing
that He will vindicate those who bear His name. Our battles are
never merely personal; they are part of the cosmic conflict be-
tween light and darkness, truth and falsehood.

Third, David demonstrates the paradox of faith that sees
deliverance before it arrives. Even while hunted, he declares: “Be-
hold, God is my helper... He has delivered me out of all trouble.”
This is not presumption but prophetic confidence. David had
learned from past deliverances to trust for future ones. God’s faith-
fulness yesterday becomes the foundation of faith today. And so
David vows to “freely sacrifice” and praise God's name “for it is
good,” not after the rescue, but in the midst of danger. True wor-
ship is not withheld until circumstances improve; it flows from a
heart convinced of God’s goodness regardless of present distress.

David’'s psalm calls us to steadfast trust when betrayal
wounds us, to grateful worship even while trouble remains, and to
unshaken confidence that the God who knows our name will
vindicate His own in His perfect time.

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Melodies of Faith

‘HAVE THINE OWN WAY LORD!

HAVE THINE OWN WAY!’
Adelaide Addison Pollard (1862—-1934)

Adelaide Addison Pollard was born
on 27" November 1862 in Bloomfield,
lowa USA. Her parents James Pollard
and Rebecca Pollard had christened
her ‘Sarah Adelaide Pollard’, but it is
said that she did not like the name
Sarah and as she grew up wanted to
be known only as Adelaide Pollard.

Adelaide had her schooling in small
towns in the state of lowa USA and
later attended the Boston School of
Oratory and subsequently studied at
the Moody Bible Institute in Chicago.

She was also a teacher at the Missionary Training School of the
Christian Missionary Alliance in New York.

Early on in life she developed a passion for evangelism
and it is reported that her ambition was to go to Africa and do
missionary work in countries there. However this did not
materialise, since she was unable to collect funds for this venture.

This left her in a completely discouraged and depressed
frame of mind and she would brood over why she had not been
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able to achieve her heart’s desire. It was during this period in 1902
that Adelaide went for a prayer meeting where she heard an eld-
erly woman praying “in any situation it really doesn't matter what
you do with us, Lord, just have your own way with our lives."

The elderly woman’s fervent desire for ‘God’s will rather
than hers in her life’ had an effect on Adelaide Pollard. She pon-
dered over the ‘prayer of yielding to God’s will in a person’s life’
and resolved to submit herself anew to God and His will.

It is said that Adelaide went home and started pondering
on what she had heard and read Jeremiah 18:3-6 ‘3 ‘Then | went
down to the potter’s house, and there he was, making something
at the [wheel. 4 And the vessel that he made of clay was marred
in the hand of the potter; so he made it again into another vessel,
as it seemed good to the potter to make’. 5 Then the word of
the Lord came to me, saying: 6 “O house of Israel, can | not do
with you as this potter?” says the Lord. “Look, as the clay is in the
potter’s hand, so are you in My hand, O house of Israel! (NKJV)

Adelaide would have read other references from the Bible
about ‘God as the Potter’ in Romans 9:21 ‘21 Does not the potter
have power over the clay, from the same lump to make one ves-
sel for honour and another for dishonour?’ (NKJV) and Isaiah 64:8
‘But now, O Lord, You are our Father; We are the clay, and You
our potter; And all we are the work of Your hand. (NKJV)

The elderly woman’s prayer and the above referred verses
in the Bible would have prompted Adelaide A. Pollard to write the
four verses of the poem titled ‘Have Thine Own way Lord, have
Thine Own way’ in 1902. The music was composed in 1907 by
George C. Stebbins, a prolific gospel song writer and leader. The
tune is titled "ADELAIDE," named after Adelaide Pollard.

The hymn focuses on total surrender and allowing God to
shape one's life. Each stanza starts with the words ‘Have Thine
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Own Way Lord’ reinforcing the importance of yielding to God's will
and asking for cleansing and healing.

Adelaide’s adaptation of the above Bible verses has cre-
ated a hymn that calls Christians to place their faith completely in
God, trusting His divine plan set in place for each person. It is a
hymn which focuses on faith and obedience as well as devotion
and submission to the will of God.

Ongoing through the hymn, we notice that each Stanza
starts with a bold statement “Have Thine own way, Lord!”.

Stanza one emphasis the need for every person to submit
totally to the will of God instead of an individual’s own will and wait
for God to fullfill His will in his/her life.

