Greetings to you in the name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ,

N. T. Wright thoroughly examines the significance of
resurrection in Christianity in his emotive work "The Resurrection
of the Son of God". He demonstrates that resurrection is a true
act of God-God's final triumph over death and the beginning of a
new creation-rather than merely a symbol or notion. Resurrection,
in his view, is the point at which God's destiny becomes present.

The empty tomb of Christ and Ezekiel's vision of dry bones
both brilliantly capture this fact. Resurrection is about more than
just what occurred to Jesus; it's also about what God is still doing,
such as sending witnesses, reviving hope, and breathing life.

01. God gives life to the dead through resurrection.

The valley of dried bones described by Ezekiel depicts
complete despair. The bones are dispersed, dried, and
unrecoverable. However, life comes back when God breathes His
Spirit. Breath enters, flesh develops, and a living army emerges.

Therefore, resurrection is the entry of God's breath into the dead.
It serves as a reminder that God is capable of handling any
circumstance.

Resurrection serves as a reminder that genuine life does
not start until God breathes into us. As they say, "Dry bones rise
when God speaks" and "Where God breathes, life begins." Billy
Graham's statement, "The resurrection is God's 'Amen' to Christ's
'It is finished,'" effectively affirms this reality.

Edwin Hatch's song "Breathe on Me, Breath of God"
masterfully expresses this need for heavenly rejuvenation. Written
as a prayer, it conveys the profound need for the Holy Spirit to
enter our lives and change them.
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This hymn encourages us to seek the same life-giving Spirit, just
as in Ezekiel's vision when God's breath brought dry bones to life.
God's breath is necessary for us to be revitalised, restored, and
renewed, just like those parched bones.

02. The Resurrection Gives Us Faith and Courage

The empty tomb first causes uncertainty and terror in John
20. However, it quickly becomes the cornerstone of faith. Weak
disciples become fearless witnesses after Christ's resurrection.

We are reassured by resurrection that hope endures and
death is vanquished. It exhorts us to live bravely and firmly in our
faith."The empty tomb fills the heart with courage" and "Faith stands
firm because Christ lives" because, as Dietrich Bonhoeffer reminds
us, "The resurrection is not the solution to the problem of death,
but the victory over it." Charles Wesley's 1739 poem "Christ the
Lord Is Risen Today" echoes this triumphant truth, stating joyfully
that Christ's victory gives believers boldness to face life and death.
As a result, we are called to be courageous in hope and steadfast
in faith.

03. Joyful Witnessing Comes from Resurrection

Mary Magdalene visited the tomb in grief, but after seeing
the resurrected Lord, she departed with rejoicing. Declaring, "I
have seen the Lord," she became the first witness. Personal sorrow
is transformed into public testimony by resurrection. It brings
uncontrollable excitement to the believer.

Because "Tears turn into testimony" and "Those who see
the risen Lord cannot stay silent," resurrection turns personal grief
into a potent witness. "Jesus Christ did not come into the world to
make bad people good, but to make dead people live," as Dietrich
Bonhoeffer poignantly put it. Alfred H. Ackley's hymn "I Serve a
Risen Saviour"  brilliantly captures this life-giving fact. When his
belief in the resurrected Christ was questioned, Ackley wrote this
hymn to proclaim that Christ is alive and intimately known boldly.

In keeping with Mary Magdalene's journey from mourning to
proclamation, the song evolved into a joyous statement of living faith.
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Similarly, we are invited to joyfully proclaim the risen Christ,
using our experiences as a living testament. Resurrection is
actually the triumph over death, demonstrating God's ability to
change any circumstance. It proclaims that God revitalises the
dead and restores what seemed lost forever. He renews our inner
selves and heals our brokenness through this holy deed.
Additionally, resurrection offers us the fortitude to persevere in
the face of difficulties and uncertainty. It gives us hope and
confidence, empowering us to face the future fearlessly. It also
exhorts us to hold true to our faith and put our confidence in the
living Christ. This triumph over death gives us a profound and
unwavering confidence.

