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Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden,
and I will give you rest. - Matthew. 11:28
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“Vicar’s Reflections ’

Greetings to you in the name of our Risen Lord,

Nicholas Thomas Wright, known as N. T. Wright, is an
English New Testament scholar, Pauline theologian, and Anglican
bishop. He dispels a popular misconception concerning the
Ascension in his well-known book Surprised by Hope. He clarifies
that Jesus did not "go away" as a person departing from this earth
when He ascended; rather, He entered the realm of God, from
which He is actively reigning and present everywhere. This
realisation modifies our faith regarding the presence of the risen
Christ. It would be ideal to believe that the Ascended Christ is
distinctly present rather than far away.

01. What is out of sight becomes part of our faith.
The Ascension: Designing the Invisible Presence of God.

Book of Hebrews 11:1 says, "Faith is the evidence of things
not seen." What vanished from seeing did not vanish from reality
at Christ's Ascension; rather, it entered the sphere of faith. The
Ascension shows us that God's presence is not confined to what
is visible and is frequently most potent when it is not. As a result,
what is invisible is not a loss but rather a call to more confidence
and trust.

When we read 2 Kings 2:9-11, we understand the lives of
Elisha and Elijah. In front of Elisha, Elijah is carried into heaven. It
appears to be a loss. It's like being cut off. But it is reliable that ,
heaven's activity is a shift into a higher state of presence rather
than elimination. Elijah is no longer visible to Elisha, yet Elijah's
God's power endures. Similarly, Christ's Ascension is a divine re-
positioning rather than his absence. Augustine of Hippo said, "He
ascended from before our eyes, and we turn back grieving, only
to find Him in our hearts."
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02. The mission rises, even if the mantle falls.

The Mantle Persists: Christ Operates via His People

Teresa of Avila once said, “Christ has no body now but
yours; no hands, no feet on earth but yours.” The mission doesn't
end when the mantle falls; rather, it begins to multiply. Christ's
ministry continues throughout the lives of people who follow His
call; it does not end with His Ascension. When God's work rises
via His people, what appears to be loss becomes a transfer of
responsibility.

In 2 Kings 2:12-14, we read that Elisha hits the waves
after picking up the fallen mantle. This moment proclaims that the
mission continues to grow after the departure. The disciples of the
Ascended Christ are entrusted with His mission. Through His Spirit
and His followers, His presence is now felt. John Calvin once said,
"Christ’'s ascension was the means by which His grace might reach
us more fully.”

03. The unseen Christ is the undeniable Christ.

The Carpenter Continues to Work: Healing Despite Not
Being Seen

Epistle to the Hebrews 13:8 says,“Jesus Christ is the same
yesterday and today and forever.”

Christ continues His mission with undiminished strength
and purpose, even if He is not seen. He continues to labour in the
secret corners of human existence, giving completeness and
healing, much like the carpenter who silently forms and restores.
His invisibility doesn't make him weaker. Instead, his actions reflect
a more profound, ongoing presence that changes lives in ways
invisible to the naked eye.

Saint John 5:1-10 speaks about a man who has been in
pain for 38 years is healed by Jesus at Bethesda. Then a startling
event occurs: Jesus retreats and disappears (v. 13). It reveals
that even in the absence of the Miracle Worker, the miracle persists.
Unseen, the carpenter of Nazareth continues to construct, restore,
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and heal lives. Karl Barth said,“Jesus Christ is not a memory from
the past, but a living reality who meets us today.”

Like Elijah, Christ is taken up but not taken away; His
Ascension is a hew manner of being among us rather than a
departure. We are called to continue Christ’s work in this world,
just as Elisha took up the mantle and carried on the mission. Like
the man who was cured, whose life gave witness to a miracle
even after Jesus was no longer visible, we experience His changing
power even when He is invisible. Let us believe that the Ascended
Christis not visible to the naked eye, but His work is unmistakable
and visible to everyone who experiences it.

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Official-Church-Announcement

A recent YouTube video, which was widely circulated, contains ad-
verse comments against the Church made by a certain family , who had
requested cancellation of their church membership. This public notice is
issued as per the decision of the Church Committee to clarify the true facts
to its members.

