        At a pivotal point in our pastoral journey, we write this letter
with a heart full of thankfulness and intense passion. In the church
ministry, transitions are never simple; they are holy times when
hope, thankfulness, and recollection come together. As we get
ready to say goodbye, we are  not only saying goodbye as a leaving
vicar; we are saying goodbye as members of your family in Christ,
sharing joy, hardships, life, and faith.

We want to start by sincerely welcoming Rev. Thomas
Paikad and his family as they arrive to lead this cherished parish.
He is a capable and effective Achen. We are sure that he will lead
our church lovingly.

Being with you over the past two years has been such a
blessing. It brings us great joy to communicate with you during
this departure. We firmly believe that this separation was
unanticipated, but we also have strong faith that God’s will will
guide this path.      First and foremost, we give thanks to Almighty
God, whose boundless mercy has supported our family and me in
our labor in this parish. His faithfulness has been demonstrated in
every moment spent here. We also want to express our profound
thanks to the church, which welcomed us, helped us, and allowed
us to serve with joy and meaning.

Our sincere gratitude is extended to all church officials,
including M/s M J Kuruvilla, Korah Abraham (Church Wardens),
Soman John (Treasurer), Saji Sam George (Secretary) and all
the committee members, whose commitment and collaboration
have been pillars of strength in the parish’s administration and
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spiritual life. A special word of thanks to Mr V.S. Ezekiel, our internal
auditor, Aji George Jacob, Joseph Thomas and all secretaries of
all auxiliary fellowships. We also want to express our gratitude
and love to Justin and Roy, our sextons, for their effectiveness
and sincerity in their work, as well as to Gardener Roy and all the
security personnel who have put in countless hours-often without
being noticed-to maintain the flawless functioning of the church.

Time cannot break the tie that has been created by every
song we have sung, every prayer we have said together and every
tear we have shared. This connection is firmly anchored in the
church’s colourful and rich past, which consistently evokes strong
feelings in us. Our hearts are not broken when we say goodbye,
because they remain forever interwoven with yours in Christ.

However, we speak of the divides that have infiltrated our
church body with sorrow. We  implore each of you to keep in mind
that Christ commands us to think and act as one. A spirit of
disagreement diverts us from Christ’s goal rather than reflecting
His love. If conflict is allowed to continue, peace may gradually
deteriorate.

We truly and respectfully beg you to love and respect one
another. “A new commandment I give to you, that you love one
another; as I have loved you, that you also love one another,”
says our Lord in John 13:34. Keep this close to your hearts, not
just in your words.

Let compassion, love and understanding be the hallmarks
of your Church. Allow forgiveness to come more easily than
condemnation. According to Ephesians 4:3, “Make every effort to
keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace,” let this
word be imprinted in to your heart. I beg you to keep the body of
Christ harmonious and united.
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      “Make every effort” serves as a reminder that achieving unity
requires deliberate effort. The “bond of peace” is what keeps
connections in the church of Christ intact. “Where peace is
maintained, Christ’s presence is made evident.”  We take the
treasured memories of this parish and all of you with us when we
relocate to St. Thomas CSI Church in Nedumgadappally. We will
always keep you in our prayers.

In Acts 8:26-40, we see that God called Philip from his
fruitful ministry in Samaria and directed him along the desolate
path to Gaza. It was a no-man’s land. Such a voyage may have
seemed pointless and unclear to human comprehension, but in
God’s knowledge, there was a divine purpose waiting along the
way. Philipose followed God’s call with humility and faith rather
than defying it. He met the Ethiopian eunuch there, a soul seeking
the veracity of God’s Word. What appeared to be a routine trip
turned into a holy moment of deliverance. The Scriptures were
opened, Christ was proclaimed, and the eunuch joyfully received
baptism thanks to Philipose’s faithfulness.

The Spirit of the Lord immediately took Philipose to Ashdod
after completing that mission, where he carried on the ministry
given to him. God’s servant was relocated in accordance with divine
plan rather than human desire. The narrative serves as a reminder
that God’s secret providence is present in every missionary travel,
encounter, and transfer.We sincerely believe that God never
transfers His servants aimlessly, as we prepare to relocate from
CSI Christ Church in Trivandrum to St. Thomas CSI Church in
Nedumgadappally. Similarly, God’s caring plan for our church
includes the arrival of Rev. Thomas Paikadachan at Christ Church.
Faith teaches us to trust the one who guides us, even if we may
not always understand why God alters our pathways and locations.
Sometimes God sends His servant because another field is in
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need of care and ministry, and other times He replaces the
shepherd to give the flock new vigour and vision.