In Stanza two Adelaide is searching for God’s response to
her humble request. Courage under trial and complete cleansing
of the heart and mind is evoked by a reference to Psalm 139:23-
24 “Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my
anxieties; And see if there be any wicked way in me, and lead me
in the way everlasting” (NKJV) along with Psalm 51:7 ‘Purge me
with hyssop, and | shall be clean: wash me, and | shall be whiter
than snow’.(NKJV)

In Stanza three, Adelaide makes her petition to God from
a more personal and painful standpoint. She humbly requests God
to heal her, echoing Jeremiah 17:14 “Heal me, O Lord, and | shall
be healed; save me, and | shall be saved, for You are my
praise”.(NKJV) She then glorifies God for His divine power, rest-
ing in the knowledge that He is the only solution to her prayers.

In the final Stanza Adelaide acknowledges God’s power
and asks God to touch her and heal her. She submits herself com-
pletely to God and confirms her strong desire for Christ to be part
of her, while waiting to see Him at the end of her life on earth.
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The hymn gained significant traction in the 1960s when Billy
Graham's music director, Cliff Barrows, pointed out its relevance
in times of difficulty’. The hymn was also sung by many Gospel
singers like Jim Reeves, Pat Boone, Mahaila Jackson and others.

Adelaide Pollard unfortunately had a sad ending. In December
1934, at the age of seventy two, she was in New York’s Penn
Railway Station waiting for a train to go to Pennsylvania for a speak-
ing engagement, when she was suddenly stricken with a seizure
and passed away shortly afterwards.

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THE DESERT AND THE GARDEN:
A LENTEN JOURNEY

"The Lord God took the
man and put him in the gar-
den of Edento till it and keep
it." - "Genesis 2:15 (NRSV)

Lent is usually a time
when we think about giving
things up - perhaps choco-
late, the penchant to scroll
through our phones, or any
other favourite habit. But if we look closer, it is really a season
built on three simple, sturdy pillars: Prayer, Fasting, and Giving.

These aren't just religious chores, or rituals, to check off a list.
They are tools to help us mend our relationships with God, our
neighbours, and the very Earth we walk on. By stepping back from
our usual distractions, we create the space needed to hear the
"still small voice" of the Creator.

The mandate for Stewardship

Think of the "desert" Jesus entered for 40 days. Today, we see
deserts growing around us because of how we treat the planet.
When we over consume, we are essentially taking more than our
fair share of the garden God gave us to "till and keep”, as we read
in Genesis 2: 15.

This Lent, we can choose to see our environmental impact not just
as a social issue, but as a deeply spiritual matter of stewardship. Our
repentance involves acknowledging that our habits have often
prioritised convenience over the health of God's creation.
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Fasting so that we can give

There is a beautiful, ancient idea that fasting and giving are two
sides of the same coin. Fasting isn't just about "doing
without" for the sake of self-denial; it is about creating a surplus.

When we choose to live more simply - maybe by driving less, using
less water, or cutting back on electricity - we are "fasting" from the
world’s resources. The grace in this practice is that the resources we
save don't just vanish. They become our gift to others.

If we fast from buying things we don't truly need, we suddenly
find we have more to give to those who lack the basics. This "fast-
ing to give" turns a private act of penance into a public act of love,
ensuring our "wilderness and the dry land shall be glad” (Isaiah
35:1).

Solidarity with our neighbours

We often forget that caring for the environment is one of the
most direct ways to love our neighbours. The people hit hardest
by pollution and changing climates are usually those who have
the least.

In Matthew 25:40, Jesus tells us that “just as you did it to one of
the least of these who are members of my family, you did it to me.”
To extend this thought to a practical situation, we can say: if we
waste water, we are taking a cup from someone who is thirsty.

If we contribute to environmental damage through our lifestyle
choices, we are making life harder for the vulnerable. Our Lenten
giving can be an act of "restoration."

We are giving back the clean air and fresh water that every
human being deserves as a child of God. This is the heart of “inte-
gral ecology’- realising that the cry of the Earth and the cry of the
poor are the same
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Towards a new beginning

The whole point of this Lenten journey is to reach Easter - the
ultimate celebration of new life. Romans 8:21 gives us the incred-
ible hope that “the creation itself will be set free from its bondage
to decay”.

Every time we choose a reusable item, turn off an unnecessary
light, desist from turning on the air conditioner unnecessarily, or
share what we saved from a fast with someone in need, we are
practising for that Resurrection. Let’s use this time to “green” our
hearts and pray for the wisdom to live better.

By the time Easter morning arrives, we won't just be celebrating
a date; we will be celebrating a world closer to the garden God
intended. “For in Him all things in heaven and on earth were cre-
ated... all things have been created through Him and for Him"
(Colossians 1:16).