A life that genuinely sees Christ overflowing rather than stays
mute. Fear gives way to bravery, despair transforms into hope, and
hope becomes an uncontrollable testimony when the risen Lord
fills the heart. Billy Graham once said, "Because He lives, we can
face tomorrow," and Bill and Gloria Gaither's hymn, which proclaims
life in every age, echoes this fact. In fact, the dead rise when God
breathes; hope wakes when Christ rises; and we declare when hope
awakens-Jesus Christ is risen and alive.

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This Psalm is the honest cry of a man whose world was
collapsing around him. David was surrounded by enemies, be-
trayed by a trusted friend, and gripped by fear. Yet this psalm is
not merely a record of despair, it is a journey from fear through
fury to faith. It shows us that God meets us in our darkest mo-
ments and invites us to cast every burden at His feet.

Fear: The Honesty of a Wounded Heart

David did not pretend to be strong. He cried out, “My heart
is severely pained within me, and the terrors of death have fallen
upon me” (v. 4). He trembled. He moaned. He even longed for
wings like a dove just to escape it all. And yet, in all of this, David
ran to God, not away from Him. This is a profound spiritual truth:
faith does not demand that we suppress our pain. God honours
raw honesty. When life overwhelms us, we are not called to per-
form courage, we are called to pray. Our weakness becomes the
very door through which God's strength enters.

Fury: The Wound of Betrayal

Among all of David's troubles, one cut deepest is the be-
trayal of a close friend. “It was you, a man my equal, my compan-
ion and my acquaintance. We took sweet counsel together, and
walked to the house of God” (vv. 13–14). There is no pain quite
like the pain of broken trust.David did not hide this fury from God;
he brought it honestly before the Lord and asked God to act. Here
lies a powerful lesson: we need not carry the poison of betrayal
alone. Rather than seeking revenge, David left justice entirely in
God's hands. Releasing vengeance to God is itself an act of deep,
costly faith.

PSALM - 55
Rev. Ninan P. Thomas
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Faith: The Gift of Casting Your Burden
The psalm reaches its triumphant turn in verse 22: “Cast

your burden on the LORD, and He shall sustain you.” David did
not receive a promise that the burden would vanish, he received
the promise that God would sustain him beneath it. Evening, morn-
ing, and noon, David prayed and God heard. His soul found peace,
even while the battle raged around him. This is the Christian life in
its truest form: not the absence of trial, but the presence of God
within it. When we cast our burdens upon the Lord, we are con-
fessing that He is greater than our crisis.

Conclusion and Application
This Psalm calls every believer to this threefold journey -

acknowledge our fear, surrender our fury, and rest our faith in God.
Perhaps today we might be carrying a wound of betrayal, a season
of overwhelming fear, or a burden too heavy for your shoulders.
The invitation remains: cast it upon the Lord. He who abides from of
old has not grown weary of you. Bring Him your honest prayer.
Trust Him with what you cannot control. He will sustain you.

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The beautiful and globally
well-known hymn titled ‘What
a friend we have in Jesus’ is
a hymn that would relate to
each of us at some time or the
other in our life.

Needless to say that the various experiences - family and
personal health related -took a toll on the life of lyricist Joseph
Medlicott Scriven.  Nevertheless he held on to his strong faith in
our Lord Jesus Christ, as seen in the various stanzas and refer-
ences from the Bible.

His strong faith in God enabled him to write the lyrics of a
hymn which brings out ‘three very important takeaways’ viz. Jesus
as a friend, Jesus providing peace and comfort from anxiety and
the importance of seeking God’s grace through prayer to over-
come problems in life.

Joseph M Scriven was born on 10th September 1819 to
Captain John Scriven of the Royal Marines (UK) and a church
warden at Seapatrick Parish Church Banbridge Ireland and Jane
Medlicott. Jane was the daughter of Rev Joseph Medlicott of
Wiltshire, England.

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His graduate education was at the Trinity College Dublin,
Ireland from where he obtained a BA degree and started a career
as a teacher. It is reported that he also attended the Addiscombe
Military College Surrey, England for two years to prepare for mili-
tary service in India, but he had to give it up due to ill health.

It is documented that at the age of 25, on the eve of his
marriage unfortunately his fiancée tragically drowned. This com-
pletely shattered Scriven and it is reported that he could not bear
the profound grief and migrated to Ontario, Canada to start life all
over again.