In June 2024, the family approached the Church Office to clear
subscription dues pending for more than five years and was directed to
meet the Vicar. They informed the Vicar that they had been residing
abroad and attending church services in Canada and upon request they
were unable to provide the usual supporting reference from abroad,
with regard to them attending the regular worship there.
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Yet, Vicar welcomed them back to the fellowship, advised them
to set aside the issue of dues, and encouraged them to attend services
regularly for six months. As the children were residing abroad, only the
wife attended the church services, while the husband remained absent
from worship. Though health issues of the husband were cited in the
latest videos, the family never availed the separate Friday service meant
for the sick and elderly. After 3 months the CC decided to regularize the
membership of the wife alone.

The Church is saddened that, despite ample opportunities for
spiritual fellowship both in India and Canada, the family chose to give
priority only to yearly subscription payments and, upon non-fulfillment
of their expectations, requested relinquishment of membership by a
written request and their request was granted in the last CC.

The Church has acted only to include the family, as it does for
any such case and has acted as per the provisions of the CSI Constitu-
tion and laid down practices.

The Church strongly condemns the distorted portrayal of events
aimed at tarnishing the Church’s image.

We would also like to give clarity on a case of granting mem-
bership to a family from South Kerala Diocese.

This request was brought to the Church Committees ( Present
and Previous). Both the CCs after appointing fact finding teams and
also taking in to consideration the directives from the then Moderator
and also following the guidelines of membership, given by the CSI
Bishop’s Council Kerala, had rejected the applications twice.

This being the case some amount of unwanted talks is being
generated from some quarters , to create confusion among the mem-
bers, without understanding the facts .The Church Committee has re-
jected the application after due consideration and in the best interest of
the Church.

We request all to avoid such talks on this matter which leads to
unwanted confusion among the congregation

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Created to cultivate: The sacral and redemptive
significance of Labour in the Bible

Rev. Regi George Varghese

1. Acontinuing creative participation through
labour

‘Imago-Dei’ is a biblical testimony about
human creaturely nature, and it means humans
are in the image of God. In the imperial context in
which the priestly compiler of Genesis writes, this idea also has
significant implications for deciphering the biblical theology of
labour. It speaks about the human creaturely potential to partici-
pate in the creative acts of God. This biblical confession about the
nature of humanity, to creatively participate in the ongoing pro-
cess of this world, also has its political overtones in the original
biblical context. When the ruling elites marginalised the labouring
class as deprived humanity, the Bible declared that the workers
are in the image of God to continue the same work of God, who
laboured to create and animate this world.

As the narrative unfolds the idea Imago-Dei in the book of
Genesis, through the various biblical discourses and events, the
humans gradually become the creative centre of God’s world. They
laboured to create beauty, order, and purpose in the world that
God created. This versatility contributed to ordering urbanized
societies, designing jobs, and thus initiating diversified engage-
ments within the created world. This brought the sacral and the
secular under the same threat, reflected in the invention of pro-
fessions, the building of the cities and even in the construction of
altars. The different episodes in the book of Genesis explain it
clearly. Itis likely an imagination of the priestly writer or the priestly
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community, as they attempted to explain how humanity continued
their creative functions in a world created by God.

In defining labour as a creative participation in the world
process, the Bible tries to highlight its sacramental connection.
For that, the priestly writer brings the idea of the Sabbath even in
the very first chapter of Genesis. Challenging the imperial model
that considered leisure as a luxury eligible only for the ruling elites,
Genesis declared labour is complete only with its sacramental rest.
Thus God, who creatively engaged for six days, withdrew from
the work on the seventh day to bless it. This provided an everlast-
ing pattern for humanity to withdraw from labour rhythmically to
experience its plenitude and enjoy its beauty in gratitude to God.
Thus, humans became bearers of God's image not just through
their productive contributions in the world but also through their
sacral retreats from creation through observing the Sabbath.

In the books of Exodus and Leviticus, the priestly narrator
further expands this theme of labour. This we read particularly in
the tabernacle narrative and also in explaining the role of its di-
vine functionaries. Once again, we see here how the sacral and
the secular join together in this world as the work for the taber-
nacle and its priestly functions continues. Here, God equips the
artisans to construct the tabernacle as per the godly design to
meet its divine purposes. God also empowers its priests to fulfil
their sacrificial duties on a specific temporal rhythm. This ultimately
assured the presence of God permanently in the tabernacle con-
structed by artisans and maintained by the clergy. Thus, the space
created and animated by humans becomes a holy space. This
demonstrates how our mundane engagements (both secular and
ritualistic) become divine realities when God fulfils His/Her pur-
poses through human vocational practices.
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2.Work as a God-given mandate in creation

Labour stands as a mandate to practice custodianship in
nature. The main title of this article, ‘Created to Cultivate,’ derives
from this notion. Custodianship challenges any form of manipula-
tion in this world (Cf. Gen.1.28). The command to labour and main-
tain the created space in Genesis 3 demonstrates this God-given
mandate to humans.