Therefore, let us view these changes as sacred movements
within God’s purpose rather than just as separations. May you
welcome Paikadachan, your new Vicar, with affection, maintain
the oneness of the Spirit in the bond of peace and prayer. The
same God who led Philipose through Ashdod and Gaza continues
to direct our church and all of our travels in accordance with His
perfect will me which He has not committed to another.” In that
faith, we trust that every calling, every transfer, and every new
beginning in ministry unfolds according to the wise and gracious
purpose of God. May God bless our church. On behalf of Sweety,
Asquith, Amith, Adelyn, and me, we extend our heartfelt prayers
and best wishes to all of you. May God’s abundant grace, peace,
and guidance continue to strengthen and bless you in the days
ahead.

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World Environment day dedicated to reflecting on God’s
wonderful creation and our responsibility as stewards of His earth.
In the Scriptures, we are reminded repeatedly of the beauty, di-
versity, and wisdom of God’s creation. The heavens, the earth,
the mountains, rivers and forests-all declare the glory of God. As
Psalm 19:1 tells us, “The heavens declare the glory of God; the
skies proclaim the work of His hands.”

The natural world is not only a gift to be admired-it is a
sacred trust. God placed humanity in the Garden of Eden “to work
it and take care of it” (Genesis 2:15). This divine mandate shows
us that stewardship is not optional; it is central to living a life of
faith. Each tree we plant, each river we protect and each act of
conservation honors God’s creative work.

Yet, we know that our world is under threat. Pollution, de-
forestation, overconsumption, and climate change are realities we
cannot ignore. These environmental crises remind us that our
actions have consequences, not just for ourselves but for our chil-
dren and the generations to come. Today is a moment to pause
and ask ourselves: Are we living as faithful caretakers of God’s
creation, or are we neglecting the gifts entrusted to us?

Caring for the environment is not only a practical concern-
it is a spiritual act. By protecting creation, we demonstrate love for
God and for our neighbors. The poor and marginalized often suf-
fer first from environmental degradation, reminding us that eco-
logical stewardship and social justice are deeply interconnected.

Amazon rainforest, the lung of planet earth started showing
depletion of biodiversity due to human intervention from 1960’s,

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which alarmed scientists and nature lovers. The UN in 1992 called

for protection of planet’s ecosystem through an organised action.

Around 154 state heads assembled in Rio de Janeiro under the

banner of “Convention on Biological Diversity” (CBD) in the same

year and decided to take measures to protect the BD with three

major mandates. “Conservation of Biological Diversity, Sustainable

use of Bio-resources and Sharing of Benefits arising out of the use

of bio-resources for conservation and to those who conserve”. In-

dia also signed the pact in 1993 and a decade later enacted the

Biological Diversity Act in the Indian Parliament in 2002 with the

same mandates. In fact, much earlier than that in 1930’s itself,

Mahatma Gandhi, the Father of our Nation proclaimed “Nature gives

us everything for our need, and not to exploit nature for our greed”.

Let us therefore make environment protection as a way of life.

Biblical Principles and the Example of Jesus

The Bible gives us both instruction and inspiration for how

to live in harmony with creation. In Genesis 1:28, God said to

humanity: “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it.”

While some may interpret this as a call for domination, the He-

brew word for “subdue” implies responsible care and wise man-

agement, not exploitation. God calls us to cultivate, nurture, and

preserve the earth.

Jesus himself often used nature to teach spiritual truths. He

spoke of mustard seeds growing into trees, lilies clothed by God, and

the birds that neither sow nor reap, yet are cared for by our Heavenly

Father (Matthew 6:26-29). These examples remind us that God’s

creation is inter-connected and sacred. When we honor and care for

the natural world, we participate in God’s ongoing work of creation.

As members of a faith community, we are called to act.

Stewardship is expressed through both small daily choices and
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broader communal initiatives. Here are some ways we can live

out our call:

1. Reduce, Reuse, Recycle: Conserve resources, minimize waste,

and model sustainable practices in our homes and church.

2. Water and Energy Conservation: Use water wisely and switch

to energy-efficient lighting and appliances whenever possible.

3. Tree planting and Gardening: Participate in community tree-

planting events, maintain church gardens and create green

spaces that foster biodiversity.

4. Support Sustainable Policies: Encourage local and national

policies that protect the environment, promote clean energy,

and safeguard natural habitats.