He was to experience another tragedy later in 1860, when
his second fiancée Eliza Catherine Roche a Canadian, was diag-
nosed with pneumonia and died.

This was too much for Scriven! Overwhelmed with grief,
he decided to commit and dedicate his life to helping others, seek-
ing comfort in prayer and focusing on serving the poor and sick as
his faith in God grew stronger.

While in Canada, Scriven received word that his mother
who was in Dublin Ireland, was in very bad health. Since he did
not have the means, he could not go back to Ireland and decided
to write a poem in 1855 titled ‘Pray without ceasing’ to console his
mother, thereby sharing his deep faith in Jesus as a constant com-
panion and friend. Scriven may have been influenced by the 1st in
verse 1 Thessalonians 5:17 ‘Pray without ceasing’ (NKJV) to title
his poem.

In 1868, American composer Charles Crozat Converse
found the poem, and composed the melody "CONVERSE".

Over time the shift from the conceptual theme ‘Praying
without ceasing’ to the title ‘What a friend we have in Jesus’ oc-
curred naturally through its popularity as a hymn focusing on the
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comforting identity of Jesus as a friend. It would be worthwhile to
mention that the total outline of the lyrics of the hymn dovetails
eighteenth century hymns of Charles Wesley’s “Jesu, Lover of My
Soul” (1740) and John Newton’s “How Sweet the Name of Jesus
Sounds” (1779). 

Analysing the lyrics of the hymn:

Stanza 1 establishes that ‘Jesus is a friend who can bear
our sins and burdens’ and focuses on giving comfort and care.
The Biblical reference is found in John 15:14-15 ‘14 You are My
friends if you do whatever I command you. 15 No longer do I call
you servants, for a servant does not know what his master is do-
ing; but I have called you friends, for all things that I heard from
My Father I have made known to you.’ (NKJV). This reveals the
value of ‘true friendship with Jesus’.

Stanza 2 focuses on finding comfort in Jesus during trials,
temptations, and troubles by highlighting Him as a faithful,
empathetic friend who shares our burdens. It encourages believ-
ers not to be discouraged, but to take all struggles directly to Him
in prayer as reinforced in 1 Peter 5:7 which reads: "casting all
your care upon Him, for He cares for you." (NKJV) This verse en-
courages believers to surrender all their anxieties, worries and
burdens to God, trusting in Him completely.

It acknowledges that humans will inevitably face "trials,"
"temptations," and "trouble" in life. The lyrics act as a direct en-
couragement to take ‘our burdens to the Lord in prayer’ rather
than becoming discouraged and relying on our own strength.

Stanza 3 focuses on finding comfort, strength, and refuge
in Jesus when feeling weak, heavy-laden, or abandoned by oth-
ers. It emphasizes that despite personal burdens or being for-
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saken, Jesus provides a faithful, comforting, and shielding pres-

ence, encouraging believers to bring everything to God in prayer

in order to find relief. 

In fact it could be said that the third stanza reflects a life

full of trials, deep personal loss and health problems experienced

by  Joseph Scriven.  Yet he found strength in and through his

strong faith in Jesus throughout his life. A suitable reference is

seen in Hebrews 3:14 ‘For we have become partakers of Christ if

we hold the beginning of our confidence steadfast to the end.’

(NKJV)

Joseph M Scriven had battled tragedies and health issues

on and off throughout his life. Late in life when he was suffering

from severe fever, his close friend James Sackville brought Scriven

to his home to take care of him.

On August 10, 1888, his fever grew worse and Scriven

slipped into a delirium. It is said that he repeatedly cried out for

God to take him Home. At some point that evening Scriven had

wandered off from the house and was later found drowned in a

nearby stream. The mystery of an accident or suicide was never

solved.

It can be said that Joseph M Scriven died without ever

knowing the impact his life and works on the world. His life was

replete with sorrows and afflictions. Sadly even his death was

brought about in a very tragic manner - all alone with no one but

Jesus to see him Home. The hymn ‘What a friend we have in

Jesus’ though born out of immense pain to the lyricist, offers com-

fort to thousands of Christians around the world.