According to biblical scholars, this passage reflects the
Yahwists' idea of labour. Together with the priestly writers, the
Yahwists were believed to be writers of the Pentateuch. Many re-
cent interpreters of the Old Testament believe that the Yahwists
were the OIld Testament historians. In writing/compiling the
Pentateuch, they also attempted to systematically present the pre-
history of Israel before their Canaan occupation. These Yahwist
historians were among the last scribal groups to work on the five
books of Moses, and they did it ‘post-exilically’ after the collapse
of the much-acclaimed Davidic monarchy. The Yahwistic idea of
labour as a God-given mandate of creation needs clarification in
this historic context.

In this passage, Adam and Eve were created in a garden
and entrusted to cultivate and maintain it fruitfully. This is their
duty as they continue in the garden. However, their continuity within
this space was conditional. This is clearer as the story ends in this
chapter, where we read that they were eventually thrown out of
this place. It says they failed to keep the various stipulations of
this mandate, permanently terminating them from the little land
created for them. In the postexilic imperial context of the Yahwistic
writer, this story may be a reflection of the historical experiences
of the people of Israel and Judah. The biblical history says that
these Jewish nations were driven out of the land that was made
for them when they failed to fulfil God’s commands.

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However, the crucial question is, how these historic expe-
riences narrated as a story could connect with our theme of labour.
Probably it explains the collective failure of the people of Israel to
be involved productively and responsibly as custodians of the land
entrusted to them. They failed not just spiritually, but also socially
and economically in maintaining the land. This shows the life-cur-
tailing implications of our failure in labour, if we neglect to fulfil
God’s mandate given to us as labourers to work as God'’s agency
in this world.

3.Labour creates opportunity for justice and dignity

While the priestly and Yahwistic thoughts discussed above
provide a theoretical framework for our understanding of labour,
this last part is intended to suggest some practical tips in connec-
tion with labour. It challenges every worker to consider labour as
an opportunity for service. We work not just for our sake but also
for others. Labour creates means for the sustenance and provi-
sion for all (Prov. 10.4; 12.11).

It means we work not for private reasons. We are social
beings created by the society through its various provisions of
support and institutions for the welfare of all. For example, if you
are a specialised professional, you only inherit the knowledge and
skills historically developed and providentially shared by others.
Here, nobody is created by themselves. The so-called slogan, ‘I
am a self-made man/woman,’ is a mockery of humanity as it re-
veals only the arrogance and pride within our human character.
Therefore, labour needs to be taken as an opportunity for practis-
ing justice in our generation and to work for the dignity of all. As
we read in Deut.24. 14, 15 and Lev. 19.13, these are more impor-
tant principles for those who work in strategic leadership roles in
our society.
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PSALM - 56
Rev. Ninan P Thomas

There is a strange honesty in this Psalm. It is a raw, lumi-

nous passage born in a moment of genuine crisis, yet rising, by
the end, into the clear air of trust and praise. David wrote this
psalm while he was in Gath (1 Samuel. 21:10-15), among the
very Philistines who had feared him, alone, desperate, and, by his
own admission, not thinking clearly. He had fled from Saul only to
walk into the land of his enemies. Here was the great warrior-
poet, reduced to feigning madness to stay alive. And yet from this
unlikely place of failure and fear, one of Scripture's most enduring
declarations of faith was born.