5. Educate and Inspire: Teach children and youth about the im-

portance of environmental stewardship, linking care for creation

to faith and values.

Every small action contributes to a larger impact. Together,

as a church community, we can embody God’s love through prac-

tical, meaningful care for His creation.

Call to Action, Reflection, and Prayer

Beloved in Christ, faith is not only about what we believe;

it is also about what we do. Environment Sunday is a reminder

that our spiritual life is inseparable from our care for creation. We

are called to act, not just to admire, to nurture, not just to notice.

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Psalm 57 bears a superscription that roots it firmly in his-
tory: “A Michtam of David when he fled from Saul into the cave.”
This Golden Psalm was composed during one of the most turbu-
lent seasons of David’s life, most likely at the cave of Adullam
(1 Samuel 22:1), where he arrived alone, discouraged, and in con-
tinued danger. The psalm moves in two unmistakable movements:
from urgent petition to soaring praise, and in doing so, it teaches
the people of God how to trust, pray, and worship when circum-
stances offer no visible reason for hope.

David opens with a doubled plea, “Be merciful to me, O
God, be merciful to me!,” as if one appeal could not bear the weight
of his need. He does not pretend to be brave. He admits his soul
is among lions, encircled by enemies whose words cut like swords.
Yet notice what he does with his fear: he does not bury it or dress
it up. He brings it, raw and trembling, straight to God. This is the
first great lesson of the cave, that honest urgent prayer is not weak
faith but the truest expression of it. When anxiety presses in and
danger surrounds us, the cave is not the place to be silent. It is the
very place to cry out. God is not embarrassed by our desperation;
He invites it.

Even before a single enemy has been defeated, David
declares something stunning: “God shall send forth His mercy and
His truth.” He is still in the cave. Nothing has changed outwardly.
Yet inwardly, faith has seized hold of what cannot yet be seen. He
anchors himself to the character of God, His hesed (steadfast,
covenant love) and His faithfulness, describing them as reaching
unto the heavens, unto the clouds. The cave narrowed David’s
horizon, but his faith expanded it. This is precisely what trust in
God’s sovereignty does for us in seasons of waiting: it reminds us

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that the One who governs the cosmos has not forgotten our name.
His love is not limited by our circumstances. His faithfulness is not
dependent on our comfort.

Then comes a shift as startling as sunrise: “My heart is
steadfast, O God, my heart is steadfast; I will sing and give praise.”
David calls for lute and harp. He will awaken the dawn with wor-
ship. He has not been delivered yet, but he worships anyway. Here,
praise is not a feeling; it is a decision. It is an act of holy defiance
against despair. For every believer walking through a long, unre-
solved season of pain or uncertainty, David’s song from the cave
offers a radical invitation: do not wait until the storm passes to lift
your voice. Worship God in the cave, and discover that praise
does not merely express your faith, it deepens it.

The cave was never David’s refuge; God was! The cave
was simply where he learned it. Whatever hollow, frightening place
you find yourself now, a diagnosis, a broken relationship, a sea-
son of waiting that makes no sense: the God whose mercy reaches
to the heavens bends low to meet you there. Your cave is not the
end of the story. It is where the song begins.

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The lyrics of the famous hymn

"I Need Thee Every Hour" was written in

1872 by 37 year old Annie Sherwood

Hawks, a member of the Hansen Place

Brooklyn Baptist church, New York.  She

was inspired by a sudden sense of God's

presence while doing the household

work on a bright June morning. Annie

Sherwood Hawks has been quoted as saying “Suddenly, I be-

came so filled with the sense of nearness to the Master that, won-

dering how one could live without Him, either in joy or pain, and

these words were ushered into my mind”. It was like a reassur-

ance of the intense faith that she had in God.

Unlike many hymns born out of tragedy, this one was written dur-

ing a moment of peace and happiness. The hymn emphasizes

that whether in moments of peace or during times of desperate

needs, consistent dependence on God is important to see us

through.

These personal devotional hymns by 19th-century women lyri-

cists have their own special focus as seen in the hymn ‘I need

Thee every hour’. They provide glimpses of the lives of women

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who were segregated from positions of leadership (including in

the Church) by gender, leading lives separate from their husbands

primarily doing daily domestic jobs.

Robert Lawry (1826-1899) the pastor of her church was de-

lighted to go through draft of the lyrics, initially penned as a poem

and set the melody to the hymn. He even added the apt refrain

(given below) for each stanza.

I need Thee, oh, I need Thee, every hour I need Thee;

oh, bless me now, my Saviour, I come to Thee!