The psalm opens not with praise, but with a cry: Be merci-
ful to me, O God. David does not begin where he hopes to end up.
He begins where he actually is. Surrounded by enemies, hounded
without rest, outnumbered on every side. Here the psalmist pours
out his heart immediately, without building gradually to his com-
plaint. This is itself a form of faith, the willingness to bring our real
condition before God rather than the condition we feel we ought
to have. The theological heartbeat of this psalm pulses in verse 3:
Whenever | am afraid, | will trust in You. He does not say, "l will
trust You when | am no longer afraid." He does not wait for the
fear to subside before choosing faith. As Spurgeon beautifully
observed, fear and faith can occupy the mind at the same mo-
ment. They are not opposites in the economy of the soul, they are
companions on the road to surrender.
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This is a word for every believer navigating illness, uncer-
tainty, fractured relationships, or spiritual dryness. The call is not
to manufacture courage but to make a deliberate, repeated choice

| will trust even while the trembling remains. David did this again
and again throughout the psalm, preaching confidence to himself
as though the soul sometimes needs to hear its own convictions
spoken aloud. His trust, crucially, was not a vague spiritual opti-
mism. It was anchored in the Word of God. Three times he de-
clares, | will praise His word, because it is through God's self-
revelation that we know He is for us, not merely against the odds.

Among the psalm's most tender images is this: Put my tears into
Your bottle; are they not in Your book? God is not a distant sover-
eign indifferent to his wanderings. Every tear is counted, collected,
recorded. No grief goes unnoticed. No suffering disappears into
the void. This should reshape how we endure our own seasons of
sorrow. The suffering is not evidence that God has looked away.
The very opposite may be true, He is closer than we know, near
enough to gather what we weep. The psalm ends not in escape,
but in purpose. God delivered David's soul from death, David de-
clares, so that he might walk before God in the light of the living.
The rescue was not an end in itself. Life, restored and redeemed,
is always a life meant to be lived toward God, in gratitude, in fidel-
ity, in praise.

Melodies of Faith

MELODIES OF FAITH -
NEARER MY GOD TO THEE NEARER TO THEE

Sarah Flower Adams - (1805 — 1848)
A universal question is what is so

special about hymns dealing with our
‘faith in God’, that we turn to them in
moments of personal grief and de-
spair. It could be due to the fact that
such hymns were written by people
who faced trials, challenges, disap-
pointments, sorrows etc. and yet
through a strong and abiding faith,
they experienced God’s presence, to overcome them all.

Sarah Flower Adams who wrote the lyrics of the hymn has
used Genesis 28:11-19 as the background for the hymn-which
states that while fleeing from Esau, Jacob stops for the night and
placing a stone as a pillow, dreams of a stairway (or ladder) reach-
ing to heaven with angels ascending and descending. God stand-
ing above it, promises Jacob the land of Canaan, numerous de-
scendants, and protection. On waking up, Jacob named the place
Bethel ("House of God") and consecrated the stone he used as a
pillow.

Sarah Flower Adams was born on 22nd February 1805, in
Essex England. She was the younger daughter of Benjamin Flower,
(editor and proprietor of the Cambridge Intelligencer) and Eliza
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Gould Flower. Sarah’s mother died when she was five years old
and thereafter she looked to her elder sister also named Eliza, for
comfort and encouragement. Later when Eliza became sick with

tuberculosis, Sarah remained by her side, nursing her sister
through long periods of misery, till Eliza died in 1846. Two years
later Sarah Flower Adams died of Tuberculosis at the young age
of 43 years.

Being interested in theatre from a young age, Sarah started
her career as an actress. She has played the role of Lady Macbeth
at the Richmond Theatre in London, which was well appreciated.
Her husband William Bridges Adams, an engineer and inventor to
whom Sarah was married in 1834, also encouraged her to work
as an actress. She was much sought after for more roles, but
regrettably she did not have the health to continue as an actress
and gave up acting and started writing poems and hymns.

Early in life Sarah Adams was greatly influenced by the
pastor of her church in London v.i.z William Johnson Fox, an
English Unitarian (a person who asserts the unity of God
and rejects the doctrine of the Trinity). He also fought for larger
rights of women and the freedom of the press. However later on in
life Sara faced personal struggles regarding her faith and the de-
sire to be a "sincere believer" in Jesus Christ.

It is said that in 1841, Pastor William J Fox, required an
aptly worded hymn to back up his sermon based on Jacob's dream,
specifically focusing on the moment when Jacob used a stone for
a pillow and sees a ladder to heaven.

Sarah offered to write the lyrics within a week. But it was
during a period of illness and great personal loss for her, (which is
reflected in the lyrics) that she wrote the hymn reflecting the need
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for spiritual longing, divine comfort and closeness to God during
trials.