Robert Lawry has said that the ‘lyrics and the chorus together’

brings out the total essence of the hymn viz.  our daily depen-

dence on God for bringing a sense of peace and confidence to

carry on in life’.

Annie Sherwood Hawks was born on May 18, 1835 in Hoosick,

New York to Marvin and Caroline Sherwood. From a young age

she displayed a gift for writing verses, contributing poems on a

regular basis to a variety of newspapers. She was educated in

public schools and in the Troy Seminary for Women, New York.

She married Charles Hail Hawks in 1857. He was a member

of a New York based banking firm. They had three children. After

sixteen years of marriage unfortunately Charles Hail Hawks died

in 1888, of excess fluid build-up in the lungs. This shattered Annie

and this was when she understood the "comforting power" of the

lyrics of the hymn ‘I need Thee every hour” that she had written in

1972. After the death of her husband, she moved

to Bennington, Vermont, USA, to live with her daughter and son-

in-law for the rest of her life. She passed away on 03-01-1918 at

the age of 82.

The phrase "I need thee" is the central focus expressed in

this hymn. Its persistent repetition was a common tool used by

hymn writers of that era, to strengthen the person singing the hymn.

With the refrain added by Robert Lowry, the text ‘“I need thee"

appears twenty times when all five stanzas are sung, thereby re-

inforcing our need of God’s presence every moment of our lives.

Following the death of her husband, Annie Hawks reflected

on the power of her hymn. She seems to have said "I did not

understand at first why this hymn had touched the great throbbing

heart of humanity. It was not until long after, when the shadow fell

over my way, the shadow of a great loss, that I understood some-

thing of the comforting power in the words which I had been per-

mitted to give out to others, in my hour of sweet serenity and

peace."

The poem follows two paths of expression of its core idea.

One is to focus on specific spheres of life where we need God viz.

in times of temptation, in joy or in pain. The second relates to our

dependence on Him in everything. Even the line “I need thee ev-

ery hour” is not as simple as it may seem. It states a fact of human

insufficiency, but it is at the same time a confession of faith. And

so it is a dual confession that reveals our inadequacies but also

by implication, the sufficiency of God to provide what we need.

In analysing the hymn we find:

Stanza 1

‘I need Thee every hour; Most gracious Lord: No tender voice

like Thine can peace afford’

We find two important Biblical references viz. John 15:5 which

reads ‘I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me,

and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do

nothing’. (NKJV). Also Psalm 86:15 which reads ‘But You, O

Lord, are a God full of compassion, and gracious, Longsuffering

and abundant in mercy and truth’. (NKJV). The essence of the

stanza is that a continuous relationship with the compassionate
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Jesus is required for a peaceful spiritual life, amplified further in

Philippians 4:7 ‘and the peace of God, which surpasses all under-

standing will guards your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus’

(NKJV).

Stanza 2

‘I need Thee every hour, stay Thou nearby;

temptations lose their power when Thou art nigh’.

This stanza has a direct reference to overcoming temptations

with the help of Jesus and attaining victory over sin. Hebrews 2:18

provides the apt Biblical reference ‘18 For in that He Himself has

suffered, being tempted, He is able to aid those who are

tempted’.(NKJV) Further amplified in James 4:7 ‘Therefore sub-

mit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you.’ (NKJV).

Stanza 3

‘I need Thee every hour, in joy or pain;

come quickly and abide, or life is vain’.

Many a times in our joy we forget that we need the constant

presence of Jesus. A direct reference can be seen in Psalm 16:11

‘You will show me the path of life; In Your presence is fullness of

joy; At Your right hand are pleasures for evermore’. (NKJV). This

shows that when He abides in us, we are strengthened to over-

come the struggles, pain and sorrow which we encounter in our

lives.

Stanza 4

I need Thee every hour; teach me Thy will, and Thy rich prom-

ises in me fulfil.

This stanza has a direct reference to Psalm 143:10  which

reads ‘Teach me to do Your will, For You are my God; Your

Spirit is good. Lead me in the land of uprightness.’ (NKJV). This

should be the daily prayer of every believer in order to build on our
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faith in God; seeking and focusing on His will that these promises
may be fulfilled in each of our lives.
Stanza 5

I need Thee every hour, most Holy One;
O, make me Thine indeed, Thou blessèd Son.
This stanza is a sincere plea to Jesus to make each of us His

very own.
The hymn resonates with Christians across the world, as it

brings into focus our daily need to feel the presence of God through-
out our lives.