While visiting the gardens in Luxembourg, she wrote about
the renewal of her faith in God, when she said "It is in the divine
spirit of love, swelling in our own hearts that we must seek and
find our God. He is a God at hand, and not a God afar off."

Sarah'’s sister Eliza Flower, composed the original tune.
However the hymn became world-famous decades later, after
Lowell Mason an American Music Director produced the tune
"Bethany" for the lyrics in 1859. Mason seems to have described
how he came to compose this famous tune: “One night, sometime
after being awake in the dark with eyes wide open and through
the stillness in the house, the melody came to me, and the next
morning | wrote down the notes.”

Stanza 1 establishes a person’s strong desire for closer
communion with God, whether it be through sufferings or
hardships that depict the "Cross". The line "E'en though it be a
cross that raiseth me" suggests that difficult experiences or trials
could enable a person to come closer to God. This context is also
seen in James 4:8 ‘Draw near to God and He will draw near to you
........ " (NKJV). The phrase "Still all my song shall be" suggests
that regardless of the situation a person can still pursue a deeper
and more intimate relationship with God. Another Biblical refer-
ence is found in Psalm 145:18 ‘The Lord is near to all who call
upon Him, To all who call upon Him in truth.’(NKJV).

Stanza 2 Epitomises an individual's desire for being close
to God despite facing loneliness and hardship. Jacob's dream is
used as a metaphor for seeking God during difficulties in life. The
stanza also portrays each of us as a ‘wanderer in the dark’ facing
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struggles and feelings of loneliness, and hence the need for close-
ness to God.

Stanza 3 Projects ‘Hope’ referring to Jacob’s ‘ladder’ as ‘steps
unto heav'n,” when facing personal struggles in life which can
only be resolved by God. It expresses the willingness of a person
to accept the fact that whatever he/she has to face in life can only
be resolved by God. This is expressed in this stanza-‘All that Thou
sendest me’-referring to these experiences as “in mercy given",
‘Angels to beckon me,’ in times of despair and God providing com-
fort and guidance for the believer.

Stanza 4 Also focuses on finding spiritual strength by prais-
ing God through personal hardships. The lines, ‘Then, with my
waking thoughts bright with thy praise, Out of my stony griefs Bethel
I'll raise,” shows the importance of profound sorrow (stony griefs)
being overcome by having a closer relationship with God.

Sara Fowler Adams has also written a 5th Stanza quoted below,
which is not printed in the Christ Church Hymnal:

Stanza 5
‘Or if on joyful wing, cleaving the sky,
Sun, moon, and stars forgot, upwards | fly,
Still all my song shall be, nearer, my God, to Thee,
Nearer, my God, to Thee, nearer to Thee!

The emphasis of this stanza is on the final joyful ascen-
sion to heaven, which reflects the climax of Jacob's dream, with a
full focus on being closer to God in heaven. The reference in Psalm
139:9-10 ‘9 If | take the wings of the morning, And dwell in the
uttermost parts of the sea,10 Even there Your hand shall lead me,
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And Your right hand shall hold me’.(NKJV) is apt in the context of
this stanza.

Edward Henry Bickersteth a Church of England clergyman,
author, and hymn writer was motivated by the amazing power of
the lyrics and the tune and added a sixth stanza to the hymn in
1876 as under:

‘There in my Father's home, safe and at rest,
There in my Saviour's love, perfectly blest;
Age after age to be, nearer my God to Thee,
Nearer, my God, to Thee, nearer to Thee!’

This stanza represents the final transition of a person from
earthly struggles (as mentioned in earlier stanzas) to a triumphant
and happy state with God. Bickersteth is stated to have said that
the 6th stanza provides a more complete closing to the hymn.

The association with the sinking of the famous ship Titanic
on 12th April 1912 during its maiden Trans-Atlantic voyage, when
the passengers and crew of the ship sang the hymn has made it
famous and well known. It is reported to have been a favourite
hymn of Queen Victoria and U.S. President William McKinley, who
even gquoted the final stanza on his deathbed. The hymn was also
played at the memorial services of past US Presidents Gerald
Ford, James Garfield, and Warren G. Harding.

Sara Flour Adams would never have anticipated the en-
during legacy of the hymn and how it would bring comfort to so
many through the ages. This hymn, renowned for its simple yet
very powerful proclamation of spiritual yearning, has found a place
in the hearts of countless people worldwide.
